A tota.l of 909 areas of the na-
tion will be qualified, effective
July 1, for federal finaneial aid
to help create new jobs in needy
communities, Eugene P. Foley,
assistant Secretary of Cormmerce
for Economic Development, an-|
nounced this week. Fifty-nine
Kentucky counties, including
Floyd, will be eligible for public
works grants and loans and busi-
ness loans. Six will qualify for
public works grants only.

The assistance, based chiefly
on high wmemplovinent or low
family income, is provided by
the Economic Development Ad-
ministration, U.S, Department of
Commerce.

EDA funds are available in

help finance public works and
facilities needed fo support exist-
ing industry and encourage new
business development. Loans are
also available for industrial and
commercial projects which will
open new and permanent jobs.

A total of 1,315—mainly coun-
ties and labor areas—have qual-
ified for EDA help since last fall
when legislation was enacted
establishing the program. A num-
ber of areas were included be-
cause they were eligible under
a previous redevelopment pro-
gram,

Bass fishing with surface lures |
is certainly the most sport; it is

also certainly — especially when

done with fly-rod poppers — the

method that will get most strikes

when bass are feeding shallow.

But unfortunately, during a cer- |
tain percentage of the time—high |
in some places, low in others—it |
simply won't work; will result in '
no strikes whatever.

Mid-depth fishing is the method |

ber to set his hook well (except
for those extremely rare days
when we all feel bass plucking
lightly and fail to hook most of
them).

However, there's a great part
of the time—over nine tenths of
the daylight hours in midsummer
—when either topwater or mid-
depth fishing, in most places,
will produce no more than a |
rare, sort of accidental and gen-
erally tiny bass.

“they’re not hitting” is to find

The big question is, how deep
will bass be? Generally, as deep
as they can go without drowning.
Hey, some will say, a fish can’t
drown! But fthat's what it
amounts to, since he can die rap-
idly in the water from lack of
oxygen—for just the same reason
that a man dies if long under-
water.

Since this perfains to the most
advanced form of bass fishing—
deep stuff in both senses of the
word—we must discuss & pecul-
iar phenomenon called the ther-
mocline, something all fishermen
should know about but few de.
For fishing below a thermocling
can get you no more fish of any
species than you’d catch on your
living-room floor. Briefly, if
means that in summer only, on
a lake of about average size and
type, there are an upper layer
of warmer water with plenty of
oxygen in it and a lower, colder
layer so devoid of it that a fish
lowered there in a net would die
even more quickly than if you
tossed him up on shore. The up-
per layer is called the epilmnion; |
the lower, the hypolimnion — and
there 18 no misunderstanding |
whatever about what these are
like. _

~The trouble is that the position
of the thermocline, below which
fish can’t live, will vary. Rarely,
affer stiff offshore winds have
lasted some time, it may be onﬁ
six feet down or so. Do n
waste much fime in fishing be-
low 30 feet or so if you're getting
no strikes, since, at the time,
the thermocline may be above
that. Yowll find nearly all the
fish just above the fhermocline,
since that’s the coolest water in
the epilimnion.

The fastest way to find the
thermocline is by use of an ex-
pensive electronic thermometer,
watching the dial as you lower
the probe. You can find it more
slowly by lowering a number of
times a much cheaper register-
ing thermometer—the kind you
reset with a little magnet.

consider this argument un-
tenable. But if the proponenis
are correct in this contention
and the legislature is vested
with the unrestricted power
ostensibly hestowed by sec-
tion 4, then the provisions of
the Constitution pertaining to
revision are completely mean-
ingless and useless. On this
theory the legislature could
from time fo time alter or
reform the Constitution in any
manner it saw fit . . . Has
this court been usurping the
power of the legislature for
generations by declaring leg-
islative acts unconstitutional?”

The majority contended
that “so long as the people
have due and proper notice
and opportunity to acquaing
themselves with any revision,
and make their choice directly
by a free and popular election,
their will is supreme, and it
is to be done.”

From a practical standpoint,

said the majority, the intent
of framers of the present Con-
stitution “is more than satis-
fied” by the procedure fol-
lowed by the legislature and
the CRA. In fact, they said,
it “goes even further” than
requirements of Section 258
(vevision by the convention
method).

aren’t aware of the dangers of VD.
Once infected, they are complacent
about treatment.

One of the first signs of syphilis
may be a painless, ulcerating sore.
Gonorrhea produces inflammation

and a discharge of pus.

A person may contract syphilis
and be unaware that he has the dis-
ease. After the first symptoms, the
germs may remain hidden in the

body for as long as 20 years before

any damage is discovered. Then the
person may become crippled, de-
velop heart disease, blood vessel
disease, blindness, or show mental
symptoms. Even death may result
from this hidden stage of syphilis,

If left untreated, gonorrhea may
be responsible for arthritis, endo-
carditis, sterility, and blindness.

If a person suspects he may have
contractedvenereal disease, he should
g0 to a physician immediately.

A total of 406 areas are being
removed from the list effectiive
July 1 because they no longer
meet the statistical or legal qual-
ifications of the legislation.

Four major cities presently
‘qualified as redevelopment areas
‘—San Diego, Oakland, Miami and
Newark—will remain on the EDA
list. Four other major cities—
‘Cleveland, Toledo, Buffalo, and
Philadelphia—are being removed
from eligibility.

A four-county labor area in
Pennsylvania which includes the
city of Pittsburgh is also being
removed.

The revised list was drawn up
under provisions of the Public
Works and Economic Develop-
ment Act of 1965 which calls for
an annual review of all areas
authorized to participate in the
job-creating program.

The law also provides that the
termination of an area’s eligibil-
tiy will not effect pending appli-
cations for financial aid.

(EDITOR’S NOTE: The Kentucky General
sembly may soon begin debating the draft of a new
constitution. It has taken the Ceonstitution Revision
Assembly almost two years to come up with a docu-
ment containing 13,000 words in 14 articles and 157
Sections. The following is the first of a series explain-
