Wheeler Is Arrested
As Gunman; Slaying
Scene, Busy Street

A busy Pikeville street was
the scene, Monday noon, of
the slaying of a Floyd county
man as a score of more per-
sons stood transfixed by the
tragedy.

The victim was Palmer
Compton, 50, of Allen, man-
ager of Holiday Mobile Homes,
Pikeville, who, shot three
times, died en route to the
Pikeville Appalachian Region-
al hospital.

Named in a murder warrant
was Cecil Wheeler, age about
| 30, of Regina, Pike county, for
whose release from the Pike
| county jail County Judge Bill
Pauley has asked $5,000 bond.

Wheeler is being held “in
protective custody,” in the jail
buntil after the funeral of

Compton today (Thursday).
Deputy Sheriff Calvin Run-

the shooting:
Compton, with Wheeler’s

wife, Myrtle Sue, a woman of
about 25, seated beside him,
drove his ear east on Huffman
street and rounded the corner |
onto Main, Wheeler stood on
the sidewalk, near the corner,,

corner he fired three shots|
from a small-calibre revolver |
of German manufacture. One
bullet struck Compton in his
The car moved con
down  Main street but was
slowed by preceding traffic so
that Wheeler, afoot,
kept pate with it When the
car stopped in front of the
Hatcher Hotel parking lot,
Wheeler opened the door and
fired twice, one bullet enter
ing Compton's lefi side, the
other his back, beneath his
left shoulder blade.

The woman had fled the
car before it stopped and was
unhurt.

A historical marker placed re- | %
cently at the grave of Moses
Stepp on the Pigeon Roost Val-
ley Road, 10 miles south of Love-
ly, Kentucky, will be unveiled
and dedicated Sunday, July 17,
at 2 pm. The marker, prepared
by the Kentucky Historical So-
ciety, states that Moses Stepp
was a Revolutionary War soldier,
and that he fought the Indians |
and Tories in Carolina and Ten-
nessee, He was captured by the
Cherokees, who tortured him and
nailed his ears to a tree. He tore
loose and escaped to this area
where he spent the remainder of
his life.

The ancient headstone at his
grave states he was born in 1735,
died in 1855 at the age of 120
years. He is believed to have
been the oldest man living in
Kentucky,

E is one of the longest state con-
‘stitutions of all the 50 states and
was written after months of de-
liberation and at time much
acrimmonious haggling.

One reason for the drawn-out
deliberation of 226 days was the
inflexible determination of East-
ern Kenfucky delegates to Kill
‘the Virginia Compaet, that pro-
vision in all previous constitu-
tions of the state that protected
dormant Virginia land grants.
Another cause of delay in ready-
ing the final document was the
fight to bar viva voce voting.
There were many other basic
provisions in the 1850 constitution
the delegates were determined to
change, one of these being the
right of certain state officials to
succeed themselves., Opponents |

a state freasurer who had en-
irenched himself for nine terms
and stolen a quarter million dol-|
lars in tax money.

objectives by sheer force of com-
manding, intelligent argument.

Auxier was a prophet, too, of
economic change and predicted
things unheard of in 1891 but
common-place today.

He said:

“I predict that before another
Constitutional Convention shall be
assembled in this hall men will
he navigating the air instead of
traveling in railroad coaches;
that instead of going 30 or 40
miles an hour they will go 200
miles an hour and hundreds of
thousands of things will be
brought into existence; and new
fields of operation and new sys-
tems of government or modifica-
tions, at least, will be required in
those days to come . . . We want
to make some changes in our
Constitution to adjust it to the
present wants of our people.”

Auxier recognized that the doe-
ument they were preparing would
not serve for all time.

“There is nothing so sacred
about any of this Constitution but
what the people can alter, mod-
| ify or change and adapt it to the
ua,nts of the people when the
| emergency arises,” he said in

one of his many speeches on the
floor of the convention and noted
that the econsfitution they were

ever,

He continued: “We are simply
representatives of the people.
They sent us here to form a con-
stitufion; not for the government
of all the generations yet unborn
but to prepare a constitution suit-
able for the government of the
people at the present fime.”

Thus did Auxier recognize that
the document they were drafting
in 1891 would not be sufficient
three-quarters of a century later.

Auxier and Heopkins were bit-
terly opposed to viva voce voting
for they had seen it used as a
method whereby the votes of
thousands of lumbermen in the
mountains could be delivered as
& bloe. Auxier told of how saw-
mill operators employving a great
number of men would call them

together before the election and
tell them how ‘fto vote. To vote
against the operator’'s will would |
bring discharge. The voter had |
no alternative for he must vote
by calling out for everybody toi
hear the name of the men for
whom he voted.

Hopkins, in agreement with
Auxier, supported this move to
introduce the secret ballot and
