Investors Choﬁ, Firm
Says Work S@@t Near

Investors in Kamﬂﬂd Prod-
ucts, Inc., the giant weod prod-
uets opera.ton proposed in John-
son county, betweeh Pantsville
and Prestonsburg, have been no-
tified by mail that they may, if
they desre, receive an 85% re-
fund on ther investment.

The mailed notices to the ef-
fect that Kenwood would make
such refund went $0 purchasers
of stock in order to comply with
requirements of the Department
of Securities, since the full of-
ferng of 700,000 share of Ken-
wood stock was not sold, Pur-
chasers of Kenwood stock were
promised in the firm's prospec-
fus that they would be entitled
to receve a refund of 8% of

their investment if the full stock

issue did not sell. The 15% mnot
refunded is the selling agent’s
commission.

Kenwood directors said they
were optimistic about stockhold-
ers’ attitude and that they be-
lieve few will ask a refund. The
firm only recenfly received a
$425,000 federal grant, and first
actual development appears im-
minent. Stock certificates will be
issued to all those who decide to
retain their investment.

The stockholder letter points
out current equity represented by
the site, which is said to have a
potential value of nearly $1.5
million once ‘a bridge is builf
across the Big Sandy, utilities are
installed and a power sub-sta-
tion constructed.

On the back side of the lawn
stand the giant white oaks. They
were there when I came to grade
off the site and build a house.
They had come up in'$hé corners
of an old rail fence and in their
protected niches they had grown
and awaited their destiny fo
shade those who would come
with the years, There had been
five of those trees, years ago,
but the house-builder had de-
cided to cut them down. The
area would look better, he said.
I arrived in time to pardon three.

One of those.woaks flowers
luxuriantly with a wisteria that
begins to embrace the ftrunk

{ near the earth. I planted that

wisteria a quarter of a century
ago; my son helped to entwine
its fereeping fingers on the first
limbs of the oak. Slowly the vine
reached upward until it was
vainly clutching at the sky. It
was now 60 feet tall, had hund-|
reds of branches, completely
wrapped and encircled the free.

These figures are from the Division of Registration, Department of Motor Transpor-
tation, Frankfort, Ky.:

In 1945, the last year Floyd was a wet county, the number of motor vehicles li-
censed in this county was 3,230.

In 1965, 20-years later and the last year for which records are available, the num-
ber of motor vehicle licenses in Floyd county was 13,487.

The total for 1965 does not include the great number of motor vehicles from other
counties of Kentucky and from other states which travel this county’s highways, especially
during the tourist and vacation seasons. At certain times as many as 20,000 automobiles and
trucks may be in operation in this county.

These figures are cited to point to what may, and undoubtedly will, happen if Floyd
county should vote wet. The warning is clear to all who will see or hear. Can’t you imagine
the highway carnage that will result, with this county wet, with 15,000 to 20,000 automo-
biles and trucks on its roads and with the percentage of drunken drivers skyrocketed by the
easy access to whiskey, wine and beer?

Open, inviting whiskey stores, beer joints dotting every roadside, young and old,
women and men, free to buy and drink and then to load into cars and join the mad jam on
the highways, their vision blurred, reactions slowed and judgment dulled — all forming a
gountlet of death for the innocent to attempt to run. Would you like to run this gauntlet?

Would you like for your son or daughter to venture onto the highways under such condi-
tions?

WOULD YOU HASTEN DEATH’S VISIT?

What of the murder rate in Floyd county when it was wet and when it was dry? The
figures will be given for the same two years, although neither may have been representative
of the two periods. In 1945, for instance, most of Floyd county’s young men were at war or
in war production plants.

In 1945, last of the county’s wet years, Floyd county had 6 murders. Twelve oth-
ers were wounded by knives or bullets that year. In 1965 Floyd county had only two persons
slain and, according to available records, only two wounded.

Floyd, as a dry county, has one of the lowest murder rates in the state of Kentuc-
ky. Wet Floyd county had perhaps the worst—a rate which caused an outspoken Common-
wealth’s Attorney of that time to describe our county as “the bloodiest soil on the Western
Hemisphere.”

Alcoholic beverages in every age have taken a horrible toll in human life. The open
saloon, the open liquor store and beer joint open the doors to the Visitor all would shun.

Do not, in the name of decency and good, commonsense, let the Liguor Crowd de-
ceive you. Don’t fall for wild promises which cannot be fulfilled, or for glowing pictures
of good business and lower taxes when it is obvious that the cost of law enforcement would
exceed any license fees collected and that business in general would suffer as men turned
their money in to the liquor retailer instead of the drygcods store and the grocer for cloth-
ing and food for their children.
