Anti-Rabies Fight
| Launched In Knott
To Last Two Weeks

A two-week program to con-
trol an outbreak of rables in
Knott county began last Satur-
day.

Nine cases of rabies in Knott |
county have been identified by
the State Health Department lab- |
oratory, Dr. Joseph Skaggs, |
medical epidemiologist, said.
Seven of the nine were in cat-|
tle. At least twice as many cat-|
tle with rabies sympboms have
died, Dr. Skaggs said,

Thirty-one Knott eounty resi-
dents have taken Pasteur treaf-
ment for prevention of rabies |
this summer, he said. Most of
them were trying to treat cattle
who later died.

The control program is being
aimed at foxes and siray dogs.
A eountywide guarantine of pets
‘and domestic animals has been
|in effect for about a month.

The schedule for the program:

Veterinarians' will travel
throughout the county to vacci-
nate livestock.

Consultants of the U. S. Bureau
of Sport, Fisheries and Wildlife
began Tuesday a series of meet-
ings to discuss ways to reduce
the fox population and demon-
strate trapping techniques.

A one-week ‘“drop-bait” pro-
gram will begin September 12.
Meat containing a chemieal toxin
will be put in areas where foxes
are likely to be. The bait will not
be put where livestock can get
it. Unconsumed bait will be re-
moved at the end of the week.
