Governor Edward T. Breathitt |
said this week.

Oliver Quayle, of New York, '
reports that a sampling of opin-
ion faken by his firm shows a
three-to-two preference for re-
vision of the old document, but
also reveals some 40 percent of
the voters have nolt made up
their minds,

A similar poll of some 400 per-
| sons taken in Louisville and Jef-
| ferson county by Raymond A.
Kemper and Associates indicated
that while 55 percent of the peo-
ple supported revision and 29
16 percent

were still undecided.

“Dhis indecision on the part
of these sizeable segments of
voters is traceable, 1 feel sure,
to the fact that they have not
taken the opportunity to read the
new charter and compare it with

“Also, a reduction in the num-
ber of general elections to one
every two years, instead of one
each year, with consequential re-
duction in their cost; lower in-
terest rates on local bond is-
sues; relief for the farmer from
excessive property taxation; bet-
ter protection of injured work-
ingmen.

“An emd to the musical chairs
game of rotation in office for
‘those who frade jobs at the tax-
payers’ expense; more home rule
and less control from Frankfort
for cities and counties, with local
officials chosen locally, and the
allowance of the state financial
aid for local government, thus

Service Growth Told

When EKenftucky’s first dental
health program was started in
1927, only 10 percent of all Ken-
tuckians were receiving regular
dental checkups,

Now more than 40 percent of
the state’s population is receiv-
ing this type of care, says Ed-
ward B. Gernert, director of
dental health in the State Health
Department.

All of Kentucky’s 120 counties
have public health dental pro-
grams, Gernert says. Of these,
115 counfies have clinical pro-
grams for treatment of oral
health problems,

Gernert says, ‘“The clinieal
programs are not extensive
enough to take eare of all chil-
dren unable to visit a dentist,
and opriority is given to the
youngest, However, no child in
pain is refused treatment.”

Seven field dental mebile units

have no dentist nor dental facil-
ities, Gernert says. He says
Enott county has 17,500 popula-
fion and no dentist nor dental fa-
cilities.
