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WHY WE SUPPORT 
CONSTITUTIONAL REVISION 

We shall vote for the new Constitution, not be­
cause it is perfect or because we understand every 
'Provision of it, but, in the main, on three point.s. 

One of these provisions which we consider im­
portant to Kentucky will cost us, dollar-wise-not 
because of taxes but through loss of advertising 
and printing income. This is the provision which 
calls for fewer elections. 

Fewer elections do not, as we see thris matter, 
deprive the people of their rights as citizens. They 
will continue to elect all county and top state of­
ficials; they will have a referendum vote on the 
record of appointed circuit judges, and that vote 
will determine if these jurists are to remain in of­
fice. But elections will not come so often, and we 
are all for it. Our people need a respite from polit­
ical campaigning. They need the chance to recover 
from the bitterness and tensions that accompany 
these emotional Donnybrooks. In Floyd county, 
this very day, we would say fully fifty percent of 
the prejudice and malice and hatred that poison 
the lives of otherwise peaceable citizens springs 
from old political fights. We need less of that; in 
the name of peace and goodwill, we need less of 
it. 

Our second reason for supporting the Revised 
Constitution has a relationship to the first. It per­
tains to the appointment of circuit judges and those 
of higher courts rather than their election after 
indulging in all the wiles and str3JtJagems and skull­
duggery of political campaigns. We shall be happy 
to know that a judge can enter upon his duties as 
an arbiter of human rights and justice without 
having compromised himself with promises of of­
ficial favors in return for votes. It will be a big 
step forward for judges to be able to forget next 
year's election or the next and to suffer less fear 
when they dare to administer justice without favor. 

(We recognize the high quality of many judges, 
under the present system, and honor them for it, 
because they surmount very real handicaps to 
~chieve such commendable standards of official 
conduct.) 

Reason No. 3 : The Revised Constitution moves 
away from the old and basically dishonest fee sys­
tem by providing: 

"Judges and commissioners of all courts shall 
receive for their services adequate compensation 
to be fixed by law. All authorized salaries and 
expenses shall be paid out of the Treasury of the 
Commonwealth." 

" ... shall be paid out of the Treasury of the 
Commonwealth" -mark that. No man sitting in 
judgrnent on another in Kentucky will depend for 
his salary on fees based on fines received through 
that or any other trial. 

That, we submit, is a big Sltep-not all the way, 
but at lea.~t part of the way.

• KEN UCKY'S COURT SYSTEM 

A UNIFIED COURT SYSTEM The p posed Constitution Revision seeks to unify Kentucky's court system 
from the highest state level through the local level. The unified system would consist of a Supreme Court, a 
Court of Appeals, Circuit Courts and District Courts. 

THE SUPREME COURT This would be a new judicial level 
created out of the existing Court of Appeals, presently Ken­
tucky's highest court. The Supreme Court would become the 
highest court-the court of last resort-in the Common· 
wealth. The Supreme Court would set rules of procedure for 
lower courts. Jurisdiction would be established by the Gen­
eral Assembly. 

THE COURT OF APPEALS A new intermediate judicial 
level, the Court of Appeals, would relieve some of the work 
load from the Supreme Court. It would consist of at least 
nine judges, one from each of the seven Col.llt Districts and 
two from the state-at-large. 

CIRCUIT COURTS The Circuit Courts would operate as 
theydonow. 

DISTRICT COURTS A District Court would be created for 
each county and would assume the present jurisdiction of the 
Police, Justice·of Peace, Quarterly and County Courts. The 
General Assembly would provide for as many District Court 
judges in each district as the Supreme Court certifies is 
necessary. Generally, there would be one district court for 
each county. However, two adjoining counties ·could be con­
solidated into one district if the Supreme Court certifies that 
one district judge could handle the judicial business of the 
combined counties. In this case, a District Court Commis· 
sioner would be named from residents of counties other than 
the one in which the judge lives. 

QUALIFICATION OF JUDGES Under the Constitution .Reo 
vision, all judges would be qualified attorneys.

SELECTION OF SUPREME COURT AND COURT OF AP· 
PEALS JUDGES When there is a vacancy, a Nominating 
Commission would present three names to the Governor. He 

·will appoint one of these. After three years, this judge would 
run for election to a full eight-year term. He would run un­
opposed and "on his record." He would not run as a member 
of any political party. He would have to be approved by the 
voters for each additional term. Should he fail to win this ap­
proval, or resign from the bench, a vacancy would exist; and 
the same nomination-appointment-election procedure would 
be required. 

SELECTION OF CIRCUIT AND DISTRICT COURT JUDGES 
Circuit Court judges in districts with a population of more 
than 50,000 would be selected in the same manner as higher 
court judges unless otherwise voted by the people of the 
district. 

Circuit Court judges in districts of less than 50,000 would 
be elected for eight-year terms unless otherwise voted by the 
people of the district. 

District Court judges would be elected for four-year tenns. 

THE BILL OF RIGHTS The original Bill of Rights under 
the present Constitution remains unchanged in the pro­
posed revisions. However, three new rights were added: 
One permits an individual to waive pre-trial indictment 
in a felony charge, thus allowing him a speedier trial. A 
second prohibits any individual from being held in jail as 
a material witness. The third would prohibit the invasion 
of privacy of an individual by means of wire tapping or 
any other electronic or mechanical snooping devices.
