A key sentence in the Constitution Revision says: "Units of local government may 
create any democratic form of government and perform any functions not denied 
to them by their own charters, the Constitution or general law." Local governments 
would be able to do what was not specifically denied to them. Now, local governments 
have only the powers specifically granted to them. 

LOCAL ELECTIONS Under the Revision, 
local voters would continue to select their own 
elected officers, voting for them at the same 
time they chose their Representatives and 
Senators for the General Assembly. Present 
elective offices would continue until changed 
by general Jaw. 

TERMS OF OFFICE The chief executive and 
the members of all units of local government 
would be elected by local voters for terms of 
no longer than four years.
