The Cou~·im·-Journal in i~ February 18 edition 
diecu sed the benefits of tou1-ism to the Mountain 
~nomy and cited Pre tonsburg along with the 
nationally famous Gatlinburg, Tennessee as ex­
amples (,f Ai)palachian town~ which have dis­
proved the argument that de\·elopment of a tour­
ist indu ... try cannot bring a measure of pro:;perity 
tP. pre\·iously depressed communities. 

The editor:al continues to di~cuss the pros and 
cons of tourism quite sensibly and objecti\'e]y un­
til it gets al'OL:nd to the need for liquor outlets to 
satisfy the thirst of some who come visiting. It 
points out: 

"Most mo•!>1tain towns are furiher handicapped 
by dry laws which di:-;courage many vacationers 
and make more difficult operation of lodge· and 
,restaurants." 

This is a stl·angely contradictory statement in 
an editodal which lists Prestonsburg and Gatlin­
burg as exam 1)1es of to,vn,<>- .., hich have benefitted 
from tourism-for both Pre ton burg and Gatlin­
burg happen to be in dry counties.
