Will Floyd county under the 
court-ordered 100 percent assess­
ment collect this year more than 
the 10 percent overall increase 
stipulated by law enacted by the 
1966 General Assembly? 

That is the question posed by 
a comparison of the total taxes 
to be collected by Sheriff Joe W. 
Lewis this year and the total 
taxe certified for collection in 
the preceding year, 1965. 

(Copies of the taxes certified 
for collection in 1965 and 1966 
were procured by Henry Ste­
phens, of Prestonsburg, from the 
State Revenue Department.) 

The total of tax bills to be col­
lected by Sheriff Lewis (state, 
county and school) stands at 
$576,205.74. The tax bill total re­
ceived by his predecessor, Henry 
C. Hale, for Lhe preceding tax 
year, 1965, was $498,950.18. On 
the face oi these two official re· 

~eipts from the two sheriffs of 
'.ax bills they received for col-
1ection, the 1966 total is $77,­
~55.56 above the state, county 
and school taxes for collection 
ln 1965. 

That amounts to an increase, 
overall, of 15.4 percent instead 
of the 10 percent increase pro­
vided by law. 

But, it is pointed out, these 
figures fail to tell the story in 
full. The 10 percent increase al­
lowed by law also includes 
franchise taxes, which were not 
raised, and it does n{)t include 
new properties taxed for the first 
time; for example, the Trimble 
Branch residential development 
here, the Kentucky Appalachian 
Industries plant at West Pres­
tonsburg, and others. 

From this po nt of view it is 
argued that the taxes collected ·
