The problem created in the
Big Sandy River by coal wastes |
originating in Virginia was dis-
cussed af length in a hearing
held last Friday at May Lodge,
Jenny ! State Park, on pro-
posed water guality criteria for
the Big Sandy and Tug Fork, and
no solution to the problem was
reached.

Ralph C. Pickard, excutive di-
rector of the Kentucky Water
Pollution Coontrol Commission,
. looked on the, black water from
Virginia as a particular threat
to Fishfrap Reservoir, the Pike
county impoundment which Iis
nearing completion.

“The time is approaching,” he
said, ‘““when something will have
to be worked out, It is the con-
cern of official agencies and cit-
‘izens, too, that Virginia is not
controlling the black water prob-
lem."”

“I don't know how long it will
take, but eventually the flow of
coal solids out of Virginia into
Fishtrap can have a serious ef-
fect on aquatic life,”  Pickard
added.

The hearing was attended by
about 35 representatives of indus-
iry and others interested in the
eriteria to control water
lion. Some offered statements,
pro and con; some came merely
a8 observers.

Pickard also said that Vir-
ginia’s reluctance to be forceful
‘with the problem creates an en-
f?emmt prohlsy. in Kontvpeky .

“Tt is more difficult to-invoke |
Kentucky standards -that are
more stringent than those of an-
other staie,” he said. “If black
. water is coming to coal washers
' from another state, it is more
difficult to demand of Kentucky
producers that they abide by
Kentucky standards.

For 813 in Area

The Department of Labor noti-
fied Congressman Carl D. Per-
kins last Priday that a grant of
just over a million and a half
dollars has been approved fto
provide ifraining in special skills
to 813 persons in Floyd and 12
other Eastern Kentucky coun-
ties.

What is believed to be the big

gest lake fertilization project ta
be undertaken in Kentucky wat

Dewey Lake, it was announced
this week,

Fertilization of the entire 1100-
acre impoundment was promised |
Monday, to start almost immed-
iately, by Minor Clark, commis-
sioner, Kentucky Department of
Fish & Wildlife Resources, with
the Fish & Wildlife Resources
Commission later approving the
action., Approximately 40,000
pounds of fertilizer will be used.

The undertaking, which will
cost an estimated $25,000, is the
result of work of the Dewey Lake
Fish & Game Club, which was
given the support uf the Pres-
tonsburg Chamber of Commerce
and the Prestonsburg Kiwanis
Club in urging the big lake im-
(provement program. State Rep-
resentative W. J. Reynolds ap-
peared at the Frankfort meeting
as spokesman for the clubs.

Heretofore, fertilizing has been
vestricted to small lakes Wr
farm ponds.

The fish and game club also
scored heavily on another peti-
fion to Commissioner Clark. This
asked for a limnological study of
the lake. (Limmnology is the study
of bodies of water, particularly
their physical, geographical, bio-
logical and other features.)
