The number of Catholic fam­

As im­
plied in the at,ticles, 1·eligious 
bigotry is not practiced in Floyd 
county. If at all, it is a rare ex-1 
cept1:cn rather tha;n a general 
rule. From the above record, the 
most skeptical must conclude 
Catholics, as such, are doing 
much good fer Floyd countians. 

In refe1 ence to the statement, 
· "Children eat coal t.o satisfy a 
nutirtional deficiency," I would 
remind Floyd countians when 
and where this statement was 
first userl. During the early 

i 1960's, at the time of the bitter 
labcr dispute between coal opera­
tors and mtners, clothing, food, 
etc. was shipped into Floyd and 
sut rounding counties by unknown 
donors.

Soil Conservation News 
By HAROLD R. WALLACE 

Soil Conservationist 

How many different kinds of 
soil do you think there are in 
Floyd county? Well, there are 
103. In Kentucky there wre. 800, 
and in 1the United States as a 
whole there are 70,000 different 
kinds. 

"Each soil has its ow:n dis· 
tinctive traits of characteristics. 
To make wise and intelligent use 
of the land, it's best to know 
what kind of soil we ·are working 
wi.th. Some soils, for example, 
oan be used safely and produc­
tively for cultivated crops. Some 
can't." 

"Some soils will support a 
housing development •or .a, fac­
to.ry. Others won't. On some 
house Jots, the soil will filter 
sewage from a septic •trunk. On 
others the soil won'it." 

To ftnd out about P!I10Per uses 
of soil for both rural and urban 
residents, SCS soil scientists sur­
vey 50 million acres .a year. 
Their ·reports are used by fM"m· 
ers. They're also used by pl31!1· 
rung commissions, zoning boards, 
a'l'chiitects, builder:s, developers, 
school hoards, ~health depart­
ments, tax assessoro and higb,way 
departments.
