In a project of gathering ma-
terial and writing & series of art-
irles on ‘‘Traditional Aspects of
the One-rcomed School’’ for the
KENTUCKY FOLKLORE REC-
ORD, I have had occasion to ask
about the size of school districts
in our end of the state. It came
as no great surprise that the one-
roomed schoeols were rarely more
than four or five miles apart, on
an air line, With modemn reads
and with transportation, fthis
seems very, very small for a
school or anylether unit.

Most of the eld-timers whom I
have ftalked to wsaid that the
school distriet Wwas measured by
short legs, for school children,
as a class ape and were small
and had $o contend, morning
and afternoon, Wwith whatever
miles there were between home
and school. It has been hard for
me to explgin this to the younger
generation, who have grown up
since everybody owned a car,
and former distances seem ri-
diculous.

Occasionally I have found some
old-timer who had walked more
than IhJBB miles to school, but
even these oldsters also recalled
how that feng daily round trip
did not interfere with the usual
games of Wiolf Over the River or
Hare and Hounds, However, most
old-timers admitfed that they,
personally, did not walk very far
and usually had known

fields that saved many steps.

Thinking abouf fhe daily walk
got me to thinking also about
walking in general. Many a man

from sunup till sundown would
not have dreamed ‘of walking
three miles in any season, just to
be walking or on serious busi-
ness. We used to say, and there
was 2 lot of fruth in it, that
some of ow neighbors would go
out to the pasture and chase a
horse for a couple of miles try-
ing to caftch him to ride to Sul-
phur Springs Church, @ half mile
to a mile away. But riding even
an ornery horse gave some style
to its owner amd rider; and if
the horse was hitched to a buggy,
that added local dignity.

Nect long after the turn of the
century I got the meputation in
my home neighborhood of being
queer or maybe “‘slightly off”
because I would walk miles and
miles, just to be walking. In this
way I visited places that mno
other member of my family had
gver seen, creeks and hills and
springs and extensive woods.
But I must make @ strange con-
fession: though I lived for two
school years within four miles of
Cavce, Ky., the home wof John
‘Luther ‘‘Casey” Jones, I never
walked that distance and kmew
Cayvece only as it appeared from
