View from KY 80 of new million-dollar hospital facility constructed at Martin by Sisters of Divine Providence. 

HOSPITAL TO 0 EN FRI 
The new 40-bed Our Lady of the Way Hos­

pital will open at Martin (Friday). 
Work on the new facility began in June, 

1966, and its construction and equipping has en­
tailed the expenditure of nearly a million dollars. 

Entire cost of the new hospital is being borne 
by the Sisters of Divine Providence who rejected 
Hill-Burton funds which were offered if they 
would move to another location. 

"We like Martin, we were there, we wanted 
to stay," a spokesman briefly commented. 

The new hospital structure is of brick con­
struction, of two stories and has 26,000 square 
feet of floor space. Its 40 beds are 15 more than 
were available in the old hospital farther up­
town. A parking area to accommodate 40 cars in 
addition to hospital and staff vehicle has been 
provided. 

What will be done with the old building was 
not disclosed. 

The newly completed hospital has resulted 
in expanded and modermzed surgical, laboratory 
and clinical facilities. Practically every item of 
equipment is new. 

The surgical recovery room and the intensive 
care unit permit better supervision of the post­
operative and critically ill patient. The hospital 
laboratory is four times larger than that in use 
at the old hospital. 

The entire hospital, it was said, has thermo­
statically controlled heat and air-conditioning. 
Each bed has a "tale-mike" w hi c h permits 
patient-nurse communication. Each room has its 
own television set, and each also is eqmpped 
with orygen and suction at each bed. 

"It was designed," commented a staff spokes­
man, "primarily to upgrade the quality of med-

VA 
ical and surgical care and update patient services. 
The purpose of the hospital to help the patient 
recover health. Our aim is to give better patient 
care, and the hospital i dedicated to the sick 
and their needs.'' 

The old hospital, operated by the Sisters of 
Divine Providence for 20 years, suffered from 
seasonal flooding or isolation by floodwaters 
from Beaver Creek. The new, built on high 
ground, will have no such problem. 

Sister Mary Janet is administrator of the 
hospital. It w1ll employ 36 lay pe1 sonnel, among 
whom are six registered nurses, 12 licensed 
practical nurses and a records librarian. 

All doctors of the eounl:v hwe bePn invited 
to become members of the hospital staff. 

Dedlcation of the new hospital and open 
house will be held Sept. 17, it was said.

How Important Are Hospitals? 
Completion of a new hospital by the Sisters of 

Di\'in~ Providence at .Martin is another chapter in 
the history of a Floyd county community which 
has been marked by advances in medical services. 

Hospitals there have benefitted the people of 
this and neighboring counties, and at the same 
time haYe contributed substantially to the economic 
life of the town. The town of Martin i~ fortunate, 
in that the Sister:; insisted that their new facility 
\Vould be built there and not moved to some dis­
tant site. 

lt was at Martin that Dr. Edward L. Stumbo and 
Dr. W. L. Stumbo built the first hospital in this 
county. Since that time, Dr. Orris Gearheart built 
and operated the Gearheart Hospital, which later 
b~came known as Martin General Hospital and, 
:still later, as Our Lady of the Way Hospital. After 
~he deaths of the Stumbo brothers, Drs. Casebolt, 
Gronnerud, Sirkle and others operated the Beaver 
Valley Hospita.l which, in more recent vears has 
been owned and operated by Dr. C. L. Allen' and 
Dr. Lowell Martin. 

In that one paragraph i · sketchily recorded years 
of hospital sen ice dating back to soon after World 
War l-a service which has never been interrupted, 
!tlthough the Beaver Valley Hospital is soon to 
close its doors as a hospital and to exist only as a 
clinic. 

It is doubtful that the people of ~fartin have 
ever fully realized what these hospitals have meant 
to the community, not to mention their meaning in 
-times when life and death were the issue to so 
many. The same thing could well be said of any 
community. 

At We:-t LibePty, where the tragic death of Dr. 
Murray clo;;ed the town's one hospital, the loss 
has become vety real not only to West Liberty it­
self but also Lo all Morgan county. Citizens there 
are so concerned about the situation that they, not 
doctors, haye assumed responsibility, have organ­
ized the Morgan County Hospital Association, are 
seeking fund .; fo:· a new hospital and are ready to 
put thcii· own money into the effort. 

Here, in Prestonsburg, Prestonsburg General 
Hospital has served long and well. Closing of the 
Beaver Valley Hospital at Martin and the hospital 
at West Liberty are factors contributing to over­
taxing of the fnciities of the Prestonsburg hospital. 
A new and larger hospital is needed, and Hill-Bur­
ton funds a:c·c available, since the facility is now 
a non-profit enterprise, under community owner­
ship. But there is a prerequisite to the appropria­
tion of Hill-Burton funds, and that is that the com­
munity itself raise its hare of the cost.
