A littlle boy and his dog missing 
i.n the hills . . . tragedy at the 
lake . . . flood victims to be res­
cued. 

So the "diary" of Floyd County 
Civil Defense and its two units 
runs. '11he event-by-event account, 
dated from May 20, 1966 to June 
23, this year, ranges the emcr 
tional scale from the feans of dis­
traug1Jit parents and the heartt­
break oaused by tragedy to the 
ludicrous experience of search­
ing for a missing man, only to 
find he had been drinking and, 
fearing to go home intoxicrarted, 
had spent the time "walking it 
off". 

'11he account covers the activi­
ties of the F1loyd County Emer­
gency & Rescue Squad, which is 
headquartered here, and the Left 
Beaver Creek Civil Defense Unit. 
'11he annual report was released 
this week by Petty L. Thompson, 
Prestonsburg, Floyd CD director. 

The Left Beaver unit lists 21 
events in which it served. These 
inolude di!recting traffic at fu · 
nerals and public events; fire­
f.ighting stin/ts at Hi Hat, Minnie, 
McDowel!J., P r i c e and Betsy 
Layne; evacuating families from 
their homes at Orkney which 
were threatened by floodwaters; 
hedping the town of Martin in its 
post-flood cleanup job; domting 
blood to county hospitals. 

The unit has its own firefight­
ing equipment. 

The older Floyd County Emer­
gency & Rescue Squad during the 
year recovered the bodies of five 
perrons f~om Dewey Lake and 
streams. lits services extended 
into Knott, Magoffin, Clay and 
Jessam1ne counties. In Jessa-

1 mine the Squad had six men on 

I duty four days dragging the Ken­
tucky Rrlver, near Lock 9, for the 

I bodies of several men missing 
alter a boat had drifrted over the 
dam and broken up, 

In Clay county the Squad 
joined the searoh of the South 
Fork of the Kent:.~cky Rrlver 
Where four Unemployed F1atihers 
had drowned in the coilapse of a 
bridge. There the Floyd county · 
group saved the lives of two Per­
ry County Rescue Squad mem­
bers when fueir boat capsized. 

One body was recovered by the 
Floyd County Emergency & Res­
cue Squad from a Knott county 
pond, May 20, 1966; one from 
Beaver Oreek, near Maytown, 
July 31; one from Jones Fork of 
Right Beaver Creek, near Lack-
ey, last Dec. 28; another firom 
Beaver Creek, between Allen and 
Martin, April 2, this year, with 
four survivors taken to a hos­
pitaJ. Six days ~ater, a body was 
recovered f·rom Dewey Lake and 
fdrst•aid administered to another 
man who survived tihe boat trag­
edY.
