SPECIES OF WOODPECKERS

We have six leading species of
woodpeckers in our region and
all of them are highly valuable
birds. We also have @another one
that is called, “‘the yellow-bellied
sapsucker,” which is not valuable
at all, as it drills rings of holes
around the trunks of trees like
maples, hemlocks and others and
then drinks the sap, (Sometimes
it drinks fermented sap and gets
a bit tipsy.)

This sapsticker does consider-
able damage to forest trees; it
mews like & cat, squeals like a
hawk and has a yellow belly.

But the six woodpeckers we
have should not be accused of
drilling holes in tree trunks to
get the sap, as none of them
have this bad habit. T shall write
abouf the three most important
wioodpeckers, as follows:

1. The flicker, also called the
golden-winged woodpecker. This
bird mainly eats ants and grub
worms and also destroys many
termites. It considers 4,000 ants
a square meal. It protects the

trees against pests like carpen-

| ter ants, which deviour the heart

These
big woodpeckers will tear a doty
leg. to pieces so as o get the
beetles and grubs living in the
decaying wood.

The pileated woodpeckers have
dedlined in numbers due mostly
to the constant removal of the
large timber from the forests.
It is a fine, friendly bird and
show's little fear of humans.

' 8. The tiny downy woodpecker
is also called ‘“‘tommy wood-
ker,"” as he has _the ways of

a small boy. He has a little
“frogsticker biil,” which comes |
in handy for drilling holes to get |
bad pests like flat-headed apple-
liree borers and wood borers. He
also devours cedling meths which
do severe damage to the apple
crop. He' is a friend of the orch-
ardist and is often found around
orchard ftrees looking for pests
o eat. The downy is the smallest
of the woodpeckers and has a
white back and white cheeks. He
whinnies like a colt, or rattles
out a friendly call to persons he
rusts.
