Johnson said he doubts that
any more money will be|
approved than the average
$401 pay raise already planned
for teachers this term.

Johnson said the $401 pay
increase “was arrived at by
the state Board of Education,
and we took it in good faith
that this was what was due
the teachers.”

Of the Pike situation At-
torney General Matthews said,
in response to a question from
Board Member Johnson:

“While teachers may orga-
nize and bargain collectively
as to pay and working con-
ditions which it may be with-
in the power of a hoard of
education to grant, “they may
not do so under threat of
strike.”

He said the National Labor
Relations Act, which gives
employes the right to strike,
specifically execludes public
workers—as do most state
labor laws.

As for the termination of a
teacher’s contract, Matthews
said it could eome about for
insubordination, conduct wun-
becoming a teacher, physical
or mental disability and in-
efficiency, incompetency or
neglect of duty.

Matthews said, “If the super-
intendent or other prescribed
official orders a teacher under
contract to conduet classes on
a duly designated teaching day
and such teacher in failing to
report for duty wilfully re-
fuses to recognize or obey the
authority of the superintend-
ent or other preseribed official,
the wilful refusal may be con-
sidered by the board of edu-
cation as a possible ground to
contract termination under
hearing procedures.”

A ‘couple willing to provide
such an environment—in which
the youngsters 'would learn to
live with others, themselves,
and the ecommunity — would be
paid on a scale ranging from a
minimum of %100 fto $200 a

Since the number of children
in the homes would vary accord-
ing to the demand for homes, the
deparfment expects this payment
to average at least $2.50 a day
for each child—the guaranteed
minimum for foster care, accord-
ing to Child Welfare Commis-
sioner Maurice A, Harmon.
