Magistrates in justice of the 
peace courts in 17 Kentucky 
counties apparently paid them­
selves salaries illegally last fis­
cal year, a Legislative Research 
Comm1ssion <LRCl report says. 

The I'eport, released last week, 
said magistrates in the cotmties, 
which were not named, received 
salaries for performing judicial 
duties, yet no convictions were 
reported in jusbi.ce of the peace 
courts in those counties. 

state law allows fiscal courts 
to vote salaries for magistrates 
for "actual periormance of judic­
ial duties." Except for those few 
counties haVing a comm1ssion 
form of government, ma.,.aistrates 
serve on fiscal courts. 

Magistrates who petiorm no 
judicial duties are entl tled only 
to a maximum of $15 a day for 
meetings of fiscal court, a legis­
lative body. 

The IJRC report said magis­
trates in six of the counties paid 
themselves per diem for fiscal 
court sessions as well as salar­
ies.

But anglers could 
save the lives of many fishwonns 
if they would break their bodies 
near the m1ddle, use the tail 
end for bait and discard the 
head end. The earthworm will 
then live and grow a new tail 
end. 

We need more earthworms to 
help build up our soils. They are 
the most ill!teresting animals one 
might wish to study. They are 
true, segmented worms and 
they are blind . But certain 
groups of cells on their bodies 
are sensitive to light rays; so 
they can probably distinguish be­
tween daylight and darkness. All 
earthworl!ll.S have 10 hearts and 
bhey are all hermaphrodites. 
Each has a full set of both male 
and female organs. Many earth· 
worms have a beautiful color; 
some are deep pink, some light 
red and others flesh-colored. 
Scme have patches of blue o.1 
their bodies. Som e are lar•ge and 
fat, depending upon the type of 
soil in which they live. Others 
are long and slender. Each 
ear t,:;worm has a dcuble row of 
bristles , two rows underneath 
the body and a row along either I 
side. These i1elp it to pull itself 
along throttgh the soil•by giving 
it more traction for diggi.1g bur­
row-. If the earthworm runs up 
against a hard layer of soil 
througJh which it cannot go eas­
ily , it will eat a hole through the 
hard earth. enriching the soil oy 
chemicals in its own body. 

Eart.hworms belong to a group 
of seg,mented worms called an­
nelids. We often see them wrig­
gling around on top of the 
ground after a heavy rain.
