"In contrast to some states,"

The report points out that in a 
separate construction project, a 
new materials processjng center 
was added to the State Library in 
Frankfort at a cost of $175,000. 
''Here new books and materials, 
catalogued and processed, are 
delivered to the people of Kentuc­
ky by way of their local libraries 
and Bookmobiles." 

The report said tJ:Jat during the 
past four years the Department 
of Libraries has selected, cata­
logued. process"d and delivered 
to regional libraries and Book­
mobiles a total of 564,930 books. 

Breathltt gave special praise 
to bhe State Library that pro­
vides from Frankfort a mail 
order inter-library loan serv1ce 
to all public libraries and many 
school libraries. It has circulated 
more than 57,000 books throu!fh 
this service and answered some 
44,000 reference questions. "In 
most cases today, reference ma­
terial can be provided within 24 
to 48 hour.s," he said. 

Breabhl1t said that his admin­
istration has rurso placed special 
emphasis on its statewide Book­
mobile program. "Since 1963, the 
state has purchased 66 new 
Bookmobiles and now owns 104 
of the "libraries on wheels," 
more than any other state.''
