The entire project, which
has been approved by the
Federal Housing Administra-|
tion, depends on the ability
of the local group to (1) ac-
guire sites at a reasonable
price, and (2) to get construc-
tion done within the required
cost limits.

The maximum amount which
may be spent on each unit is
$10,500, and that includes both
site and construction.

The ministerial association
has 20 to 26 sites under con-
sideration, it was said.

tribution angd money control,’”” Dr.
| Canpenter said.

“We are continually up-dating |

lour plans,"” he adds. ‘“The state

commiitee meets quarterly and
reports frequently to the regional
commitiee, All plans are ré-
viewed and brought up to current
levels of nafional development.”

Dr. Carpenter said the meet-
ings bring together some of the
country’'s ablest planners, from
universities, business, industry
and gevernment. “No detail is
too small to escape ftheir atten-
tion, even though they are plam-
ning for an emergency which we
all trust will never happen.”

drops. |

The law also implies that
a governor has a duty to re- |
store appropriations in pro-
portion to reductions made|
should the General Fund rev- |
enues appear to exceed the
estimate.

New Book Describes
Change In the South

Two University of Kentucky
historians. Drs. Thomas D. Clark
and Albert D. Kirwan, describe
the revolutionary changes which

sinee the end of the Civil War in
a new book published recently by
Oxford University Press.

Entitled, “The South Since Ap-
pomaftox: A Cenbtury of Regional
Change,’’ the 438page book dis-
cusses the ‘“tragic' story of Rad-
ical reconstruction, emphasizing
that “the Negro was never in
control in any state, and the per-
iod was not one of universal un-
happiness,” that it produced sig-
nificant reforms, and that the
Redeemers who overnthrew the
Radicals were as opposed to poor
whites as to Negro influence in
government,

The UK professors point out
that the agrarian revolt against
the Carpet-baggers inaugurated
limited reform for whites only,
but it also helped to produce the
racial caste system and the use
of racial demagoguery fto per-
petuate the power of what be-
came a Demoeratic power olig-
archy.

After the war, the scholars ex-
plain, the soldier returmed to the
land for his living, but for 10
decades famming remained for
most a mere eXistence. ““The
dominant one-crop (cotion or to-

were influenced by the New
Deal, the demands of World War
II, the great increase in electric
power by private interests and
the federal government, the miod-
ernizing of the South's railroads,
the vast increase in river freight,
and new economic leadership.

PROPERTY.TAX STRUCTURE '
CHANGES RECOMMENDED

Frrankfort, K¥.—The 1968 legis-
lature must face up to the need
for changes in the local prop-
erty-tax structure, the Legisla-
tive Research Commission was
told yesterday.

Dr. Lewis C, Bell, director of |
Western Rentucky University’s
tax research cenfer, said the tax-
rollback law of 1965 has imposed
a different tax-rate ceiling upon
each county, city, school district
and other local units of govern-
ment.

In effect, he said, the old in-
equities in property assessments
—althiough corrected by full-value
assessment—are being maintain-
ed through the different tax-rate
ceilings, -

Further, Dr. Bell noted, the ex-
isting law limits the ability of
cities, counties, school and other
local government units to collect
miore revenue in the future than
they will collect this year.

This is because the tax-rolliback
law permitted localities to collect
just two 10 percent increases in
revenue—one lagt year and one
this year.

Dr. Bell said it is questionable
whether the 1965 tax-roliback law
wiould be upheld by the courts if
it were to be attacked in a law-
suit, ‘because of the nonAmiform-

ity of tax rates. ¥

If the rollback law were to be |/
held invalid, then the tax-rate|
limits imposed by the Kentucky |.

Constitution would apply unless
the legislature establishes re-
vised, uniform tax ceilings for
each class of local government.

The constitution lmits the
property tax rates of cities, coun-
ties and all local taxing districts,
exeept school systems, to rates
ranging from 50 cents to $1.50
per $100 of assessed value. There
is no constitutional limit on tax-
rates for school districts.

Dr. Bell's tax research center
has been making a study of the
property tax at the direction of
the LRIC to help guide the legis-
lature, In his preliminary report
yesterday, he also made these
points:

1. Across the nation, the prop-
erty tax is becoming primarily
a levy on real estate, as more
and meore states and localifies ex-
empt personal property. If Ken-

perisonal property, such as stocks,
bonds and the like, it would cost

a year in fax revenue. (The in-
coming governor, Liouie B. Nunn,
said during his campaign that he
favored such repeal.)

2. The county tax commis-
sioner should mot be the person
who ultimately fixes the tax bur-
den. He should become a ‘“tax
evaluation administrator’ ap-
pointed on & non-political basis
for his technicgl skills.

3. Combining the assessing job
in smaller counfies would enable
a better job to be done for each
county by an assessor with an
adequate staff.

4, Local boards of tax super-
visors, who review local assess-
ments, should be upgraded by
requiring members to meet cer-
tain qualification standards.

5. The state should by law
have the machinery to hear ap-
peals from individual taxpayers
following any state-imposed blan-
ket increases in a county’s total
assessment.

6. All Kentucky cities — many
of . which have their own asses-
sors and assessment rolls—should
be required to use the county as-
sessor's valuations of city prop-
erty. Since all property wvalua-
tions are to be at 100 percent,
this would eliminate wasteful
duplication of effort.

7. The state needs to provide
by law a substitute for the fed-
eral documentary-tax stamp now
required on deeds and transfers
of real property. The federal
stamp no longer will be required
after next year and assessors
will be hampered in their valua-
tions unless the legislature pro-

8. Although the Kentucky Con-
stitution seems to forbid cities

and ofher localities from levying
sales taxes, a legal way around
this prohibition might be found.
This was done in the case of the
occupational tax, which was au-
thorized despite the constitutional
prohibition against local income
taxes.

It was clearly apparent that
the members of the LRC found
Dr. Bell's admonitions distaste-
ful—especially after the upheaval
in government wrought by last
week’'s general election.

Dr, Mitchel B. Denham, D.,|
Maysville, suggested in jest that
perhaps an I/RC subcommitiee of
Republican members should be
appointed ‘“to meet with the new
governor and decide what new
taxes are needed.”

‘Rep. Harry Hoe, R., Middles-
boro, responded with a smile
that such a committee ought fo
include Democrats “whose party
has been raising our tfaxes all
these years—we need their ex-
perience.”

Dr, Bell’s completed report and
recommendations are expected to |
be ready for the LRC and the in-
coming legislature in mid-Decem-
ber.

THE DARING RESCUE

Some years ago, when I fol-
lowed the profession of civil en-
gineer, I was in eharge of a field
party doing some land surveying
along Big Coal River, Boone
county, W. Va. It was en a cold,
windy day in March, and when
noontime came, we stopped to
eat our lunches. The men in-
sisted we build up a small fire
to keep warm while eating.

Up near the top of it I saw 2
small, round hole. Suddenly ouf
of it popped the head of a mother
flying squirrel. She quickly sur-
veyed
and saw the red flames licking
up the dead trunk. She had 2a
nest of young in the burning tree,
I knew they were sound asleep
in the nest, as flying squirrels
are nocturnal and seldom stir
during the daytime.

Back into the hole the mother
squirrel dived and when she
emerged she had a baby flying
sguirrel in her mouth.
