After Perjury Admitted 

$26,000 damage judgment 
awarded in the Floyd circuit 
court was reversed last Fri­
day by the Court of Appeals 
on the grounds that a witness 
committed p e r j u r y in the 
lower court trial of the case.

SNYDER HAS A GOOD IDEA 
Congres<man Gene Snyder, of Louisville, has 1t 

~ound idea for federal legislation which would 
remove the valid objection that a severance tax 
on coal and other minerals, or natural re~ources, 
would be unfair if it did n<Yt a-pply to all states 
f1·om which such resources are extracted. 

Snyder's proposed bill would set a federo.l tax 
on these resources, and that tax could be avoided 
by any state th!rough tax legislation of its own on 
the products. 

Ce1'i:a;in<ly it would be unfair to Kentucky in­
dustry if a severance tax were levied in this sfJate 
while competing gtates had none. Snyder's bill 
apparently is the answer. 

But when, and if, a severance tax law is enacted, 
it should not be designed to enrich the state treM­
ury. Most of the revenues such leg'islation would 
yield should go to the counties from which there­
sources are taken. They do n(}t belong in the 
state's general fund f(}r expenditure in counties 
W'hioh have lost no suoh resouTces. 

The Times does not advocate such a tax to bur­
den coal operators and others. But it holds that, 
if made genera•! to the;;e industries, the tax would 
n(}t be harmful to industt·y. And it would take 
those counties whdch are rich in natural resources 
off the so-caJiled pauper list.

On the discouraging side, 
the men teachers s .a y their 
biggest. complaint is "inadequ­
ate salad es; lack of summer 
employment.'' 

"I am discouraged because 
I cannot provide adequatelY 
for my family at my present 
salary,' 1 one man wrote. 
Another asked, 10What kind of 
job can I do in suppor ting my 
wife and child on the earnings 
I am receiving? I have to coach 
and moonlight on the side in 
order to h a v e a few extra 
cloathes and autombile for my 
family ... I have never had a 
vacation with my family be­
cause I must work the entire 
summer Yacation to keep the 
necessary bills paid. I tried 
going to summer school to 
work on my master 'IS degree 
but found that I could not 
afford to give up my summer 
ernplo.Ylnent and take on the 
extra expense.'' 

Women teachers say Hlack 
of equipment and supplies'' 
keeps them from doing their 
best teaching. The sam2- item 
gets the second highest li-sting 
by men teachers. 

Women teachers cite as their 
second g r e at e s t hindrance 
"lack of support on the part. 
of parents and community; in~ 
tederence by parents," which 
men teachers put in t h i r d 
place. 

Third on the women's U3t 
of discouragements is "poor 
facili ties (school p lant)" b u t 
running a close f o u 1· t h is 
"poor working conditions; low 
morale; schoo1 atmosphere: no 
planning period; supervision 
of pupil ~ at. lunch period; not 
free to teach as I wish.',
