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Co. Judge Reports
On Probe Findings

Report Hits
At Build-Up
Of Incident

No Crime Committed,
Rumor Stirs Trouble,
Stambo Report Says

County Judge Henry Stumbo
st Friday afternoon made his
chmt of Findings on the basis
of tectimony heard at a court of
inquiry over which he presided
during most of two days, earlier
in the week, to probe the Betsy
Layne school situation.

During the court of inguiry,
which was convened, he said, aé
the request of County Attorney,
Commonwealth’s Attorney and
Superintendent of Schiools, abous
40 persons testified. The requesé
for the probe was caused, he
pointed out, “‘because of the se-
verity of the alleged incident
and grave public concern.”

His findings, briefly:

1. No crime was oonwnitted
and the girl who was the prinei-
pal figure in the case was noot
physically harmed or assaulted.

2. The incident began in an ap-
parently friendly atmosphere but
was built by talk #nd gossip
“out of all reason and propor-
tion.”

3. Persons spread malicious,
unfounded and false rumors for
selfish purposes and not in the
inferest of justice.

4. The Betsy Liayne high school
principal showld have made a
prempt and thorough investigas
fion and prompt disciplinary ac-
tion shouvld have been taken.

Again, before
the days of micdern metheds of
cannimg and of refrigeration, it
was not alwawvs easy to keep in
any usable form many of our
vegetables and fruits; hence the
extended use of pickling.

Nature Trails

THE PERSIMMON,
“FRUIT OF THE GODS”

Botanists have named the per-
simmeon, ‘Dios-pyros,” which
mean$ literally, “the fruit of the
gods." When fully ripened by the
frost and then a light freeze, the
persimmons are the most highly
nutritious of all wild fruits. They
turn a deep orange-yellow after
a frost but let a light freeze
come and the persimmon’s skin
turns purple, the pulp gets soft
and mushy and incredibly sweet.
It i8 then at its best for eafing.

Nature protects the persim-
mons against being raided too
eanly by making the fruits ex-
ceedingly astringent and puck-
ery, as any schoolboy who has
venbured fo bite into a green
persimmon ean testify; it is a
mitacle how the ripe fruit so
quickly loses its puckery gual-
ities and becomes sweet and ed-
ible.

I often wonder what a plant
wizard like Luther Burbank
cowld do by experimenting with
the persimmon. No doubt with
time enough he could produce
persimmeons as large as pears
or apples. No other tree does as
much to help feed the wild life.
Also domestic animals go after
the ripe fruit. I have seen ducks,
chickens, hogs, wild turkeys eat-
ing ripe persimmons. Possums
pitch iheir tents under the trees
fo get the fruit that falls, and if
the persimmens don’t fall fast
encugh, they climb the tree to
get them. Seuthern darkies watch
the possum’ when he is feasting
on persimmons and begin to get
fhe clay oven ready to bake him.

Oldtimers' used to make pre-
serves out of ripe persimmons,
also brandy and ‘simmmon beer.’
The seeds were roasted by the
Confederate soldiers during the
Civil War te make ‘“coffee.”

The valueé of the persimmon
rees whould be moere fully ap-
preciated, not only for their role
in feeding wildlife but for the
many uses. The inner bark has
valtiable —medicinal properties
and was once widely used as a
remedy for intermittent fevers.

The wood 8 heavy, strong and |

durable and was once widely
used by the early settlers for
making méattock handles, single
and double trees, shovel handles,
band spikes and gluts. It is
sometimes used to make goli
sticks; the wood is also used to
make shoe lasfs, shuibtles and in
turnery.

The persimmon free belongs
to a small family called, The
Ebony FPamily, which means
black, The heartwood of the tree
Is huack; the sap wood is a pale
creamy color and consists of
about 100 layers. One peculiar-
ity of the ripe persimmon is the
way the dried calyx clings to the
fruit; the tree blooms in May
and the flowers are creamy-yel-
iow and have fowr peials. The
bark is dark, rough and broken
into sguares.

The leaves ‘of the persinumon
are beautiful in any season; they
grow six or more inches long
and are shiny on top: in the fall
they turn a brilliant orange-red
like the fruits. Im colonial days,

fhe nipe persimmons were used |

to make delicious puddings. One
of the early writers gave an ac-
count of the persimmons found
in the woods of Vipginia, He
wrote: ‘“They have here a plum

Is fthe persimmon a berry or a
fruit? While this early writer
called it a “plum,’’ the fruit is
technically a berty.

We should plant more persim-
mons in our forests as a help to
wildlife. The seeds should be
gathered in the fall and planted
widely;

drained hillsides. We have failed
to conserve our valuable per-
simmon frees, I have known
some persons fo chop. dowm
large persimymons in order to get

the ripe fruit. Such a waste is

inexcusable,

THE “TANGLE-GUT”
OF THE MOUNTAINEERS

Once when I was studying the
early wild flowers on Miller's
Creek, Mingo county, I met up
with a man and his wife, with
three or four children, coming
out of the woods with brown
paper meal bags in their hands.

I noticed they had picked the
whole planis — stems, leaves,
flowers and all,

“How o you prepare them
for eatimg?’’ I asked.

“We don’t cook ’em; we ‘kill’
them with hot grease, and they're
thore good.”

They ®old me some people
called the plants, “‘chicken toes,”
but they had always known them
by the name of “tangle-gut.”
The book name of the plamts they
had picked is, Spring Beauty.

‘“Are you going to pick & mess
of them flor greens?” they asked
me.

“No,"” I said, “I've come here
to study them; they're too pretty
for me to eat.”

I thought “tangle-gut” was a
colorful but inelegant name for
swch a preity wild flower, so I
wrote to fell Dr. Earl L. Core,
of West Virginia University,
about the incident amd the color-
ful local name for spring beauty,
H was much ' inferested and

asked me to write an article

about the plant and its colorful
lJocal name. He published the
article in the magazine, CAS-
TANEA. Later, when Dr, Core
complefed his four volumes, en-
titled, s FLORA OF WEST VIR-
GINIA, in the fourth volume, hé
wrotet ‘“‘According fo Rufus M.
Reed, & common name for Clay-
fionia ecaroliniana (b r oa d-leaf
spring  beauty) is Tangle-Gut.
The leaves w@re gathered for
paing -greens.”

Negt only the leaves but the
flowers,
with hot grease and eaten by the
natives of both Kenbucky and
West Virginia,

The beotanists call
Beavly, CLAYTONIA,
of John Clhayterns, who was the
first Amerigan botanist, and
helped to prepare material for
the first book of belbany published
in America, under the title:
FLORA OF VIRGINTA. Clayton
lived in Mathews county, Va.

The delicate Spring Beauty is
one of our earliest spring wild
flowers fto appear. I used to
hear the ccuntry people call if,
“chicken foes,” but never “tang-
le-gut.” Offen in early spring, I
heard the farmenrs say, “Chicken
toes is blooming now, and there
wen't be mueh more eold
weather.”

Spring Beauty usually comes
out in bloom during the first
week of April; the flowers are
light pink with deep pink stripes;
the sbtamens are golden yellow,
which add much fo the beauty of
the flower. Each flower has five
| petals and two sepals.

Epring Beauty is a member of
the Purslane Family and comes
up from a deéep underground
tuber. it is close]y re]aJted to a

‘I nominate fthe American gold-
tinch for that honor. Many birds,
such as grackles, crows, black-
pinds, blue jays, kingbirds amd
aouse sparrows, all have some
plack marks against them. Buk
never the goldfinch. Many peQ-
ple know it as “‘the wild ca-
pary,” as it sings much like'a

canary. Three states have ahasm_

it as their state bird: New Jer-
s¢y, Washington and Towa.

All the good this bird does for

us humans can never be told.
It is a boon to hay fever suf-
ferers as it consumes great quan—
uties of ragweed seed,

to keep down this pest; it albo
helps fo eontrol the dandelions
that infest the lawns, as it eats
fheir seeds, also tthe seeds of
wild leituce. It is somefimes
cailed ‘“‘the lettuce bird.”

It helps the farmer to keep
down the spiny thistles that in-
fest pastures, as it eats great
quantfities wof thistle seeds, is
often called, “the thistle bird.”
It also uses thistledown to line
its mest, which is the probable
reason why it nests later than
all other birds, waiting until
August, sometimes Sep&em‘bea‘

to 'build its nest; it seems to re-
quire the soft thi for
nest lining, -

One of fthe goldfinch’s main
winter diets consists of the seeds
of wild beet; it riddles the seed
pods in winter, and is called by
some, “the beel bird." Mosé
country people ¢all rﬁhe evening
primrose “wild beet” and pick
the spring rosetfes to cook for
greens. The leaves are red;diﬁi
like those of beets.

While the goldfinch is mostly
a seed-eater, it helps the gar-
dener in spring by eating plant
lice, beetles and cankerwortns.

Goldfinches undoubtedly spread
more joy in the world than any
other bird., While the other birds
are busy through May and June
with nesting and rearing their
young, the goldfinches keep up
a constant round of music-mak-
ing. They begin their spring
songfests when the wild plums
and apple trees burst into bloom.
Then they begin to gather in
large flocks in fhe blossoming
trees, hundreds of them flying in
from all directions to join in the
jubilee. It lasbs most of the day
and keeps going on all through
the spring,

I have seen the blossoming ap-
ple trees literally filled with
goldfinches, all singing together,
darting in and out among the
biooms and literslly sowing the
air with music. It is one of the
finest musicals of spring and the
theme of their songs seems to
be, “The world is running over
with joy." Their hearts bubble
over with ecstasy as they sing
on and on for hours at a time.
Their spring jubilee reminds me
of the oldtime shouting and
singing at camp meetings.

The goldfinches show their
joy in their flight pattern. They
fly over with a roller-coaster
movement, which they seem fo
enjoy as much as a youngster
taking his first roller-coaster
ride, As the bird bounds up fo
the top of the loop, it gives a
wild, joyous ecry of, “‘per-chic-
o-ree!’ Then it lets go and seems
to drop to the botbom of the
next loop.

If there is ever a bird that
enjoys living it is the goldfinch.
The male in spring and summer
is one of the daintiest, hand-
somest liftle birds one may
find at any time; he is all
dressed up in gold and black,
with white for the trimmings.
His body is golden yellow, which
is set off by black wings, black
tail and a black forehead. The
wings have several white, cres-
cent-shaped markings.

Goldfinches are highly deveted
mates and loving parents, They
display their affection by many
tender expressions of endear-
ment. Some over-enfhusiastic
bird students go so far as to say
the goldfinches call their mates,
“sweetie,”” and their little ones,
“ba-bee.” Few birds have such
sweet expressions 'of tender de-
votion.

Goldfinches are always qenﬂe,
never fussy, never aggressive,
and do not interfere with the afs
fairs of other birds. In winter
they flock with pine siskins,
redpolls and crosshills, -

The males and females look
alike in winter, as
goldfinch sheds his
sumimer plumage and takes on
the drab olive-brown of the fex
male.

I nominate the goldfinch ax
“the ideal American bﬂ:rd," and

I truly wish we had more birds

like it.

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sibly department at a time, and
there would be other ideas of-
fered by lawmakers that could
possibly improve the budget.

It's a little hard to see how
any lawmaker could vole against
having early knowledge of the
budget or to deny the public the
right to have advance informa-
tion on it—where the money is fo
come from and how it will be

Since the Ilegislature set its
rules this year to make it an in-
dependent bnanch of state gov-
ernment—free from control of
the governor’s office—this meas-
ure would add much to the in-
dependence of the elected law-
makers.
