2-WAY RADIO 
County Funds Lacking 
For Service, Sheriff 
Asks Public Support 
Sheriff Joe. W. Lewis an­

nounced Monday that his of­
fice will have the benefit of 
short-wave r ad i o communi· 
cation within the next month. 

The system will p e r m it 
communication between the 
Sheriff's office and two patrol 
cars at any point in the county. 
Lewis said it will make it pos· 
sible for him to be easily 
reached, wherever he is in 
the county, and at the same 
time save time and travel and 
will speed up action in any 
situation. 

The F 1 o y d County Emer­
gency & Rescue Squad h a s 
cooperated w i t h the sheriff 
and is permitting the system to 
be hooked onto its line here. 
Lewis said the radio system 
will be installed at his own ex­
pense, unless he is given as­
sistance by the public. It was 
at first thought the f is c a 1 
court might finance the $2,476 
cost of the system, but this 
later was held not feasible, 
he said. 

"This radio s y s t e .m will 
mean nothing personally to 
me, except that it will help 
me do a better job,'' the Sher­
iff said. "I hope the people 
will give me financial support, 
but it's going in, if I have to 
pay the whole cost of it." 

He said he will have a dep­
uty, or himself, on duty at 
the control center in his office 
all night on week·ends. 

The Sheriff's budget, un­
changed since 1957, provides 
for only four deputies at a 
salary not to exceed $250 a 
month, he said. ''The budget 
for the office is 20 to 30 years 
b e h i n d the times,'' Lewis 
added.

T ermite-Swanning 
Serves as Warning 

The first report of termite­
swarming- for this year has 
been received by the Univer­
sity of Kentucky Cooperative 
Extension Service entomology 
denartment. 

This means, says Dr. R. A. 
Scheibner, entomolo~ist, that 
termites are (1) establishing 
new colonies and (2) it's time 
to protect the home if the 
swarming is noticed. 

"If you see these ant-like 
insects sWJa:rming in or around 
your ho.me, you have an in­
festation that is several years 
old,'' Dr. Scheibner says. "You 
will have to t a k e remedial 
action rather than preventive 
action. Remedial treatments­
to kill established colonies that 
are below ground and n o t 
seen - often require profes­
sional help from pe;:;t control 
operatiors." 

He noted that the swarming 
insects are distinguished from 
flying ants - also frequently 
seen around homes-by the 

1 following method: 
(1) Flying ants 'hiave very 

narrow, pinched waists; ter­
mites do not have these; ter­
mites have f o u r equal size 
wings twice as long as the 
body; flying ants have two 
long, rather narrow wings.
