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SENATE -O-K’s
LUNCH ACT

Perkins’ Bill Goes
To President; Needy
Children To Benefit

Congressman Carl D. Perkins’
bill to expand and extend the Na-
tional School Lamch Act was
passed by the Senate last week
and sent to the President.

Last, month, Perkins, chair-
man of the House Comimitiee on
Education and Labor, had pil-
oted the bill through the House
by a 398-0 vote. The Senate ac-
cepted the Perkins' bill without
change after bealing back two
limiting 'amendments,

The bill provides for a three-
year extension of fthe school
lunch program and authorized
$32 million a year to be spent
through fiscal 1971. It also makes
permanent the breakfast pro-

aram for needy children which |

up to now has béeen a lemporary
project.

The pew law will extend the
lunch program: to day-care insti-
tutions and other child-care in-
stitutions for ehildren from areas
in which poor economic condi-
tions exist and from areas in
which there are high concentra-
tions of working mothers.

Kentucky’s ftentative annual
apportionment under the $32 mil-
lion authorization would be $1,-
045.558.

“Phe National School Launc¢h
program has been invaluable to
the school ehildren of America
for the past 21 years,’” Perkins
said. “Now we extend its bene-
fits to a broader group—to very
yvoung children in organized ac-
tivities such as day care centers,
settlement houses, neighborhood
houses—and to any children in
need of better nuirition that can
be reached during the summer
months in day camps or recrea-
tional centers.”

Social Security Law
Move a Step Nearer
Egqual Treatment

IAs a by-product of the recent
changes in the social security
law, women have moved a step
clgser to equality of treatment
with their male counterparts.

And, with this step forward,
their chilidren also benefit. The
1957 Amendments of the Social
Security Aet provide that a child
can now be deemed dependent’
on his meother under the same
condifions as he previously was
deemed ‘dependent on his father.

This dis an important change
for many children under age 22.
It means that some of them may
now be eligible for child’s social
security benefits based on the
earnings of a refired, disabled or
dzceased mother,

To qualify for child's social se-
curity benefits the child must be
dependent on an eligible or de-
ceased parent. If the child was
not actually dependent on his
motiHer, he was deemed to be
dependent’ if the meother had
eredit under social security for
1% years out of the three-yvear
period prior to retirement, dis-
ability or death, This recent
work reguirement is what for-
merly ruled out pavments to
many children of mothers who
had worked long enough te qual-
ifiy for retirement or disability
benefits, but had not worked re-
cently, and were not providing
at least half of the child's sup-
port.

With the recent change in the
law, the child can now be deem-
ed dependent under ‘the same
conditions as those under which

child can become entitled to
benaflts based on his ' father’s
earnings.

The change in the law is ef-
fective 'with benefits for Feb-
mary, 1868. Nationally, an esti-
mated 175,000 children Bave be-
ceme immediately eligible for
bEHE'ﬁtS beginning with the

month of Febrwary, 1968. During
the first year under this change,
an additional $83 million in bene-
fits will be payable to children.

since 1965 when Head Start
first. began in Kentucky, a
spokesman for OEQO said.

This summer’s enrollment
will be in addition to 6,000
children from low income
families who are attending
full-year Head Start programs,
the spokesman said. He also
neted that school distriets in
117 eounties in Kentucky have
either summer or full -year
pPrograms.

He said staffs operating the
programs will be trained at
five -state universities, Ken-
tucky Btate College and the
University of Louisville.

Among the board of goals
of Head Start are: inprove-
ment of the child's health; his
ability to think, reason and
speak clearly; build his self-
confidence, and provide him
with wider and varied experi-
énees in broadening his hori-
ZONE.

The first of a two-volume,
two-year study of the quality
of education in Kentucky’s 197
school districts has been pub-
lished by the University of
Kentucky Bureau of School
Service. _

The report, by W. J. Dia-
mond, IBM advisory statisti-
cian; Dr. Charles F. Martin
Sr., and Dr. Richard 1. Miller,
of the UK College of Educa-
tion, ranks each of the state’s
school system two ways—
based on eommunity, school
holding pow er and achiev-
ment factors, and according to
the latter two factors only.

Purpose of the study is to
determine whether a school
district is receiving a reason-
ably effective educational re-
turn for the amount of money
spent,

The authors believe results
of the study should help the
legislature and the State De-
partment of Education identify
those districts that need at-
tention and pinpeint the kind
of help that is needed. When
used with the seeond volume,
on procedures for calculating
improvements in each system,
it will be possible to deter-
mine how much improvement
c¢an be expected from the pro-
posed alternatives. The second
volume will be published in
the next few months.

The Ft. Thomas independent
school distriet ranked highest
in the state in the first set
of rankings which employ 19
community and school factors.
T h e Beechwpod independent
district in Kenton County
scored highest in the second
set of criteria, using only the
holding power @and achieve-
ment factors.

The first set msed such fae-
tors as median grade attain-
ment of citizens in the district
who are 23 years or older;
median family ‘income; per
pupil expenditure; elementary
and secondary teachers' sal-
aries; per cent of Rank I and
Rank 4 elementary and sec-
ondary teachers; elementary
and high schoel library ex-
penditures; enrich ment ex-
penditure; teacher-pupil ratio,
and the percentage attendance,

The second set cited the
percentage of ninth graders
who graduate from high
school; {He percentage of high |
school graduates who enter |
college, percentage of ninth)
graders who enter college, col-|
lege qualification test score_s,.'
and the percentage who fail|
the armed forces qualification |
tests.

The study contains a pros
file of each district, using the
factors in the first set, to show
how the individual distriets
vary above or below the
state average.

According to Dr, Martin,
who has 20 years’ experience
in Kentucky high scheols, the
findings related to the first set
of 19 factors indicate that:
Independent school districts
are superior to county echool
districts in a large majority
of cases.

Certain areas of Western,
Central, and Northern Xen-
tucky have school districts of
higher quality than do Eastern
Kentucky and adjacent areas.

Small independent and
county districts without suf-
ficient financial support and

enrollments usually have poor| _

schools, yet some few disiriets
with small student bodies but

that small districts in the low=
er quarter of the Kentucky
rankings should consclidate,
since systems with inadequate
entoll ments are drastically
limited in programs.

School size alone is not the
determining factor in school

guality because many larger|

systems with adequate finan-
cial resources are inferior;
therefore, other factors in ad-
dition to those used in this
research are responsible for
large school distriets ranking
low in quality.

“Despite any evidence to the
contrary, the fact remains that
Kentucky has entirely too
many small school districts
tenaciously clinging to inde-
pendence and tradition, there-
by depriving children of an
oppertunity for quality edu-
cation,” D1 1\Lntm said.
