Machine Operator
Dies in Slatefall
Wednesday Morning

Willie Lee Kidd, 30-year-old
Honaker miner, was killed early
Wednesday morning when he
was caught beneath a block of
slate while at work in the Conn
Coal Company mine on Mud
Creek.

According to Emmitt Conn,
owner of the mine, the tragedy |
occurred while Kidd was op-
erating 'a spinnerdoader ma-
chine, with which he was
“cleaning up” a mew cut of
coal. The slate fell from the
mine roof onto Kidd, pinning
him to the machine.

Twe other miners, Millard
Kidd and Edesel Case, who
were working near Kidd at the
time of the accident, and who
were not injured, made an at-
tempt to lift the slab of slate
from him, but failed.

For ’67, Nunn Reports

Frankfort — Gov. Louie B.
Nunn has announced that pro-
duction of coal in Kentueky in
1967 ‘increased 6.86 per cent
over the 1966 total.

“This significant inérease in
produetion,” “Nunn noted, “rea-
flects the solid growth of the
eoal industry and its import-
ance o the economic growth
of the Commonwealth., Ken-
fucky’s top mineral resource
and the key aftraction for new
industry is our abundant sup-
ply of coal, with minei pro-
duetion ‘and our share of the
export market growing every
yeal."!

Kentucky’s mines produced
100,106,241 tons in 1967. The
1966 coal production was 93,-
204,675 1tons, the highest in
Kentucky's history. The pro-
duction increase makes Ken-
tueky the nation’'s second
largest producer of bituminous
coal.

The state’s increase in coal
production
brought the coal industry’s

gontribution to the economy

of the Commonwealth to a
point over $400 million annu-
ally, making coal he number
one industry of the state.

Fatal mining accidents in
1967 totaled 50 as compared
to 40 in 1966, and was the
eighth smallest number in
minmng history, Roof falls were
reésponsible for 50 per cent of
the accidents.
