In other towns and cities —
the mearest, Paintsville—funeral
homes have given up on am-
bulance service. The new mini-
mum wage rate of $1.60 an
hour the necessity of maintain-
ing 24-hour service with result-
ing overtime for the driver, the
cost of equipment and mainten-
ance make ambulance operation
unprofitable. So funeral homes
in many places quit and private
aoperators took over.

But the business has, in
many cases, been unprofitable
for the new operators. Many
have quit, leaving eommunities
without any dependable service.
In some cities, the charge for
itrangporting a patient within
the city to a hospital is $30.

The situation is far from ideal
in Big Sandy towns, Paintsville
and Louisa, it is reported. Ash-

This untair assessment increase is net to collect
more tax monies; the total of taxes collected can-
not be more than last year’s, so the rate will be
adjusted downward because of the higher assess-
ment. ’he only thing the state seeks to achieve is
a “fair’” assessment—and it can levy blanket raises
till doom’s-day under the present system and yet

never realize that.

We believe in honoring the Constitutional pro-
vision demanding assessment at ‘‘fair cash value,
but we do not believe the writers of the Constitu-
tion ever wanted to see the guilty escape the full
penalty while the innocent pay 20% more than
the law asks the guiltiest to pay.

TIDITS of KENTUCKY FOLKLORE

By GORDON WILSON, Ph, D,
WHAT WE BRAG ABOUT

“If an owl could talk,” sayq

an old Chinese proverb, *‘it
would brag about catching
mice.”” Through more than a

half century 1 have watched
people brag and have found
them no wiser and no more fool- |
ish than this Chinese owl. It
seems necessary, in order to
keep up our spirits, fo brag a
little, no matter how few things
we have to brag about.

At Fidelity, no matter how‘
remote we may have been, we|
had our share of braggarts. An-l
cestors, especially dead ones'
are a safe thing to boast of. We

had our share of ancestors, the
same number as anybody else.
But somehow they assumed gi-
gantic proportions when we
talked about them. Most of our
horses were small and ornery-
looking crifters, but there were
some of the loafers at the store
who boasted about owning some
exceptional horseflesh.

Contending that the redistriet-
ing should be done after the
election, Clark pointed out that
such action before the election
would deprive some voters of
their vote in November. For ex-
ample, he said:

“Apparently the Bull Creek
plaintiffs in the federal court
action want to be in Educational
Division 1, If they were cut now
into this division, they would
have no vote in November be-
cause there is no board election
in Division 1.”

The federal court suit asked
a mandamus requiring immed-
iate redistircting.

The suit points out that the
first magisterial district has 4.-
412 votes cast in the last elec-
tion while the highest vote in the
other district was 2,700,

Clark said hese figures are
based on four magisterial dis-
tricts in the county and not on
the five educational divisions.

He added that Division 1, the
largest in area in the county,

‘has 4,591 registered voters; Di-

vision 2, 5,282: Division 3, 5,386;
Division 4, the smallest in area,
5,517, and Division 5, 4,767.

Frankfort, Ky. — With presi-
dential nominating conventions
in the news spotlight, it may be
well to point up the deadly ser-
jousness of them among profes-
sional politicians.

Since the generdl public is
detached from them because
there is no direct vote on the
party choice, the average citi-
zen doesn’t get a chance to
make his decision until Novem-
ber,

The progress begins a long
time before convention time,
and this is the theme of this
column,

Twice within the lifetime of
many around today, two presi-
dents have been the victims of
well-planned and directed prop-
aganda campaigns to discredit
them in the public eye and to
prevent their re-election.

President Lyndon B. Johnson
is just as much a victim today
of such a campaign as Herbert
Hoover was before 1932. There
are many around today who will
hoot at this as so much hog-
wash, but historians will record
this and bring it into perspec-
tive in future years.

The public foday recognizes
that Hoover was the victim of a
plot that made him a political
pin cushion for 20 years, but
time and nature heal a lot of
wounds. Fortunately, he lived
long enough for the circum-
stances and the vitrolic plot to
be exposed and erase the stigma
from his name. He died, a loved
and revered man.

‘When Alfred Smith lost the
1928 election, and this wasn’t
one that should be used as the
standard for political etiquette,
Charles Schwab and wother in-
fluential New Yorkers set about
to discredit Hoover and to elect
Smith in 1932.

There is no guesswork about
the effectiveness of their
scheme, for history tells me
what happened to Hoover.

They gathered a big fund,
sent Charlie Michelson, one of
the greatest wordsmiths of his
day, to set up shop in Washing-
ton for the avowed purpose of
cutting Hoover to ribbons and
to insure his defeat in 1932, In-
nuendos, fabrications and out-
right lies were the tools used to
destroy Hoover as well as po-
litical conniving to stall his pro-
gram through Congress.

The goal was to regain the
presidency for the Democrats,
particularly. Smith. Probably
these connivers did not foresee
the destructive cost of the whole
nation, but they attained their
goal in one respect. Hoover was
defeated. However, it was
Franklin D. Roosevelt- who
turned out the benefactor for
the Democrat party and not Al
Smith.

The ecase of the man from
Texas is a parallel today, but
his destruction has come from
members within his own party
and has been done with much
more finesse.

Instead of having a profes-
sional wordsmith directing a
propaganda factory, a group of
the Eastern establishment has
acted as spokesmen, releasing
news to the press that has dam-
aged Johnson’s image within
the party and with the publie¢ in
general.

It has been a burning desire
to recapture the presidency for
one of their own social com-
pany, the Harvard set or intel-
lectuals. It’s true that Johnson
passed more legislation than
John F. Kennedy, but he has
been unable to solve some of the
big social problems. These have
been used against him, Cutting
innuendoes, sharp asides, and
poison darts about his Texas
manners, ignoring him socially,
and other tolls have been used.

The position of the country
should come first. This parallel
in history will be recorded in
time for all to see.

“We,"|
he frankly told the Paintsville
group, ‘“‘had hoped to put it in
the middle of Prestonsburg, but
were advised it had to be built

between P restonsburg and
Paintsville.”
Dr. Powell, in an exchange

with Dr. Archer which at times
erew heated, protested the new
hospital on two grounds, alleg-
ing:

1. That the new regional hos-|
pital would result in a loss 10,
the Floyd-Johnson area of hos-
pital beds. This claim was
based on theé possible closing of
Prestonsburg General, the Me-
Dowell Regional hospital and
Paintsville hospitals.

2. That there had been a lack
of communication between back-
ers of the new hospital and the
Johnson County Medical Asso-
ciation.

The claim that a loss of beds
would result was disputed on
two grounds:

1. That the only hospifal cer-
tain to ‘close is Prestonsburg
General.

2. That the new hospital will
have 130 beds, not the 80 which
Powell said it would have.

Dr. Archer said here that no
medical association, not even
Floyd's, has been contacted
about the proposed hospital. He
said the need of the new hos-
pital, its improved facilities and
better services had, instead,
been taken to the people.

The Highlands Hospital Cor-
poration has received approval
of $1.3 million in Hill-Burton
funds for the proposed hospital
in this vicinity. Additional fi-
naneial strength is being sought
through another grant-loan ar-
rangement, it was said.

Harry Laviers, Paintsville
business leader, who is a High-
lands Hospital Corporation trus-
tee, spoke in defense of the new
hospital plan.

IN PIKE SUIT

Damage Suit Filed
In US Court Names
Men Earlier Cleared

Four Pikeville men who were
acquitted last January by a
U. S. district court jury of flood-
relief fraud charges were named
recently in a federal suit ask-
ing $72,230 damages in connec-
tion with the same case.

The civil suit, filed in U. S.
district court, repeats the
( ¢harges on which the four men
were acquitted, names the City

of Pikeville as a co-defendant,
and seeks double damages as
provided by law in such cases.

The government named Jul-
ius C. Williamson, his son, W.
J. Williamson, former Pike
County Judge Ervin S. Pruitt,
and Pikeville City Manager W.
E. Buicher, together with the
city itself, as defendants.

The January trial cleared the
four men of criminal charges in
connection with claims for de-
bris clearance along the banks
of the Levisa Fork of the Big
Sandy River at Pikeville after
‘the March, 1963, flood.

The suit contends that the
City of Pikeville, Butcher, and
Pruitt presented the government
a false claim which caused the
government to suffer damages
of $10,375, and asked double

It also alleges that the two
Williamsons and Pruitt submit-
ted a false claim which resulted
in loss to the government of
$25,740. A judgment of $51,480
is sought in that phase of the
complaint,

Mine Health Legislation

By WARD SINCLAIR
(In The Courier-Journal)
The U. S. Bureau of Mines,
having admitted its laxity in
protecting the health of coal

miners,, is preparing proposed |

legislation that might improve
the sifuation.

Spokesmen for the bureau say
they hope to have their propos-
als ready for submission to Con-
gress for consideration after it
reconvenes next month.

Details of the proposed legis-
lation are not being discussed
publicly, but it is expected to
cover a wide range of new pro-
visions for mine safety and oc-
cupational health,

Occupational health — princi-
pally that related to dust con-
irol to prevent respiratory ail-
ments—is virtually untouc¢hed by
either federal or state regula-
tions at the present.

Omne of the Bureau of Mines’
chief critics, safety erusader
Ralph Nader, already is raising
doubts about what the bureau
is preparing to send to Congress.

Nader says his sources indi-
cate there is doubt that mean-
ingful dust-control standards
will be proposed. And he says
that no new controls in other as-
pects of safety are expected.

He also says his sources fell
him that after a mine is deem-
ed too gassy, the operator will
be given a full five years to
eliminate hazardous non-per-
missible . electrical equipment.
That is too long, Nader believes.

One of his earlier predictions

hope of passage this year—ap-
pears to be on the verge of com-
ing true.

Should Congress fail to act
this year, the legislation would
have to be reintroduced next
year and started back through
the mill again.

“Let’s assume Congress does
not act,”” said one Bureau of
Mines official. ‘“Maybe we
could get a feeling of the reac-
tion and maybe some changes
could be worked into the meas-
ure for reintroduction.

“Calling attention to the prob-
lem is what is important,” he
said.

““Yes, a change of adminis-
tration in January will bring
change of policy but it won’t
change the facts.”

The facts to which he referred
are, by almost unanimous agree-
ment, inside and outside gov-
ernment, serious.

Nader has been instrumental
in publicizing the lack of gov-
ernmental conirol over condi-
tions that make coal mining- the
country’s No. 1 industrial source
of lung and respiratory ills.

The most common lung ail-
ments suffered by miners are
silicosis, pneumoconiosis and
emphysema, All are severely
debilitating and are sometimes
fatal.

These and other related di-
seases are linked with the pro-
fusion of coal dust that miners
breathe in and around the mines
of Kentucky and the other coal
states.

A U. 8. Publiec Health Service
survey in 1963-64 found one in
10 active bituminous e¢eal min-
ers and one in five retired min-
ers suffering from penumon-
coniosis—not to mention other
ailments.

One of Nader’s chief argu-
ments is that the Bureau of
Mines has done too little, too
late to improve conditions that
lead to such statisties.

Interior Seeretary Stewart L.
Udall, whose department in-
cludes the Bureau of Mines, has
acknowledged that too little is

being changed.

One evidence is a long-range
study that got under way this
spring fo attempt to provide in-
formation on levels of mine dust-
iness and fo relate these to
miner disease.
