A COUMENDAl!LE GROWTH 

IL took us a long time to recog­
nize that our ancestors were not 
always the wjse. gracious peo­
ple whom our old~maiden aunts 
would ha\'e had us belleve.

and soils and timber fbat. re­
duced many a valuable tract of 
land to gullies or, at best, broom~ 
sage fields, with fe.w or no wild 
animals around. Though the at­
tack on the forests has been 

lt greatly l'educed, largely, I fear 9 

becau:::e there are lew forests to 
atta·ck, occasionally, even in 
1968, I have seen excellent 
tracts of growing timber cut 
down and the space bulldoz.ed 
as lf for o supeT~market. Maybe 
I am a little bit selfish in notic­
;ng this bt·iated clearing of for­
ests, especially since there are 
thousands of unused acres lying 
around every'Wihere, some of 
them capa:ble of producing even 
more than the recently-cleared 
newgrounds. You see, every 
time a forest is cut down, par­
ticularly one that bordered fann 
!and:;; and was a natural home 
for the farm birds, there is ef­
fected a change in b i r d li.fe. 
Though many birds c.ao adjust 
to changed conditions, some of 
our rare ones find it impossible 
to maintain their former num­
bers when fore:;.ts are cleared or 
~veu when old fields are again 
brought into Cltltivation. In the 
more than a half century that I 
have studied birds I have seen 
hundreds of changes in bird life, 
a few of them for the best, but 
'{eneral1y with the birds as vic­
tims. 

For a good many years I have 
hRd the satisfaction of knowing 
that many people are interested 
in attracting all the common 

1 songbirds around their farms. 
One large land~owner, on whose 
farms 1 have w,alk:ed tor a large 
portion of my mature years, was 
at first slightly suspicious ot 
my regular trips to inspect his 
acres-and his birds. Long be­
fore he d~ed of old age, however, 
he would laughing1y scold me it 
1 failed to appear several times 
a year to see HIS birds. Everj 
time I go a,cross those sam~ 
fields now, I think of his grow. 
ing interest in just commot' 
birds, how he p1anted several 
shrubs to be sure that they 
would be around his house and 
could find foorl in season, how 
be radiated friendlin~ss to us 
bird students when we wanted 
to see his .~arm. He summarized 
:1 whole .period in our American 
growth in knowledge of nature 
1.nd our concern with guarantee­
ing its safety for future genera­
tions, 

"Old F:elds" could have been 
a suitable name for much o.f the 
1rea around my childhood home.

practically nothing could grow.
