To reach the milestone 
which occurred during the last 
ten days oi the month, South 
Central Bell added telephones 
during the first eight months 
of the year at the average 
rate C>f 176 daily. 

~'During this same period of 
time," Mr. Gibson said, "we 
added phones in Floyd county 
at the rate of 17 per month to 
reach a total of 6,401 at the 
end of August. The number 
of Floyd c o u n t y telephones 
has increased f :r om 4,636 
phones on Dec-ember .,..31, 1963 
for an increase of 1 ,627 in the 
five·year period.

Thmperature, 350 degrees: timl' . 
!'2: hours. 
ingredients: 1 peck of apples, 2 
:1uarts ol boiled cider, 1 ounce 

I cinnamon stick, 1~ pounds of 
.sugar, 1 teaspoon salt. 
Directions: Core, pare and 
quarter Lhe apples. Add the ci­
der and ci..unamon and bring to 
the boiling point on a surface 
burner. The cinnamon can be 
tied in a small piece of clean 
cheese cloih and removed just 
before the apple butter is placed 
in jars. Place the mixture in an 
open pan in an oven set at 350 
degrees and cook for four hours. 
At the end of this time a dd the 
sugar and salt and stir until 
they are thoroughly dissolved.

Pour the apple butter into clean, 
hot jars on which new and clean 
rubber rings have been adjusted. 
Partly seal and return to the 
oven for 30 minutes.
