When PJC
entered the community college
system last year, the contract
arrangement allowed for the
continuation of the existing pro-
gram.

Somerset’'s community college

has already taken a step toward
organizing a basketball program
—with financial aid from the
community—according to Roscoe
Kelley, the school’s director.

Henderson Community College
has a team that competes with
junior colleges in Souttheast Il-
linois. It is already a member
of the Tri-State College Confer-
ence sponsored by the KEvans-
ville department of recreation.

“Our program is somewhere
between intramurals and inter-
collegiate,’’ says Charles Shear-
er, who volunteers as Henderson
coach. “I think that eventually
the UK administration will go
along with the idea of a confer-
ence.”

TO TRAIN 20 IN COUNTY

Four training programs to de-
velop new work skills-for 90 un-
employed or und eremployed
persons in four Kentucky com-
munities, under the Manpower
Development and Training Act
(MDTA) were announced last
week by Secretary of Labor Wil-
lard Wirtz and Seecretary of
Health; Education and Welfare
Wilbur J. Cehen.

The federal govermment has
allocated $201,497 in MDTA
funds for these four projects
which will be conducted at pub-
lic eduecation facilities in the
four Redevelopment Areas,
listed below:

Twenty persons will be trained
in Floyd county as clerk-sten-
ographers in a 33-week course
on a MDTA grant of $52,515.

Two of the projects are in
Harlan and Bell counties: the
first, a 33-week course for 40
clerk-stenographers on a federal
allotment of $76,092: the second,
to train 10 surgical technicians:
in a 34-week course costing $28,-
620. ’

In Perry county, 20 persons
will be trained as clerk-stenog-
raphers on a federal grant of
$44,270.

Persons must be unemployed
or underemployed to qualify for
MDTA training,

Since the start of MDTA train-
ing in late 1962, more than 13,-
000 classroom type projects have
been approved to offer training
to about 750,000 people in some
600 occupations.

Puring the last two years,
more than two-thirds of those en-
rolled have been disadvantaged
—which' means generally not
only unemployed or underem-
ployed, but from a poverty-level

family and either a school drop-
out, minority member, under‘

age 22 or over 45, or handicap- |V

ped.

Increasing numbers of train-
ees are being drawn from the
ranks of the hard core unem-
ployed. Paolential 1lrainees dre
sought out, tested and eounseled,
and referred to training by the
more than 2,000 local public em-
ployment offices of the Federal-
State Employment Security sys- |
tem which operates under
guidance of the Labor Depart-
ment’s Manpower Administra-
tion.
