3 Floyd Contractors
Join in Suit To Test
Wage-Hour Validity

Thirty -seven road and
bridge eonstruction contract-
ing firms, including three
from Floyd county, have filed
a court action attacking con-
stiutionality of the Kentucky
wage-and-hour-law,

The plaintiffs claim in a
suit filed in Franklin circuit
court that they have a con-
tract with District 50, United
Mine Workers of America,
which is recognized by the
National Labor Relations
Board and is subject to NLRB
regulation. They contend the
contract is statewide while the
wage-hour law allows wages
which differ from community
to community,

They have asked the Frank-
lin court to declare the state
law not applicable where
operations are covered by a
union contract covering wages,
hours and working conditions.

The Floyd plaintiffs are the
Winston Ford Co. and Ford-

Pike Coroner Holds:

No Foul Play Evident
Though Victim Injured

An investigation of the
death of Worley Hunt, 66,
Floyd county native, whose
body was found Nov. 22 on
Grassy Fork of Raccoon Creek,
Pike county, has convinced
Pike Coroner Haskell Mullins
that no foul play was invelved.

Hunt, a resident of the
Johns Creek section, was
found lying in a shallow
stream. He had suffered severe
head injuries, but the coroner
said these apparently resulted
from a fall over a 12-foot em-
bankment into the water.
Mulling added he is not certain
if these hurts caused death
and said it is possible the
victim suffered a heart attack
before falling into the stream.,
Hunt had been at a house in
the vicinity of his death, and
had left the house about 10:30
at night, His body was found
when a search was instituted,
an hour latter, after he had
failed to return.

The victim was a son of
John and Lou Hunt. His wife,
Leah, died 25 years ago. He is

10 could operate two days on
their present cash balance when
reimbursement is received from
the state but are in the red until
such reimbursement is received;

Floyd To

Be Part

Of Pilot Survey

Floyd and six other Eastern|
Kentucky counties and six Ken-
fucky cities will be spotlighted
in a nationwide pilot project to
establish a documented profile
of nutrition and health, it was
announced last week by Dr. Rus-
sell Teague, Kentucky commis-
sioner of health.

Kentucky has been allotied
$175,000 for the study under the
direction of the federal depart-
ment of Health, Education and
Welfare. Other counties to par-
ticipate in the study are Knott,
Perry, Breathitt, Bell, Bath and

Louisville, Lexington, Bowling
Green, Paducah and Owensboro

The communities were se-
lected by random for the study
which will seek to identify nutri-
tional patterns and related
health information pertaining to
persons in high as well as low

income brackets. It will be the

first large-scale study of its
kind undertaken in the nation,
although the United States has
financed similar studies in other
countries.

The Kentucky work will be
headed by Miss Jo Ella Sisler,
state director of nutrition, and
Dr. Douglas Nelson, professor
of community medicine at the
University of Louisville. A sur-
vey team of five doctors, 30
nutritionists, nurses and clerks
will give physical tests for up-
wards of 4,000 persons in about
1,500 families.

The work will include listing
in detail all food and drink con-
sumed by each individual under
study over a 24-hour period,
guizzing of subjects about their
eating habits, administering of
physical tests, plus X-ray and
other examinations. A blood pro-
file will be made to determine
if anemia or diet deficiencies
are indicated.

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A STUDY OF LAWLESSNESS

“Abounding Lawlessness,”” a public affairs presentation
prepared by Alvin B, Webb, of Prestonsburg, public affairs
specialist with the Eastern Kentucky Resource Development
Project, will be taught during coming weeks all over Ken-
tucky at meetings of Homemakers Clubs, Jaycees and other
groups, -

Mr. Webb quotes phrases and references which pervade
American conversation, printed matter and the public con-
sciousness to emphasize the’point that lawlessness does not
merely exist but that it abounds—more extensive and more
excessive than ever before.

And in the course of his presentation he attacks the prob-
lem by pointing to the need for a Christian response to it,
respect for the law on the part of those who need to become
involved, the re-establishing of moral standards, reasserting
spiritual values and, lastly, the rejection of the permissive-
ness that permits children to do pretiy well what they please.

Webb's presentation follows:

Lawlessness does not just exist in our nation—it abounds!
It is more extensive and more excessive than ever before.

Lawlessness is refiected in the gnawing fear that grips
the peopie of this country. THE NATION A L OBSERVER
analysis states, “Fifty percent of the population of the na-
tion’s larger cities are afraid to walk the streets at night.”

The current crime report published by the Federal Bur-
eau of Investigation shows that in 1966 crime increased 11
percent over 1965 while the population inereased by only 1.1
percent. Crime is increasing 10 times faster than the popula-
tion.

Lawlessness is manifested in riots, looting and burning.
In 1967 mindless mobs destroyed portions of nearly one
hundred cities leaving thousands homeless, more than three
thousand injured and scores killed.

Lawlessness is expressed in civil disobedience. Mr. J.
Edgar Hoover states: ‘“Civil disobedience is a pernicious doc-
trine which is undermining respect for law and order . . . to
break the law even “‘gently’ can have eventually fragic con-
sequences . . . Those who expose the theory of civil disobe-
dience and authorities who free guilty violators must share
a portion of the blame and responsibility for the turmoil in
our streets.” President John F. Kennedy said, “We have
every right to disagree with a law but no right to disopbey it.”

A Christian Response

What can we do in the face of such lawlessness? We can-
not be indifferent. Indifference and apathy make us unwitting
allies of violence and lawlessness.

We must be involved in some way in an effort to end
lawlessness. What then can we, as responsible Christians, do
as we confront this crisis in our nation?—

Respect the Law Ourselves

J. Edgar Hoover has emphasized that “‘a rising contempt
of and disrespect for law and order lie at the heart of the
growing violence in America today.”

Demonstration of disrespect is evident in the attitude to-
ward traffic regulations. Many citizens feel no obligation to
obey these laws. Following the 1954 decision of the Supreme
Court regarding integration of our schools;, many newspapers
and lawvers joined politicians in urging open disobedience and
in planning ways to get around the law. Then came the Civil
Rights movement and its advocdcy of civil disobedience.

Is it ever “lawful’” to break the law? Is it right for the
Christian to show' disrespect for the law by engaging in eivil
disobedience? We can point to the Biblical examples of Dan-
iel in the Lion’s den and Peter before the Sanhedrin declar-
ing, “We ought to obey God rather than men.” Or we could
cite examples from history such as Martin Luther as he stood
before the authorities and said, “Here I stand. I ecan do no
other. God help me.”

Civil Disobedience

Civil disobedience is a serious matter. It is morally ac-
ceptable only when (1) inalienable rights are being violated
(2) there is no other recourse, every attempt by lawful means
having been exhausted, (3) it is non-violent, (4) it does not
interfere with the rights of others, and (5) there is willing-
ness to suffer the penalty of the law.

Apart from the above-mentioned conditions the Christian
citizen must respect the law, heeding the admonition of Paul,
‘“Let every person be subject to the governing authorities.”

Alleviation of poeverty and correction of soeial injustice
would undoubtedly lower the crime rate and reduece lawless-
ness. But such measures are not a panacea in themselves.
The rising crime rate in the affluent suburbs and the fact that
Detroit, scene of the worst riots in 1967, had a model social
welfare program are but two examples indicating that the
cause of lawlessness is more than material or soecial . . . it is
also moral.

Re-establish Moral Standards

Modern man has become the “measure of all things" in-
cluding his moral behavior. He has no certain measuring rod
for gauging charaeter and conduct; no supreme meoral author-
ity for his life. His philosophy is summed up by Ernest Hem-
ingway who said, ‘“Moral is what you feel good after. Im-
moral is what you feel bad after.”” Standards of ‘morality
must be re-established.

Re-assert Spiritual Values _

Values reflected by the criminal element do not differ
greafly from the values held by soeiety. Crimes against prop-
erty reflect a desire for material goods. Crimes of violence
in which a weapon is used reflect force or power. Sex crimes
are an indication of sensuality. What are the dominant values
in our society if not the desire fo secure material goods,
power and influence, and sensual pleasure? Our Lord taught,
““Man shall not live by bread alone.” Man is more than a
trousered ape. Man is a spiritual being, created in the image
of God and made for fellowship with God. Man has spiritual
needs. We must re-assert a system of values that glve proper
emphasis to the things of the spirit.

Reject Permissiveness

Permissiveness prevails in the homes of America. Each
available survey indicates that parents in all income brackets
are letting their children do as they wish. There is a mini-
mum of supervision and control., Children brought up on im-
pulse released and accustomed to compliance to their every
whim are ill-equipped to live in harmony with society and its
laws.

Permissiveness pervades the campuses of America. A
NEWSWEEK survey finds ‘“‘tolerant attitudes toward almost
any subject—encouraged by those who counsel the students
on American campuses.,

The U. 8. Economic Develop-
ment Administration (EDA) will
be asked to supply 80 percent of
the money needed to build an air
facility that would cost an esti-
mated $7 million to $9 million.

The money would be used to

build a lighted, 5,000-foot paved
airstrip some four miles south of

‘the city. Presently, the city is

served by a 2,700-foot, crushed-
mck airstrip that is unlighted,
with hazardous approaches along
the river valley.

Pikeville-Pike County Air
Board Chairman Fred W. Baker
explained, “We subscribe to the
idea that this is the air age.”
He cited existing airstrip short-
comings as: Inability to handle
anything but small planes, year-

operator.

The Pikeville airport proposal
is one of 15 projects recom-
mended in the annual report of
the Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration (FAA). Inclusion in the
FAA report is necessary fo re-
ceive federal airport funds.

Baker, as well as Mayor W. C.
Hambiey and a consultant who
recently siudied the proposed
airport in some detail, consider
a new air facilily vital to the
community's development. They
and other supporters of the pro-
posal peint out that Pikeville's
general inaccessibility looms as
a poweniul obstacle to industrial
or lourist deveiopment.

One state ofiicial said, "By
the time we drive a prospect
from Lexington to Pikeville, he
is already shaking his head ‘No’
before we even talk to anybody.”

The positive pressures for an
airpert are stirring even more
interest,

An Appalachian Regional
Commission (ARC) study last
year concluded that whenever
one county or two adjacent coun-
ties had a population of 65,000
and an identifiable urban area,
the area was a '‘candidate for
air-carrier l(airplanes) serviee.'

Pike county far exceeds these
speeifications.

Contrary to {he impression
held by many, a lot of people
live in these mountains. Sprawl-
ing Pike county has a population
of about 70,000, and Pikeville
definitely is an identifiable urb&n
area.

Twelve counties (including two
in Virginia and one in West Vir-
ginia) within a 50-mile radius
contain 345,603 people.

In a report completed Ilast
summer under a contract with
EDA, consulling engineer Mich-
ael Baker, Jr., of Rochester,
Pa., estimated that the cost of
building an airport south of
Pikeville would cost 2% or 3
times the normal costs of build-
ing such an airport because of
the terrain. If would necessitate
knocking ihe tops off two moun-

tains and filling in between
them.
But consultant Baker still

argued that the reasons for go-
ing ahead with the project were
overwhelming.

He said that a minimum of
22,500 yearly boardings and 11,-
380 general-aviation (private
and small planes) operations
could be expected by the time
the airport would open in 1972.
In less than 10 years, this figure
would double.

Baker also said that although

the FAA would prefer a runway |

of 6,000 feet., ‘“‘experience at
other airports of even less length
shows that such a runway e¢an
and will be used by even the
largest of business jets with
only small operational restric-
tions.”

Baker’s cost estimate was $9.7
million for such an airport, but
a more detailed examination of
site-preparation expenses leads
Pikeville officials to think that it
can be done for less, And al-

though Baker recommended that |

the FAA be tapped for the bulk

| of the cost, Pikeville will be aim-

ing for EDA, since FAA is low
on money now.
