Representative Carl D
Perkins won approval Tues-
day of his House Committee
on Education and Labor for
a $100-million increase in
funds for the National School
Lunch Program.

The additional money is to
provide free or reduced-price
lunches for school children
not nmow being derved by
existing programs.

The new bill, H. R. 1165},
introduced by Perking for
and Representative

publican, is expected to go to
the House floor within the
next few weeks.

The bill grew out of two
days of hectic legislative ac-
tivity involving appropria-
tions for the Department of
Agriculture. The agriculture
appropriations bill had come
to the floor without a specific
amount for the special milk
program for school children.

Nature Trails ‘By RUFUS M. REED

Farmers say the cuckoo, or
“raincrow,”” predicts rain with his
soft, monotonous calls, or song
if you prefer. But this bird has
no resemblance whatsoever to a
black crow. It is one of gur sleek-
est, most handsome birds, slim-
bodied, about 12 inches long, with
an olive-brown back and a snowy
breast,

This bird is notable in many
ways: the lower half of its bill
is yellow and its eyelids are also
yellow. No other bird has such a
peculiar color combination. The
wood pewee has its lower half of
the bill yellow but its eyelids are
not. The cuckoo is the only bird
which has a clock named for it,
one that is supposed to “send out
the bird every hour” to give the
time of day by repeating the cuc-
koo’s calls. However, it is a very
poor imitation of this bird’'s song.

The cuckoo is also noted for
having two toes extending forward
and two backwards, which is also
a feature of the feet of the wood-
peckers. However, mast all the
perching birds and domestic fowls
have three toes extending forward
and one backwards.

The yellow-billed cuckoo, which
is our most common one in the
Tri-State Region, has a long,
down-curving bill, somewhat like
that of the brown thrasher. It i8
also the only cuckoo with large
white spots on its long tail. These
spots are oblong patches of white,
arranged in pairs and numbering
usually six. The cuckoo is also
notable for having red wings,
which flash conspicicuously when

on the tail. Its close relative, the

white stripes or eross bars in-
stead. Its bill is black, not yellow.

The yellow-billed cuckoo is us-

ALC STUDENT
BODY LAUDED

Trustees See Contrast
With Unrest Elsewhere
As Mark of Dedication

PIPPA PASSES, Ky. — Alice
Llovd College trustees have for-
mially recognized the contribution
to scciety, leadership and service
of the college’s coeducational stu-
dent body as “in marked con-
trast’’ to recent activities on cam-
puses across the country.

In semi-annual meeting on the

rendant, liberal arts college here,
the trustees approved a resolution
commending the students for their
dedication to “higher idealism”
and established citations for work
on behalf of the college and the
community.

Projected income for the fiscal
year ending July 31 of this year,
as reported by the board's busi-
ness affairs committee, will ex-
ceed expenditures by purposes and
endowment fund. Sources of those
funds necessary to underwrite the
miajor portion of the student par-
ticipation in the Alice Lloyd Col-
lege educational program are ex-
pected to be about $386,000 in di-
rect student aid from gifts and
grants; $150,000 from the college
work program and Federal Edu-
catiomal Oppontunity Grants;
$155,000 in student payments for
tuition, room and board; and
about $130.000 from endowment
earnings and other gifts and
grants.

For the 1969-1970 fiscal year,
the board also adopted a record
operating budget of $967,100, up
more than $146,000 from the pro-
jected expenditures of $821,000 for
the current 122month period.
Neither figure reflects additional
outlays for community service
programs and capital expendi-
tures, which are expected to ex-
ceed $1.2 million during the next
fiscal year.

Sources of income for next year
are expected to include $400,000
from unrestricted bequests; $500,-
000 from unrestricted gifts, grants
and student payments for tuition,
room and board; and about $200,-
000 in restricted grants.

Projected capital expenditures
are based on a master
plan developed by Johnsonc,am
son & Roy of Ann Arbor, Michi-
gan and ted to the board
by Harold €. Doster, execitive
dean of the college. It includes a
$721,750 seience building and
$280,000 in dormitory facilities. }

DORAN HITS DISRUPTION =
ON COLLEGE CAMPUSES

MOREHEAD, Ky., May 23—Scho-
lastic excellence does not carry
the right to subvert academic
‘reedom and personal liberty in
the disruption of college campus-
es, Morehead State University
President Adron Doran told an
academic honors day assembly
Thursday.

He commended the MSU stu-
fent body and faculty for not fol-
lowing the example of others who
have brought “dishonor and dis-
repute to themselves and their
‘nstitutions.”

Dr. Doran told more than 400
Yonor students and scholastic
award recipients their achieve-
ments had brought “great honor”
to Morchead State University and
that their labors in a democratic
framework “‘to advance the cause
of education will stand as monu-
ment when other universities go
up in smoke and are reduced to
rubble.”

The president defended academ-
ic freedom and constitutional
rights as “‘pearls of great price”
in American democracy but cau-
tioned the honorees “‘never to
desecrate this day, this institution
and this nation by irresponsible
deeds and words.”

“Honor must not be equated
solely with having attained a high
level of academic achievement,”
Dr. Doran said. “We must look,
however, to how preparation and
experience have conditioned us to
serve our fellow man."”

He called on the entire Univer-
sity community to devote itself

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Jack Jouett’s Ride Earned

Him a Place in History

(Governor Louie B, Nunn has
proclaimed June 4, 1969 as Jack
Jouett day in Kentucky. The fol-
lowing historical sketch tells why
Joett’'s memory is so honored . . .
Editor,)

Shortly before dawn on the
merning of June 4, 1781, a dusty
rider spurred his weary horse up
the hill to Monticello, home of
Thomas Jefferson. He had trav-
eled 40 miles through Virginia
back couniry in a hazardous all-
pight jeurney to bring news of im-
pending peril to Jefferson and the
members of the Virginia House of
Delegates, assembled at nearby

The message was bnef. The
British officer Tarleton was on his
way, bringing with him 250 picked
horsemen! Tt was disastrous news,
for during this period of the Revo-
lwtion these leaders of the Virgin-
ia government were virtually un-
grotected, their fighting men
widely dispersed. Capture was
mminent. Their ‘only choice was
to flee.

The horseman was Jack Jouett,
a captain in the Virginia Militia.
His torn clothing, his scratches
and'Wwounds aftested to the many
hazagds of the bonediring ride he
had just completed. His adventuré
began at a wayside fnn, 12 miles
east of Louisa Court House, It
was there he had been resting
when heé was awakened by the
sound of heofbeats.

On the road to Charlottesville
were Colonel Banastte Tarleton
and his legion. They had been dis-
patched by the British comman-
der<-in-chief in the South, Lord
Cornwallis, and their mission was
to eapture the patriots assembled
in Charlottesville and thus crush
the Virginia government. The 180
dragoons and 70 other mounted
horsemen were more than enough
to accomplish the task.

Perceiving their intentiong, Jou-
ett hastened to saddle up and fol-
low them. As he neared their pear
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guard he left the road and cut
cross-country te deliver his warn-
ing. Night was already upon him
as he headed into the heavy for-
est, The terrain was rough and,
in the darkness, his horse could
be thrown by @ root or hole. But
he pressed on, stopping only when
he must to make sure of the way.

From Monticello, Jouett contin-
ued his nide to Charlottesville to
warn the legislators. Hastily gath-
ering, the Assembly met briefly
and decided to reconvene on June
I at Stauton; about 43 miles to
the west. By ghis time he Btitish
were upon théem and a few were
captured as Tarleston’s men
swarmed in on the town.

Most escaped, however, includ-
ing Jefferson, Patrick Henry and
Benjamin Harrison, Jouett’s brave
fitle had thwarted the British in-
vaders, The American patriots
were free to carve their place in
history.

The importance of Jouett's ride
was noted immediately. Members
of the House of Delegates, after
reconvening at Stagpton, voted
that an elegant sword and set of
pistols be given him,

Altep the war Jouett married
and settled in Mereer County,
KentucRy. He farmed and raised
cattle, and twice represented Mer-
cer County in the Virginia legis-
lature. He was a member of the
Kentuckyl district’'s 1788 conven-
tion at DEnville which Sought
separation from Virginia, Mercer
County séml him as a répresenta-
live to Kemtucky’s first legislature
m' 1782,

In 1793 h& moved to a farm in
Waoodlord County. Jouelt was one
of the first 9 ymport grade cat-
ngland. He represented

legislature iin 795, '96 and "97.

Around 1809 he moved to Bath
County, where ' he was aetive in
community affairs until his death
on March 1, 182 at age 67. He
wag buried in Bath County.

The legislalures of the Common-
wealths of Virginia and Kentucky
have sten fit fo commemorate
the gallanit ride made by Jack
Touvett, In 1940 the Virginia Gen-
tra] Assembly set 8SiGe June 4
of cach year as SJack Joueit

Day.Vand in 1942 the Kentucky

legislature followed suit.

In proclaiming June 4, 1969, as
“Jack Joueit Day” in Kentucky,
Govermar Louie B. Nunn noted
that “Jouett's momentous ride
averted , . . a potentially crush-
ing blow to the Revolutionary ef-
fort® Kemucky, he said, joined
“the Commonwealth of Virginia,
which sired him, in commemorat-
ing s great achievement.”
