Includes Floyd-Ce.

An m—dq!h study of school fire-
safety violations was reported in

Sunday's edition of The Courier-
Journal, and the situation over
the state has drawn considerable
comment from school officials and
others.

Floyd county schools and those
of Jefferson county, Louisville,
Lexington, Fayette county, Da-

Cracken, Oldham, Boone and
Breathitt counties were included
in the study. None met require-
ments of lhhe state fire marshal's
office. The report was based in
investigations made last year.

The main fire-safety violations
cited were lack of fire doors to
seal off stairwells and fire alarm
systems.

“Due to continued loss of chil-
dren, teachers are employed with
the explicit understanding that
they are being hired subject to
enrollment being sufficient to war-
rant their use. The Superintend- |
ent and /or the Board of Educa-|
tion reserve the right to transfer
any and all personnel employed
herein from one position to anoth- |
er as seems necessary for the'

proper operation of the school
system."

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Nature

The old settlers, who generally
had plently of hogs to slaughter
for their own meat and lard,
saved the bladders of the hogs
and dried them for use as seed
containers. Usually the bladders
were filled with seed beans and
hung up in the shed or smoke-
house to keep through the winter.
I used to get one of the dried
bladders down and shake it, just
to hear the beans rattle.

Many small trees and plants
also produce bladders to hold the
seeds. One of the most beautiful
of the small trees common to our
region is t he Bladdernut Tree.
While this little tree is not abund-
ant in any region, and is often
overlooked by person s passing
through the woods, it is often
found growing along meist
streams of open woods, where the
soil is rich and damp. The Blad-
dernut Tree is attractive when
seen with its bladders swaying on
the branches. The bladders are
large, three-sided papery capsules,
which contain four or five shiny
brawn seeds; in the fall, the dry
bladders make a rattling sound
when the wind blows.

The Bladdernut Tree makes a
fine ornament. It has green
striped bark and blooms in mid-
April. The blooms are like small,
greenish-white bells hanging in
clusters on the branches. The
blooms produce many capsules,
which miay be seen hanging on the
tree in May, giving it an artistic
decorative aspect. The leaves are
compound and consist of three
leaflets which are ovate and about
three inches long. The leaflets
hawe fine teeth around the margin

and resemble the leaves of the

Sarvis Tree.

Trails
This small tree has been as—‘l
signed to its own family, THE
BLADDERNUT FAMILY, and is |
the only member. Botanists have
named it, STAPHYLEA TRIFOL-
IA, from its three leaflets and its |
pretly, little blogms which hang
from the branches like a bunch
of grapes.

Mr. Chapman and I have a
small grove of bladdernut trees
growing on a steep hillside near
a seepy cliff, where the soil is
always moist and fertile. These
little trees are now covered with
their dainty, greenish bladders,
which will turn brown by fall, and
the seeds will rattle in them when
the fall winds blow.

Among the plants that bear
bladders for their seeds are the
ground cherries, which botanists
call PHYSALIS, meaning bladder.
Each bladder of the ground cherry
contains one large berry which
turns yellow when ripe and is
sweet and of very fine Havor.
When I was a boy I often found
the ripe ground cherries growing
in the cornfield in September and
I did enjoy eating them, as they
had a tang that is different from
most wild fruits. The ground cher-
ries bloom in July and have a
pretty yellow blocom shaped like
a bell. The center is dark brown
or purple. We have four or five
spec'es of the ground cherry in
our region, and all of them pro-

duce edible berries. These plants
grow in cultivated fields, or along
rcadsides and brooks in open
woods. All of these, except one,
the smooth ground cherry have
a dense cover of hairs on the
stems.

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Family, which contains some of
our finest edible fruits, as well as
the most peisonous ones. The to-
mato, a.member of this family,
was once called the “love apple,”
but ancients were afraid to eat it
bacause of the bad reputation of
the nightshades. The tomato still
grow in the wild state and pro-
duces marble-size fruits which are
of fine flavor and make good eat-
ing.

The potato is also a member of
the Nightshade Family, as well as
tobacco, which also grows in the
wild state and is poisonous. The
Black Nightshade is the most
deadly of the poisonous night-
shades; dits bloom is similar to
that of the Irish ootato.

In gathering the ground cherries |
to eat in llate summer, one should
use great care not to confuse it
with the Apple of Peru, which is
deadly poisonous and is also in the
same family as the ground cher-
ries; The Apple of Peru bears
blue flowers which are shaped like
those of morning glories; it pro-
duces large, papery bladders, each
of which contain a large “apple,”
or berry. This apple was once
used for fly poison. The plant
originally came from Perny, and
is not abundant in the Tri-State
region.

The leaves of the ground cherry
are large and coarsely toothed.
Their blooms a re always light
yellow with a dark center, while
the blooms of the poisonous Apple
of Peru are light blue, |

Friends, we lost, we almost wen. Now let's be good losers. I con-
gratulate Mr, Edward Caudill in his victory. And I might add, To the
victor, as always, goes the spoils.

Now, some past, present and future history on our and other elec-
tions. This message was written by me, without help or influence by any
one. You will find many mistakes without doubt. But there will be no
mistakes in the truth or facts of this message.

Politics date back before Christ’s time. [ think the Roman's tactics
and ours are about the same. We politicians, | am sure, will agree. Poli-
tics is far more treacherous and dangerous and deceiving than could
ever be imagined by any one who has never been a candidate. Even now,
as in other games and sports, as we always do, we see too late where
our mistakes were made.

In our last pa-
per, The Floyd County Times, Harold Stumbo’s message of thanks was
one that should go into every child’s book from the first grade to the
highest degree of college. In the paper dated June 5, 1969 Harold quot-
ed the Scripture and I certainly wish that everyone could and would go
by it. Elections, like wars, leave scars upon many hearts. An enemy or
stranger can’t hurt you. Only a person who is very near to you, a person
whom you trust and admire and call your friend can always hurt you
most.

My opponents, I respect and admire you. We are and always will
be friends, I hope. To say I hold no malice toward the ones who pre-
tended to be my friends and betrayed me would be a lie. Only one of
you I may forgive. For I feel that you had to do what you did. However,
the reason I do not know. Was it the old military rule, to sacrifice a few
to save many? You voted the drunks, the sellers, the ones who didn’t
understand the operation of the machine, and some who couldn’t read
or write,
