Bevins, slate school lunch divis­
ion d i r e c t o r, Superintendent 
Clark, Miss Blanche Di n g u s, 
Floyd school-lunch supervisor, and 
Forrest Curry, principal of the 
John M. Stumbo elementary 
school at Grethel. 

Remsberg, according to The 
Courier-Journal story, charged 
tbat in Floyd county: 

1. At leost 2,000 youngsters are 
not receiving lunches, including 
many poor children in desperate 
need of the program. 

2. Children unable to " f for d 
hmch or -to bring food from home 
are sometimes forced to sit. hun· 
gry, in the same lunchroom where 
their more fortunate classmatP-S 
are eating. 

3. Free school lunches a r e 
promised to buy votes in school 
board e lections. 

4. Lunch program rules have 
been flagrantly ignored by state 
a:rnl local officials, while federal 
administrators acquiesce. 

Admittedly shocked by the Cour­
ier-Journal story. Supt. Clark said 
a Charles Remsberg came to the 
superintendent's office here some 
weeks argo, posing as .an investi­
gator for the Ford Foundation 
with an assignment to investigate 
the App•laobi~>n Volunteers to 
determine ii the foundation should 
extend fin.,cial support to them. 

"During our lengthy, fMnk dis­
cussion.," said Cla~rk, " I explained 
that the federal governmoot's 
support of tlle Innchroom pro­
gram, while important, did not 
•mount to anywhere near the total 
cost of the pro!l"am. We discussed 
the Appalachian Volunteers' part 
in t h e so-called demands pre­
oented to us by a smal;l delegation 
from the Stumbo school area. We 
asked Blanche Dingus, lunchroom 
supervisor, to show the gentle­
man the fmancial recorda of the 
lunchrooms so he could see that 
most of the schools were operat­
ing with a deficit because of tbe 
heavy load of free lunches. We 
also called Mr. Cunry at the Stum­
-bo 3Cbool and asked him to oo­
operate with the "Ford Founda· 
tion fnvestigator-.. 

"If," said Clark in a prepa<red 
statement, "the Courier-Journal 
story is an accurate resume of 
the Remsberg story, our comment 
on the four allegations made in 

the amticle woUI<l be that they 
are completely, absolutely with­
out a single iota of truth." 
"'In his ignorance of the facts," 

t h e superintendent's statement 
oontmued, "he (Remsberg) re­
sorted to fiction and thereby quali­
fied as our nominee for the Anan· 
ias Awa.rd for 1969. J[ there is no 
Ananias Award, ~n thooe of us 
who are diligently and honestly 
trying to furnish proper leader­
ship for people should establish 
one. It would go, each year, to 
the journalist who sllrays farthest 
and hereby does the mo9t damage 
from the truth in his rreporting 
to progress in Appalachia." 

Referring to the lour Charges by 
Remsberg in tbe Impact article, 
Clark commen!ed: 

1. No Child is denied a free 
luneh if his parents are truly un­
able to pay. Our free lunch load 
in Floyd county went from 28.9')1) 
to 37.3% during the last school 
year.

Those who 
choose to bring tlleir lunches do 
go to the lunchroom with their 
homeroom groups to eat. 

3. Neither r a c 'e, creed, nor 
school political affiliation bas ever 
been a factor in the matter of re­
re.rmining who gets a free lunah. 
We challenge Mr. Remsberg and 
Impact Maga>zine to prove this 
allegation. In fact, we say de­

linel for school lunchroom oper­
a.t.ion. We have always operated 
in compliance w i t h the state 
gui<!elines, the only guide we had. 
The new guidell'!1es, came to us 
!rom the state in January, 1969, 
a.nd at the February principal's 
meeting we discussed ,fue impli­
cations of .the new rules. Princi­
pals were directed to put the new 
h'1lides into effect by March I, 
1969. We shall adhere Io gui<Je. 
lines. both federal and state, as 
long as we hav~ lunchrooms with 
government support. 

"Mr. Remsberg," Clark added, 
"might h:we truthfully reported 
that we have ooe of the highest 
percentages of free lunches in 
Eastern Kentu<ky. He could in 
truth have reported that Floyd 
county served as a pilot school 
system when the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agn·culture wanl:ed to test 
a plan for providing a hot noon 
meal for each child in each iso' 
lated rural school where lunch­
·rooms were unknown. At that 
time aU 86 rural schools in Floyd 
county started the program to 
feed those children for ten cents 
per lunch for those Who could 
pay and free w those who could 
not pay. Our county was the only 
one in the whole United States 
J:rying the program in all rural 
schools." 

The Impact article went into 
some detail on lhe Stumbo school, 
where it said children were 
charged 25 cents a meal and about 
89 per cent of the students par· 
tkipated in the lunch program. 
About a quarter of those partici· 
pating ate free and the others paid 
full price. 

Curry himself estimates that 50 
to 60 per cent of his students are 
poor by lhe usual federal stan­
dards, but he claims the lunch­
room already is losing money with 
lhe free Jundtes it now provides. 

"We can't feed them all free 
and still operale a runcluoom. We 
can't t u r n tills rnto a charity 
thing," he is quoted by Impact. 

Curry showed his January b<d­
ance sheet to Remsberg to point 
out that his expenses ran $1,300 
over ca-sh income from lunch sales 
from the month, but the lmpa ct 
reporter noted the supposedly 
non·profit lunchroom had a cash 
balance of over $6,000 at both the 
beginning and the end of t he 
month. 

Curry told him that part of this 
cash was earmarked for new 
kitcht!n "quipment. 

Remsberg said cUrry. like many 
of his fellow of.Hcials1 believes 
students not participating ~n the 
lwtch program are skipping the 
meaJs by choice. 

"They ha'"t· money,'' he said, 
· bul they don't w~n~ lo eat. We 
can'.: force children lo e&~. Thal 
would be viol~lling their conslltu­
uonal ngh.ts." 

- Remsberg said he found other· 
wise in his vis1ts to ~!tabby homes 
qf the unemployed m;ners and 
widows \'i•hose children aHeM the 
Stumbo schooL

There is a warning un 
the in.side cover of the local 
directory. Anyone who is 
making nuisance calls would 
do well to heed this warn­
ing," Gibson said. 

"We a r e espeeially con­
cerned abo u t people \!.thO 
make such calls,"' G i b son 
added. "An a r I' e s t would 
mean a criminal rE.>cord which 
could have an advers~ effect 
on a young p~.:rson's futurl'. 
Ernbarras~ment of family and 
friends w()uld sun:ly result, 
too. We at South Central Bell 
would like to a v o i d such 
serious consequences, but we 
ru.·e determined to reduce the 
pumber of nuisance calls, Ly 
tracing them and h e I p i n g 
prosecute the guilty parties."

But there is a mushroom ca·Ued 
the J a:::k-o' ~Lantern, which grmvs 
in dens~ clusters at lhe base of 
oak or olher slumps. Its gills glow 
in the dark like a lighttd lanfern 1 \ 

hence the ·natme. It ·is one of the 
mcst beautJiful of all mushrooms 
but is very poisonous. It is a bril­
llaiH reddish--orartge, or sometimes 
golden yellow., and it may be 

· seen a-t a great distance in the 
1 wood!;, even :in daytime. At night 
It lights up the woods like many 
canrile.<S; if one should OOppen to 
eat this mushroom by mistake it 
causes severe vomiting. J 

The most eerie light of night 
woods is that produced by the 
fungus called .. Dead Man's Fing­
ers." These are small, solid-black 
"fingers" reaching up out of the 
g r o u n d lilre the fingers of a 
corpse. They are !our or five 
inches long and are crooked like 
bent forefingers. They also glow 
in the dark with a sdft. eerie light, 
like the •ubdued light of a funeral 
parlor. Tll~ mysery of .this light 
is still just that - a mystery. 
"Dead Man's Hngers" are known 
to botanists as Xylaria, meaning 
""loving wood ... While the outside 
of the fingers is black, the inside 
has the pa~e color of a corpse. 
The Dead Man's Fingers grow 
from buried wood on which they 

feed. I 
As a boy. I sometimes collected 

pie~• of doty wood that glowed 
and pulled it apart, trying to 
iitnd out what made it shine. Path-[ 
er fold me h was •·rox-fire," and I 
was made to furnish light for 
foxes to .travel through d a r k 
woods. But J knew that foxes 
didn't need such a light, as their, 
c¥es also s~ine in the dark tot' 
g•ve them hght. So the mystery 
of fox-fi•e eluded me then and I 
it is still a deep mystery to me. 
A better knowledge of this light 
might help to unlock one of na• 
ture's rarest secrets.
