Sale of bonds, once
regarded an impossibility be-
cause of a 6% interest limit, is
now regarded as no great chore,
since the Court of Appeals has
held that bonds may bear interest
as high as 7%. The board has

Low Housing Bid
Exceeds Estimate

The Jamar Construction Com-
pany, Danville, Ky., is the ap-
parent low bidder on construction
of the five-story structure which
will house 32 low-rent housing
units at Martin.

But the firm's bid of $538,000
was $113,000 above architects’
estimate, and the awarding of a
contract depends upon the avail-
ability of federal funds. The At-
lanta office of the Department
of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD) has approved the
low bid, and application has been
made to Washington for needed
additional funds.

R. R. Allen, executive director
for the Martin Municipal Housing
Commission, said he has been
told prospects of an increased
grant are good.

Bids on the housing develop-
ment were opened June 28,

Of the 32 new housing units to

be provided, 20 will be specially
designed and built to meet the
needs of the elderly. Because
of added safety features and con-
veniences, cost of each of these
units will be approximately $18,000
— roughly, $4,000 more than the
cost of each of the other 12 units
which will offord the usual hous-
ing facilities.

The housing structure, said fo
be one of the first of its kind
planned for this section, will rise
on a site, 80x130 feet, at the rear
of the municipal parking lot at
Martin. Acocess living quarters on
all levels above the first floor
will be by elevator. A community
reom will be located in the base-

| ment of the building.

When completed the housing
structure will give the communi-
ty of Martin a total of 72 low-rent
housing units. The first, Pageant
Hill, was completed in 1955.

Only the cow,
four foxes and one dog were found
to have been rabid.

The fight on rabies continues
from year to year, under health |
department sponsorship, with the |
three-year anti-rabies serum of-
fered.

This year, |
only 454 dogs and cats were im- |
munized. Last year, the number
was 809,

passed bill. The Senate bill ap-
propriates $150 million more for
the Appalachian road program
than was provided in the House
bill.

The measure as passed by the
Senate would include appropria-
tions for the follewing programs:

$35 million for the demonstra-
tion health programs which in-
cludes one in Southeastern Ken-
tucky.

$15 million for the land stabili-
zation and erosion control pro-
gram.

$15 million for mine area me-
storation, which includes sealing
and filling of abandoned coal
mines and the extinguishing of
underground’ mine fires, chiefly
in Pennsylvania,

$3 million for stimulation of
housing development for low-in-
come families by providing loans
to cover up to 80 per cent of the
cost of planning such projects.

$10 million fer manpm-v(-er de-
velopment projé

$50 mallion for vocahona! edu-
cation facilities. |

$90 millicn to increase the feder- |
al percentage under various
grant-in-aid programs. fo allow
states to do more with less local
money.

$15 million to help finance the
administration expenses of local
development distriets.

The amount that would be avail-
able for the highway program un-
der the Senate bill would amount
to $695 million, which includes
$445 million previously author-
ized but spent through the end
of the 1968-'69 fiscal vear.

In addition to the five Floyd
county projects announced re-
cently to cost a total of $105,018,
the Adams Construction Co., Pike-
ville, has been awarded contracts
totalling $182,531 for surfacing
18 miles of Pike roads, $121,496.50
for four miles in Knoft and
$79,296.75 for surfacing seven
miles in Martin county.

Greene Says He Hoped
Help Could Be Given
Boy Who Stabbed Him

Daniel Green, who was stabbed
at Mantin recently by & 17-year-
old Tram vyouth said this week
that he did not press charges in
juvenile court here, hoping that
County Judge Stumbo could ar-
range some legal means “to get
some testing and training to help
the boy.”

He added that he feels the inci-
dent was unfortunate but that
it was more unfortunate that
some legal measures were not
taken to help the youth and pre-
vent possible similar incidents
in the future.”

Greene also pointed to what
he described as “extenuating fac-
tors” that should be mentioned
in reference to the stabbing and
events preceding it. He said the
boy had been an occasional visit-
or to the mission operated in
Martin by the Brothers of Charity
and that after he had returned
to this county from Indiana he
again visited the mission. The
night preceding the stabbing, he
said, the youth was asked to
leave the boys' residence because
of a disturbance he was creating.
At that time, Greene said, he svas
threatened with a wooden crutch,
whereupon he took the boys back
to the mission to avoid further
trouble.

Next day, Greene said, he told
fhe youth to leave after he had
discovered that the boy had en-
tered the boys’ residence and
spent the night there, In reply,
according to his account of the
series of events, the boy threw
two large wooden planks at him.
When Greene pursued the boy,
the latter came after him with
broken bottles. These he dropped
when Greene threatened to call
the state police.

Returning to the mission that
afternoon, Greene said, he found
the youth there. Greene told him
to get his clothes and leave, and
as he stood talking to the other,
his hand on the boy’s shoulder, |
the youth drew a knife and
swung it twice. Then, Greene
said, picked up a guitar lying
near Wim and hit the other over
his head in self-defense. The
stabbing followed.
