The suitcase contained items of
a man's clothing, a razor, tooth-
brush and ether articles.

Investigators have been told
Chaffins left his home in Leuis-
ville, around 11 o'clock on the
night of his murder and that he
had two suitcases when he left.
The second has not been found.

The case, unless solved earlier,
will prnobably be a subject of
study for the September gmnd
jury.

Concerns Perkins

Congressman Carl D. Perkins
this week urged the House to pass |
H. R. 4018, a bill to extend the
Appalachian Regional Develop-
ment Act through June 30, 1972.

Perkins said that “although rich
in natural resources, Easern Ken-
ucky has been by-passed in de-
velopmental efforts ever since the
initial Western migration settled
its beautiful valleys and hills. The
region has been neglected in the
construction of modern means of
transportation and access — ne-
glected in the provision of edu-
cational facxh!zes — neglected in
the construction of flood control
and water resources develop
ment.”

Perkins said extension of the
Applachian Regional Development
Act which began in 1965 was ab-
solutely essential to open up Ap-
palachia to tourish and expand-
ing industry

Perkins exprw;ed_ concern at
the slow rate of progress being
made on the construction of the
Appalachian highway system, *1
am disappointed not only because
we are not constructing these fa-
cilites as quickly as we should
but also because I fear that in

the design concepts for the sys-

l

tem the engineers may have bheen
too persuaded by current traffic
volumes and not imaginative
enough in terms of developmental
needs."”

The Kentucky Congressman
stressed the importance of bring-
ing all of the Applachia major
highways to modern four-lane de-
sigh. He also stressed the belief
that the mileage allocation fo the
Appalachia states for the system
should be increased by at least
10 per cent so that communities
not linked to the system would
have modern 4-lane connections.

H. R. 4018 would authorize $195
million for each of the next two
fiscal' years for highway construc-
tion. In addition, the bill could
carry through fiscal year 1971
$85 million for demenstration
health projects; $15 million for
land
and erosion control; $15 millien
for mining area restoration; $2
million for water resource sur-
veys; $50 million for construction
of vocational education facilities;

and 38 million for the administra-

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TIDITS of KENTUGKY FOLKLORE

By GORDON WILSON, Ph. D.

A NEW SOCIETY

For years we have heard about
a New Society, and mest of us
are hardly skilled epough as
wordmakers or word-understand-
ers to know exactly what is
meant. It has occurred to me, in
the years since this column
started, that we are indeed liv-
ing in a new society, whether we
are conscious of it or not.

That the old-fashioned rural so-
ciety is gone is too obvious to be
discussed among observant peo-
ple. As we oldsters knew .it, it
disappeared at least a half cen-
tury ago, with the coming of such
things as the telephone, the auto-
mobile, the country high school,
the hard-surfaced road. In some
places this sort of society that

preceded these changes had long
been typical of America every-
where, the society that succeeded
the pioneer years. When the log
cabin gave away to a more pre-
tentious house, pioneer society
was on its way out, And what suc-
ceeded the pioneer cabin lasted, in
most areas, from two to three
generations. As the settlers moved
Westward, the same series of
changes took place, shortemed in
the later years because the later
settlements were made on the
verge of changing times. But now,
so far as I know, there are no
left-overs of what the rural areas
were, say, in 1900, Imagine find-
ing a pdace so remote that there
were no telephones, no cars, no
school buses in a whole county.

For a long time we seemed to
be running away from ourselves.
Going from one frontier to anoth-
er became almost a disease, until
fromtiers in the oldfashioned
sense disapperaed, The rise of in-
dustry on a large scale began not
too long after the frontier disap-
peared, Most of my own long life

has been spent in this changing,
moving, readjusting period of
brodging the gap between the late
pioneer period and the present
one, I am not a name-giver, but
I wish T could invent a striking
name that would mean our pres-
ent condition.

Just yesterday, [ drove on}v]
thinty miles across what was self- |
sustaining farm country, between
two county-seats. There must have
been five times as many houses
along that road as there were as
fate as 1930. But 1 doubt whether
one house in a dozen is now oc-
cupied by a family that makes

its entire living on the farm. Most

| of the houses, 1 know, belong to

men who commute to work daily,
some of them driving as far as|
io Louisville, ninety to a hundred
miles away.

A well-informed, man, ‘who has
worked in the small county that
I drove across recently, told me
that, taken as a whole, half the
county residents who are em-
ployed drive outside the county
to their work. Their neat, modern
homes along the roads, with gar-
dens and flower gardens, with a
telephone to each house, with a
TV aerial over just about every
one of them, with a school bus
that stops to pick up and to de-
liver the children every school
day, with electricity to light the
houses and pump the water (un-
less the water district has already
been expanded into the remotest
houses I passed) — what keeps
these places from being suburban,
of being in every way even more |
city-ike than a large portion of
the town 1 live in, in that there
is space to breathe and yet every
advantage that the city offers?

This is to me the chiel aspect
of the New Society that has grown
up in rural south-central Ken-
tucky. A drive similar to the one
I made yesterday could be taken
in any direction in my county and
all its neighboring counties, And
it is interesting to see who these
people are. Many are couniry in
origin, who have built their houses
along the roads to be better able
to get to and from work; many
others are originally from the
city, and have bought a smaller
or larger acreage in order to
have at the same time the ad-
vantages of city and country.

What are a few miles now ex-
cept i the rare times when ice-
covered roads interfere with
school buses or even with private
cars? I sometimes wonder wheth-
er these new suburban people are
actually aware of the newness
of their lives, whether they are
planning terms of their former
ways or have yet got adjusted to
this wholly new manner of having
houses and homes. We hear so
much about disadvantaged peo-
| ple that we may be forgetting this
change in the lives of adv&ntaged
ores.

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Fishing in Kentucky vono Hospital Notes

By Harry Towles
Frankfort — The fastest and |
most exciting action in fishing
occurs during July. It is then
that jump fishing is blossoming

into ‘full swing. And, with tht‘!I
to |

jumps, comes fishing that

many is unsurpassed.

To those not instimately ac-
quainted with fishing, the jumps
mean very little, In fact, only a
small segment of fishermen are
addicted to jump fishing, but
those few will herald the coming
of the first jumps as would &
youngster welcome Santa Claus.
It's highlight which he anticipates
the whole fishing season.

Just what are the jumps?

It's a condition brought about
by hungry white or black bass
chasing shad minnows. Usually in
July shad minnows have ad-
vanced to the stage of a sizeable
bite for these fish. These food fish
assemble in scheols and may
travel the length and breadth of
a given lake. They swim deep un-
der water on occasion and only
the big bass swimming nearby
know about it. But they do, on
occasion, come to the surface.
It's then that the fisherman knows
what to do. As the black and
white bass charge through the
schools of shad, gobbling up their
favorite food, they splash the sur-
face water, and the fisherman is
aware of the jumps.

With a fast boat and casting
gear at ‘‘ready,” the fisherman
rushes within 50 feet of the cen-
ter of the jumps and casts into
the maelstrom, using a shadlike
minnow &s his weapon. Usually
the lure will run a bit deeper
than the shad swims and the fish.
charging from the depths, will
latch onto the appealing before
they reach the surface-swimming
shad. Often every cast will pro-
duce either a white bass or a
black bass and both may be taken
from the same jump.

Sometimes the jumps will con-
tinte wninterrupted for as much
as am hour. Then, the shad refreat
to the lower water levels, but re-
appear on the surface at another
nearby spot within a short time.

Then the jumps start all over
again.

Of course, when the shad sub-
merge to the lower depths, the
feeding splurge of the white bass
and bleck bass continues, al-
though the fisherman is not aware
of it. However, by casting a point,
fishing will suddenly pick up.
Wthin a very short time & num-
ber of bass may be taken on un-
derwater lures. This results from
the bass feeding on the shad
which are submerged.

Jumps usually reach the peak
in July, but are productive at
other times. For instance in the
fall, #f another hatch of shad have
been produced, the jumps are re-
enacted over and over again. And
with the threadfin shad, which
are’ avgilable in many lakes and
which grow slowly, the jumps
may occur anytime during the
warmer months.

Other than jump fishing, ang-
lers are now having excellent
luck with the white bass by still
fishing minnows at night off deep
banks and with black bass by
casting surface lures around shal-
low banks in early morning and
late aftzrnoon, Bluegill are being
caught in great numbers now in
the farm ponds and in the ma-

Survey Shows Thinking

Of Parents on Schools

What do parents see as the
needs of Kentucky schools? A
study recently completed by the
Ken tuck y Innovative Develop-
ment Center of Frankfort pro-
vides some of the answers,

The 652 parents who partici-
gaﬁed in the study were selected
by random from all areas of the
state and are assured to be repre-
sentative of all parents of Ken-
tucky school children. The study,
directed by Dr. Jim Peyton, of
the Center, formed a portion of
a Department of Education needs
survey. {

Parents were asked to respond
to a list of commonly expressed

low-average and the handicapped
student, Eighty-five percent ex-
pressed a need for more special
education; 80% for more remed-
ial courses, such as reading and
math: 77% for more vocational
courses; and 74% for more pract-
ical courses, such as driver edu-
cation, home economics and con-
sumer education.

A smaller percentage of parents
saw a need for broader course
offerings for college-bound stu-
dents (73%), for more cultural
enrvichment opportunities (70%)
and for more physical education
(69%). Only 43% felt a need for
higher standards for passing.

Parents were strongly against
lengthening the school day (83%
saw no need) or extending the
school year (79% saw no need).
But, mamy were for extended
school opportunities which could
gperate on & volunteer basis.
Sixty-six percent wanted more
pre-school or kindergarten oppor-
tunities and 64% more summer
school oppontunities.

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Medicaid Changes Told

Frankfort, Ky. — In an effort
fo save the state's Medicaid Pro-
gram from a possible $5 million
deficit this fiscal year, Economic
Security Commissioner Menritt
Deitz announced recent proposed
changes in the program were ef-
fective July 1.

The Kentucky Medical Advisory
Council at its quarterly meeting
approved the changes aimed at
gefiling the most for the Medieaid
dollar in areas where the reci-
pients will suffer the least.

“We carefully weighed the
needs of the nearly 300,000 Ken-
tuckians eligible for Medicaid be-
fore affecting the changes, “All
of the action being initiated re-
flects the one overriding desire
of this department to preserve
and strenghen our Medical As-
sistance Program.’”’

“The changes stem from the
discovery earlier this year that
the Medicaid Program appeared
li#ely to cost $58.5 million during
fiscal 1969, instead of the $51 mil-
lion budgeted,”’ Deitz stated.

He also said the changes were
designed to curb abuses in the
program through educational and
centrol measures, |

The changes recommended by | ¢

the administering departments of
Economic Security (DES) and
Health include:

“Medicaid recipients will be is-
sued medical vecord cards for
physicians to record each visit in |
an effort to infoerm docters of
patients’ recent wisits to other‘
physicians,

*A doctor will be paid for only |
two extensive visits per patient
per year., Payment for these
“workups” was previously un-
limited. Deitz pomnied out this
control of fees does not mean a |
necessary reduction in services, |
but should result in better utiliza-
tion of physicians’ services,

*The medical review of hospit-
al patients will take place after
seven days, with an additional
14 days' authorized stay possible.
The change does not affect the
21 day hospital emergency cover-
age provided under Medicaid.
