Lebanon, Ky.-This Shlall town, 

long known to under~age drinkers 
as "the Fort Lauderdale of Cen­
tral Kentucky," is still worthy of 
the name. 

Despite a rash of unfavorable 
publicity brought on by the Aug. 
U resignation of all six members 
of the Lebanon City Council, night­
clubs in the town were siill selliug 
beer to minors Saturday night. 

The sprawling town of 5,000, 
seat of Marion county, is in a 
wet county, surrounded by dry 
counties. lt has four sizable oigbt­
clubs - the Club 68, the Golllen 
Horsesb .. , the Jane Todd Inn and 
the Club Cherry - which feature 
music for dancing. 

The Club 68 and Golden Horse­
shoe, which feature rock bands, 
cater to a teenage croud. 

A 19-year-<>ld Louisville student 
visited Lebanon, Saturday night 
to find out whether laws forbid­
ding the sale of beer to minors 
were being enforced. 

uThey didn't ask any questions 
when I went in with my date," 
the Louisville student reported. 
"They asked the couple behind us 
if !bey were 18, but didn't look at 
any identification cards. 

"When I ordered some beer, it 
was prompUy delivered to me -
no questions asked. 

"There was a sign over the bar 
which said, 'You must s h o w 
identification card to buy beer,' 
but I didn't see them check any 
ages or turn anyone down while 
I w.as there - and some of the 
customers were obviously young­
er than I am," the 19-year-<>ld 
youth added. 

A check of license plates in the 
club's parking lot disclosed auto­
mobiles from the Kentucky coun­
ties of Mario~ Mercer, Green, 
Adair., LaRue, Bullitt, Washington, 
Spencer, Warren, Ohio, Shelby, 
Anderson, Boyle, Taylor and Jef~ 
ferson, and from t.he state o£ Ohio. 

The ages of patrons apparently 
ranged from about 15 to 35, and 
a number were obviously under 
18, supposedly the minimum age 
tor admittance to the Club 68. Ta· 
bles were cluttered with b e e r 
bottles and cans of malt liquor. 

Some customers brought their 
own bottles of hard liquor, and 
displayed them unabashedly on 
the tables. Many persons were 
seen buyjng six or 12. bottles of 
beer at a time, returning to their 
tables to distribute them to friends 
obviously under 21. 

Lebanon's mayo.r, Hyleme S. 
George, used to own the Club 68; 
and the operation of the nightclub 
has been a major issue in the 
mayor's incessant quarrels with 
his city council.
