OEO CHIEF ACTS TO EXPAND
STATES' ANTI-POVERTY ROLE

Washington — Steps to ex-
pand the role of state govern-
ments in operating anti-
poverty programs were an-
nounced yesterday by Donald
Rumsfeld, director of the Of-
fice of Economic Opportunity.

The changes announced by
Rumsfeld may help to move
the anti - poverty legislation
off dead center on Capitol
Hill,

However, in making these
moves Rumsfeld has yet to

decide on a politically-explo-

sive poverty grant involving
Kentucky that could erode
much of the support needed
to get the legislation through
Congress.

The grant involves $177,000
to an anti-poverty agency in
a Democratic stronghold in
Eastern Kentucky. The grant
was vetoed by Kentucky's
Republican Gov. Louie B.
Nunn on the grounds that the
poverty program was being
used for partisan politics.

If Rumsfeld sustains the
governor's veto, he will risk
incurring the anger of Rep.
Perkins, who represents East-
etn Kentuecky and who,

pass the bill on the House
floor.

- Several Republicans have
indicated that the legislation
should include stronger
measures designed to give the
states more of a voice in the
administration of anti-poverty
programs.

But Rumsfeld, who met
yvesterday with directors of
state economic opportunity
offices, said the law already
includes 315 provisions for an
active state role. The trouble
in the past, Rumsfeld said, is
that state participation was
not encouraged by OEO,

in the development of OEO
operating policies at the na-

IS FESTIVAL ATTRACTION

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Amendments of 1967

Make*Many Eligible

For Hospital Benefits
Daryl E. Ratliff, district man-
ager of the Pikeville Social Se-

curity office, said this week that
the social security amendments

of 1967 have made it possible for

some people to be eligible for
hospital insurance benefits who
would not have been eligible umn-
der the old law.

People who reached 65 in 1968
and who were not entitled to
monthly secial security or rail-
road retirement benefits, would
be eligible for hospital insuranee
benefits if they have three (3)
calendar quarters of coverage or
about nine months of work under
sccial security. Under the old
law, these people needed (6) cal-
endar quarters of coverage or
about 134 years of work,

People who reach 65 in 1969
will need six calendar quarters of
coverage. Those who reach 65 in
1970 will need nine quarters. Each
year the required number of
quarters will increase by three
until eventually the amount of
work required for hospital insur-
ance protection will be the same
as that required for monthly cash
benefits. However, no work credits
under social security are needed
by these who qualify for monthly
benefits as a dependent or sur-
vivor of an. insured worker. Rat-
liff emphasized that all persons
who are nearing 65 should apply
for Medicare within the three-
month peried before the month

| they become 65 whether they in-|

| tend 1o retire or continue working. |
This is necessary to insure that |
their coverage under the volun- |
tary medical insurance plan will
begin on the first day of the

| month they beceme 65.

It is nmot necessary to be re-
tired to qualify for Medicare. Far
further imformation contact the
Pikeville social security office
which 18 located at 2nd and Divi-
sion Streets or call 432-2177.

— A 50-fold jump
in expenditures locally by Pike-
ville College in the last 46 years
is indicated by comparative bud-
get figures of the college.

Ralph T. Kilgore, vice presi-
dent of the business affairs for
the college, has announced that
the college’s budget for the 1969-
70" fiscal year is an estimated
$2,014,000.

That is an increase of more than
a quarter of a million dollars
over the budget for the year just
ended, 1968-69, when the amount
was $1,753,000.

The budget figures for a particu-
lar year mepresent the total ex-
penditures for that year, and Kil-
gore pomted out that most of
the money is spent locally.

He also noted that this is in ad-
dition to money brought to the
by out-of-state stu-
dznts and spent here for personal
exXpens2s.

It & ap-
proximately 13 times as large as
the $165,553 listed for the 194748
fiscal year, and almost exactly
53 times the 1923-24 budget figure
of $37,963.

The number of personnel em-
ployed and the teachers’ salaries
paid have increased accordingly.
