And the study of trees, witd flow-
ers and animals s eenducive to
promoting health and peace of
mind. There is healing power in
a close association with the beau-
tiful things of the outdoors.

When children are faken on na-
ture st udy walks in fields or
woods and their eyes are opened
to the wonders of the outdoors,
this #s one of the best kinds of
education for them. Mamy authoti-
ties say it is a good preventive of
juvenile delinquency; a child who
is taught to love animals, birds
and the beauties of nature will not
want to kill or destroy anything,
nor will he be inclined to go out
on wild escapades. That is why
many of ocur fine groups like the
4-H Clubs, Scouts and others have
Nature Study Programs.

It has been estimated that over
a million spiders live in a small
area of an acre or so; and where
there are spiders, there are also
inseots, Many diffrent kinds of
creatures live underfoot, under-
ground, i every dld stump, de-
caying log, or hollow tree; all
these of different kinds
of creatunes make their home in
these.

To learn the wild flowers and
trees of your own neighborhood
is a worthy dim; it is fine to 80
on a nature study hike with some-
one who kmows the names of
these and can help in identifying
them.

| Oct. 1 and continge through Oct.
al; then will reopen Dec. 1 and
extend through Déc. 31, and every
county in the Commonwealth wiil
be open to hunting.

The limit is one deer per season,
per hunter, except on the Ft.
Campbell area in Christian and
Titge counties where a special
two-deer concession has been ar-
ranged. Deer of either sex may
be taken by bowhunters during
daylight hours only.

Each year more archery hunt-
ers take advantage of Kentucky's
long season — 62 days of hunting.
Last year, for instance, more than
6,000 participated in the state-
wide hunt and many were suc-
cessful in their quest for a deer.
This year an even greater num-
ber is expected in the fields and
woods and indicafions are that
they will find a greater herd than
ever before, According to the De-
partment biclogists, the popula-
tion is steadily increasing, offer-
ing more tangets over a wider
area than ever before.

All deer hunters must have in
possession a valid Kentucky hunt-
ing license and deer permit. Per-
mits are available for tfesidents
and non-residents at all county
clerk’s offices and from many
sporting goods dealers. Cost of
the permit is $10.50. .

A resident owner of farmlands,
| his wife or dependent children or
| tenants and their dependent chil-
| dren living on the [armland are

not vequired to possess a hunting
l license or permit. However, such
persons may not remove deer|
| from their land unless they have

obtained written permission from
a conservation officer or deer
check station.

He said, "“Commerical de-
velopment here could pre-
clude us from further develop-
ing the lower gorge. It would
completely destroy the en-
vironment of the Red River
Gorge that the Forest Service
is trying to preserve. . .. we
wotild then concentrate on de-
velopment of the upper gorge
area.”

Residents 65 years of age or
older are exempted from license
requirements provided they carry
on their person an affidavit stats
ing the year of birth and place
of residence. Resident servicemen
on furlough of more than three
days may hunt in the county of
legal vesidence at the time of en-
trance into the service but must
carry proper identification ahd
papers showing furlough status.

Archery deer hunters may not
carry firearms of any kind dur-
ing the archery season, Deer may
not be taken with boats, or any
type of vehicles, or any domestic
animals, including dogs.

Each hunter who Kkills a deer
must immediately attach to the
deer the locking tag provided with
the deer permit, The tag must be
attached by piercing the skin and
membrane between the bones of
the hind leg just above the hocks
and locking the metal tag around
one bone so that it cannot be fe-

| moved without destroying the

The tag must remain attached
the deer until the carass is p
cessed and packaged by locker
plant, butcher or hunter. The post-
al card must be separated fram
the metal tag when tagging the
deer and retained as proof ef
ownership should the tag be lost.

After taking a deer, bow and
arrow hunters must leave the
hunting area. They cannot assist
others in taking deer.

Rathiff Explains
Children’s Benefits

Daryl E. Ratliff, manager of
the Pikeville Social Secunty+
office, announced recently
that some confusion may exist

to children.

A child may qualify on his
father's or mother's recur_di
even through he may be 18
years old or older, he said. In
fact, there is no age limitation,
This tvpe of benefit is known
as disabled children’s benefit.

In order to qualify as a
disabled child of & person who
is receiving monthly social
security benefits or who died
msured under social security,
it is necessary to establish
that the disability existed be-
fore the age of 18. If the child
was injured or became 1ill
after age 18, they do not
qualify as a disabled adult
child. This is why it is ex-
tremely difficult at times to |
find medical evidence that
will establish that the child
became disabled before age
18. The doctor who treated the
child may have retired or
died and we cannot secure
conclusive evidence concern-
ing when the child’s disability
was first discovered. Also the
degree of the disability is
taken into consideration when
a decision is made as to|
whether or not the child
qualifies as a disabled adult
child. Many children are dis-
abled at birth or during child-
hood and are able to lead
useful, productive lives,

If you have a child in your
home that you believe may
meet the requirements for
disabled children’s benefits,
Ratliff continued, you should
contact y our nearest social
security office, regardless of
the present age of the child,

Washington, Sept. 9 — Senah)r|
Jehn Sherman Cooper today urged
the House Committee on Educa- |
tion and Labor to metain the dis-
tinction between gassy mines and
non-gassy mines in mine safety
legislation it is considering,

The measure proposed by the
Nixon administration would abol-
ish the present distindtion be-
tween gassy and non-gassy mines. |
The result would be, Senator
Cooper said, that non-gassy mines
in Kentucky and West Virginia
woulld be required to spend mil-
lions of dellars unnecessarily in
purchasing the same safety equip-
ment as required of large, gassy
mines. He quoted one estimate
that in Hardan county, Kentucky,
alone, the cost of the reguired
new equipment would amount to
approximately ten million dollars.

Senator Cooper told the com-
mittee that the record of gas ex-

He said that between 1952 and
1969 there were only 52 explosions
in more than 3,000\ on-gassy
mines, resulting in 27V atalities
and 54 injuries. By contrast, he
saiid, there were, in the same
period, 381 explosions in less than
400 gassy mines, with 374 fatali-
ties and 427 injuries.

“In order to require non-gassy
mines (o install the same costly
equipment as gassy mines,’” Sena-

against the facts, against the dif-
fering chanacteristics of gassy
and non-gassy mines and against
the record of the Federal Bureau
of mines.”

“I have said many times that if
the propesal to abolish the classi-
fication between gassy and non-
gassy mines would promote
safety, I would support it even
though it meant economic¢ loss.
It will mean economic loss not
only to the coal operators but
also to the miners thrown out of
work and to the related indus-
tifles and to the communities and
areas in which these non-gassy
mineés are operated,

“In Eastern Kentucky, the over-
whelming proportion of coal mines
are non-gassy, small mines. Mil-
lions of dollars in the form of
Federal Aid has been spent in the
Eastern part of Kentucky and in
similar areas of West Virginia.
Coal mining is the principal oc-
cupation in these areas and if

INFLUENCES
Along with the study by his-
torians of the migration of people
from the Atlantic coastal area in-
to the other regions of America
have gone two othesr related

“The key man has the prospect
of an executive position or bet-
ter,” Reed said.

“On the dther hand, the pay-
roll record may appear low be-
cause of the older workers.

Far those who travel in the in-
credibly beautiful days of early
automi, a trdp to the mountains
where two commonwealths meet
is an exciting one laced together
with legend and lore of a fantastic
region.

The Fringe Tree is a member
of the useful olive family, which
includes some of our finest shrubs

their sweet-scented blooms, the
widely wuseful privet hedge and
the wiltl olive trees, which grow
in Flonida and Louisiana and up
the coast o Cape Henry, Virginia.

The Fringe Tree is known to
botanisis as Chionanthus, which
comes from the Greek word,

“‘chion’™ meaning snow, and “an-
thos,” Hower — literally, the
snow-flower tree.

Whenr the Fringe Trees bunst
out in & mass of white in late
May or June, the blooms give out
a sweet perfume that fills the
air. They look lie white fringe
decorating the brasches — hence
the name, Fringe Tree. Each
bloom has four or five long,
slender petals, shaped like those |
of the Witch Hazel tree, but ﬁ'iey

dlways hang down in clusters. Tt |
It is gorgeous sight to see a large-
size fringe tree in full bloom.

The tree is handsome in foliage’
as well as flower. The leaves grow
to @ large size and are formed in
pairs on the branches, a feature
of the ashes, They are ovate in
form, with entire margins and
whitish vemns on
resemble those of the magnolias.

The best way to locate Fringe
Trees ko set out is to look for
them when in bloom. In full
bloom, they aré snowy and con-
spioueus  in  the i woods.
Once I found a small colony of
them -in bloom on a steep bluff
ovarlooking the Wolf Creek high-|
way. The tree ¢an be transplanted
with success and makes a fine
lawn ornamental. I have never
had any success in growing these
trees from their seeds, which are
formed in oblong fleshy drupes
almost as large as wild plums.
When ripe the drupes are purp-
lish in color and are covered with
a bloom.

The bark of the roois of the
Fringe Tree is regarded as medi-
oinal and was once widely used
to make tonics. It was also used
for poultices for wounds and
bruises. The bark is said to have

valuable diuretic properties.

RATTLEWEED, A VALUABLE
MEDICAL PLANT. “Rattleweed,”
the old-time name for this plant,
was given to it because the dry
seed pods ratile in the wind in
autumn. It has many other com-
mon names: Fairy Candles, Black
Snakergot, Black Cohosh and

The smowy white flowers have
conspicuous stamens amnd are
formed in racemes on tall, wand-
like stalks from six to eight feet
high, The blooms appear from
July to late August. The leaves
are large and compound, with
several deeply cut leaflets having
sharp teeth.

Black Cohosh, or Fairy Candle,
is common throughout the Tri-
state, being fond of growing in
deep, rich coves of mountain land.
When it blooms, it stands tall and
queenly, and the white blooms
seem like candelabra lighting up
| the woods — hence the name,
Fairy Candles.

large Buttercup family, is re-
garded as a highly valuable medi-
cal plant; its reots are often sold
on the herb markets. It is a na-
tive to the U. S. forests. The root
is narcotic and sedative and is
valuable as an anti-spasmodie
and is said to be effective in cur-
ing fits or spasms. The roots al-
so contain gum, starch and tannic
acid. They make a drink that is
biiter to the taste but valuable as
a spring tomic and sedative, in-
ducing sleep when taken freely.

The leaves and blooms have
what many consider an unpleas-
ant fetid odor, but I like the odor
myself. They are supposed to at-
tract flies for the work of polli-
nation, But the name the botanists
have bestowed upon this plant in-
dicates it drives insects away.
They call if, “Cimlicifuga,” which
