Big Sandy Plant's heat rate 
last year was 8,931 b.t.u_ ·(The 
efficiency of the heat rate is 
determined by the production 

of a kilowatt - hour of elec­
tricity with the fewest British 
thermal units in the fuel con­
sumed.) .. 

The 280,000-kilowatt Unit 1 
at the plant, near Louisa, has 
been among the national 
leaders since going intu com­
mericai·operation in January, 
1963. To make electricity, the 
unit uses about 750,000 tons of

·when Pikeville is being congratulated on win­
ning its $22·mi!lion l\1odell City develoJY!llent, which 
will move a mountain, a river and a railroad and 
transform the community, the congratulations real­
ly should go to Dr. W. C'. Hambley, mayor of Pike­
ville. 

It wa~ he who dreamed the big cha11ge. There 
were tho•e who scoffed as he painted the future 
Pikeville in b1·oad, sweeping stroltes. But the dream 
was not a'bandoned, and the victory now really is 
his, although he would be the first to give credit to 
many others wh'o worked with him. 

Surely there iH no '·sour grapes" spfrit in any 
other community of Eastern Kentucky that would 
cause any to begrudge the Pike county:seat its !(OOd 
fortune. The threat of flood, which hung over Pike­
ville, every winter and spring, will be gone. lt will 
be a cleaner, bigge1· city. Its airport will be the cen­
ter for air traffic in ·the area. All of this will en­
hance the overall picture of this part of what thev 
call Appalachia. · 

But, as the dream and its reality reflect credit 
on one man, the huge program cannot be considered 
an improvement beyond Pikeville, one town. Gov­
ernor Nunn h1as termed it a pa11t of the reglional de­

~t may be. But that does not mean it wm succeed 
as an area or regional ma-tter, for it is localized.

-.mother occasion, it occurs to us, the warning was 
•issued that cluiltering of bhe shoreline would not be 
tolerated. 

At many lakes - at most lakes, we hope -
cluttering isn't pennitted. A visit to any of the TVA 
impoundments will convince the visitor thwt camp­
ers are obliged to do a good job of housekeeping 
there. The same policy should be in effecl: at Dewey 
Lake, and the Jake patrol should be delegated the 
authority to enforce it.

Swlilt is said to have recorded 
on maps a:nrl in a: journal the lo· 
caijjon of "t leaSt three silver 
mine workings during the years 
17~1~. Jt is believed the trails of 
tthe two men - Boone .and Swift 
- orossed at diffenent times from 
1755-69. In 1769, Boone came to 
Kentucky and spent almost two 
years, much of the time on Red 
River which Swift mentions in 
his journal as the location of his 
silver mine. By this time, how· 
ever, Swift had closed and sealed 
the mine while he loaded pack 
saddles lor the brip from the wild­
erness back •to Alexandria, Vir­
sOnia.

ed cobra," as the leaves ftlrm a 
hood at the top, scmewha't like 
th~ spread h o o d of the cobra 
snaks. 

PLANTS TIIAT SET TRAPS 
There aore ~-everal species of 

plants t h at a splay an almost 
human ingenuity in set<:..ing ·'bug­
traps.'' A study of theitr skillful 
ways of catching insecrs is al· 
most enough to conMince one that 
even plants have some un.cann:Y 
power to reason; tbe.y must, in­
det'd, know a lot about the nature 
of the ·insectS 1they trap, such as 
their feeding habits ooo what tJhey 
Hke to eat. 

Among lhe most notorious of 
the insect cail.clters are the Pitch­
er Plant., of whicll rllere are seve­
ral species. So- of them dEpend 
almost enlho.ely on insects f o r 
their f o o d supply. They grow 
mosnly in bogs a,nd swampy reg­
ions. where they cannot obtain 
the proteins an-d other nutrients 
they ne!."<l, so ~hey tr.ap imsects 
to .eat. 

The Northern Pitcher P 1 a n t 
grows in w-e:t places in the nOllth­
ea~tern and central sta·tes. Its 
leaves f o r m hollow cylinders 
ea.Jled "pitchers," which are in­
genious death traps for insects. 
Even L he bloom of this plam 
is d~sign,e-d to resemble raw, 
red beefsteak, so as to attract 
flies a n d beelles. The pitcher 
of the planL I o o k s somewhal 
like the long neck and head of 
a goose. It has a flap folded 
over at the top, wh:ch emits a 
sweet secretion from h o n e y 
glands. In some way, whkh we 
do not fully understand, the pitch­
er plcmt "knows" that insects go 
af:er anything .sweet, and that's 
why they use a honey secretion 
to capture them. The top of the 
pftch~r is marked with conspic­
uous Hnes lea•ct:ng downwarrl into 
the inside depths. The plant some­
h ow ''knows" that insects a!fe 
prone ,to follow purple lines in 
sear.ch af ooctar or other food. 
After feasting on the sweet stuff 
at the top of the pitcher, the ill­
sects follow the punple 1-i nes as if 
to explore the ins:ide of the pitch­
er. There are hairs bent down­
ward, whtch do not hlnder the in­
sect from crawling down, hut 
these are designed to keep it 
from crawling out. 

Inside the pitcher, there is a 
glazed sutfaoe as smooth and 
sllppery as glass, so that an in­
sect's feet C8.J11ll()t cling to ~­
When the insect crawls to this 
gta:red surface, it tumbles into a 
"death bath" at the bottom of the 
pitcher. There it strugg:Jes in the 
wa·~'er un~~~:t it is dr~. Then 
the pitcher plant prooeeds to di­
gest it.

The Indians had a· trigh regard 
for the p:,roher plant and used it 
as a remedy for smallpox. They 
cla:me.d it had certain medicinal 
properties that would keep the 
face from being pockima·r.ked. 

The greatest danger the pitch­
er plants face ls a severe drought, 
which might cause the water in 
the pitcber to dey up, so there 
would he no deaoh-bath for drown­
hog insects. 

THE SUNDEWS. Theae are also 
}nsect..-eating plants that grow i.n 
metrshy areas of the prairies and 
othfr parts of the U.S. They are 
called "sundews" as the plants 
produce a rosette of bronzy leaves 
which are highly efficient bug­
catehe-rs. The lea'V'.es are densely 
covared with rows of tentacles, 
ea:ch of wh !ch secretes a shlny 
droplet of a sweet Lqui1that looks 
like dew glistening in Lhe SWl. 
Wh€n an insff't NgMs on one of 
the leaves, the tentacles whip 
over and secrete a sticky glue, 
whi<:h holds it fast. The tentacles 
qui-ckly close down over the vic~ 
t:m L:ke those of the octopus, and 
it is heJd ~her.e un-uil the plant 
can digest it. 

The sundew plalllts capture mid~ 
ges, n:e.s. beetles, mosquitoes. 
bugs of moll')' kinds, ru1"d thus they I 
do a good work in keeping a 
check en the insect populations. 
The leaf of the plant is so sensi­
tive to :a st:mulns that even a 
piec.!! of ha•lr drcpped on it will 
br:ng a quick response. The plant 
aotu11Hy seems capabLe of trans· 
miWng impulses much like hhe 
nervous sysr.em of animals. 

SOmetimes dozens of different 
kinds of i:nsects are found glu-ed 
fast to a s:ingle sundew leal. This 
plant <s one of the old remedies 
for whooping ccugh. 

VENUS' FL YfRAP. - This is 
alro a plant of marshes and it 
aJso U3E'S a most .ingenious me,tbod 
for trapp~ng 1insects to devour. It 
has a tr-ap on the em! of the leaf, 
which is hinged a!nd. can open or 
dose like a bodk. The n1aTginS of 
the trap hav-e hairs fCT holding 
the :m:·ects. 

When an •insect lights on t41e 
leaf, a quick impJuse is sent out 
for~! he tMp lio close. It shuts down 
quickly and holds the insect fast 
until the plant can digest it. 

Venus' Flytrop produces whirte 
flowers \\'ith shawy·, red stamens. 
Wh~n I Study the various in­

genious lraps for catching in­
sects, as used by the plants, I 
am reminded of the fjmt line of a 
poem that used to be in the old 
school~: 
said the spider -to the fly; 
"'Won't you wa'lk ·into my pa•rlor?' 
It is the pr<>lltiest little parloc you 
ever did spy.''
