The Highlands Regional Hospital, sc/Ieduled 
for construction between Prestonsburg and 
Auxier, last week won the final go.,.head, and 
this week the $5 million·plus project was ad­
vertised for contract-letting, Dec. 2. 

Annou.,cement of final federal approval of 
the project was made here Saturday by 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins while speaking 
at a Democratic rally. Perkins paid tribute to 
the leadership and vision of Dr. George P, 
Archer in heading the move for the hospital 
which the Congressman described as "one of 
the greatest improvements to come to Eastern 
Kentucky." 

(The Congressman made no mention of his 
own contribution to the hospital cause. Without 
his help, Highlands leaders said, the project 
would have been bogged down or lost.) 

1\rchitcct's concept of Highlands Regional llo;;pitnl it will appPar at con~pletion. 

The move for the new five-5tory hospital 
began in 1965 with the filing by Chalmer H. 
Frazier, administrator of the Prestonsburg 
General Hospital, of a Jetter of intent, looking 
toward organization of the hospital as a non­
profit institution. In 1966 the non-profit 
Highlands Hospital Corporation was formed. 
Later, $11,300,000 in Hill-Burton funds were 
approved for the venture. This year, a drive for 
local funds added $150,000.

Perkins Says Cutback 
Leaves Adequate Funds 
For Regional Highways 

Besides scoring Republican leadership and 
calling on the voters to elect Democratic of­
ficials , Congressman Carl D. Perkins briefed 
his audience here Saturday on matters of 
general interest. 

He announced the final approval of funds for 
the Highlands Hospital, near here, told of his 
correspondence with Governor Nunn since the 
latter declared war on OEO programs, 
discussed "black lung" legislation and the 
prospects of the Appalachian road system in 
the face of G. 0. P . cutbacks. 

Congressman Perkins said there are ample 
funds to keep the Appalachian highway 
program on schedule. He termed any slowing 
down of that program "false economy," He 
predicted the House will vote a 15 per cent 
increase "across the board" for social security 
in the next two weeks but would not hazard a 
guess as to what the Senate will do. Perkins 
added that he will ask the Ways and Means 
Committee this week to provide Medicare 
benefi ts for tpe disabled under social security. 
He said he i~ seeking to get beneficiaries' age 60 
freed of reductions in benefits. 1 At this time 
reductions are made on beneficiaries at age 
62.) 

"This fellow Nunn-it's difficult for me to 
understand him," the Congressman said, 
recounting the governor's opposition to so­
called poverty programs, including Head Start, 
the Job Corps and the Neighborhood Youth 
Corps. Governor Nunn, he said, has asked for a 
hearing on OEO and related subjects. Perkins 
said he has told Nunn he may appear in the 
second or third week of November. 

"They don't want hearings-they want to 
confuse the people," Perkins said, referring to 
Nunn and Rep William Scherle (R.- !a.) who 
have asked an opportunity to testify before the 
committee headed by Perkins. 

Of the "black lung" section in the mine safety 
bill which has passed both Houses of Congress, 
Perkins said Democrats succeeded in having 
that part of the bill retain the retroactive 
provision. 

VISTA Agrees to Controls, 
Work in County Continues 

The work of VISTA will continue in Floyd 
county, now that the organization has accepted 
terms Imposed by the Big Sandy Olmmunity 
Action Program's board of directors, Harry 
Eastburn, director of Big Sandy CAP, said 
Monday. 

The CAP directors several weeks ago voted 
to require VISTA to accept supervision from 
CAP and to work under Community Action 
Program regulations. VISTA's acceptance of

these requirements saved the program from 
almost certain curtailment of OEO funds.

If bids to be opened Dec. 2 are within the cost 
estimate, it is possible that work on the hospital 
will begin by year 's end. Completion is 
scheduled by 1972. 

The 150-bed hospital will be located on a 23-
acre tract, and it is designed to supply six 
separate services: medical, surgical, ob­
sterical, pediatric, phyrkal medlctne and 
psychiatry. In addillon to 100 acute general 
hospital beds, it will have four beds for 
coronary care, four for intensive care, a six~ 
bed recovery room and 50 beds for extended 
care. 

"We envision," Dr. Archer said, "a com· 
prehensive health program at the new hospital 
complex-a program that will really meet the 
needs of the people, meanwhile working with 
other health resources of the community and 
region." 

He added that the hospital will work with the 
University of Kentucky Medical Center and 
Prestonsburg Community College in the 
development of a regional and communi~)' 
program. "We are presently planning with Dr. 
Campbell (director of Prestonsburg Com­
munity College) training in health careers," be 
said. 

The hospital will employ 350 persons, elt­
clushe of the medical staff, and will have a 
payroll of about $1,350,000 a year. 

Exterior of the hospital will be of pre. 
fabricated concrete panels sinnilar to ~ 
being used in the construction of the new 
Academic building on the Prestonsbu.rg 
Community College campus. except for tbe 
one-5tory lobby which will be of brick. 

The hospital will include three maJOr 
operating rooms and two minor operating 
facilities, a communications hookup with 
ambulance and emergency services and tbe 
state police, a special recovery room with 
emergency lifesaving equipment, a pressrOOI u 
a.nd information facility. 

The entire structure will be air-<:onditioned 
and centrally heated. 

Planned to serve Floyd, Martin, Johnson and 
Magoffin counties, the faoility is designed to 
bring the most modern hospital servic'es to ~c 
area of 100,000 population. 

NYC Program in County 
Gets $151,910 for 1969-70 

The Department of Labor has extended its 
Neighborhood Youth Corps with the F1oyd 
County Board of Education for the 196!).'70 
school year, it was announced here recently. 

Superintendent of schools Charles Clark said 
the gross cost of this program will be $151,910, 
with the Department of Labor furnishing 
$134,160.00. The remaining $17,750.00 will be 
provided in services by the F1oyd County Board 
of Education. This is an increase of $4,000 over 
the amount furnished by the federal govern­
ment last year. 

The number of enrollees in the Floyd 
program is 250. This is an increase of 35 over 
this time last year. And there are 108 people on 
the waiting list, with little chance of an in­
crease in number. These enrollees are paid 
$1.30 per hour, and are covered by workmen's 
compensation and social security benefits. 

The enrollees work from 8 to 10 hours per 
week as teacher aides, library aides, clerical 
aides, custodial aides, lunchroom aides, and 
hospital aides. 

To be eligible for the Neighborhood Youth 

Corps Program, a student must be from a low· 
income family, be making normal progress 
toward graduation, be of good conduct and 
willing to upgrade themselves in getting ready 
for future employment. N. Y. C. money must 
not be used for gasoline, pinball machines. 
gambling, playing pool, or for buymg alcoholic 
drinks, it is emphaszed. 

TheN. Y. C. enrollees are expected instead to 
use their income to buy lunches. care for 
personal appearance, pay dental bills, and buy 
textbooks and any other school SUPJ)Iies 
needed. 

Estill Hall, director of theN. Y. C. program, 
lists the following as accomplishments of the 
enrollees: improvement in personal ap· 
pearance, conduct, attitude toward work, 
better grades and school attendance. anrl a 
desire for further education after high school. 

Another improvement is that more enrollees 
are taking typing, bookkeeping, shorthand, and 
other vocational classes. This IS made p<JSSible 
by these students now having the money for 
typing dues and other vocatiOnal class cost'

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Environment Problem 
Said 'Survival Issue' HIS COMPASSIONS F AILETH NOT

(In Tbe Courier-Journal) 

WASHINGTON - Tbe scene is Capitol Hill, 
in one of the majestic caucus rooms where 
senators meet to determine the destiny of the 
nation. 

''The issue is survival,'' is the refrain echoed 
time and again during a blue-ribbon conference 
last weekend. 

But the senators, the scientists and the 
citizens participating are not worrying about 
the hydrogen bomb or nuclear war when they 
talk about survivaL 

They're talking about the environment­
worrying that air and water pollution, 
pesticides and radioactivity, wasted resources 
and the population explosion will combine to so 
poison Earth that human life will soon become 
impossible. 

Of course, the American public has been 
concerned about the environment for many 
years, but generally that concern has been on 
an aesthetic level. Among politicians, pollution 
control ranks up there with motherhood and the 
flag as something nobody can be against but 
hardly a life-or-{!eath issue. Control programs 
are enthusiastically adopted, if not as en­
thusiastically funded. 

And so it seems curious for Sen. Gaylord 
Nelson, D-Wisc., to say /'as important as we 
consider war and peace, Vietnam, hunger, 
equal opportunity for all people-aU of them 
put together are relatively insignificant 
compared to the environmental crisis now 
facing us." 

What made the congressional conference on 
the environment so frightening was that 
pollution wasn't being condemned because it's 
smelly or ugly or wasteful. Instead, the 
scientists warned that our environment will be 
totally destroyed unless we radically change 
our ways . 

"For all practical purposses the planet will 
be uninhabitable for most of its living species 
within a half-eentury," Sen Nelson said. "Tbe 
productivity of the oceans will be destroyed in a 
handful of years." 

"We can't afford the luxury of assuming the 
destruction will not happen in our generation," 
said Barry Weisberg, director of San Fran­
cisco's Bay Area Institute. "We do not know. It 
is probable this will happen in our children's 
generation. We may be the last people on Earth 
to have a chance to do something about this." 

The problem boils down to this: 
We're disposing of our wastes carel~ssly , 

poisoning the air and water, heedless of the 
effect on plants, animals, even people. The 
ever-increasing growth of technology and our 
consumer philosophy pushes us into an orgy of 
consumption and waste, using ' more of the 
resources that should be saved for future 
generations. And most important, the 
population explosion squeezes everythmg, 
magnifying the waste and the pollution, ap­
plying more pressure for consumption. 

Doomsday might come when our atmosphere 
is so polluted that sunlight can filter through 
the smog only with difficulty and the tem­
perature of the world falls. (At the rate we've 
been going, it will take only 200 years to get as 
cold as it was during the Ice Age.) 

Or when pesticides and poisons finally kill so 
many plants, fish and animals that man simply 
can't find enough uncontaminated food to eat. 
Or when the world's population gets so large 
that all the miracles of modern agriculture 
cannot feed it. Or maybe in some combination 
of horrors that we can 'I now foresee. 

But nobody seems to deny that we're on the 
road to doomsday. They hope it's not too late to 
turn back. 

Some scientists have been preaching this 
message for years, but with negligible effects. 
But it seems this year that people are starting 
to listen.

According to Miss Akers, the 1964-65 
epidemic of rubella damaged or destroyed 
some 50,000 American babies before their birth. 
· I tile meeting approximately 250 volunteers 
f om Kentucky and neighboring states learned 
how their local chapters could help prevent 
another epidemic by assisting in inununization 
programs with local health departments and 
medical societies. 

"We want to see that as many boys and girls 
between one year of age and puberty as 
possible are vaccinated against rubella.

AN ORDINANCE 

ESTABLISHING PLANNING 
GOALS AND OBJECTIVES OF 
THE CITY OF PRESTON­
SBURG, KENTUCKY. 

WHEREAS, the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, has 
for some years been engaged in 
a total planning program, and 

WHEREAS, the Planning 
Commission of the City has 
adopted certain goals and ob­
jectives for preparation of 
elements of planning, as 
required by KRS 100.193, 
100.197, and has recommended 
that the City adopt said goals 
and objectives, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 
ORDAINED BY THE CITY
