Gan-ett, were abruptly interrupted Friday In 
Magoffin circuit court when tbe defendant 
entered a plea of guilty to tbe lesser charge of 
manalaugbter. 

Rife was given a five-year pen term, and tbe 
murder charge against Ellis Graham, also of 
tbe Waldo area, was dismissed. The plea of 
Rife indicated an agreement between tbe 
Commonwealth and tbe defense. 

One Commonwealth witness, George 
Sbepberd, was killed here recently, and Russell 
Arnett, of Magoffin county, wbo was accused of 
Sbepberd 's fatal beating is at liberty under 
$10,000 bond. 

Sexton was killed Feb. 23 at tbe trailer which 
he operated on Howard Branch, across tbe 
mountain from David. Shortly afierward, 
Sbepberd, tbe man lVho was found fatally 
beaten In front of tbe Eagles Club here, wu 
found shot In tbe leg.

The annual January fund-raising appeal for 
prevention and treatment of birtb defecta will 
be headed by Miss Ruby Akers, nutritionist, 
Floyd County Comprehensive Healtb Services 
Program, It has been announced by Gary T. 
Algie, chairman of tbe Eastern Kentucky 
O!apter of tbe National Foundation-March of 
Dimes. 

The appointment signals tbe opening of 
campaign preparations for tbe drive In tbis 
county, beginning Jan. 2 and continuing 
tbrougb Jan. 31. 

Discussing tbe goals of tbe campaign, Miss 
Akers pointed out: 

"When tbe March of Dimes turned Its 
energies and resources toward prevention of 
birtb defecta in 1959, tbe challenge was elec­
trifying.

Lewises, Others File 
To Enjoin Coal Firm 
From Work on Land 

An injunction to halt tbe mining of coal from 
land which tbey claim was filed in circuit court 
here last week by Mack, Rudolph and Joe W. 
Lewis, Floyd county sheriff, and 41 otbers 
against Jack Trimble and the Greer-Ellison 
Coal Company. 

Plaintiffs also ask that an accounting of coal 
mined from lands which tbey claim be required 
by tbe court and that tbey be awarded $10,000 
for timber which, tbey say, Trlmble sold to 
Cline Mitchell. 

The acreage plaintiffs clalm is tbelrs lies on 
Daniels Creek and Ivy Creek. They allege that 
Trlmble leased coal which is theirs to Greer­
Ellison and tbat tbe company's claim to tbe 
land is fictitious. 

Car Insurance Less Here 
But Up in Other Areas 

Floyd and other Eastern Kentucky counties 
comprise tbe only section of Kentucky to 
benefit from a reduction in automobile 
property~age liability rates set by tbe 
Kentucky Insurance Department for com­
panies selling 40 per cent of such business In tbe 
state. 

All otber parts of tbe state suffered In­
creases. The premium reduction in tbis section 
was from f26 to $25. 

The new ralsea apply to passenger cars. 
Commissioner Robert Preston said tbe in­

creases will take effect Dec. 3, as will tbe 
decreases in Eastern Kentucky. Affected are 
210 firms belonging to tbe Insurance Rating 
Board. 

Preston estimated the new rates will yield 
$732,000 a year extra for tbe companies. He said 
tbey result from hlgber repair costs. 

Earlier tbis year tbe board asked for an 
annual over-all Increase of 8.7 ·per cent for 
property-damage liability. 

The Insurance Department denied that 
request because, It said, Investment income 
received by tbe firms from tbelr policyholder 
money .had oot been conal~ered in tbe filing. 

Preston said tbe difierence between tbe rates 
requested and tbe lower ones granted is due 
prlmarily to tbe Investment-income factor. 

The state rejected an attempt by the board to 
Include bodily Injury and medical benefits in 
tbe board's earlier request, and tbe board did 
not try again in its revised filing. 

Aa for collision coverage, the companies 
received an average yearly increase of 8 per 
cent in tbat class last June. 

The bulk of tbe new boost affects autos driven 
by a husband and wife witb no drivers under 25 
when tbe cars are used mainly for pleasure. 

The basic minlmum coverage is $10,000 
maximum per person and $20,000 per accident 
for bodily injury-;>lus $5,000 maxlmum for 
property damage In a single accident. 

Here are tbe old and new property-damage 
premiums for such coverage:

Rediscover a Log House 
And You Uncover a Story 

There isn't a log bouse standing that doesn't 
have a story to tell. The worn hearthstone, a 
rusty door latch ... some times a blood stain 
on a step or a bullet hole in a wall. They almost 
speak aloud! 

At Ezel In Morgan county, a few hundred 
yards off U. S. 460 trumpets have sounded for 
the family that once lived in a log mansion at a 
place called Jericho, but the walls of the great 
house seem almost as strong as the day the 
house was built more than a century ago. What 
a showplace this house would make! Set on a 
knoll with white pines and hemlock standing a 
hWldred feet hlgh on the spacious front lawn, 
the house once sheltered the Dock Cockrell 
family. 

Dock Cockrell came to Morgan coWJty from 
Breathitt where the family was a noted one. 
Nine of ten brothers had come from Virginia in 
1600, and four of them-John, William, Simon 
and Jerry-had setUed in what in 1839 would 
bcome Breathitt County. 

Joseph, i\Jexander, Morgan and James 
moved to Missouri where Joseph's son, F. M. 
Cockrell, was United states Senator for 30 
years. Daniel Cockrell was killed In the war of 
1812 . 

Land for Jackson (Breathitt coWJty seat) was 
purchased from Simon Cockrell who married 
Miss Polly Smith and had eleven children, 
among them Benjamin Franklin, called Dock 
who prepared for the medical profession but 
did not practice, according to the late Judge 
Edward Clay O'Rear of Ashley House Farm, 
Woodford county who was a friend of the 
family. Dock preferred the life of a country 
gentleman In Morgan county. 

"His wife was a sister of W. Alex. Maxey, 
one-time country clerk of Morgan coWJty, and 
she a worthy helpmate of her scholarly home­
Joying husband," remembered Judge O'Rear. 
"If their home was beautiful, their home-life 
was even more so. The family spirit was one of 
deepest affection-one might say, adoring 
affection.ln the eyes of each, every other one of 
them was perfect, lovable and beloved." 

The Cockrells' son Clifton was "the darling, a 
handsome, spirited, dashing, petted young 
blood" who married Catherine, eldest daughter 
of Col. John Tom Hazelrigg of West Liberty. 

According to O'Rear, who later together with 
Col. Hazelrigg (both respected men of the 
Morgan county bar and who lived in West 
Liberty) defended the father, a posse hunting 
for Clifton surprised him at the Blackwater 
crossing. Among the men was a son of Hiram 
Greear of Grassy Creek. 

"Cockrell, armed of course, drew to fight." 
Up at the great bouse on the knoll, Clifton's 

sisters, Jeanne, who had brown hair and blue 
eyes and Lula, dark with black hair, looked at 
each other when they heard the shot ring out. 
One of them shook her head sadly and said, 
"Poor Mr. Greear. Oilton's shot him." 

"But the shot they heard was from Greear's 
gun and their brother fell dead in the creek," 
O'Rear recalled. 

"The effect upon the father and others of the 
family was crushing. They mourned him even 
as David did his wayward son Absolom in his 
self imposed doom. Nor would they be com­
forted-ever." 

Years later Greear while plowing his corn­
field was shot from ambush and wounded and 
suspicion was leveled against Dock Cockrell 
who was indicted and tried. 

"He was defended by Col. Hazelrigg and me. 
He was found not guilty. Indeed, there was no 
evidence to have supported a verdict of guilty." 

Greear later moved to Montgomery county 
where he was elected jailer and was a good and 
popular official. 

Soon after the death of her brother Clifton, 
Jeanne Cockrell, a beautiful girl and noted 
horsewoman who flew through the countryside 
on her horse, ceased to ride and confined 
herself to the home. The other sister Lula too 
ceased to go about and died of tuberculosis. 

"The family Jived on some years. All now 
dead-no living issue. Hearts do break," said 
Judge O'Rear. 

John Smith Nickell, deputy sheriff of Morgan 
county, acquired and moved into the Cockrell 
house. Some time later it was purchased by 
Boyd Anderson who lives across the road. 
Anderson sent to West Virginia for a particular 
fescue seed to provide grass beneath the trees. 

TUFTS ELECTED

Two Areas Here Beset 
By Water Deficiency., Said 

The business district, Court street and North 
First, and the Prestonsburg Community 
College area have the most serious water 
pressure and flow deficiencies In Prestonsburg, 
according to the Kentucky Inspection Bureau 
report made In review of needs the city must 
meet If It Is to be changed from a seventh class 
Insurance rating to the cheaper siJ:tb class. 

The Court and North first deficiency is 72 per 
cent; the college area, 53 per cent. 

The city has Indicated that an elgnt-in. main 
will be e:rtended witbin the ne:rt year to Court 
and First from the e:risting malo at Court and 
Arnold. For the two residential sections, 
Trimble Branch and WestmJnster, which have 
been developed beyond fire hydrant protection, 
siJ:-inch mains and additional hydrants have 

been promised "within a reasonable time." 
The Inspection Bureau pointed out that a new 

fire station in the Lancer area should be con­
structed and manned within a year for use 
when the bridge now under construction across 
the Big Sandy will be completed, making ·ac­
cess to the Gable-Roberts Addition feasible. 
The station, It was pointed out, should be 
equipped at first with the present 750-gallon­
per-minute pumper, with a l,Ooo-g.p.m. 
pumper added In about three years. 

A wide variety of equipment required In­
cludes monitor radios for each active volunteer 
firefighter and each off-duty paid firefighter, 
these to be carried by personnel when outside 
their homes.

How do plants respond to the "vibrations" of 
persons who work with t!lem? Some persons 
are very successful in handling plants and 
getting them to grow, and we say such persons 
have a "green thumb." It seems that plants can 
somehow "sense" the vibrations of such a 
person and will respond favorably, while others 
seem to have no success at all in growing fine 
plants. 

It is said that a person who nurses hate or a 
grudge against anybody, cannot successfully 
grow beautiful flowers; this is because the 
flowers can in some way ''sense' ' the vibrations 
of bate from such a person and have a tendency 
to recoil from them, even sometimes to wither 
and die. On the other band, the person with a 
beart full of love for all life can seemingly have 
the best success in growing lovell( flowers. 

There are as yet may untold mysteries in the 
world of nature. All life of whatever kind is 
endowed with the Universal Spirit of Life, 
which urges It to grow and express itself: all 
life Is an expression of the One Great Spirit of 
Ufe which manifests as divine intelligence in 
all living things,. Some persons who are highly 
developed should claim they can sometimes 
see lights like electric sparks emanating from 
ftowers: they can often see the ftowers bathed 
in _pure white light that makes them glow.

Take a pole bean in your garden and when it 
puts out a vine, set a pole up six inches away 
and the vine will know how to find it and goes 
straight toward the pole.

State Supt. Butler Says 
5% Sales Tax Is Necessary 

The Democratic attack of Gov. Louie B. 
Nunn and his increased sales tax may have 
been blunted by the statement of one of the 
party's leaders Friday at the Eastern Ken­
tucky Education Association ( EKEA) meeting. 

The statement was that of Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Wendell P. Butler, wbo told 
the teachers that retention of the 5 per cent 
sales tax is their top legislative item for the 
January session of the General Assembly. 
Declaring that the existing sales tax structure 
is the keynote to continued progress in the field 
of education, Butler said, "If there were no 
sales tax, teachers would be the first to !~I the 
pinch financially ... 

Frank Stewart, of Langley, consultant in the 
New Science Process Approach introduced to 
Floyd county schools, was named president­
elect of EDEA. Glenn McDowell, of 
Pikeville , asswned the presidency, succeeding 
Phillip Dingus, Martin high school principal. 
school principal.

Velma Wellman of Asbbland Fairview, Ken­
tucky Education Association board members;

W. Ernest Robinson and Dr. Lawrence 
Stewart of Morehead State University, NEA 
delegate alternates, and Mrs. Patsy Johnson of 
Paintsville, member of KEA Professional

In his address at the, EKEA session State 
Supt. Butler said, "I am concerned with the 
attitude of the public toward the cost of 
education. There is a streak of conservatism 
running over the land. The public wants a 
dollar's worth of services for each dollar spent. 
Parents are demanding more services and 
some people don' t realize there is a direct 
relationship between services and the cost of 
education." 

The state school chief urged strong support 
for the KEA legislative program. Retention of 
the five per cent sales tax and gutting of the 
1965 tax rollback Jaw are key items of the KEA 
program. The rollback law limited aU revenue 
from property taxes in ensuing years at the 
total amount taken in that year, with a per­
missible 10 per cent boost in 1966 and again the 
following year.

during the preceding year as determined by the 
licensee's method of accounting or keeping 
books, and shall pay the license herein 
provided, calculated on the estimated net profit 
for the preceding fiscal year as herein 
provided. The total license payment' due shall 
be paid in four ( 4) equal installments on or 
before the last day of AprU, July, October, and 
January of each year. Within 105 days after the 
end of the licensee's fiscal year following 
January 1, 1970, such person shall file a report 
with the administrator showing the actual net 
profit or gain for the precedinj! license period 
for wblch license fees have been paid on an 
estimated basis as herein provided, and proper 
adjustment of the license fees shall be made. 

The first license period shall extend from 
January I, 1970 until the end of the licensee's 
fiscal year and the license fee for that period 
shall be calculated on a pro rata basil and 
thereafter the license fee shall be calculated 
and paid on an annual basil as of the end of the 
licensee's fiscal year. The licensee shall pay 
any deficit upon the filing of such report and the 
City shall refund any overpayment upon the 
filing of such report and any deficit or refund 
shown to be due shall draw interest at six per 
cent (&per cent) per annwn from due date until 
paid, and upon failure by the licensee to pay 
any deficit when due a penalty of ten per cent 
( 10 per cent) shall be imposed, wblch penalty 
shall draw like interest from due date. The 
licensee shall be permitied to adopt any fiscal 
period which corresponds with his system of 
accounting or bookkeeping, or the period 
adopted for Income tax purposes, for the 
purpose of estimating and adjusting the license 
fees Imposed by this ordinance. 

In the event the estimated return showing the 
net profit or gain realized during the 
preceeding fiscal year is Jess than an amount 
sufficient to yield an annual license fee

SECTION Vll: DUTY OF EMPLOYEE 
WHEN EMPLOYER FAILS TO WfrHHOLD, 
REPORT OR PAY. 

In the event an employer falls to withhold, 
report or pay license fees for wblch any em­
ployee is liable, then it shall be the duty of the 
employee to report the same on forms provided 
by the administrator and pay the same when 
due and to file reports showing total gross 
receipts for the period from January 1st to 
December 31st, 1970 and thereafter annually, 
as of December 31st of each year. Said reports 
shall be made upon forms furniahed by the 
administrawr and shall be filed not later than 
April 15th, of each year. In the event the 
licensee has not paid the full amount of license 
fees due for any period, the deficit together 
with interest and penalties must be paid when 
the reports above provided are filed and In the 
event of over payment the City shall make 
prompt refund of any over payment. 

SECTION VITI: APPORTIONMENT OF 
LICENSE FEES WHERE COMPENSATION 
OR NET PROFIT IS DERIVED FROM AC­
TIVITY BOTH WITHIN AND WITHOUT THE 
CITY: 

Whenever an employee receives com­
pensation for services or sctivity performed 
both within and without the city, the license fee 
required under this ordinance shall be com­
puted and paid upon the basis of the proportion 
of compensation earned for services performed 
within the City according to the sworn 
statement of the employee, or the employer or 
both if required by the administrator. 

Whenever the net profit or gain from any 
trade, occupation or profession is derived from 
activity or business done both within and 
without the city and no separate record is kept 
or maintained as to such net profit or gain 
derived from activity within and without the 
City, the license fee required under this or­
dinance shall be computed and paid upon the 
proportion of net profit or gain derived from 
activity within the City, according to the sworn 
statement of the licensee. 

In all cases of license fees computed upon the 
basis of apportionment of compensation or net 
profit or gain as herein provided, the ap­
poriionment shown by the sworn statements of 
the licensee or employer or both shall not be 
bi.nding upon the City but shall be subject to 
verification by the administrator or his agents 
or employees through examination and audit of 
the books and records of the licensee or bJs 
employer, or both if required by the ad­
ministrator. 

SECTION IX: REPORTS REQUIRED: 
In addition to the reports herel'lbefore 

specified, each license and ·<>ach employer 
required to withhold and pay license fees for 
employees, shall be required to file an annual 
report with the administrator on forms to be 
provided by him, within 105 days after the end 
of the fiscal period selected by the licensee or 
employer, showing all essential Information, 
data and figures upon wblch the license fees 
required by this ordinance are computed. 
Every person required to pay any license f~ 
provided by this ordinance shall be required to 
make all books, records and accounts upon 
which information required by thi~ ordinance is 
based, available to the administrator, bJs 
agents or employees for the purpose of 
examination, audit or verification, provided 
however that if any licensee or employer 
subject to the provi&ons of this ordinance shall 
voluntarily submit copies of his current Income 
tax returns made to either the State or Federal 
Governments, for examination, then In such 
case no further examination or audit will be 
required until and unless there is 
reexamination or audit made by the taxing 
authority to whom the return was made and 
provided further, the administrator may 
dispense with examination of the books, 
records, accounts, or \.al< returns of the licensee 
in any case where the administrator is fur. 
nished With a certificate of a quallfied certified 
Public Accountant, or the sworn statement of 
any other reputable accountant, or bookkeeper 
of the license stating that the amount of tax 
reporred conforms to the State or Federal 
Income Tax return filed by the licensee for the 
applicable period. 

Nothing herein shall prevent or preclude the 
administrator from demanding an examination 
and audit of the books, records, and accounts as 
herein provided at any time be may have 
reasonable grounds to believe that the licensee 
has not correctiy reported and paid the license 
fees due under the provisions of this ordinance. 

All information obtained by the Ad­
ministrator or any of his agents or employees, 
or any other official or employee of the City, 
from any reports, examination or audit of 
books, records, accounts,Income tax returns or 
any other source, in the administration of this 
ordinance, shall be treated and con&dered as 
confidential and privileged except for official 
purposes, unless otherwise treated by judicial 
decree or specific provision of law, and shall 
not be open to inspection by the public. 

Any official, agent or employee of the City 
wbo divulges any information obtained under 
the provisions of this ordinance except for the 
purposes of admlnis~ring this ordinance as 
herein provided, shall be guilty of a 
miademeanor and, upon conviction, shall be 
fined not Jess than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 
or punished by confinement at hard labor for 
not more than thirty days, or both so fined and 
imprisoned. 

It Is further provided that the Administra10r 
or any City Official or emp!.oyee shall have the 
right to disclose to the Qlmmtssloner or 
Revenue of the State of Kentucky or bJs duty 
authorized agent or employee any of the In· 
formation protected by this Section VITI of this 
ordinance, provided reciprocal right to In­
formation concerning any person liable for 
license fees under th& provisions of this or­
dinance is made available to the City by such 
autllorlties, and provided further that the Oty 
may publish statistics based upon Information 

obtained In the admlnlslration of this ordinance 
so long as such published stau.tlca do 110t 
reveal the Identity of 1111r licensee. 

SECTION X: PENALTIES FOR 
VIOLATIONS: 

Any persbn who violates any of the provisions 
of this ordinance, by falling to pay any llcenae 
feewbendue,orfallingto withhold and pay any 
license fee whell due, or failing to file any 
report or submit to any examination required 
by this ordinance or In any other manner falls, 
or refuses to CllJDply with any of the terms or 
provisions of this ordinance, shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction, be fined not 
Jess than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 or Jm. 
prisoned at hard labor for not more than thirty 
days, or both so fined and Imprisoned. Such 
penalties shall be In addition to other penalties 
imposed by this ordinance. Each failure or 
refusal to comply with any of the provisions of 
this ordinance shall consti~ a separate of­
fense, and each day that such !allure or refusal 
continues without compliance shall constitute a 
separate offense. 

SECTION XI: SEVERABILITY: 
Each section and each provision of each 

section of this ordinance are severable, and if 
any provision, section, paragraph, sentence or 
part thereof, or the application thereof to any 
person, licensee, class or group, be held un­
constitutional or Invalid for any reason, such 
holding shall not offect or Impair the 
remainder of this ordinance, it being the 
legislative intent to ordain and enact each 
provision, section, paragraph, sentence and 
part thereof, separately and lndependentiy of 
every other portion thereof. 

SECTION XII: IMMUNITY FROM 
LIABILITY FOR OTHER LICENSE FEES 
AND EXEMPTION FROM UABILITY TO 
HOLDERS OR FRANCHISE OR OTHER 
UCENSE. 

All persons liable for the payment of license 
fees under the provisions of this ordinance shall 
be excused and immune from liability for any 
license fee provided or required by the or­
dinance requiring payment of license tax 
passed by the City of Prestonsburg, except 811 
provided In Section VI hereof and all persons 
holding any franchise rights requiring payment 
of francblse fees or holding special license fees 
shall be exempt from the payment of license 
fees Imposed by this ordinance on persons 
engaged In any trade, occupation or profession 
for themselves. 

SECTION Xlll: REPEALING CLAUSE: 
All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict 

with the provisions of this ordinance are bereby 
repealed. 

SECTION XIV:EFFECTIVE DATE: 
This ·ordinance shall become effective 

January 1, 1970, upon passage and an 
emergency is hereby declared to exist affecting 
the public welfare requiring its immediate 
effectiveness. 

SECTION XV: PUBLICATION: 
This ordinance shall be published In full in

SECTION I. DEFINIDONS 
For the purpose of these regulations the 

following terms shall have the definitions 
berelnafter given: . 

A. "City"-Oty of Prestonsburg, Ketatucky. 
l3. "license fee"-A tax Imposed for the 

privilege of exercising the right to engage In 
trade, occupation or profession for com­
perisation paid by others or the right to engage 
in trade, occupation or profession, for oneself, 
for profit, or gain, within the City of Preston­
sburg, Kentucky. 

C. "Person" -Any natural peraon, part­
nership, firm, association, and corporation. 
Whenever the tenn ''person" is used In any 
clause prescribing and imposing a penalty In 
the nature of a fine or imprisonment, it shall 
mean and Include the Individual members of a 
firm, partnership or association and the of­
ficers of any corporation. 

D. "Trade, occupation or professlon"-Any 
and all activities and the rendering of any and 
all services of all klinds for compensation or 
profit, whether in the form of salaries, wages, 
commissions or other renumeration, or net 
profit or gain of any klind when applied to 
persons so engaged for themaelves, whether 
the person be a resident of the City of 
Prestonsburg, or not. 

E. "Gross Receipts''-When applied to a 
person employ~ by others shall Include the 
gross amount of all salaries, wages, com­
missions, bonuses or other money payments of 
any klind, or other considerations having a 
monetary value, which a peraon receives or 
becomes entit1ed to, or is given credit for by an 
employer, without deduction for withholding 
taxes, social secarlty benefits, any form of 
insurance or retirement benefits or other 
deductions made by an employer In calculating 
''take home pay". However any traveling 
expenses actually incurred and paid by the 
employer, gratuities such as ''tips" paid by 
someone other than the emp!.oyer, and wages, 
salaries or other compensation received by 
domestic servants employed In a private home, 
shall be exempt from the· operation of this 
ordinance. 

F. "Sales" -Net sales of merchandise or of 
service, or of both, computed by wha~ver 
method of accounting is authorized for federal 
Income tax purposes.

SECTION ll. LICENSE FEES ·EMPLOYEES 
The license fee is imposed on both residents 

and nonremdents of the City at the rate of one 
per cent (I per cent) of all salaries, wages, 
commissions and other compensation earned 
for work done or services performed or ren­
dered In the City. The following sre subject to 
the license fee:
