Education Board 
Schedule Rewards 
Teacher Training 

The salary schedule approved by the Floyd 
County Board of Education for teaching per­
sonnel during the current school year ranges 
from a low of $2,035 for a teacher whose college 
hours range from none to 31 and no teaching 
experience to a high of $7.810 for one with 20 
extra graduate hours and 11 years· experience. 

A total of 409 teachers and supervisors is 
covered by the new salary schedule, which is 
designed to reward teachers for added college 
work and teaching experience. 

The biggest salary jump is from the un­
dergraduate level (Rank IV J to Rank III In 
which those with an A. B. degree are placed. 
For instance: A teacher with 118 hours of 
college credits draws a maximum of $3,210 a 
year with six years' experience, while one with 
an A. B. degree and the same experient-e is 
paid $6,160. 

The big break in experience pay comes 
between the ninth and tenth years for those 
with bachelor's degrees and graduate work. 
The increase between those years ranges from 
$485 to $505. Teaching experience credits ex­
tend only six years for those with 56 to 118 
hours' credit and five years for teachers with 
fewer credits than that. 

The minimum pay by ranks (teacher with no 
experience) is: 

Rank I, 1 to 9 hours graduate work beyond a 
master's, $6,030; Rank II, master's degree, 
$5,580; Hank m, bachelor's degree, $5,160; 
Rank IV, 56 to 106 hours, $2,930; Rank V, 64-74 
hours, $2,675; Rank VI, 32-42 hours, $2,245. 

Meade Indicted 
By Federal Ju•·) 

Former Congressman W. Howes Meade, of 
Paintsville, bas been indicted in U S. district 
court at Pikeville, it became known Tuesday 
wben the charge against him was read in court 
Tuesday. 

He is charged with making false statements 
in applying for loans. 

Meade, a Republican, represented the 
Seventh district in 1947 and 1948. He served 
under Gov. Louie B. Nunn as state com­
missioner of personnel from the begini\Uig of 
the administration until last January, and tater 
was appointed to the state Workman's Com­
pensation Board. 

One count of the indictment charged that 
Meade, as president of the Union-Southern 
Real Estate Development Co. Inc applied in 
1967 to the First Federal Savings and Loan 
Association at Paintsville for a $60,000 loan, 
offering as security property he represented to 
be worth $100,000. 

The property actually was worth $20,000, the 
indictment charged. 

The other count charged that Meade sought 
another $100,000 loan in 1968 as president of the 
Johnson County Sand Co. Inc., and similarly 
misrepresented the value of the property of­
fered as security. 

U.S. Atty. George Cline recommended that a 
bench warrant be issued with a bond of $1,000.

The subcommittee, composed of members 
from the Legislature's Interim Committees on 
Health and '\yelfare, Labor and Industry and 
Agriculture and Natural Resources, has.

problems, says the report drafted for the 
Kentucky Crime Commission by James Allen, 
Prestonsburg attorney who is executive 
director of the Regional Crime Council serving 
Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Magofftn and Martin 
counties. 

The council recommended the services of a 
fulltime juvenile probation and parole officer 
and the founding of a home for juveniles in each 
of the counties.

The director said the first survey could not 
obtain an accurate accounting of crime In· 
cidence because of some poor record keeping 
and the possibility that a number of actual 
arrests were not reported on the records. 

Allen said the study shows that the pay for 
officers is "appalling." There is a critical need 
to establish training courses and a better 
standard to qualifications for law enforcement 
officers, he reported. 

The report to state officials recorrunends that 
a system of radio communications be set up 
within police and sheriff's departments and all 
be linked to an area network. 

It also recommends the public should be 
better informed of police activities through the 
news media.

Question: We read and hear of "Outpatient 
Services" offered by Mountain Mental Health 
Services. Where are outpatient services 
available and what are they? 

Answer: "Outpatient Service" is the largest 
andmostimportantservice offered by the Staff 
of Mountain Mental Health Services. One in 20 
of all Americans is hospitalized for a 
psychiatric disorder during his or her lifetime. 
However, on any one day, one of 10 could use 
professional help for a mental or emotional 
disturbance. The vast majority need services 
only on an outpatient basis. This means most 
who need help can stay at home and receive 
help by seeing a therapist at an outpatient unit. 

Outpatient units are located at Pikevllle, 
Prestonsburg, Salyersvllle, Paintsvllle and 
Inez. Outpatient services are alao available 
monthly at the Appalachian Regional Hospital 
in South Williamson and bi-monthly at Mc­
Dowell Appalachian Regional Hospital. 

The full range of diagnostic services, crisis 
intervention, and treatment are available by 
calling the outpatient units. Your local unit 
may be contacted by calling the number at the 
beginning of this section. 

Question: You mention that one in 10 could 
use help from a therapist for a mental or 
emotional disturbance . Just what does this 
mean in terms of numbers of people in our area 
who need help? 

Answer : There are no current figures 
available about the population of our area. The 
1960 census taken from the " Kentucky State 
Plan for Health Facilities Development" list 
the following population for our area: Johnson 
county, 19,748; Magoffin county, 11,156; Martin 
county, 10,201; Pike county, 68,264; F1oyd 
county, 41,642. 

National authorities on mental health 
estimate 10 percent of the population could 

ulliize professional help for an emotional or 
mental disturbance. This means that from 
Region 20 15,101 need help with a mental or 
emotional disturbance. There are 4,164 in F1oyd 
county ; 1,975 in Johnson county; 1,116 in 
Magoffin county ; 1,020 in Martin county, and 
6,826 in Pike county 

Question : Do these figures include the 
mentally retarded? 

Answer: No. 1n addition, about 3 per cent of 
our population is mentally relarded. Based on 
this figure, the nwnber of retarded are as 
follows: Kentucky, 94,200; Region 20, 4,530; 
Floyd county, 1,249; Johnson county, 592; 
Magoffin county, 335; Martin county, 306, and 
Pike county, 2,048. 

Mental relardation afflicts almost six million 
Americans. This is 10 times more persons than 
diabetes and 600 times more than polio. A 
retarded child is born every five minutes-
126,000 every year.

More VA Pay 

Bigger checks for approximately 168,000 
widows are due in January, Donald E. Johnson l 
administrator of Veterans Affairs, announcea 
recently. 

Signed by the President on October 27, a new 
law (PL 91-96) authorizes increases for most 
widows of servicemen and veterans who are 
eligible for dependency and indemnity com­
pensation (DIG). 

ore payments, Johnson explained, are 
authorized for widows of servicemen and 
veterans who died on or after January 1, 1957, 
of service-connected causes. 

The new legislation does not affect payments 
to survivors receiving compensation under 
laws that preceded the DIG program. 

New DIC rates provide $167 monthly for the 
widow of the lowest ranking enlisted man 
compared to a minimum of $134 at present. 
Similar increases are provided for eligible 
widows of other enlisted men and officers. 

Effective December 1, the increase will show 
up first in checks received in January. This 
increase is automatic and no application is 
needed. 

Widows with minor children will get an extra 
$20 per month per child under the legislation. 
With few exceptions, they get nothing extra 
now. Forms for making application for 
children's allowances will be mailed to all 
widows automatically, Johnson said. 

me payments have been tied to military pay 
through a complex formula. In raising DIC 
rates, Congress discarded the complex formula 
and provided a table of payments based on pay 
grade. 

DIG recipients who are patients in nursing 
barnes, or who are helpless or blind to the point 
that they need regular aid and attendance of 
another person, may receive an extra $50 per 
month under the law.

The ''ologies" 
were out in great and interesting force: or­
nithology herpetology, ecology, entomology, 
dendrology and a few originalologie&-all a 
part of the history of this still .good earth. It was 
even brought out that a mineralogist had 
discovered uranium in Menifee County just 
over the ridge but still a part of the great 
plateau that lies behind the Pottsville escarp­
ment. 

Two of the most noted stone arches included 
in the weekend study were Natural Bridge and 
Sky Bridge, set in a rugged land of valley and 
cliffs which visually express the slow erosion of 
Rockcastle conglomerate. In the gorge cut by 
the Red River , the cliffs rise 500 feet or more 
from the valley floor. As ageless as seem the 
natural bridges (actually they are . babes 
measured in geologic time), they too will pass 
away in the erosion of years, the same process 
which gave them birth. 

Looking as if they had been there forever, it 
was interesting and enlightening to learn that 
in the madness of erosion there is great and 
definite method. A mass of rock breaks away, a 
cliff is formed; as water and weather beat 
against the cliff, it hollows itself until a 

. rockhouse (overhanging shelter )'is formed. As 
the hollowing process continues through 
thousands of years, the back side of the 
rockhouse becomes thinner and finally breaks 
through to form a lighthouse; as the light 
enlarges a bridge is left standing which, as the 
ages pass, continues to be eaten away bit ~y bit, 
until that age when the supports are so thinned 
by erosion that the great arches crack up and 
become a part of the rocks on the valley floor­
some of them giant segments disturbing the 
now of Red River, Swift's Camp Creek, Tight 
Hollow Creek and small streams that thread 
the region of Daniel Boone National Forest. 

Points visited included Rock Bridge spanning 
Swift's Camp Creek which was not formed by 
the above process but at one time was the base 
rock under a waterfall and emerged when 
water leaked through the floor of rock. 

Morning and afternoon tours took in the 
following trails in addition to those above: 
Double Arch, Grays Arch, Silvermine Arch, 
Whittle ton Branch, Tight Hollow (where the 
diggings of a New York firm interested in 
finding Swift's silver mine were found), 
Moonshiners Arch (where Jim Jamerson, Mike 

Osborne, Judy and Mary Westrick, Marlene 
Wessels and Gary Mier, all of Hsmiiton. Ohio, 
were camping, sheltered fr.om the snow), star 
Gap Arch and Indian Stairway. 

All trails were beautiful, with the landscape 
looking as if a Master Hand bad used a giant 
aerosol can of snow to flock everything in sight. 
Some of the trails were rugged, such as the 
Bl'IOwy one that led deep into Tight Hollow and 
its stand of virgin timber. There was no little 
drama as hikers walked icy trails less than two 
feet away from a rocky precipice that fell more 
than a hundred feet to snow-laden tops of tall 
hemlocks and magnolias and the boulder 
strewn creek. 

"SUch a wonderful way to go," said a ! 
naturalist as he looked at the white, white 
world that seemed isolated from other 
existences until a pileated woodpecker began to 
drum overhead and a jet left a vaporous 
Bllowpath through the sky. 

In Tight Hollow, hikers linked hands to span a 
tulip tree which was 17 feet around and seemed 
at least 100 feet high. The tree's age was ' 
guessed at 500 years. Nearby stood a hemlock 
stretching 150 feet, trying to reach beyond the 
hollow to sky and sunshine. 

''There goes a Carulina wren up the creek,'' a 
voice cried, and already the bird 's flight from a 
tree limb had set into motion a chain reaction 
frotn limb to limb and tree to tree, sending veils 
of snow that looked liked sheer white silk 
scarves unfurling. A walk in winter woods is a ' 
rare experience-almost as unique as finding a 
Solidago albo.pilosa growing in West Virginia, 
Ohio Indiana or some other state . . . and 
that'; pretty unique, for, according to Dr . 
Barbour, this tiny flower of the . golden rod 
family grows only in the Red River Gorge; 
Maiantbemum canadense (Canada 
Mayflower) is found in northern states but in 
Kentucky it is found only in the gorge. 

"There are 60 species of fishes in Red River 
and its tributaries," said Dr. Barbour. "33 
species of amphibians, 33 reptiles, 225 species 
of birds in the river basin. There are maybe 
more than 1,500 species of wildflowers, 
thousands and thousands of invertebrates, 5,000 
species of moths alone, and I can find 150 
species of woody plants here m the next 60 I 
days." 

Chief Naturalist Butler and others on the_ 
Bllowy trail through Tight Hollow were. e~­
phatic in their stand to protect the mgm 
timber--all timber-on government owned 
land in the hollow. " I am positive should cut, 
ling of these trees begin that enough volunteers 
would show up to place one each to a tree to 
protect it," Butler said, supported by dozens ot 
others who believe that stronger measures_ 
should be taken to preserve the timber in the 
national forest and all of Red River Gorge. 
Their belief is that God has leased His good~ 
earth to His children who should strive to be. 
good renters. They know how difficult it is to 
get new wallpaper, new rugs and furniture . 

None of this describes the beauty of those 
Bl'IOwy days in the forest and in the gorge, and. 
most of the adjectives take away rather than 
add to. Dr. Barbour said ''pretty" was as good· t 
a word as any, and .run Black, Pikeville. 
physician, said it well when he said time and : 
again, "This is paradise." '

Benefits in County, State 

carl R. Hom, representative of U. S. 
Department of Agriculture, Food and Nutrition 
Servil"!, said this week that USDA food 
programs aid approximately 189,000 needy 
persons In Kentucky eacb month. 

Sixty-three counties are taking part In the 
Food Stamp Program, and needy famllles are 
receiving approximately $937,000 a month In 
bonus coupons. Floyd county's bonus coupons 
per month total approximately $40,000. 

Fifty.,six counties are participating In the 
Food Distribution Program. Foods distributed 
monthly have an estimated retail value of 
about $659,000, and Include dairy products, 
canned and dried fruit and vegetables, canned 
meat or poultry, grain and cereal products, as 
well as other items such as peanut butter and 
scrambled egg mil<. 

In Kentucky the Food Stamp Program is 
administered by the Kentucky Department of 
Economic Security and the family food 
distribution program is administered by the 
Kentucky Department of Agriculture, both In 
cooperation with USDA's Food and Nutrition 
Service. 

Hom said, "You and your neighbors have an 
important role in the campaign to end hunger 
and malnutrition in America. By helping low­
income people get and make good use of the 
food help available from the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture, you can contribute greatiy to 
the lives of disadvantaged famllles ln your area 
and thus to the life of the entire community."

Best Community 
Use of Fringe 
Lands Told 

How can a conununity make 
the best use of land in rural­
urban fringe areas? 

The answer lies In community 
planning, coupled with public 
support, says Dr. John H. 
Bondurant, professor of 
agricultural economics at the 
University of Kentucky. 

Dr. Bondurant suggests that 
nonprofit public agencies buy 
and bold rural-urban fringe 
area land for resale to private 
purchasers. He emphasizes that 
local citizens should participate 
In planning and development of 
land use controls to gain an 
understanding of conununity 
needs, objectives and probable 
consequenes of the controls that 
are initiated. 

He adds that public or semi­
public agency members can 
best setUe questions of land use 
because they: 

-know their community's 
needs; 

-can participate in 
establishing land use controls to 
fit those needs and, 

-can sell land to purchasers 
whose ideas for land use 
coincide with a comprehensive 
community or area plan. 

Dr. Bondurant calls purchase 
and development of land by 
public agencies "a means of 
achieving effective land use 
controls and of thwarting ex­
cessive land speculation 
profits." 

In some instances, be says, 
this is more desirable than 
purchase and development of 
open land by local governments 
for rental and sale to private 
manufacturers. 

Using nonprofit public 
agencies to establish sub­
divisions and locate public 
services might also be wise, he 
adds. 

The ag economist says 
nonprofit private or govern­
mental sources frequently do 
not have the funds necessary for 
such projects, which is a major 
obstacle. He adds that Cllfl'ent 
legal procedure, however, does 
not binder implementation of 
such a plan.

It was a great surprise to me when I first 

began tQ study the folklore of the Mammoth 
Cave area to find that so many of the customs, 
the sayings, the bywords, even the ob8cene 
words were Identical with those of Fidelity. 
Separated by 150 miles of land and water, the 
two areas were startlingly alike. I mentioned 
water deliverately, far only those who lived 
before the Cumberland and Tennessee Rivers 
were bridged ean Ilnow bow far away Mam­
moth Cave was from Fidelity. Rather oddly, 
the area east of the Jackson Purchase, lmo:IVD 
always as "Old Kentucky," was much stranger 
than our neighboring western Tennessee and 
eastern Missouri and even southern Illinois, all 
of them close by, only western Tennessee being 
connected to us by land, with no wide river to 
cross. 

From my years of study of the Mammoth 
Cave folklore I have come to believe that three 
Influences made us much alike: I. English and 
Scotch-Irish origins, 2. our affiliation with the 
same churches, especially Methodist and 
Baptist, and 3. the general uniformity of the 
public schools. There are, of course, other 
Influences but these seem most obvious.

was only natural that old customs were brought 
along witll the language and a few bits of fur­
niture. Some historians, even, fall to see how 
widespread was the Scotch-Irish Influence in 
most parts of the areas east of the Mississippi. 
The earlier British colonists had come from 
England; these occupied the good lands in the 
Tidewater area. The Scotch-Irish came later 
and, by necessity, had to go farther inland. 
When the areas west of the eastern mountains 
were open, and even before, these newcomers 
poured into Kentucky, Tennessee, and the 
southern parts of Ohio, Indiana, and illinois, 
giving their native stamp to the earlier history 
of all these states. It is still almost comic to find 
how much alike folk customs are on both sides 
of the Ohio River. 

The Methodists and Baptists were great 
pioneer churches. Other (aiths came In, of 
course, but few of them had the missionary zeal 
of the Methodists and Baptists. Many 
preachers traveled widely, almost un­
believably reaching even the remotest set­
Uements. The hard pioneer life was sometimes 
fatal to these roving ministers, but some 
thrived on it and rode their horses through the 
woods to the very edge of civilization. The 
traveling preacher was one of our most folklsh 
characters, usually endowed with a strong 
sense of humor, a zeal for his work, and an 
unaccountable underslanding of human nature. 
Both of these denominations also had many 
local preachers, who were usually farmers who 
served in their spare time ministering to needy 
areas. The local preachers were ofteten greatly 
influenced by the best-known traveling 
preachers and, consciously and unconsciously, 
adopted their methods of reaching the people. 
Many of the best stories I ever heard had been 
lrought into remote places by Brother This or 
That and kept alive for whole generations 
because of their being so tellsble and so ap­
propriate. I was fairly raised on such stories, a 
long time after real pioneer days. 

Since the same textbooks were used over 
wide areas, methods of teaching were alike in 
places far apart. A boy in Fidelity might be 
saying a piece from McGuffey's Fourth Reader 
at exacUy the same time that another one, a 
hundred or two hundred miles away, was doing 
the same thing. The helpful hints to teach-<!rs 
on how to present the subjects were followed 
religiously, so that my spelling match and that 
of my contemporaries elsewhere were twin 
lrothers, and so on down to the most in­
consequential event in the one-roomed country 
school.

All license fees not paid when due shall draw 
Interest at the rate of six per cent (6 per cent) 
per annum from due date unW paid, and upon 
failure to pay any license fee when due, a 
penalty of ten per cent (10 per cent) is hereby 
imposed which penalty shall draw Jilre Interest 
from due date. 

SECTION VI: DUTY OF PERSON 
ENGAGED IN TRADE, OCCUPATION OR 
PROFESSION FOR ONESELF TO REPORT 
AND PAY UCENSE FEES: 

It shall be the duty of every person engaged 
in any trade, occupation or profession for 
themselves, for gain or profit, within the City, 
to file with the administrator on or before April 
15, 1970 an estimated return showing the net 
pr~fit or gain from such activity realized 
during the preceding year as determined by the 
licensee's method of accounting or keeping 
books, and shall pay the license herein 
provided, calculated on the estimated net profit 
for the preceding fiscal year as herein 
provided. The total license payment" due shall 
be paid in four ( 4) equal installments on or 
before the last day of April, July, October, and 
January of each year. Within 105 days after the 
end of the licensee's fiscal year following 
January 1, 1970, such person shall file a report 
with the administrator showing the actual net 
profit or gain for the preceding license period 
for which license fees have been paid on an 
estimated basis as herein provided, and proper 
adjustment of the license fees shall be made. 

The first license period shall extend from 
January 1, 1970 until the end of the licensee's 
fiscal year and the license fee for that period 
shall be calculated on a pro rata basis and 
thereafter the license fee shall be calculated 
and paid on an annual basis as of the end of the 
licensee's fiscal year. The licensee shall pay 
any deficit upon the filing of such report and the 
City shall refund any overpayment upon the 
filing of such report and any deficit or refund 
shown to be due shall draw interest at six per 
cent ( 6 per cent) per annum from due date unW 
paid, and upon failure by the licenaee to pay 
any deficit when due a penalty of ten per cent 
(10 per cent) shall be imposed, which penalty 
shall draw like interest from due date. The 
licensee shall be permitted to adopt any fiscal 
period which corresponds with his system of 
accounting or bookkeeping, or the period 
adopted for income tax purposes, for the 
purpose of estimating and adjusting the license 
fees imposed by this ordinance. 

In the event the estimated return showing the 
net profit or gain realized during the 
preceedlng fiscal year is less than an amount 
sufficient to yield an annual license fee 
calculated at 1 per cent of net income equal to 
the license fees set out below, then the license 
fees set out below applicable to the licensee's 
trade, business or profession shall apply and be 
charged as '- mlnimum license fee hereunder 
and the licensee shall receive credit for said 
minimum license fee upon any amount that 

.may be shown to be due at the end of the fiscal 
period of the licensee as above provided. The 
mlnimum license fee herein provided shall be 
paid on a pro rats basis from January 1st, 1970, 
to the end of the fiscal period of the licensee, 
and on an annual basis thereafter.

All establishments having gross sales 
receipts of : $50,000.00 or less, $10.00; $50,000.01 
to 100,000.00, $20.00; $100,000.01 to 150,000.00, 
$40.00; $150,000.01 to 200,000.00, $50.00;

All such establishments having gross sales 
receipts in excess of $250,000.00 shall be taxed 
per $1,000.00 or fractional part thereof an ad· 
ditional $0.50 (fifty cents) for each $1,000.00 or 
fractional part thereof.

SECI'ION VIT: DUTY OF EMPLOYEE 
WHEN EMPLOYER FAILS TO WITHHOLD, 
REPORT OR PAY. 

In the event an employer fails to withhold, 
report or pay license fees for which any em· 
ployee is liable, then It shall be the duty of the 
employee to report the same on forms provided 
by the administrator and pay the same when 
due and to file reports showing total gross 
receipts for the period from January 1st to 
December 31st, 1970 and thereafter annually, 
as of December 31st of each year. Said reports 
shall be made upon forms furnished by the 
administrator and shall be filed not later than 
April 15ih, of each year. In the event the 
licensee has not paid the full amount of license 
fees due for any period, the deficit together 
with interest and penalties must be paid when 
the reports above provided are filed and in the 
event of over payment the City shall make 
prompt refund of any over payment. 

SECTION Vill: APPORTIONMENT OF 
UCENSE FEES WHERE COMPENSATION 
OR NET PROFIT IS DERIVED FROM AC. 
TIVITY BOTH WITHIN AND WITHOUT THE 
CITY: 

Wbenever an employee receives com· 
pensation for services or sctivity performed 
both within and without the city, the license fee 
required under this ordinance shall be com· 
puled and paid upon the basis of the proportion 
of compensation earned for services performed 
within the City according to the sworn 
statement of the employee, or the employer or 
both if required by the administrator. 

Wbenever the net profit or gain from any 
trade, oooupatlon or profession is derived from 
activity or business done both within and 
without the city and no separate record is kept 
or maintslned as to such net profit or gain 
derived from activity within and without the 
City, the license fee required under this or· 
dinance shall be computed and paid upon the 
proportion of net profit or gain derived from 
activity within the City, according to the sworn 
statement of the licensee. 

In all cases of license fees computed upon the 
basis of apportionment of compensation or net 
profit or gain as herein provided, the ap· 
portionment shown by the sworn statements of 
the licensee or employer or both shall not be 
binding upon the ·City but shall be subject to 
verification by the administrator or his agents 
or employees through examination and audit of 
the books and records of the licensee or his 
employer, or both if required by the ad· 
mlnistrator. 

SECTION IX: REPORTS REQUIRED: 
In addition to the reports hereinbefore 

specified, each license and each employer 
required to withhold and pay lieense fees for 
employees, shall be required to file an annual 
report with the administrator on forms to be 
provided by him, within 105 days after the end 
of the fiscal period selected by the licensee or 
employer, showing all essential information, 
data and figures upon which the license fees 
required by this ordinance are computed. 
Every person required to pay any license fee 
provided by this ordinance shall be required to 
make all books, records and accounts upon 
which information required by this ordinance is 
based, available to the administrator, his 
agents or employees for the purpose of 
examination, audit or verification, provided 
however that if any licensee or employer 
subject to the provisions of this ordinance shall 
voluntarily submit copies of his current income 
tax returns made to either the state or Federal 
Governments, for examination, then in such 
case no further examination or audit will be 
required until and unless there is 
reexamination or audit made by the taxing 
authority to whom the return was made and 
provided further, the administrator may 
dispense with examination of the books, 
records, accounts, or tax returns of the licensee 
ln any case where the administrator is fur. 
Dished with a certificate of a qualified certified 
Public Accountant, or the sworn statement of 
any other reputable accountant, or bookkeeper 
of the license stating that the amount of tax 
reported conforms to the state or Federal 
Income Tax return filed by the Ucensee for the 
applicable period. 

Nothing herein shall prevent or preclude the 
administrator from demanding an examination 
and audit of the books, r'1COrds, and accounts as 
herein provided at any time be may have 
reasonable grounds to believe that the licensee 
bas not correctly reported and paid the license 
fees due under the provisions of this ordinance. 

All information obtained by the Ad· 
ministrator or any of his agents or employees, 
or any other official or employee of the City, 
from any reports, examination or audit of 
books, records, accounts, income tax returns or 
any other '!Ource, ln the administration of this 
ordinance, shall be treated and considered as 
confidential and privileged except for official 
purposes, unless otherwise treated by judicial 
decree or specific provision of law, and shall 
not be open to inspection by the public. 

Any official, agent or employee of the City 
who divulges any information obtained under 
the provisions of this ordinance except for the 
purposes of administering this ordinance as 
herein provided, shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and, upon conviction, shall be 
fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 
or punished by confinement at bard labor for 
not more than thirty days, or both so fined and 
imprisoned. 

It is further provided that the Administrator 
or any City Official or employee shall have the 
right to disclose to the Commissioner or 
Revenue of the State of Kentucky or hiS duty 
authorized agent or employee any of the in· 
formation protected by this Section vm of this 
ordinance, provided reciprocal right to in· 
formation concerning any person liable for 
license fees under the provisions of this or· 
dinance is made available to the City by such 
authorities, and provided further that the .City 
may publiah statistics based upon information 

obtmned in the administration of this ordinance 
so long as such published statistics do nat 
reveal the identity of any licensee. 

SECTION X: PENALTIES FOR 
VIOLATIONS: 

Any person who violates any of the provisions 
of this ordinance, by failing to pay any license 
fee when due, or failing to withhold and pay any 
license fee when due, or failing to file any 
report or submit to any examination required 
by this ordinance or in any other manner fails 
or refuses to comply with any of the terms or 
provisions of this ordinance, shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction, be fmed not 
less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 or im· 
prisoned at hard labor for not more than thirty 
days, or both so fined and imprisoned. Such 
penalties shall be ln addition to other penalties 
imposed by this ordinance. Each failure or 
refusal to comply with any of the provisions of 
this ordinance shall constitute a separate of· 
fense, and each day that such failure or refusal 
continues without compliance shall constitute a 
separate offense. 

SECTION XI: SEVERABILITY: 
Each section and each provision of each 

section of· this ordinance are severable, and if 
any provision, section, paragraph, sentence or 
part thereof, or the application thereof to any 
person, licensee, class or group, be held un· 
constitutional or invalid for any reason, such 
holding shall not affect or impair the 
remainder of this ordinance, it being the 
legislative intent to ordain and enact each 
provision, section, paragraph, sentence and 
part thereof, separately and independently of 
every other portion thereof. 

SECTION XII : IMMUNITY FROM 
UABILITY FOR OTHER UCENSE FEES 
AND EXEMPTION FROM LIABILITY TO 
HOLDERS OR FRANCHISE OR OTHER 
UCENSE. 

All persons liable for the payment of license 
fees under the provisions of this ordinance shall 
be excused and immune from liability for any 
license fee provided or required by the or· 
dinance requiring payment of license tax 
passed by the City of Prestonsburg, except as 
provided ln Section VI hereof and all persons 
holding any franchise rights requiring payment 
of franchise fees or holding special license fees 
shall be exempt from the payment of license 
fees imposed by this ordinance on persons 
engaged in any trade, occupation or profession 
for themselves. 

SECTION XIIT: REPEALING CLAUSE: 
All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict 

with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby 
repealed. 

SECTION XIV:EFFECTIVE DATE: 
This ordinance shall become effective 

January 1, 1970, upon passage and an 
emergency is hereby declared to exist affecting 
the public welfare requiring its immediate 
effectiveness.

SECTION I. DEFINITIONS 
For the purpose of these regulations the 

following terms shall have the definitions 
hereinafter given: 

A. "C!ty"-City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 
B. "Ucense fee''-A tax imposed for the 

privilege of exercising the right to engage in 
trade, occupation or profession for com­
pensation paid by others or the right to engage 
in trade, occupation or profession, for oneself, 
for profit, or gain, within the City of Preston· 
sburg, Kentucky. 

C. "Person"-Any natural person, part. 
nership, firm, association, and corporation. 
Whenever the term "person" is used ln any 
clause prescribing and imposing a penalty in 
the nature of a fine or imprisonment, it shall 
mean and include the individual members of a 
firm, partnership or association and the of· 
ficers of any corporation. 

D. "Trade, occupation or profession"-Any 
and all activities and the rendering of any and 
all services of all kinds for compensation or 
profit, whether in the form of salaries, wages, 
conunissions or other remuneration, or net 
profit or gain of any kind when applied to 
persons so engaged for themselves, whether 
the person be a resident of the City of 
Prestonsburg, or not. 

E. "Gross Receipts"-When applied to a 
person employ~ by others shall include the 
gross amount of all salaries, wages, com­
missions, bonuses or other money payments of 
any kind, or other considerations having a 
monetary value, which a person receives or 
becomes entitled to, or is given credit for by an 
employer, without deduction for withholding 
taxes, social security benefits, any form of 
insurance or retirement benefits or other 
deductions made by an employer in caiC1ulating 
"take home pay". However any travellng 
expenses actually incurred and paid by the 
employer, gratuities such as "tips" paid by 
someone other than the employer, and wages, 
salaries or othEr compensation received by 
domestic servants employed in a private home, 
shall be exempt from the operation of this 
ordinance. 

F. "Sales" -Net sales of merchandise or of 
service, or of both, computed by whatever 
method of accounting is authorized for federal 
Income tax purposes. 

G. "Sales Within the City"-This shall be 
deemed to include all sales of merchandise 
from a business entity located in the City or 
sales of merchandise delivered to a customer 
within the City. 

H. "Net Profits"-The net Income from the 
operation of a business, or interprise after 
provision for. all cost and expenses incurred in 
the conduct thereof, shall be the same as 
reported for federal income tax purposes ex­
cluding items exempted under this ordinance 
but without deduction of taxes based on in­
come. 

I. "Administrator" -An official ad· 
ministrator of occupational tax, appointed by 
the Mayor with the approval of the City 
Council, qualilied as other officers of the City. 
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SECTION IT. UCENSE FEES ·EMPLOYEES· 
The license fee is imposed on both residents 

and nonresidents of the City at the rate of one 
per cent (1 per cent) of all salaries, wages,' 
commissions and other compellJ!8tion earned 
for work done or services performed or ren· 
dered in the City. The following are subject to 
the license fee: 

A. Salaries, wages, bonuses or incentive 
payments received by an individual, whether 
directly or through an ageQt and whether in 
cash or ln property, for . services rendered: 

1. As an officer, agent or employee or both of 
an individual, partnership, group, corporation, 
joint stock association, joint stock company, or 
other business entity. 

2. As an agent (as distinguished from the 
proprietor) of a business, trade, or profession. 

3. As an officer, agent, or employee (whether 
elected, appointed, enlisted or commissioned) 
of a governmental administration, agency, 
arm, authority, board, body, branch, bureau, 
department, division, section, or unit of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky, or any of the 
political subdivisions thereof, or those of any 
other State or Commonwealth. 

4. As an officer, agent or employee (whether 
elected or appointed enlisted or commissioned) 
of a governmental administration, agency, 
arm, authority, board, body, branch, bureau, 
department, division, section, or unit of the 
United states Government, or of a corporation 
created and owned, or controlled by the United 
states Government or any of its agencies, or 
those of any foreign country of dependency. 

B. Commission received by an individual, 
whether directly or through an agent and 
whether in cash or in property, for services 
rendered, regardless of how computed or by 
whom paid, provided however that if such 
commissions are included in the net earinings 
of trade, occupation or profession regularly 
carried on by such individual and therefore 
subject to license fee under Section ill of these 
regulations, they shall not again be separately 
taxed. 

C. Fees received by an individual, provided 
however that if such fees are properly Included 
as part of the net profits of a trade, occupation, 
or profession regularly carried on by said in· 
dividual and such net profits are subject to tax 
under Section m of these regulations' they 
shall not again be separately taxed. 

D. OTHER COMPENSATION will be treated 
as follows: 

1. Subject to Ucense fee: Vacation, holiday 
benefits, or separation pay made to employees 
by an employer are subject to the license fee. 

2. Not Subject to I.,icense Fee: 
(a) Periodic payments, commonly 

recognized as "old age" or "retirement pen­
sions", made to persons retired from service 
after reaching a specified age or after a stated 
period of employment. 

(b) Payments made to employees by an 
employer under a DISABILITY, SICKNESS or 
ACCIDENT plan. 

(c) UNEMPLOYMENT COMPENSATION 
payments by the Cqmmonwealth of Kentucky, 
or any other agency. 

(d) DEATH BENEFITS payable by an 
employer to the beneficiary of an employee or 
to his estate, whether payable in a single sum 
or otherwise. 

(e) Amounts received by employees under 
the WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION ACT as 
compensation for a disabillty sustslned during 
the course of employment, together with any 
amount of damages received by suit or 
agreement on account of such disability. 

E. In the case of individuals whose com· 
pensation is earned for SERVICES PER· 
FORMED BOTH WITHIN Al'ID WITHOUT 
THE CITY, they are subject to the license fee in 
that proportion that the time spent within the 
City ln performing the service ~s to their 
total employment time. 
SECTION ill. UCENSE FEES • NET 
PROFITS 

A. BUSINESS ENTITIES: 
1. In the case of an individual, partnership, 

association, corporation, fidiclary or other 
entity engaged in the conduct, operation or 
prosecution of any ' trade, occupation or 
profession or other enterprise there is imposed 
an annual license fee of one per cent ( 1 per 
cent) of the net profits of such trade, oc· 
cupation or profession, or other enterprise, If 
and to the extent, conducted in or derived from 
activity in the City. 

2. A business entity within the meaning of the 
ordinance which bas a branch or branches, 
office or offices, store or stores, warehouse, or 
other place or places ln which the entity's 
business is transacted, located in the City shall 
be considered to be conducting, operating, 
prosecuting or carrying on a trade, occupation, 
profession, enterprise, or other activity to the 
full extent of the sum total of all transactions, 
originating or consummated in, by or through 
such Prestonsburg branch, office, store, 
warehouse or other place of business, including 
(a) billlngs made on such transactions, or (b) 
services rendered, or (c) shipments made, or 
(d) goods, chattels, merchandise, etc., sold, or

3. The absence of a branch, office, store, 
warehouse, or other permanent place of 
business within Prestonsburg shall not exempt 
or render non-licensable the net profits of any 
trade, occupation, profession, enterprise or 
other activity on which a license fee is imposed 
by this ordinance. 

4. In the case of partnership, association, or 
other unincorporated business owned by one or 
more persons, the license fee, generally, shall 
be upon said parlnership, association, or 
business enterprise as an entity and not or­
dinarly upon the partners or members thereof. 

5. Allocation percentage: In determining the 
proportion or amount of the subject net profits

The first license period shall extend from 
January 1, 1970, until the end of the licensee's 
fiscal year and the fee, whether estimated or 
minimum, for that period, shall be calculated 
and paid on an annual basis as of the end of the 
licensee's fiscal year. 
SECTION VII. FINAL RETURNS AND 
PAYME!IITS OF LICENSE FEES 

A. Every person whose net profits are subject 
to the license fee imposed by this ordinance, 
shall, within 105 days from the end of their 
fiscal Pl'riod, make and file a return with the 
Administrator. In the return filed, there shall 
be setforth the net profits earned during the 
preceding year within the City and subject to 
the said license fee, together with such other 
pertinent information as the administrator 
may require. 

B. The person making the return shall, at the 
time of filing thereof, pay to the Administrator 
the amount of fee shown to be due by the return. 

C. U a licensee shall terminate his business 
or employment during the calendar or fiscal 
year, the proper return shall be filed and the 
tax paid within 105 days after the termination 
of said business or employment. 

D. Persons temporarily engaged in any 
trade, occupation or profession, as defined 
herein, within the City or temporarily per­
forming services within the City, subject to this 
license fee shall file a return and pay the 
license fee upon the completion of such ac­
tivity. 
SECTION VIII. RETURNS AND PAYMENTS 
OF LICENSE FEES WITHHELD 

A. It shall be the duty of e\·ery person 
engaged in any trade. occupation or profession, 
within the City who employs or engages the 
services of others in connection U1erewith, to 
withhold from the compensation of such em­
ployee, the license fees herein provided, at the 
time such compensation is pa1d or credited, 
which shall be at least once m every calendar 
month, and report and pay the same to the 
Administrator on or t.efore the last day of 
April, July, October, and January of each year, 
for the license fees accrued during the 
preceding three months. Failure on the part of 
the employer to withhold, report and pay the 
license fees shall not relieve the employee from 
liability for the license fees or the duty to file 
estimated or final returns required by this 
ordinance. 

B. The return required to be filed under this 
section shall be made on a form f\lrnlshed by or 
obtainable from the administrator. 

C. On or before January 31st following any 
calendar year in which such deductions have 
been made by any employer, such employer 
shall file with the Administrator, in the form 
prescribed by the Administrator, any in­
formation return for each employee from 
whom a license fee has been withheld, showing 
the name, address and ~cia! security number 
of the employee, the total amount of com­
pensation paid during the year and the amount 
of City license fee withheld from such em­
ployee. 

D. In the event an employer fails to withhold 
report or pay license fees for which any em­
ployee is liable, then it shall be the duty of the 
employee to report the same on forms provided 
by the Administrator and pay the same when 
due and file reports showing total gross 
receipts for the period from January 1 to 
December 31, 1970 and thereafter annually, as 
of December 31, of each year. Said reports shall 
be made upon forms furnished by the Ad­
ministrator and shall be filed not later than 
April 15 of each year. 

E. Each employer is deemed to be a trustee 
of the City in collecting and withholding the 
license fee required under this 01:dlnance to be 
withheld, and the funds so collected by such 
withholding are deemed to be trust funds. 

F. Every such employer required to deduct 
and withhold the license fee shall be liable 
directly to the City for the payment of such fee 
whether actually collected by such employer 

or 
SECTION IX .. DUTIES AND POWERS OF 
THE ADMINISTRATOR 

A. It shall be the duty of the Administrator to 
collect all license fees and deposit the same in 
the General Fund of the City, to be used to 
defray the general expenses of the City 
government. The Administrator shall have the 
power and it shall be his duty to make and 
publish such rules and regulations as may be 
necessary to administer this ordinance and to 
provide such printed forms as may be required 
for reporting, paying and receipting all such 
license fees and· for all other requirements In 
the proper and efficient administration of this 
ordinance. 

Under the powers given the administrator, 
these regulations are Issued, and constitute a 
part of the ordinance appearing in the caption. 
Additional regulations and rulings will be 
Issued from time to time as circumstances may 
demand. 

B. The Administrator personally, or his 
agents or employees, are authorized and 
empowered to examine the books, papers and 
records of any employer, or supposed em­
ployer, or of any licensee or supposed licensee, 
in order to verify the accuracy of any return 
made; or if no return was made to ascertain the 
license fee imposed by the ordinance. 

C. Every employer or supposed employer, 
and every licensee or supposed licensee is 
required to furnish to the Administrator or his 
duly authorized agents and employees, the 
means, facilities and opportunity for such 
examination, investigations and audits as are 
authorized in and by the ordinance. 

D. The Administrator is further authorized 
and empowered to examine under oath any 
person concerning any income which was or 
should have been returned for license fee and to 
this end the Administrator has the right and 
power to compel the production of books, 
papers and records and the attendance of all 
persons before him, whether as parties or 
witnesses, whom he believes to have knowledge 
of such income. 

E. Refusal of any such examination by any 
employer or person subject to the license fee, 
or presumed to be such employer or person so 
subject, constitutes a misdemeanor punishable 
by fine. 
SECTION X. RECORDS TO BE KEPT BY 
LICENSEES. 

All licensees subject to any license fee under 
the ordinance are required to keep such 
records as will enable the filing of true and 
accurate returns, whether of fees withheld at 
the source or of fees payable upon earnings or 
net profits, or both, and such records are to be 
preserved to enable the Administrator or any 
agent or employee of the Administrator to 
verify the correctness of the returns filed. 

The Administrator will accept the sworn 
statement of any licensee subject to the 
payment of any fee provided by this ordinance, 
or of any certified or reputable accountant or 
bookkeeper to the effect that the return 
required under this ordinance is in accord with 
income tax returns made by the licensee to the 
State or Federal Government, without 
examinations or audit of the licensees books or 
records unless the Administrator has 
reasonable grounds to believe that such 
statement is false, and the acceptance of such 
statement shall not be considered or treated as 
a waiver of the right of the Administrator to 
examine and audit the books and records of the 
licensee at any later date, should the Ad­
ministrator later determine that such 
examination or audit is necessary or advisable. 
SECTION XI. PENALTY FOR DIVULGING 
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION 

Any official, agent or employee of the City or 
the Administrator who divulges any in­
formation obtained under the provisions of this 
ordinance except for the purpose of ad­
ministering this ordinance as herein provided, 
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction, shall be fined not Jess than $50.00 
nor more than $500.00 or punished by con­
finement at hard labor for not more than thirty 
days, or both so fined and imprisoned. 
SECTION XII. INTEREST AND PENALTIES 

All 1icense fees not paid when due shall draw 
interest at the rate of six per cent 16 per cent) 
per annum from due date until paid, and upon 
failure to pay any license fee when due, a 
penalty of ten per cent (10 per cent) is hereby 
imposed which shall draw like interest from 
due date. 
SECTION XIII. PENALTIES FOR 
VIOLATION 

Any person who violates any of the provisions 
of the ordinance, by failing to pay license fee 
when due, or failing to withhold and pay any 
license fee when due, or failing to file any 
report or submit to any examination required 
by this ordinance or in any other manner fails 
or refuses to comply with any of the terms or 
provisions of the ordinance, or any of these 
rules and regulations, shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and, upon conviction, be fined 
not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 or 
imprisoned at hard labor for not more than 
thirty days, or both so fined and imprisoned. 
Such penalties shall be in addition to other 
penalties imposed by this ordinance. Each 
failure or refusal to comply with any of the 
provisions of the ordinance, or these rules and 
regulations, shall constitute a separate offense, 
and each day that such failure or refusal 
continues without compliance shall constitute a 
separate offense.

We all want to be successful. And there Isn't 

one thing wrong with that. He made us that 
way, implanted that desire in us when He 
breathed into us the breath of life. And it would 
be an awful dull existence if we didn't have that 
desire about us. For it causes us to do our best, 
to go to the highest, to shoot for the top. Far 
from repressing this desire, He encouraged it, 
kindled it, and set us afire with it. 

The trouble comes, you see, when we misuse 
this desire, turn its energies In the wrong 
direction, seek its outlets in the wrong ways. 
For somehow we think that to be successful 
means that we have to do so according to the 
standards of those around us. Let me share 
with you a story worth passing along. 

In 1923 a group of the world's most successful 
men-according to society's standards-met at 
the Edgewater Beach Hotel in Chicago. 
Among those present were a member of the 
President's cabinet, the president of the Bank 
of International Settlements, the head of the 
world's greatest monopoly, the president of the 
largest independent steel company in the 
world, the greatest wheat speculator, and the 
greatest "bear" on Wall Street plus the 
president of the New York Stock Exchange. 
Their meeting attracted national attention. 
People watched them in awe, stunned by the 
magic they had about them. They were envied 
by vast num!Jers of people. 

Some quarter of a century later some snoopy 
reporter had to get involved in the thing. He 
decided to see what had happened during the 
past 25 years to these men of success. He 
spoiled the happy ending to the story with his 
findings. He found that Albert Fall, the 
member of the President's cabinet, was 
released from prison so he could die at home. 
The utility operator, Samuel insuil, died in 
virtual exile. The head of the world's greatest 
monopoly, Ivar Krueger, commited suicide. 
The president of the steel company, Charles 
Schwab, lived on borrowed money the last five 
years of his life and died broke. The wheat 
speculator, Arthur Patton, died abroad, in­
solvent. The greatest "bear" on Wall Street, 
Jesse Uvermore, commited suicide. And the 
president of the New York Stock Exchange, 
Richard Whitney, bad served a term in Sing 
Sing Federal Prison. 

I guess many times we close the book without 
reading the final chapter. And when we do this 
we don't always get the full story. We call it a 
game in the fifth inning with four more innings 
to go. We quit singing on the third verse with 
two verses left. We could get the real picture if 
we would read the final chapter, play the last 
inning, sing the final verse. 

I guess the reason He was hung on that ugly 
tree was that He dared to judge by different 
standards. This upset the "successful" people, 
you know. Made them angry, set them against 
Him. So they tried to destroy Him only to find 
that Truth Is eternal. 

Whether one Is successiul or not depends on 
what standards he uses to measure success. 
That's the reason He wasn't impressed by their 
definition. He had a better one. And He still 
does.

Not many years ago a person would have 
been confused if his friend had told him that he 
llad caught a rockfish from any one of several 
Kentucky lakes. He would have wondered, no 
doubt, exactly what was a rockfish or what it 
was doing in Kentucky. 

His questions can be easily and en­
thusiastically answered by biologists of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
The rockfish, he will be told, is nothing more 
that a land-locked ocean striper which has 
found its way into Kentucky waters through the 
stocking program arranged by the Depart­
ment. 

The saga of the rockfish started in the late 
fifties. It was then that the local fish and 
wildlife agency reached an agreement with the 
South Carolina Fish and Wildlife Department 
whereby Kentucky was permitted to catch 
rockfish from the Santee-Cooper reservoir at 
Monck's Corner and tra r •P"r' them to Ken­
tucky where they were stocked 11 Kentucky, 
Cumberland and H· "ring to~ Lake>. Mostly 
those caught by polt •nd li~c (to be within 
South Carolina law) averaged about two 
pounds each, with the largest one going a 
whooping 12 pounds. They were freed in the 
chosen lakes in the hope that they would 
reproduce and furnish to Kentuckians a fast 
growing fish to augment the present fish 
population. 

Cooperating with TV A biologist and with 
those from Tennessee the project of catching 
and returning adult rockfish to Kentucky 
waters continued and the fish did well in these 
lakes. They grew with great rapidity and 
before long 16 pound rockfish were quiet 
frequent in the stocked lakes. Of course, the 
payoff come when one that tipped the scales at 
better than 34 pounds was hoisted from Lake 
Cumberland. That weight has not yet been 
surpassed in Kentucky waters although a rough 
fish netting operation in Herrington Lake a few 
months ago turned up a 40 pounder which was 
promptly returned to the water unharmed. 

The adult stocking program continued until 
1966 with the hope that the fish would 
reproduce. No reproduction has been 
established, although eggs found in Kentucky 
Lake were determined to be fertile. 

In 1966 a new method of stocking was started. 
That year, in cooperation with the South 
Carolina neighbors, over 3 million fry were 
transported from Monck's Corner and released 
in Barkley Lake (The species also was in­
troduced to Dewey Lake. Editor.) Of course, 
the chances of a tiny fry surviving were small 
but some fish so stocked have been caught, 
biologists are sure. The number that survived 
cannot be determined. Similar stockings of fry 
were made in other lakes and some of them 
undoubtedly survived. This year a brand new 
method of stocking was started and it bas the 
biologists popeyed. About 700,000 four-day old 
fry were furnished by the fishery personnel In 
South Carolina and were brought to the federal 
batclrery at Frankfort and there released in 
trougha. 

They were kept in the troughs for 12 days, 
during which they were fed brine shrimp. At 
this stage 200,000 were removed to brand new 
Green River reservoir. The remainder were 
placed In the Frankfort hatchery holding ponds 
where alfalfa hay was used for fertilizer. Near 
the end of June the youngsters had reached a 
length of two and one - half to three Inches and 
23,072 were stocked in Lake Cumberland oq 
July 1. Quite naturally, a large number of the 
original shipment was lost due to predation and 
other causes. 

The young fish are now showing up in these 
two lakes. Two were caught from Herrington 
Lake on October 6. They were nine inches long. 
On October 8 one was taken from Lake Cum­
berland this one measured 10 Inches in length. 

These catches were made by fishermen using 
pole and line. The biologists are of the opinion 
that a great number of these small fellows 
survived. Next week they are to make ex­
tensive tests in these two lakes to try to 
determine if the survival has been up to ex­
pectations. 

It well could be that in a few years rockfish 
will be a new and welcome attraction in Ken­
tucky's lake system.
