Senate Approves
Non-Gassy Mines
Tax Relief Bill

The U. S. Senate Tuesday approved an
amendment to the tax bill which would benefit
operators of 3,000 small mines which under the
new Mine Safety Act will be required to install
new equipment. The amendment was spon-
sored by Senator John Sherman Cooper.

It provides that cost of the required new
equipment, estimated by the Department of
Interior at $50 million to $60 million, is to be
amortized over a period of five instead of 10
years.

Of the 3,000 non-gassy mines affected by the
Mine Safety Act, 900 are in Kentucky, Senator
Cooper said. Provisions of the tax amendm
are restricted to mining operations above the

Hope Work Will
Be Slated Soon

How near the Highlands Hospital Cor-
poration is to actual work on its proposed new
regional hospital will likely be determined by
the size of contractors’ bids which are due to be
opened at 1:30 this afternoon (Thursday) at the
office here of Chalmer H. Frazier, Highlands
administrator.

If bids offered on the big construction job are
not more than 10 per cent above estimates,
chances are they will be accepted. In that case,
work could be begun soon. (The successful
bidder will be required to begin work within 10
days after official acceptance of his bid and
issuance of a formal work order.)

Completion of the job, which includes major
items of equipment, is slated for 1972,

Interest of contractors in the project is
considered keen, in view of the fact that at least
six, perhaps more, bids are already in ar-
chitects’ hands. Before final acceptance of bids
is made, they must pass through the Hun-
tington EDA district office and offices of Hill-
Burton at Frankfort, Charlottesville, Va., and
Washington.

If the lowest bid is acceptable, the result will
be a 150-bed hospital on a 23-acre tract of land
fronting on new US 23, near Auxier. And when
completed, it will mean the employment of
perhaps 350 persons with an annual payroll of
$1,350,000, exclusive of remuneration to
medical staff members.

The hospital is planned to serve the Floyd-
Johnson-Magoffin-Martin county area and its
population of about 100,000.

East Ky. Co-Op
Among Utilities
To Curb Pollution

East Kentucky Power Cooperative and 15
other utilities from across the nation and
Canada have announced an agreement to
contribute financial support to a joint program
to develop an advanced air pollution control

system.

H. L. Spurlock, East Kentucky general
manager, announced that the goal of the $7
million program is a commercial system to
eliminate 99 per cent of the gaseous, more
difficult to control sulfur oxides from the
exhaust of power plant boilers.

The Babcock and Wilcox Company and Esso
Research and Engineering Company will do
the research on the project, which has a
development schedule leading to commercial
availability by 1973. Technical and economic
checkpoints have been set to determine the
advisability of proceeding with each step of the
program. )

““We have installed the latest anti-pollution
equipment available in our two power plants
(the William C. Dale Station at Ford and John
Sherman Cooper Station at Burnside),”
Spurlock explained, “and we certainly want to
do all we possibly can to find any additional
safeguards. This is why we joined in this joint
effort.”

This
bird likes large timber where there are old logs
and dead hardwoods from which it gets its food,
larvae and beetles. It often traveled hundreds
of miles in a single day seeking food, and its
great cries could be heard like the toot of a
steamboat whistle. This woodpecker has a
large, ivory bill and large white patches on the
wings. The male excavates for the nest in some
large, dead hardwood tree.

A year or 50 ago, to the delight and surprise
of bird lovers, a flock of the ‘“ivory billeds”
were found in the Big Thicket Area of East
Texas, the first time they had been sighted in
sixty years! This was an area of considerable
size, where man had not yet gone with his
power saws, bulldozers and log trucks. Unless
this area is set aside as a preserve for these
birds, they will doubtless disappear from the
scene. The loss of the large, virgin hardwoods
in the south almost wiped them out. It is said
they can tear a huge log to pieces in a short
time, as they are called, ‘“The boss carpenters
of the forest.” A man once captured one of the
big ivory-billed woodpeckers and locked it up in
his hotel room while he went out for lunch.
When he came back an hour or so later, the bird
had almost excavated a hole through the wall of
the hotel room and in a short time it would have
been free!

THE BALD EAGLE.—Our national bird, a

symbol of power and majesty, is seriously
threatened with extinction. This bird has been
celebrated from ancient times in poetry and
legend. Even Tennyson wrote about the eagle
in these lines: The wrinkled sea beneath him
crawls, He watches from his mountain walls
And like a thunderbolt he falls.

This is said to be about the Golden Eagle,
which is also endangered by ruthless slaughter
by airplanes chasing them down and men
shooting them in the air.

CAUSE OF DECLINE OF BALD EAGLE.—
Pesticide poisoning of fish, their main diet,
causing the eggs to become sterile. Also loss of
habitat due to man’s encroachment.

Folklore

TURNING LOOSE
RELUCTANTLY

In my years of studying
folklore I have often been struck
with a paradox: a great many
people very reluctantly give up
folkish ideas, even when they
are proved ridiculous or even
false. Sometimes I have been
told that certain folk medicines
have been abandoned, but
immediately told that ‘‘there
was a lot of good in those old
things.” There is a possibility
that this statement is correct,
but it seems slightly comic that
the speaker feels called on to
defend his former folkish ac-
ceptance of something that he
now discredits by his actions.

With the vast accumulation of
knowledge about plants and
animals and weather and
medicine, much of it paraded
almost tiresomely on TV and
radio, some fine people whom 1
know keep on buying stuff that
is no better and no worse than
branch water or believing
things about nature that five
minutes of observation would
prove false. Within the last two
years, after the extensive
collections of folklore that I
have made, and in no way
localized in my study area, I
have found some strange
survivals in folk beliefs.

First I must mention snakes,
that perpetual conversation
piece. A high-school teacher
said, in a group where I was
conducting a hike, things about
snakes that would have done
credit only to sitters around the
stove at the country store. He
also told about owning a
madstone and had seen it work;
he added that doctors and
others who doubted its efficacy
were either lying or ignorant. A
charming lady told about being
chased by a hoop snake a good
many years ago; she did not
actually see the critter, but her
grandmother urged her to run,
and she ran as fast as she could
and is still alive to testify to
hoop snakes. A well-to-do
business man declared, with all
the ardor of a convert to a new
philosophy, that he tied a bunch
of horse hairs together and then
tied the string holding them to a
bush next to a horse trough. You
guessed it: “Every one turned
to a wiggling snake.” And a
number of good people looked
hurt when someone said that
joint snakes cannot reassemble
their parts. They personally had
not seen this miracle, but some
truthful Grandpa or Pappy, now
dead, had witnessed this un-
believable show.

In spite of the great strides
made in agriculture within the
last quarter of a century,
planting field crops, the garden,
and even flowers has been
keyed to moon changes or the
signs of the planets by a good
number of my acquaintances.
They and I have failed to check
the ignorant or unrepentant
fellows who daringly planted
just any old time. And no doubt
many a person lost his meat the
last season by failing to consult
his almanac as to the right days
to butcher his hogs; I just did
not happen to be around when
this subject was mentioned.

Almost violent opposition to
the geneticists and their con-
clusions has shown up several
times lately. Prenatal marking,
degenerate young from sows or
dogs or cows because of their
having borne previously scrub
stock, facile explanantions of
malformations of livestock—
these things are explained by
Grandpap’s reasoning, no
matter what the scientists say.

And, the funniest things of all
to me, for they can be so easily
contradicted, have been
pronouncements about
weather, for some of my
friends, who never set anything
down but depended wholly on
memory—now pretty shakey
with age—have disputed with
official records until the
Weather Bureau would seem
the biggest fraud now active
and kicking. Deep snows, an-
nual rainfall, high or low
temperatures, severe storms—
how easy to make a mark
somewhere, to cut a notch or
nail up a plank to show where
and what happened. Though
careful watchers at Mammoth
Cave carefully nailed a board
on a sycamore tree at the
highest level of a flood within
recent years, I would be glad to
find you a dozen fellows who
would dispute that record, with
the board staring them in the
face. And the famous rain at
night in July, my favorite
weather saying, is not accepted
even when the creek overflows
one’s corn patch.

Wmter Contends

Winters over much of Kentucky have been on
the cool side most years since the middle and
late Fifties, according to Elam.

An example is the winter temperature at
Frankfort in 1961-62 and 1963-64, which were
among the colder temperatures of record with
9.6 degrees and 7 degrees, respectively, below
the 1931-60 norms, Elam noted.

He said two of the warmer winters of record
were 1931-32 and 1948-49.

For the earth as a whole, temperature
changes indicated a warming trend (in frac-
tions of a degree) from 1880 to 1940. This was
followed by a world-wide temperature
decrease in fractions from about 1940 to the

present,

Far from home, these
students, seven girls and fourteen boys from as
far away as California, Minnesota ‘and
Washington, D. C., ate turkey which they
furnished and cooked themselves, partially dug
a basement and completed a conerete retaining
wall back of the new community center. They
also painted the inside of the school buildings
and completed other jobs designed to enhance
this unique little institution in the Eastern
Kentucky mountains which has captured the
attention and imagination of the whole of these
United States.

Organized by Bob Miller, Kenyon College
student who is a son of Mr. and Mrs. William R.
Miller, Quicksand, this group of youngsters
was ‘“‘aided and abetted” by local students
attending Lees College and Morehead
University. In the words of Lionel Duff, they
accomplished more during their short stay
than any other group ever to attend a ‘‘work
camp’’ at Decoy, and probably had more fun.
Some hiked to the top of surrounding moun-
tains, or toured a strip mine, and two campers
responded to a call for blood for a local mother
facing an emergency operation at Our Lady of
the Way hospital in Martin.

In addition to the fellowship of work in one of
the best of causes, the youngsters were
privileged to participate at evenings—during
their 3-day stay—in such wholesome activities
as community dances, folk songs and folk tales
by the Duffs, and color slide tours of the region

provided by the University of Kentucky
Cooperative Extension Service, long associated
with the educational efforts at Decoy.

Characterized by adults in attendance as
“quiet, attentive, capable, and industrious,”
this work group seems to serve as an example
that despite our many worried adults, the
younger set is not entirely bent on ‘‘going to the
dogs.” To the contrary, occasional con-
versation and evening discussions reflected a
concern for the older set. According to Bill
Miller, the young people were especially
concerned about the inept policies and
decisions which keep the youth of today em-
broiled in situations beyond their own control.
They were concerned about the confusion,
injustice, and legal game-playing of attorneys
in many courts of the land, the confusion of
policies and practices in Vietnam, the wanton
destruction of air, water and mineral resources
in the name of progress. It was the ‘‘wee small
hours™ of each morning before many of the
students used the mattresses furnished by Lees
College.

“Old

East Ky. Plant
Product Excites

Viewers at Show

One of the area’s new manufacturing plants
made a big name for itself last week at the
Recreational Vehicle Institute show at the
Kentucky State Fairgrounds, Louisville,

The item that created excitement, according
to Jim Thompson, Courier-Journal writer, was
a 23foot motor home built by the Ward
Manufacturing Company at its Salyersville
plant. Wrote Thompson:

If dealer reception continues strong, more of
the motor homes will be built, and this could
be an economic shot-in-the-arm for the town in
the heart of Appalachia.

Resplendent in wood paneling and color-
keyed carpet, the $10,000, all-steel motor home
will sleep four.

Robert Stewart, manager of the Honorbuilt
Division of Ward Manufacturing, said
Salyersville was chosen to build the prototype
because ‘“‘we have the loyal employes there
who'll put in the 12 or 14 hours a day needed to
meet a deadline and are conscientious in their
work.”

The Salyersville plant is three years old and
has about 100 employes. Other Honorbuilt
division plants are in Lakeview, Calif., and
Minneapolis, Kansas.

Before starting on the motor-home prototype,
the Salyersville plant was devoting its time to
the production of campers—a small cabin
mounted on the bed of a pickup truck.

Stewart foresees a mushrooming demand for
products of the division he heads and those of
Ward Manufacturing’s companion, although
competitive, Nimrod Division, which makes
camping trailers.

Ward Manufacturing, which has operated as
a subsidiary of the New York Stock Exchange-
listed Fugqua Industries Inc. since its purchase
a year ago, hopes to grab 8 per cent of the
money spent on recreational vehicles in 1970. If
it succeeds, it probably would be the leader in
the industry, which has about 1,000 firms
turning out travel trailers and 350 making
pickup campers.

LEARNED OF GRACE

Well can I remember the manner in which 1
learned of grace in a single instant. Born, as all
of us are by nature, an arminian, I still believed
the old things I had heard eontinually from the
pulpit, and did not see the grace of God. When I
was coming to Christ, I thought I was doing it
all myself, and though I sought the Lord ear-
nestly, I had no idea the Lord was seeking me.

The truth
flashed across my mind in @ moment—I should
not have sought Him unless there had been
some previous influence in my mind to make
me seek Him.

I did
read them, but what led me to do so? Then, in a
moment, I saw that God was at the bottom of it
all, and that He was the author of my faith, and
so the whole doctrine of grace opened up to me,
and from that doctrine I have not departed to
this day, and I desire to make this my constant
confession, “I ascribe my change wholly to
God.”

FRANKFORT, KY.—If you haven’t already met a
trooper from the Kentucky State Police Safety Educa-
tion Bureau, now’s the time to get acquainted.

The fellow who attempts to forecast wildlife
populations of a particular species for a given
period is asking for trouble. There are so many
imponderables that in comparison the weather
forecaster has it much better than does the
game or fighing forecaster, if indeed there are
such persons. It is not the pelicy of the
Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources to
forecast good fishing on a given day or good
hunting for a particular species during a given
season. All we can do is to give the conditions
and let the hunter or fisherman take it from
there.

So with the rabbit and quail hunting season in
the offing (it begins on the Third Thursday in
November every year, and this year that date
is November 20) we will point out facts ob-
tained by persons concerned with wildlife
management—persons who are closest to
wildlife on & statewide basis, We'll give some
findings of a survey conducted the past sum-
mer and let you form your conclusions about
the quail and rabbit populations for the up-
coming season.

First, something should be known about the
survey—what and when and by whom it is
conducted. It is called the mail carriers survey
and has been used by the Game Management
Division of the Department since 1960. It is a
survey by ecomparison with former years
rather than with numbers. It clearly indicates
upward or downward trends of either of the
species for specific years. And this is all it is
supposed to do.

The carriers, about 1,000 per year, started
their voluntary quail-rabbit cenSus in 1960.
They were requested to record all young and
adult rabbits and quail observed during the last
weeks of June, July and August, They do this
while driving their regular mail routes, over
the same area about the same time every day.
The results of this census are used as an index
to statewide populations of these two species
and reflect populations from year to year, Each
year's findings, (the number of rabbits and
quail pér 100 miles of driving ) are recorded for
the June, July and August samplings and these
findings are compared to similar surveys over
the same routes in past years. The state is
divided into eight physiographic regions and
tabulations are made by these regions and then
lumped together for the overall statewide
results.

Now, that’s the meéchanics of the surveys or
censuses. Without attempting to predict the
rabbit and quail supply to be expected this
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year, here are the facts as gleaned from the
mail carriers’ survey and they should speak
loud and clear,

This year the rabbits sighted per 100 miles of
travel during the three samplings were 2.93,
This may be compared to 2.30 last year and 2,19
the year before or for that matter to the low of
1.46 for 1965. By the way, the first survey, in
1960, showed 1.55 rabbits per 100 miles, and the
average since the survey was started is 1.85.
The average this past summer, as indicated,
was 2.93.

The 1969 samplings by months showed the
following increases over the same periods
made the year before, June, 7.1 higher; July, 33
higher and August, 13.6 higher.

The highest increase was recorded in the
Bluegrass sections and the smallest increases
were in the Western Coal and the Jackson
Purchase areas. So much for the rabbits. Hope
you find them.

The quail survey was conducted in the same
manner as that of the rabbit. The index is the
highest it has been in the history of the census,
reaching 2.40 per 100 miles, or 3 per cent over
last year’s good supply. The average annual
index is 1.88 or 28 per cent below the 1969 index.
On a statewide basis mountain sections showed
a decline while the Bluegrass regions show a
sharp increase over the past two or three years,
And so much for the quail population. May you
find them, too.

October, and January of each year, for the
license fees accured during the preceeding
three months. Failure on the part of the em-
ployer to withhold, report and pay the license
fees shali not relieve the employee from
liability therefor.

All license fees not paid when due shall draw
interest at the rate of six per cent (6 per cent)
per annum from due date until paid, and upon
failure to pay any license fee when due, a
penalty of ten per cent (10 per cent) is hereby
imposed which penaity shall draw like interest
from due date.

SECTION VI: DUTY OF PERSON
ENGAGED IN TRADE, OCCUPATION OR
PROFESSION FOR ONESELF TO REPORT
AND PAY LICENSE FEES:

It shall be the duty of every person engaged
in any trade, occupation or profession for
themselves, for gain or profit, within the City,
to file with the administrator on or before April
15, 1970 an estimated return showing the net
profit or gain from such activity realized
during the preceding year as determined by the
licensee’s method of accounting or keeping
books, and shall pay the license herein
provided, calculated on the estimated net profit
for the preceding fiscal year as herein
provided. The total license payment due shall
be paid in four (4) equal installments on or
before the last day of April, July, October, and
January of each year. Within 105 days after the
end of the licensee’s fiscal year following
January 1, 1970, such person shall file a report
with the administrator showing the actual net
profit or gain for the preceding license period
for which license fees have been paid on an
estimated basis as herein provided, and proper
adjustment of the license fees shall be made.

The first license period shall extend from
January 1, 1970 until the end of the licensee’s
fiscal year and the license fee for that period
shall be calculated on a pro rata basis and
thereafter the license fee shall be calculated
and paid on an annual basis as of the end of the
licensee’s fiscal year. The licensee shall pay
any deficit upon the filing of such report and the
City shall refund any overpayment upon the
filing of such report and any deficit or refund
shown to be due shall draw interest at six per
cent (6 per cent) per annum from due date until
paid, and upon failure by the licensee to pay
any deficit when due a penalty of ten per cent
(10 per cent) shall be imposed, which penalty
shall draw like interest from due date. The
licensee shall be permitted to adopt any fiscal
period which corresponds with his system of
accounting or bookkeeping, or the period
adopted for income tax purposes, for the
purpose of estimating and adjusting the license
fees imposed by this ordinance.

In the event the estimated return showing the
net profit or gain realized during the
preceeding fiscal year is less than an amount
sufficient to yield an annual license fee
calculated at 1 per cent of net income equal to
the license fees set out below, then the license
fees set out below applicable to the licensee’s
trade, business or profession shall apply and be
charged as a minimum license fee hereunder
and the licensee shall receive credit for said
minimum license fee upon any amount that
may be shownfo be due at the end of the fiscal

period of the licensee as above provided. The
minimum license fee herein provided shall be
paid on a pro rata basis from January 1st, 1970,
to the end of the fiscal period of the licensee,
and on an annual basis thereafter.

SECTION VII: DUTY OF EMPLOYEE
WHEN EMPLOYER FAILS TO WITHHOLD,
REPORT OR PAY.

In the event an employer fails to withhold,
report or pay license fees for which any em-
ployee is liable, then it shall be the duty of the
employee to report the same on forms provided
by the administrator and pay the same when
due and to file reports showing total gross
receipts for the period from January 1st to
December 31st, 1970 and thereafter annually,
as of December 31st of each year. Said reports
shall be made upon forms furnished by the
administrator and shall be filed not later than
April 15th, of each year. In the event the
licensee has not paid the full amount of license
fees due for any period, the deficit together
with interest and penalties must be paid when
the reports above provided are filed and in the
event of over payment the City shall make
prompt refund of any over payment,

SECTION VIII: APPORTIONMENT OF
LICENSE FEES WHERE COMPENSATION
OR NET PROFIT IS DERIVED FROM AC-
TIVITY BOTH WITHIN AND WITHOUT THE
CITY:

Whenever an employee receives com-
pensation for services or sctivity performed
both within and without the city, the license fee
required under this ordinance shall be com-
puted and paid upon the basis of the proportion
of compensation earned for services performed
within the City according to the sworn
statement of the employee, or the employer or
both if required by the administrator.

Whenever the net profit or gain from any
trade, occupation or profession is derived from
activity or business done both within and
without the city and no separate record is kept
or maintained as to such net profit or gain
derived from activity within and without the
City, the license fee required under this or-
dinance shall be computed and paid upon the
proportion of net profit or gain derived from
activity within the City, aceording to the sworn
statement of the licensee.

In all cases of license fees computed upon the
basis of apportionment of compensation or net
profit or gain as herein provided, the ap-
portionment shown by the sworn statements of
the licensee or employer or both shall not be
binding upon the City but shall be subject to
verification by the administrator or his agents
or employees through examination and audit of
the books and records of the licensee or his
employer, or both if required by the ad-
ministrator.

SEC’I‘ION IX: REPORTS REQUIRED: /. .

Hln addition to the reports herembefore
specified, each license and each employer
required to withhold and pay license fees for
employees, shall be required to file an annual
report with the administrator on forms to be
provided by him, within 105 days after the end
of the fiscal period selected by the licensee or
employer, showing all essential information,
data and figures upon which the license fees
required by this ordinance are computed,
Every person required to pay any license fee
provided by this ordinance shall be required to
make all books, records and accounts upon
which information required by this ordinance is
based, available to the administrator, his
agents or employees for the purpose of
examination, audit or verification, provided
however that if any licensee or employer
subject to the provisions of this ordinance shall
voluntarily submit copies of his current income
tax returns made to either the State or Federal
Governments, for examination, then in such
case no further examination or audit will be
required until and unless there is
reexamination or audit made by the taxing
authority to whom the return was made and
provided further, the administrator may
dispense with examination of the pooks,
records, accounts, or tax returns of the licensee
in any case where the administrator is fur-
nished with a certificate of a qualified certified
Public Accountant, or the sworn statement of
any other reputable accountant, or bookkeeper
of the license stating that the amount of tax
reported conforms to the State or Federal
Income Tax return filed by the Licensee for the
applicable period.

Nothing herein shall prevent or preclude the
administrator from demanding an examination
and audit of the books, records, and accounts as
herein provided at any time he may have
reasonable grounds to believe that the licensee
has not correctly reported and paid the license
fees due under the provisions of this ordinance.

All information obtained by the Ad-
ministrator or any of his agents or employees,
or any other official or employee of the City,
from any reports, examination or audit of
books, records, accounts, income tax returns or
any other source, in the administration of this
ordinance, shall be treated and considered as
confidential and privileged except for official
purposes, unless otherwise treated by judicial
decree or specific provision of law, and shall
not be open to inspection by the public.

Any official, agent or employee of the City
who divulges any information obtained under
the provisions of this ordinance except for the
purposes of administering this ordinance as
herein provided, shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and, upon conviction, shall be
fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00
or punished by confinement at hard labor for
not more than thirty days, or both so fined and
imprisoned.

It is further provided that the Administrator
or any City Official or employee shall have the
right to disclose to the Commissioner or
Revenue of the State of Kentucky or his duty
authorized agent or employee any of the in-
formation protected by this Section VIII of this
ordinance, provided reciprocal right to in-
formation concerning any person liable for
license fees under the provisions of this or-
dinance is made available to the City by such
authorities, and provided further that the City
may publish statistics based upon information

obtained in the administration of this ordinance
so long as such published statistics do not
reveal the identity of any licensee.

SECTION X: PENALTIES FOR
VIOLATIONS:

Any person who violates any of the provisions
of this ordinance, by failing to pay any license
fee when due, or failing to withhold and pay any
license fee when due, or failing to file any
report or submit to any examination required
by this ordinance or in any other manner fails
or refuses tp comply with any of the terms or
provisions of this ordinance, shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and upon conviction, be fined not
less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 or im-
prisoned at hard labor for not more than thirty
days, or both so fined and imprisoned. Such
penalties shall be in addition to other penalties
imposed by this ordinance. Each failure or
refusal to comply with any of the provisions of
this ordinance shall constitute a separate of-
fense, and each day that such failure or refusal
continues without compliance shall constitute a
separate offense.

SECTION XI: SEVERABILITY:

Each section and each provision of each
section of this ordinance are severable, and if
any provision, section, paragraph, sentence or
part thereof, or the application thereof to any
person, licensee, class or group, be held un-
constitutional or invalid for any reason, such
holding shall not affect or impair the
remainder of this ordinance, it being the
legislative intent to ordain and enact each
provision, section, paragraph, sentence and
part thereof, separately and independently of
every other portion thereof.

SECTION XII: IMMUNITY FROM
LIABILITY FOR OTHER LICENSE FEES
AND EXEMPTION FROM LIABILITY TO
HOLDERS OR FRANCHISE OR OTHER
LICENSE.

All persons liable for the payment of license
fees under the provisions of this ordinance shall
be excused and immune from liability for any
license fee provided or required by the or-
dinance requiring payment of license tax
passed by the City of Prestonsburg, except as
provided in Section VI hereof and all persons
holding any franchise rights requiring payment
of franchise fees or holding special license fees
shall be exempt from the payment of license
fees imposed by this ordinance on persons
engaged in any trade, occupation or profession
for themselves.

SECTION XIII;: REPEALING CLAUSE:

All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict
with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby
repealed.

SECTION XIV:EFFECTIVE DATE:

This ordinance shall become effective
January 1, 1970, upon passage and an
emergency is hereby declared to exist affecting
the public welfare requiring its immediate
effectiveness.

SECTION XV: PUBLICATION:

This ordinance shall be published in full in
the next issue of the Floyd County Times im-
mediately following its passage.

SECTION I. DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of these regulations the
following terms shall have the definitions
hereinafter given:

A. 'City""—City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky.

B. “License fee”—A tax imposed for the
privilege of exercising the right to engage in
trade, occupation or profession for com-
pensation paid by others or the right to engage
in trade, occupation or profession, for oneself,
for profit, or gain, within the City of Preston-
sburg, Kentucky.

C. “Person”—Any natural person, part-
nership, firm, association, and corporation.
Whenever the term ‘“person” is used in any
clause prescribing and imposing a penalty in
the nature of a fine or imprisonment, it shall
mean and include the individual members of a
firm, partnership or association and the of-
ficers of any corporation.

D. ‘“Trade, occupation or profession’’—Any
and all activities and the rendering of any and
all services of all kinds for compensation or
profit, whether in the form of salaries, wages,
commissions or other renumeration, or net
profit or gain of any kind when applied to
persons so engaged for themselves, whether
the person be a resident of the City of
Prestonsburg, or not.

E. “Gross Receipts’’—When applied to a
person employed by others shall include the
gross amount of all salaries, wages, com-
missions, bonuses or other money payments of
any kind, or other considerations having a
monetary value, which a person receives or
becomes entitled to, or is given credit for by an
employer, without deduction for withholding
taxes, social security benefits, any form of
insurance or retirement benefits or other
deductions made by an employer in calculating
“take home pay”. However any traveling
expenses actually incurred and paid by the
employer, gratuities such as ‘tips”’ paid by
someone other than the employer, and wages,
salaries or other compensation received by
domestic servants employed in a private home,
shall be exempt from the operation of this
ordinance.

F. “Saleg’’—Net sales of merchandise or of
service, or of both, computed by whatever
method of accounting is authorized for federal
income tax purposes.

G. “Sales Within the City’’—This shall be
Jeemed to include all sales of merchandise
from a business entity located in the City or
sales of merchandise delivered to a customer
within the City.

H. “Net Profits"—The net income from the
operation of a business, or interprise after
provision for all cost and expenses incurred in
the conduct thereof, shall be the same as
reported for federal income tax purposes ex-
cluding items exempted under this ordinance

but without deduction of taxes based on in-

come.

I. *““Administrator’’—An official ad-
ministrator of occupational tax, appointed by
the Mayor with the approval of the City
Council, qualified as other officers of the City.

SECTION II. LICENSE FEES - EMPLOYEES

The license fee is imposed on both residents
and nonresidents of the City at the rate of one
per cent (1 per cent) of all salaries, wages,
commissions and other compensation earned
for work done or services performed or ren-
dered in the City. The following are subject to
the license fee:

A. Salaries, wages, bonuses or incentive
payments received by an individual, whether
directly or through an agent and whether in
cash or in property, for services rendered:

1. As an officer, agent or employee or both of
an individual, partnership, group, corporation,
Joint stock association, joint stock company, or
other business entity.

2. As an agent (as distinguished from the
proprietor) of a business, trade, or profession.

3. As an officer, agent, or employee (whether
elected, appointed, enlisted or commissioned)
of a governmental administration, agency,
arm, authority, board, body, branch, bureau,
department, division, section, or unit of the
Commonwealth of Kentucky, or any of the
political subdivisions thereof, or those of any
other State or Commonwealth.

4. As an officer, agent or employee (whether
elected or appointed enlisted or commissioned)
of a governmental administration, agency,
arm, authority, board, body, branch, bureau,
department, division, section, or unit of the
United States Government, or of a corporation
created and owned, or controlled by the United
States Government or any of its agencies, or
those of any foreign country of dependency.

B. Commission received by an individual,
whether directly or through an agent and
whether in cash or in property, for services
rendered, regardless of how computed or by
whom paid, provided however that if such
commissions are included in the net earinings
of trade, occupation or profession regularly
carried on by such individual and therefore
subject to license fee under Section III of these
regulations, they shall not again be separately

C Fees received by an individual, provided
however that if such fees are prOperly included
as part of the net profits of a trade, occupation,
or profession regularly carried on by said in-
dividual and such net profits are subject to tax
under Section III of these regulations’ they
shall not again be separately taxed.

D. OTHER COMPENSATION will be treated
as follows:

1. Subject to License fee: Vacation, holiday
benefits, or separation pay made to employees
by an employer are subject to the license fee.

2. Not Subject to License Fee:

(a) Periodic payments, commonly
recognized as ‘“‘old age” or “retirement pen-
sions”’, made to persons retired from service
after reaching a specified age or after a stated
period of employment.

(b) Payments made to employees by an
employer under a DISABILITY, SICKNESS or
ACCIDENT plan,

(c) UNEMPLOYMENT COMPENSATION
payments by the Commonwealth of Kentucky,
or any other agency.

(d) DEATH BENEFITS payable by an
employer to the beneficiary of an employee or
to his estate, whether payable in a single sum
or otherwise.

(e) Amounts received by employees under
the WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION ACT as
compensation for a disability sustained during
the course of employment, together with any
amount of damages received by suit or
agreement on account of such disability.

E. In the case of individuals whose com-
pensation is earned for SERVICES PER-
FORMED BOTH WITHIN AND WITHOUT
THE CITY, they are subject to the license fee in
that proportion that the time spent within the
City in performing the service bears to their
total employment time.

SECTION III. LICENSE FEES -
PROFITS

A. BUSINESS ENTITIES:

1. In the case of an individual, partnership,
association, corporation, fidiciary or other
entity engaged in the conduct, operation or
prosecution of any' trade, occupation or
profession or other enterprise there is imposed
an annual license fee of one per cent (1 per
cent) of the net profits of such trade, oc-
cupation or profession, or other enterprise, if
and to the extent, conducted in or derived from
activity in the City.

NET

2. A business entity within the meaning of the
ordinance which has a branch or branches,
office or offices, store or stores, warehouse, or
other place or places in which the entity’s
business is transacted, located in the City shall
be considered to be conducting, operating,
prosecuting or carrying on a trade, occupation,
profession, enterprise, or other activity to the
full extent of the sum total of all transactions,
originating or consummated in, by or through
such Prestonsburg branch, office, store,
warehouse or other place of business, including
(a) billings made on such transactions, or (b)
services rendered, or (c) shipments made, or
(d) goods, chattels, merchandise, etc., sold or
(e) commissions, fees or other remnmeration or
payments earned, as determined by paragraph
5 below.

3. The absence of a branch, office, store,
warehouse, or other permanent place of
business within Prestonsburg shall not exempt
or render non-tiicensahle the net prgeﬁts of any
trade, on, profession, enterprise or
oﬂleramonwhmhahcemefeemhnposed
by this ordinance.

4 In the case of partnership, association, or
other unincorporated business owned by one or
more persons, the license fee, generally, shall
be upon said partnership, association, or
businessenterprlseasanentityandnotor-
dinarly upon the partners or members thereof.

5. Allocation percentage: In determining the

or amount of the subject net profits
of a business entity doing business within and
without the City, such business entity shall use
mdapplyafoumulacomputedonthebasisof
the two following factors: BUSINESS
RECEIPTS within and without the City, and
PAYROLLS WITHIN AND WITHOUT THE

herein means the sum total of gross receipts
from sales, work done and performed, or
gervices rendered. “PAYROLLS” as used
herein means the total wages, salaries and
other personal service compensation.

In case the final return of the taxpayer for
any taxable period exceeds the minimum
license fee paid hereunder, the tax payer shall
be credit with the amount of minimum license
fee paid.

The first license period shall extend from
January 1, 1970, until the end of the licensee’s
fiscal year and the fee, whether estimated or
minimum, for that period, shall be calculated
and paid on an annual basis as of the end of the
licensee’s fiscal year.

SECTION VII. FINAL RETURNS AND
PAYMENTS OF LICENSE FEES

A. Every person whose net profits are subject
to the license fee imposed by this ordinance,
shall, within 105 days from the end of their
fiscal period, make and file a return with the
Administrator. In the return filed, there shall
be setforth the net profits earned during the
preceding year within the City and subject to
the said license fee, together with such other
pertinent information as the administrator
may require.

B. The person making the return shall, at the
time of filing thereof, pay to the Administrator
the amount of fee shown to be due by the return.

C. If a licensee shall terminate his business
or employment during the calendar or fiscal
year, the proper return shall be filed and the
tax paid within 105 days after the termination
of said business or employment.

D, Persons temporarily engaged in any
trade, occupation or profession, as defined
herein, within the City or temporarily per-
forming services within the City, subject to this
license fee shall file a return and pay the
licwe:nneVi fee upon the completion of such ac-
tivity.

SECTION VIII. RETURNS AND PAYMENTS
OF LICENSE FEES WITHHELD

A. It shall be the duty of every person
engaged in any trade, occupation or profession,
within the City who employs or engages the
services of others in connection therewith, to
withhold from the compensation of such em-
ployee, the license fees herein provided, at the
time such compensation is paid or credited,
which shall be at least once in every calendar
month, and report and pay the same to the
Administrator on or before the last day of
April, July, October, and January of each year,
for the license fees accrued during the
preceding three months. Failure on the part of
the employer to withhold, report and pay the
license fees shall not relieve the employee from
liability for the license fees or the duty to file
estimated or final returns required by this
ordinance.

B. The return required to be filed under this
secﬁonahlllbemadeonaformfglnﬂedbyor
obtainable from the administrator.

C. On or before January 3lst fo any
calendar year in which such deductions have
been made by any employer, such employer
shall file with the Administrator, in the form
prescribed by the Administrator, any in-
formation return for each employee from
whom a license fee has been withheld, showing
the name, address and social security number
of the employee, the total amount of com-
pensation paid during the year and the amount
of City license fee withheld from such em-
ployee.

D. In the event an employer fails to withhold
report or pay license fees for which any em-
ployee is liable, then it shall be the duty of the
employee to report the same on forms provided
by the Administrator and pay the same when
due and file reports showing total gross
receipts for the period from January 1 to
December 31, 1970 and thereafter annually, as
ofDecembersl of each year. Said reports shall
be made upon forms furnished by the Ad-
minlatratnr and shall be filed not later than
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directly to the City for the payment of such fee
whether actually collected by such employer
or not.

SECTION IX. DUTIES AND POWERS OF
THE ADMINISTRATOR

A. It shall be the duty of the Admimistrator to
collect all license fees and deposit the same in
the General Fund of the City, to be used to
defray the general expenses of the City
government. The Administrator shall have the
power and it shall be his duty to make and
publish such rules and regulations as may be
necessary to administer this ordinance and to
provide such printed forms as may be required
for reporting, paying and receipting all such
license fees and for all other requirements in
the proper and efficient administration of this
ordinance.

Under the powers given the administrater,
these regulations are issued, and constitute a
part of the ordinance appearing in the caption.
Additional regulations and rulings will be
issued from time to time as circumstances may
demand.

B. The Administrator personally, or his
agents or employees, are authorized and
empowered to examine the books, papers and
records of any employer, or supposed em-
ployer, or of any licensee or supposed licensee,
in order to verify the accuracy of any return
made; or if no return was made to ascertain the
license fee imposed by the ordinance.

C. Every employer or supposed employer,
and every licensee or supposed licensee is
required to furnish to the Administrator or his
duly authorized agents and employees, the
means, facilities and opportunity for such
examination, investigations and audits as are
authorized in and by the ordinance.

D. The Administrator is further authorized
and empowered to examine under oath any
person concerning any income which was or
should have been returned for license fee and to
this end the Administrator has the right and
power to compel the production of books,
papers and records and the attendance of all
persons before him, whether as parties or
witnesses, whom he believes to have knowledge
of such income.

E. Refusal of any such examination by any
employer or person subject to the license fee,
or presumed to be such employer or person so
subject, constitutes a misdemeanor punishable
by fine.

SECTION X. RECORDS TO BE KEPT BY
LICENSEES.

All licensees subject to any license fee under
the ordinance are required to keep such
records as will enable the filing of true and
accurate returns, whether of fees withheld at
the source or of fees payable upon earnings or
net profits, or both, and such records are to be
preserved to enable the Administrator or any
agent or emplcyee of the Administrator to
verify the correctness of the returns filed.

The Administrator will accept the sworn
statement of any licensee subject to the
payment of any fee provided by this ordinance,
or of any certified or reputable accountant or
bookkeeper to the effect that the return
required under this ordinance is in accord with
income tax returns made by the licensee to the
State or Federal Government, without
examinations or audit of the licensees books or
records unless the Administrator has
reasonable grounds to believe that such
statement is false, and the acceptance of such
statement shall not be considered or treated as
a waiver of the right of the Administrator to
examine and audit the books and records of the
licensee at any later date, should the Ad-
ministrator later determine that such
examination or audit is necessary or advisable.
SECTION XI. PENALTY FOR DIVULGING
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

Any official, agent or employee of the City or
the Administrator who divulges any in-
formation obtained under the provisions of this

_ ordinance except for the purpose of ad-

ministering this ordinance as herein provided,
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction, shall be fined not less than $50.00
nor more than $500.00 or punished by con-
finement at hard labor for not more than thirty
days, or both so fined and imprisoned.
SECTION XII. INTEREST AND PENALTIES
All license fees not paid when due shall draw
interest at the rate of six per cent (6 per cent)
per annum from due date until paid, and upon
failure to pay any license fee when due, a
penalty of ten per cent (10 per cent) is hereby
imposed which shall draw like interest from
due date.
SECTION
VIOLATION
Any person who violates any of the provisions
of the ordinance, by failing to pay license fee
when due, or failing to withhold and pay any
license fee when due, or failing to file any
report or submit to any examination required
by this ordinance or in any other manner fails
or refuses to comply with any of the terms or
provisions of the ordinance, or any of these
rules and regulations, shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and, upon conviction, be fined
not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 or
imprisoned at hard labor for not more than
thirty days, or both so fined and imprisoned.
Such penalties shall be in addition to other
penalties imposed by this ordinance. Each
failure or refusal to comply with any of the
provisions of the ordinance, or these rules and
regulations, shall constitute a separate offense,
and each day that such failure or refusal
continues without compliance shall constitute a
separate offense.
