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A V Suit vs. Board 
Out in U.S. Court 
Judge Moynahan 
Dismisses Suit 
On Prior Actio 

A second federal court action filed as an 
aftermath of the injunction granted against 
Appalachian Volunteers and others to 
restrain them from entering upon 
properties of the Floyd County Board of 
Education was dismissed Jan. 16 by U. S. 
District Judge Bernard T. Moynahan, Jr. 

Earlier, Judge Moynahan had remanded 
to the Floyd circuit court the original in-

nction case which Supt. Charles Clark 
and the board of education had instituted 
against AV's, VISTA and individuals 
associated with the two organizations. A 
federal ruling on the injunction was sought 
on the contention that it restrained VISTA 
members as federal officers from effective 
performance of their duties. 

The second suit, which was flatly 
dismissed, was filed by Edward Lee 
Blankenship, the AV's and the Eastern 
Kentucky WeHare Rights Organization, 
seeking to have a resolutions adopted by 
the board and the restraining order issued 
by circuit court declared unconstitutional, 
and asking an injunction against en­
forcement of the restraining order. The 
resolution declared "all schools and all 
chool property off limits to VISTA and 

Appalachian Volunteers." 
Plaintiffs contended the resolution and 

injunction are in violation of the 14th 
Amendment to the Constitution of the 
United States. 

The defendants, Supt. Clark and the 
board, moved to dismiss the action for want 
of jurisdiction on the parties and subject 
matter of the action, for failure of the 
complaint to state a claim upon which relief 
could be granted, and because of a prior 
pending action begun in the Floyd circuit 
court which involved the same parties and 
the same subject matter. 

Judge Moynahan in his memorandum 
opinion pointed out: 

1. Federal courts will not ordinarily in­
erfere with state court proceedings. 

2. The U. S. Code specifically proh1bits 
courts of the United States from using their 
injunctive powers to stop state court 
proceedings except as authonzed by act of 
Congress, or where necessary in aid of the 
court's jurisdiction or to give effect to the 
judgements of the court. 

3. In the case at issue there is no 
allegation that the state's criminal 
processes have moved in any way against 
the plaintiffs, nor is there any allegation 
from which it might be inferred that the 
plaintiff's rights cannot be fully vindicated 
through the pending state court action, nor 
does the case involve a request for the 
declaration of the unconstitutionality of a 
state statute.

, .. I do not perceive any basis upon which 
legal action by this office is indicated, and 
definitely none upon which court action at 
this time could be maintained." 

Breckinridge did say, however, that he 
was making formal request that 
Superintendent of Public Instruction Butler 
and Superintendent of Schools Clark 
con inue to provide "preferred attention to 
the obtaining of improved classroom 
facilities in the Floyd county system."

At Huntington, W.Va., 
the Weather Bureau reported 7 below- the 
coldest weather recorded for that date. 

Many communities suffered from lack of 
gas or failing gas pressures. Although 
Bosco residents reported that stoves left 
burning went out at night, the gas later 
coming on to spill unburned into rooms, no 
fires or asphyxiations resulted. One report 
received here said the city of Pikeville 
suffered from a low gas supply. 

It was pointed out here that had not 
Prestonsburg's gas system laid two high­
pressure lines the entire northern 
(downriver) section would have been 
without gas.

For Slow rowth in 2 Counties 

James Morell sends me a clipping from 
the San Angelo (Texas) Times wherein 
concern was expressed about President 
Nixon's firm resolve to "establish family 
food assistance programs in all counties 
without programs before June 30, 1970." In 
fact, a federal court order was issued not 
long ago for the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture to put a commodity 
distribution program into every Texas area 
by March 5. 

That brought the folks together, and 
some of them were downright unhappy 
about it. Said a Concho county com­
missioner with a show of heat: "We are 
going to have to import some needy people 
in order to have this program in ac­
cordance with the court's orders, because 
we don't have them, and there's not a tree 
or bush that we don't know what's going on 
under it." 

Loving county, Texas has a population of 
only 160, and its commissioner wanted to 
know: "What are we expected to 
do? ... We have no one on welfare or any 
public assistance programs, and the only 
time we ever have any is when they brought 
them in to vote and abandoned them." 

Well, at least they don't grow the biggest 
needs in Texas.

Dependence on coal mining, an industry 
whose mechanization has meant heavy 
capital investment but the employment of 
few~ and fewer men, is blamed for the 
slo'l\i growth rate in two Eastern Kentucky 
co1,111ties. This view is included in a study of 
Kentucky personal income and economic 
gro th made by Harold K. arlesworth, 
associate dean of Extension and director of 
the University of Kentucky's Office of 
Development Services and Business 
Research, and by William W. Davis, 
research assistant. 

Two counties-Leslie and Perry-are 
specifically cited for slow growth over the 
years from 1959 through 1968. Leslie ac­
tually slipped down the economic ladder, 
while Perry county growth rate was only 
1.43 per cent. 

(The Whitesburg Eagle, published in 
Letcher county, recently compared Let­
cher county's growth rate-which, along 
with Floyd county's, was in the 3 to 5 per 
cent group-with Perry's 1.43 per cent, and 
hazarded the opinion that Perry county's 
mechanized stripmining cost it growth, 
while deep mining in Letcher and Pike 
counties had resulted in satisfactory 
growth Pike county's growth rate for the 
period was in the 5-7 per cent group, as 

were Magoffin, Johnson, Morgan and 
Lawrence.) 

Authors of the report said, referring to 
counties of slow growth rate: 

"In all of these counties, except 
Robertson, a principal reason for the 
relatively poor record of growth is their 
heavy dependence on mining activities 
which have become more mechanized, 
substituting capital for labor." 

Only seven counties in the state had for 
the period a growth rate of more than 9 per 
cent, and of these only one......economically 
depressed Martin county-is in Eastern 
Kentucky. But the advance made by Martin 
county is attributed not to sound business 
growth but to state and federal spending. 
Wrote Haywood and Davis: 
# " ••• much of the growth of Martin 
county's personal income can be attributed 
to two factors: A rapid growth of transfer 
payments, which accounted for slightly 
more than 30 per cent of the county's 
personal income . . . and the increase in 
income payments from state and local 
governmental activities, which accounted 
for almost 25 per cent of its personal in­
come ... " 

("Transfer payments" is not money 
earned by work but is income from social 
security, unemployment benefits, weHare 

and relief programs.) 
Since 1959 Floyd county's total personal 

income has increased approximately $3 
million a year, yet it ranks 95th among the 
state's 120 counties in the matter of per 
capita income. This county's total personal 
income jumped from $53,628,000 in 1967 to 
$56,580,000 in 1968, but the per person in­
come for 1968 was only $1364--$48 above 
that of 1967. 

Total personal incomes ot other counties 
of the area (in thousands of dollars) follow 
for the two years: 

Knott, $12,813 and $14,034; Johnson, 
$23,786 and $25,616; Lawrence, $13,828 and 
$15,014; Letcher, $40,824 and $43,466; 
Breathitt, $12,379 and $13,081; Magoffin, 
$8945 and $9,563; Martin, $8,191 and $9,206; 
Perry, $43,758and $45,194; Pike, $90,637 and 
$97,133.

Q. : Do people with certain types of 
"personality" tend to become alcoholics? 

A.: It has been proposed by many people 
that certain types of people are especially 
prone to alcohol dependency and alcohol 
addiction. This theory seems to appeal to 
some but research has failed to bear it out. 

Numerous studies have been done with 
alcoholics in various stages of develop­
ment, and a variety of personality tests 
given in an effort to detect a cluster of 
personality traits which might help predict 
if a person might be susceptible to 
alcoholism. 

From these studies and tests it was 
concluded that no one type of person was 
more likely to become an alcoholic than 
another type. 

However, it is true that in advanced 
stages of alcoholism, distinct personality 
patterns can be identified. These are 
considered to be the result of long years of 
addiction to alcohol rather than the cause of 
alcoholism. 

Q.: Can alcoholism be cured? 
A.: The answer depends on your 

definition of the word CURE. H you define 
it as the eradication or removal of the 
addiction so that a former alcoholic can 
take up normal light drinking again, as he 
chooses, the answer is "No, alcoholism 
cannot be cured." We hear of a few reports 
of former alcoholics taking up normal, 
controlled drinking again after their 
treatment is over, without reverting to 
addiction. The reports of this nature which 
have been confirmed are so few as to be 
considered almost non-existent. 

If you define "Cure" as long-tenn or 
permanent ability to not drink, then the 
answer is that alcoholism can be cured by 
today's treatment methods in a large 
proportion of the cases. 

Today, with our current knowledge about 
the disease of alcoholism, for the alcoholic 
and those affected by this illness, the all­
important single fact to know about it­
and, upon which to act-is this: 
ALCOHOLISM IS A TREATABLE 
DISEASE. THE ALCOHOUC IS A SICK 
PERSON AND CAN B HELPED TO A 
SU CESSFUL RECOVERY .

State May Gain Notch 
Here and Lose One There

LOUISVILLE, KY.-H early estimates 
don't change, Kentucky is expected to 
move up slightly this year in its rank 
among the 50 states for average salary of 
classroom teachers and instructional staff. 
But Kentucky's rank for per pupil spending 
may drop a notch. 

Despite the better salary rankings, the 
$1426 gap between Kentucky salaries and 
the national average will remain prac­
tically unchanged from the previous year, 
while the $99 gap between per-pupil 
spending will widen to $154. 
. In average salary of classroom teachers, 
Kentucky is expected to rank 4oth with an 

verage of $7,125 compared with a national 
figure of $8,551. Last year's Kentucky rank 
was 42nd with an average of $6,525 com­
pared with a national figure of $7,952. 

For the total instructional staff Ken­
tucky's average salary for 1969-70 is ex­
pected to be $7,450, ranking the state 39th. 
Last year's comparable figure was $6,824, 
ranking the state 4oth. 

Kentucky's per-pupil expenditure is 
estimated at $612 this year compared with 
$556 last year, when the state tied with 
Georgia for 37th place. This year Kentucky 
will rank 38th. 

The rankings were made by the Kentucky 
Education Association (KEA) research 
division, based on data published in 
"Estimates of School Statistics, 1969-70,'' 
the latest in a series of annual reports by 
the National Education Association (NEA) 
research division. 

(The report lists average salary 
estimates for Kentucky different from this 
year's $7,125 for classroom teachers and 
$7,450 for total instructional staff, but KEA 
research director Charles Whaley ex­
plained that published estimates have since 
been revised by the Kentucky Department 
of Education.) 

The top classroom teacher average 
estimated for the nation is Alaska's $10,560, 
which for comparative purposes should be 
reduced by about one-fourth to make 
purchasing power equal to that of other 
states. California is second with $10,155 and 
Michigan is third with $9,823. 

By holding the 4oth spot, Kentucky is 
expected to outrank Georgia's $7170, 
Louisiana's $6 ,990, Oklahoma's $6,987, 
Idaho's $6,884, Alabama's $6,817, North 
Dakota's ,760, South Carolin~~SO,

South Dakota's $6,300, Arkansas's $6,273, 
and Mississippi's $5,870. 

Kentucky ranks seventh this year in the 
percent of public~chool revenue it receives 
from federal sources, 11th in the percent of 
public~hool revenue it receives from the 
state, and 40th in the percent of public­
school revenue it receives from local 
sources. 

From federal sources Kentucky schools 
this year will receive about 13.8 percent of 
their revenue, compared with 15.2 percent 
last year. 

The percent of state support is expected 
to remain the same-52.6 percent. The 
percent of local support will rise slightly­
from 32.3 percent to 33.6 percent. 

Nationally, the NEA report showed that 
federal spending is down for the second 
straight year. It was $26 million less in 1969-
70 than in 1968-69. 

On a national basis the percent of 
revenue for public schools is 6.7 from 
federal sources, 40.8 from state sources, 
and 52.5 from local sources. 

The report shows Kentucky has 28,878 
classroom teachers in a total instructional 
staff of 32,478. Average daily attendance is 
estimated at 645,000 pupils for the current 
year.

hospitals in Eastern Kentucky, Virginia 
and West Virginia. 

Hipkens, describing steps taken to 
provide more hospital space, said that a 
doctors' office building was recenUy built 
at Man, W.Va., and similar structures are 
under construction at Middlesboro and 
South Williamson, Ky. The moving of 
doctors' offices from the ARH hospitals 
frees space for beds and other uses. A 
contract is being let for building an addition 
to ARH's Hazard hospital which will 
contain 40 extended care beds and 20 
mental health beds.

The ARH president explained that many 
patients not requiring the full range of 
services concentrated in acute care 
hospitals can be cared for adequately in 
extended care facilities, or other more 
appropriate levels of care. 

ARH also resorting to more use of other 
levels of care for patients whose condition 
permits. The other levels include home 
care. Six of the ARH hospitals now main­
tain home care serVices, in which 
physicians, nurses and other allied health 
personnel treat patients in their homes. 

Hipkens pointed out that extended care 
and home care are less cosUy to patients 
than acute care in a hospital and often are 
more appropriate. 

The administrators and Advisory Council 
presidents discussed methods for giving 
their communities more opportunity for 
participating in the development and 
fmancial support of health care programs. 

Hipkens told them that ARH, in order to 
bolster its two-fold mission of developing a 
balanced system of health care aild 
maintaining high quality h9spital service, 
has drafted plans for additional expansion. 
The projects include additional extended 
care facilities and home care services, 
coronary and intensive care units, 
emergency care centers, mental health 
services and new equipment. Federal 
government grants are expected to un­
derwrite a portion of the costs. 

ARH announced at the meeting the 
launching of its second annual "in.family" 
fund-raising campaign involving ARH 
employes, Advisory Council members and 
medical staffs. 

The McDowell ARH hospital was , 
represented by Edward V. Collins, ad­
ministrator, and Arthur Bradbury, 
president of the hospital's Commwtity 
Advisory Council.

FRANKFORT, Ky., Jan. 24--The story of 
the hectic, last-minute effort to finance A. 
B. (Happy) Chandler's 1963 campaign for 
governor was told again yesterday as the 
Court of Appeals handed down a ruling 
against two cCH>igners of a campaign-fund 
note. 

The high court ruled that former state 
Rep. Ted R. Osborn, of Lexington, and 
weekly newspaper publisher John Sut­
terfield, of Georgetown, are liable for a 
$25,000 note signed four days before the 1963 
Democratic primary. 

A third cHigner, Mack Walters, of 
Sbelbyville, did not contest the note and 
said throughout the proceedings that he

would pay his sbare of the amount. 
The transcript of the cue describes the 

scene at Chandler headquarters in the 
Watterson Hotel In Louisvllle on the Friday 
preceding the election: 

"It was a madhouse down there just 
before the election," testified Walters, who 
was ChaDdler's campaign chairman. 

"We came to the realization that we 
needed some money for precinct workers 
throughout the state ... We had between 90 
and 100 counties financing themselves. 
However, with some counties, it was im­
possible." 

It fell to Martin Petty of Cynthiana, a 
contractor and member of Chandler's 
finance committee, to raise the cash. 

"The only reason I got roped in was tbe 
banks were open (on Saturdays) in Cyn­
thiana and not any place else," Petty said. 
"I opened my big mouth when I should have 
kept still, but you get in a fight to win. If I 
had kept my mouth shut, it would have done 
a lot of people a favor." 

The e'ridence indicates that the $25,800 
note was drawn up at headquarters by the 
late Leonard Smith, vice president of the 
First Security National Bank and Trust Co., 
Lexington, who was campaign finance 
chairman. 

The printed form made the note payable 
to the bank, but the bank's name was 
crossed out and Petty's name inserted as 
payee. 

Osborn and Sutterfield based part of their 
case on the claim the note was changed 
after they signed it. The evidence was 
conflicting, but a Fayette Circuit Court jui-y 
upheld the note's validity. 

In any event, Walters and Sutterfield co­
signed the note and sent it to Lexington, 
where a tbird Chandler backer, Osborn, 
also signed. 

On Saturday, Cynthiana accountant 
William D. Morris wrote the checks which 
produced the cash. 

"This was flown to Bowman Field (in 
Louisville) .. . in a handbag which I picked 
up and delivered to Mack Walters at the 
Watterson Hotel," Petty said. 

"We put it in envelopes and sent it to 
these counties to hire workers," Walters 
said. 

Despite the effort, Chandler lost the 
electiCIIl to Edward T. Breathitt. 

Nearly two years later, Petty filed suit in 
Fayette Circuit Court against Osborn, 
Sutterfield and Walters to recover the 
money. 

Before the case came to trial, however, 
Petty assigned the note to American states 
Insurance Co., Indianapolis, as partial 
payment of a $104,298 debt arising from a 
Bell County school-eonstruction project. 

When the case came to trial in 1968, it was 
the insurance company, rather than Petty, 
pushing the suit. On the witness stand, 
Petty, who suffers from a back ailment, 
described himself as "totally and per­
manently disabled." 

The jury decided in favor of American 
States and against Osborn and Sutterfield. 
Osborn and Sutterfield appealed the ver­
dict, and it was tllis appeal they lost In the 
Court of Appeals ruling yesterday. 

The note was not the only sour aftennath 
of Chandler's campaign. 

Former state Sen. Marvin Edwards of 
Lawrenceburg also put $25,000 into the 
campaign on the basis of a note signed by 
Sutterfield, Petty, Walters and James C. 
Pickett, a Frankfort real-estate dealer. 

Edwards filed suit in Franklin Circuit 
Court In 1964 to collect the money from the 
four and won the case. Petty testified that 
his share of that note, plus interest, cost 
him $8,800. 

Walters, now a state senator, testified 
that during the 1963 campaign he signed 
notes ''in excess of $75,000." 

One of the principals said yesterday that 
Chandler did not contribute to paying off 
any of the notes, a fact he did not deny in a 
telephone interview last night. 

"Nobody ever undertook to tell me about 
them," said Chandler, from hia Versailles 
home. "I never got involved in the financial 
arrangements for a campaign .•. I was 
the candidate and I made the campaign but 
didn't take any part in the money 
business."

UK President Otis A. Singletary, in a talk 
to the workers, urged that they inform 
themselves of the issues affecting the 
school and try to explain them to the 
people. He said many issues arise simply 
because people fail to really underst&nd the 
functions of a university. 

It was Dr. Barnhart who last year 
reestablished the extension service on a 
county basis-assigning at least one 
agricultural agent and one home demon­
stration agent tQ a county. Several years 
ago the service was reorganized into areas 
(groups of counties) with various 
specialists assigned to work within the 
areas on their individual specialities. There 
still are 50 specialists assigned to the areas 
backed up by about 70 specialists who work 
throughout the state. 

Barnhart said he feels the reassignment 
of county agents was necessary to reach the 
poor people, while retaining the area 
specialist system to work with the com­
mercial farmer who needs special expert 
advice. 
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Latta, Others 
Seek Heavier 
Weapons Fines 
Senators Charles B. Upton (R­

Williamsburg), Clifford B. Latta (D­
Prestonsburg), (R-Albany), Pearl Strong 
(D-Darfork) and William L. Sullivan (D­
Henderson) have introduced Senate Bill 
No. 36, upping the fine for carrying con­
cealed deadly weapons. 

The bill states any person, not expressly 
authorized by law, who carries concealed a 
deadly weapon, other than an ordinary 
pocket knife, on or about his person, or any 
person who sells a deadly weapon, other 
than an ordinary pocket knife, to a minor, 
shall be confined to the penitentiary for not 
less than two nor more than five years, or 
fined not less than $50 nor more than $500. 

Exempt would be sheriffs, constables, 
marshals, policemen and other ministerial 
officers, when necessary for their 
protection in the discharge of their official 
duties. Also exempt would be United States 
mail carriers, when actually engaged in 
their duties; and agents and messengers of 
express companies, when necessary for 
their protection in the discharge of their 
official duties, may carry concealed deadly 
weapons on or about their persons.

Bonuses to very low-income families will 
more than double in many cases, Deitz 
said. 

"At any rate," he said, "every par­
ticipating family will receive a greater 
bonus or at least one equal to what it has 
been receiving." 

Deitz said the new table will also mean a 
boost to Kentucky's economy. 

''The food stamp program doesn't cost 
the state anything and last year 11.1 million 
in federal money from food stamps flowed 
into the state economy. 

"You can see how local purses will be 
fattened when you consider it has been 
estimated that every food stamp dollar 
turns over about five times in the com- · 
munity," he said. 

Deitz said the Department of Economic 
Security's field offices in 63 counties now 
participating in the food stamp program 
have already made provisions for con­
version to the new scale.
