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2-Day Measles War
Set in This County

A rubella (German measles or three-day
measles) control program will be con-
ducted in Floyd county Tuesday and
Wednesday, April 21-22, by the Floyd
County Health Department at school-
centered sites for the immunization of all
school children through the sixth grade,

-including day care and Kkindergarten
children.

The program is part of a nationwide
effort to control rubella and interrupt
transmission of the rubella virus to
susceptible pregnant women.

The live rubella vaccine, recently
developed by researchers at the National
Institutes of Health, has proved to be safe
E‘ld highly eftectwe in prevennng rubella

children.

The State Health Department will be
furnishing vaccine. Dr. R. L. Hall, Floyd
county health officer, said two teams from
the Kentucky State Department of Health
will be assisting county health department
personnel, using jet injectors (no needles)
to administer the vaccine.

Prior to the program, children scheduled
to receive the vaccine will be given an
information and permission form, which is
to be signed by a parent and returned to the
teacher no later than April 17. Permission
forms which were issued in January must
also be in the teachers’ possession by this
date. No child wll be immunized without
written parental consent.

b Rubella is generally a mild illness in
children, but when the disease is acquired
by a woman in the early months of
pregnancy it poses a direct hazard to her
unborn baby, such as fetal death—or, in the
case of a live birth, severe defects such as
blindness, deafness, heart disease and
mental retardation.

Council Hears

Park Potential
As Grant Made

If the local community can raise half the
cost, improvements involving the ex-
penditure of $132,000 will be made at Archer
Park here within the next three years,
Mayor George P. Archer told the City
Council at last Thursday’'s meeting.

The 17 projects proposed for the park
may be undertaken singly within the three-
year period, and half the cost will be borne
by the $66,608 grant recently approved for

. the park by the U.S. Department of In-

terior. The grant is contingent upon Pres-
tonsburg’s ability to provide matching
funds.

Improvements planned include a war
memorial, a wading pool for children,
baseball and softball fields, a bridge
spanning Middle Creek and linking sections
of the park on either side of the stream, a
rock dam across the stream, horseshoe pits
and other work.

Council also was told by Dr. Archer that
he recently received $1600 from the state to
apply on the purchase price of 7.2 acres of
land at the park. This acquisition brings the
park acreage to a total of 32.

Army ‘Snafu’ Makes
Floyd Vet Prisoner

A Floyd county veteran of the Vietnam
fighting has been courtmartialed and
imprisoned at Ft. Knox, Ky. as a. w. o. 1.,
although the charge was made after he had
made four trips from his home at Garrett to
the Army post to report for service after
coming home on furlough.

The soldier’s imprisonment, regarded by
relatives and acquaintances as “‘an Army
-snafu,” has elicited for him widespread
sympathy. The chronology of events in the
case runs something like this:

Edward Wallen, who was a specialist five
during his service as fueltruck driver in
Yietnam, was drafted in March, 1968, spent
nine weeks in stateside tra:lnlng then was
assigned to service in Vietnam where he
spent a year before being granted leave to
come home. His orders stated he would be
given a reporting date later.

The date to report never came. Then,
concerned about the situation, the 22-year-
old soldier began trying on his own to
establish contact with the Army. He went to
Ft. Knox first, early last September, but
~was told there was no record there of his
assignment to that base and he could not for
that reason be received. He returned home,
then returned to Ft. Knox when orders yet
failed to come. Again he was told to return
home and wait. A third time he went to Ft.
Knox and was returned home. _

Knox and of finding no record
of having been assigned there. She added
that at her suggestion he called on the
Army recruiter at Pikeville, Sgt. Hundley,
for help.

W. W. Burchett Prestonsburg attorney,
in an affidavit reviews Wallen’s efforts to
establish contact with Ft. Knox by going
there in person. On each ocecasion, he points
out, the soldier was advised he could not be
received there because he had no reporting
date. After his second trip to Ft. Knox, Mr.
Burchett said, Wallen consulted the at-
torney, who accompanied him to the draft
board office. Later, Wallen called at
Pikeville on the Army recruiter, who made
several telephone calls regarding the case,
and advised Wallen to await orders. This
was followed by the third trip to Ft. Knox.

The fourth and final call by the Floyd
countian at Ft. Knox was on Feb. 17.

“I feel,” Mr. Burchett said, ‘“like this
young man has been done an injustice and
that the Army should take some steps to
correct this error.”

Suit Claims
Jury Choice
Skirts Law

Three defendants in liquor possession
cases pending in Floyd quarterly court last
Friday asked the Floyd Circuit court to
issue an order restraining County Judge
Henry Stumbo from hearing the cases
because he and the fiscal court have not
complied with state law in providing trial
juries.

The plaintiffs in the action also ask that
on hearing of their suit the injunction be
made permanent. The suit was filed by
Clyde Blackburn, Landon Charles and
Clarence Martin, who said that an in-
junction is necessary because their cases
are booked for trial this month.

Their petition claims that Judge Stumbo
and those serving under him and the fiscal
court have failed to comply with KRS
25.037, in that Judge Stumbo has failed to
appoint, as provided by the statute, three
jury commissioners who would have the
task of selecting a list of jurors to be used
by county and quarterly courts in the trial
of cases. Fiscal court also was cited as in
violation of the law because it has failed to
provide funds to cover expenses in the
selection of jurors. Plaintiffs contend Judge
Stumbo and those serving under him are
proceeding in the trial of cases without
providing unbiased jurors as required by
state constitution and statutes, and that the
fiscal court has failed to create any fund for
the payment of jurors for their services in
quarterly court.

Judge Stumbo said Monday it appears
that he will have to appoint three jury
commissioners, provide a jury drum and
authorize payment to the sheriff for
summeoning jurors. But, he added, as for
the pay of jurors the attorney general has
held that, since the statute in question has
not been implemented with funds, the
person demanding a jury trial will be .
required to advance funds as a part of the
court costs for jury pay.

County Attorney Barkley J. Sturgill said
the confused situation may be decided by
the Court of Appeals. He pointed out that
muarterly cowt has 12 terins annually and

rgquu*ed for each term. Circuit court jurors
are paid $5 a day by the state. The attorney
general in his opinion pointed out that one
statute provides only $1.50 a day for
quarterly court jurors.

And where the $1.50 per juror—if any
could be had at that figure—would come
from is anybody’s guess. Nobody expects a
court defendant—especially one who loses
his case—to provide the money for paying
the jury.

Education Board

And Court Move
For New School

Orders by two agencies of county
government set in motion another attempt
at awarding a contract for construction of
the Right Beaver Creek high school at
Eastern in a school consolidation move.

The Floyd County Board of Education
last Saturday requested the fiscal court to
serve as fiscal agent in the awarding of a
contract, and the court responded Monday
in a special meeting by accepting the
responsibility and authorizing advertising
for contractors’ bids.

Renovation of an additional science room
at McDowell high school also was
authorized by the board, and George Lee
Shannon, architect, was directed to
prepare plans and ask bids on the project.
This will be done with National Defense
Education Administration (NDEA) funds
sharing the cost with the board of education
on a 50-50 basis. Superintendent Charles
Clark was authorized to advertise for
science materials and equipment, for
various schools, and the cost of these will
also be shared by NDEA.

The board authorized the leasing of a 40
by 50foot corner of the Auxier school
grounds to the Auxier Volunteer Fire
Department, which will construct a fire
station there. The lease was made at $1 per
year, and the fire department in turn has
guaranteed the board protection of the
school property there from fire.

Right-of-way entry to the Betsy Layne
high school grounds was granted the
Department of Highways.

county governments recently is to stand unchanged, perhaps the

General Assembly should be called into special session fo repeal

_some existing laws.

For this attitude, as expressed, is: The coal business must go on
and, although its trucks are tearing up highways, they will not be
fined for overloading. Frankfort is agreed on that, it was said, and
courts of the coal counties are committed to prctecting these

fruckers.

And we wonder why respect for law and order has been lost. Why,
if we have sense enough to think for ourselves, should we wonder
when government itself ignores the law as it applies to one industry

- and exacts from another and from private citizens the last, grinding

demand of the same law?

THE TIMES recognizes the economic value to Eastern Kentucky
of the coal industry. It is a business that is always plagued by dif-
ficulties. The federal government has saddled onto non-gassy
mines of the region demands by law which were needed in some
areas but not here, and this creates a distressing situation which was
not necessary to protect the lives of workers.

This is only one instance of the difficulties the coal industry faces
as a continuing experience. But, whatever its troubles, this business
is not, surely, to be exalted to a place above the law, free o destroy
at the public expense, and exempt from laws that have been enacted

vor the protection of the public.

We shudder at the thought of organized crime. What can be more
organized than for violation of the law (which is crime) to be given

protection of government itself?

BEST Supports

BEST (Build Eastern School TODAY) is
the group of citizens from Martin,
Maytown, Garrett and Wayland who favor
the central high school at Eastern—
BECAUSE:

1. The law gives the Board of Education
sole right to locate schools.

2, Since Eastern is midway, it is the wise
choice. To transport Martin students to
Wayland, or vice versa, would be most
unfair. Above flood zone, the large site
permits future development, in building,
sports and parking.

3. DELAY IS COSTLY te all of us.
Materials, labor, and interest costs are
rising. Aid to Appalachia will end some
day. Experts say the national economy is in
danger. If a serious recession occurs, or if
lawsuits against the school continue, we
can wind up without one dime of federal
money, and be stuck with four small,
rundown high schools.

4, Consolidation is SOUND; advantages
outweigh disadvantages. Forty years ago,
the county started closing small schools.
Did one parent want his child in the old
small schools rather than the big new ones?
Years ago, Dr. James Conant, then
president of Harvard, headed a committee
of noted educators who made an extensive
three-year survey of high schools across
the nation, at the request of the President of
the U. 8. Their major recommendation was
that small high schools everywhere MUST
consolidate to maintain QUALITY
education.

5. Only large schools can employ more
teachers who are specialists, with Master’s
degrees. Today, many must teach in their
minor fields—one reason numbers of our
graduates fail in college. This is also one
reason that students from large high
schools make (on an average) better
grades in colleges than those from smaller
schools. If small high schools later lose
their rating from decreased enrollment or
other causes, their graduates will then be
required to pass much stiffer college en-
trance exams. May we suggest that parents
opposed to the new school visit Johnson
Central and see the advantages offered
there over the smaller schools.

6. Only the large schools can provide wide
curricula to meet the multiple needs of
students today. Years ago professions,
occupations, etcetera were quite limited,
but not today. Young people go into
positions and jobs we never dreamed of.
Student talents, aptitudes and abilities
vary. It takes some a long time to find what
they want to do in life. Many never find it.
They go from pillar to post, round pegs in
square holes, because they were not ex-
posed early in life to the things they could
do best. Small schools could not offer a
variety. They never will. Latent talents
remain undiscovered, students unhappy.
This is another reason so many fail in
college, even some from the best families.
All students do not excel in the ordinary.
courses. But numbers are gifted in art,
music, drama, athletics, vocational areas,
home economics, commerce, countless
sciences, and in other fields whose surfaces
are barely touched in small schools, if at
all. Most Floyd County High Schools cannot
now give even one year of one foreign
language. It is doubtful if a firstclass
laboratory for chemistry or physics exists
in the county today. Students wanting and
needing higher courses in the sciences find
only one or two others desiring them. There
would be more seeking them in a large
school. The bigger library would be an
enormous asset. What parent could want
his child in a small school when one with
bigger opportunities was just a few miles
away”?

7. We support Eastern because separate
locations for grade and high schools are
wise. Segregation helps the small children
who are sometimes almost run over in
crowded halls, restrooms, buses, on the
playgrounds and at the fountains. Time
allotted them in the gyms and libraries is of
necessity limited. Problems of elementary
children and teachers differ widely from
those on the secondary level. When the
same principal must preside over faculty
meetings for both groups it is the little ones
who get short-changed because of pressing
high school problems.

8. An urgent reason for building the new
school NOW is that all four of the old high
school buildings have been condemned, but
there is no choice except to use them or shut
down schools. Continued delay in building
may endanger our children. Compared
with modern standards these buildings are
in dreadful condition. All four communities
are in the same boat. The old buildings
cannot be repaired and modernized until
AFTER high school students are attending
in Eastern. Summers are too short to
permit a decent job. Each town would
welcome a new school but schools cost
money. The Board of Education would be
happy to build new ones in every com-
munity, but it must do the best possible
with funds available. It is like the man who
builds a house; it cannot provide
everything it wants.

Conditions could be worse in Floyd
County. In many places children are at-
tending school in two shifts, from 7 a.m. to 6
p.m. In Martin County 23 pupils have not
been to school for three months. THEY
CANNOT GET THERE. Let’s appreciate
what we have and pray for more. Let’s take
advantage of every cent of federal funds we

The last major epidemic of rubella in

Kentucky caused an estimated 285 fetal

deaths and 360 children born with serious
birth defects. These  major outbreaks of
rubella tend to occur in 6-9 year cycles.
Since the last one occurred in 1964, another
is to be expected in the early 1970’s.

Rubella, commonly called ‘“German’’ or
“3-day measles” is not to be confused with
“§-day measles,” “‘old Fashioned measles”
or ‘“‘red measles.” Immunization against
one will not protect against the other.

Anyone desiring further information
about the rubella program may call the
Floyd County Health Department.

Dr. Hall said rubella vaccine is also
available locally from private physicians.

Dear Citizens of Floyd County,

What has happened to the idea of the
Right Beaver Consolidated School? We are
a group of interested Floyd Countians who
were forced to leave our homes to make a
living elsewhere. We still care what hap-
pens to Floyd County. That’s why we are
asking this question, ‘“What has happened
to the Right Beaver Consolidated High
School ?”’ Many of us read the Floyd County
Times each week. We haven’t read about
any recent progress being made on the
building of this school. ,

The education situation might not seem
as important to the people who live there,
as it appears to us who had to leave our
homes. As we look back, we get a clear
view of what it was, what it is, and what it
will be, unless people are concerned enough
to do something to improve the situation.

Since we no longer reside in Floyd
County, why do we feel this great concern?
There are many reasons. Some of us still
consider Floyd County our home. We own
‘property in the county and wish to see our
taxes put to good use. Several of us are
teachers and are interested in educating all
people, not just our own students.

We want to see that our friends and
relatives receive a top quality education,
and we feel that a large consolidated school

‘can better enable them to receive one. A

school of this kind would offer a broader
and more meaningful curriculum. A large
library would be available to students and
class sizes could be smaller. Better student-
teachers ratios could be achieved.
Teachers would be hired on their own
merits rather than their political af-
filiations. These teachers would be
specialists in their fields and would be more
effective in the classroom. A consolidated
school of this size could offer vocational
education units and a wide range of
educational units that would better prepare
the students for whatever career they wish
to pursue after high school. Another im-
portant item to consider, is the building
itself, Many of the buildings now being used
are hazardous traps. They have
deteriorated from many years of use and
some have suffered from floods.

Many people are more interested in
extra-curricular activities during the
school years. They are proud fo be the
parents of the star basketball player, the
head majorette, or a beauty queen. We
realize these things are important, but we
must prepare these students to make a life
for themselves as useful citizens when their
school years are over. We feel that a large
consolidated school, with a good
curriculum and teachers who care, can
help achieve this goal.

We have all attended Floyd County
schools. We went out into the world,
thinking we had a good education, but soon
discovered we had been cheated
somewhere along the way. There was so

much we didn’t know. So many things we

weren’t aware of. In college, we had to
work twice as hard to make up for the
background we didn’t have. We are tired of

having to defend ourselves because we are .

from Kentucky. We are proud of our
heritage, but we wonder why people are
continuously labeling us as ‘‘dumb
hillbillies.” We need to be equipped with a
good education so that we can present a
picture wherever we go of an ‘“‘educated
American’’ rather than a “‘dumb hillbilly”.
We are a group of interested Floyd
Countians who had to leave our homes,
families, friends, churches, and schools.
We know that there are many other people
who still care about Floyd County. We
would like to ask these concerned people to
take a little of their time to support better
education in Floyd County through the
consolidation of Right Beaver high schools.
ILet’s not sit back and be the silent
majority, let’s speak out for what we
believe, It’s too late for us, but is it also too
late for future citizens of Floyd County?

For the last few weeks most talk
has been about fishing and when it will
break wide open. But hunters must be given
a bit of consideration and that is exactly
what the Fish and Wildlife Resources
Commission did at a recent meeting.

Hunters have complained, down through
the years, that they were handicapped in
applying for vacation dates to coincide with
certain hunting seasons—simply because
the dates of favorite hunting seasons are
not usually announced in time. The com-
mission took care of that little grievance
quite adequately at the last session.

All seasons, except those for migratory
birds and waterfowl, have been set for

Hunters are always interested in the gun
deer hunt, especially, That fiveday season
this fall will open in all 120 counties on Nov.
14 and continue through Nov. 18 with deer
“with antler or spike visible above the
hairline’ being legal game. In three
counties, Edmonson, Barren and Hart, doe
may be taken as well as bucks.

The bow and arrow season, in all 120
counties, will run throughout October and
December. Of course, the limit for deer in
Kentucky is one per year, all seasons in-
cluded. Dates for the hunting on a number
of military installations have not been set
nor have the dates been established for
controlled hunts on preserves.

‘The quail and rabbit hunter must have
his gun and dogs ready by Nov. 19. That’s
the day both seasons open. They will
continue uninterrupted through Jan. 31. Six
rabbits may be taken per day with 12 in
possession. The bobwhite limit is 10 per day
with 20 in possession.

Grouse hunters will again have a long
season. Firing starts on Nov. 19 and con-
cludes Feb. 28, 1971. The limit is unchanged
at four per day and eight in possession.

Division Adopts
Tougher Policy
On Woods Fires

The Division of Forestry is adopting a
get-tough policy in a determined effort to
cut down on the number of forest fires in
this and other areas of Kentucky,

It is taking a new look at violations under
KRS 149-375 and 149-400 and has announced
that more patrolling will be done than ever
before and that citations will be issued
wherever a violation is found.

To assist district and county personnel in
determining fire causes and to make
arrests, seven special investigators have
been put to work.

Forrest Burchett, fire control chief said
this week:

“Too many fires have been caused by
carelessness, too many acres of woodland
burned. We ask the help of all good citizens
— to obey the law themselves, first of all,
and to report to us anyone you know who
commits a violation. This information will
be held strictly confidential.”

Last year, there were 148 fires in Floyd
county, and 55 persons were prosecuted for
violations. The penalty for a forest fire
violation is a fine of $100 or six months in
jail, or both, plus the cost of suppressing the
fire.

To report a fire, call the Kentucky
Division of Forestry, Allen, phone 874-2822.
