These brought the total of such
appeals to 16 for that sector of the four-lane
highway.

Approximate cost of the right-of-way
between the two points was not available,
but a hint at the total was given in the
statement that slightly county court
judgments allowed a few more than 40
property-owners approximately $750,000.
Ninety-three condemnation suits have been
filed by the state, but less than half have
reached the judgment stage.

The procedure followed on rights-of-way
acquisition is, substantially, this:

If negotiations by the state to buy the
right-of-way from the property-owner
according to state appraisal break down,
suit is filed to condemn the property. The
county judge then appoints appraisers, and
after their appraisal is made judgment is
entered, allowing the property owner the
amount they set as the value of his holdings
affected by the road. The state then pays
this amount to the county clerk, who holds
it for the landowner. The owner of the
property may claim the amount held for
him at any time, but the state may then
appeal to circuit court, or even to the Court

Minutes after my arrival at camp, the
last fishing boat roared away in the dusk,
and there I was, as alone as if this spot were
a hundred miles from civilization.

For the first time, I noticed how one
leaf made a serrated gap in the expanse
above, and I wondered how many millions
of square miles of that distant space were
covered by this tiny leaf, so near the eye.

Two whippoorwills began their noctur-
nal routine that after a few hours becomes
tiresome. Small fish plopped, here and

New System Helping
Reduce Court Docket

Lone Bid Offered on School
At Eastern Over $1 Million

Nunn Savs Road
Aid for gounty

Is Now Greater

State aid for Floyd county’s roads has
increased over the past two years by more
than $48,000, Governor Louie B. Nunn said
this week,

Nunn said this county’s rural secondary
program (RS) moved up from $268,445 in
fiscal year 1967 to $295,870 the next fiscal
year and to $313,900 this fiscal year. The
new 1970-'71 allotment for Floyd county was
announced as $332,735.

County Judge Henry Stumbo pointed out
that the fiscal court is no longer given any
control of these funds and is not permitted
to designate any road for improvement.
For this reason, he added, he questioned
the accuracy of Highway Commissioner
Goss’ statement to the effect that the rural
secondary program is one of two ways in
which the state helps the county meet its
responsibility for county roads.

The increase in county road aid funds, the
governor said, has risen from $107,206 in
fiscal 1967-68 to $128,647 the following year
and $139,368 for the current year.

Judge Stumbo commented that a con-
tract has been signed with the state for
county road aid but that no official word
has since been received. The couniy, he
said, ran out of these funds earlier this
month and will be obliged to do at its own
expense till July 1 any work it may un-
dertake.

Cost of Project

Rises $125.450
Since Early ’69

The one and only bid offered on con-
struction of the Right Beaver school at
Eastern was made last Friday by Akers
and Akers, Dana confractors, who asked
$1,018,780 for the work.

The bid, opened by the Floyd fiscal court
as agent for the Floyd County Board of
Education, was $125,450 above the low bid
submitted when the project was first ad-
vertised in early 1969.

Final awarding of a contract and actual
construction depend upon more than one
factor. Bonds remain to be sold. Before
these are offered, a financial plan must be
prepared for Hinsch and Meyer, Cincinnati,
fiscal agents for the board of education.
And before that plan can be submitted the
board must know that $300,000 in Title I
funds are yet available. (The board has
verbal assurance that these funds are
ready, but it awaits official confirmation.)
The board also must determine the total of
capital outlay funds it can put into the
building. This may approximate $100,000,
County Superintendent of Schools Charles
Clark said. This amount and the expected
$300,000 Title I funds would reduce the total
of bonds to be sold to $618,780.

Ability to sell the bond issue at a
satisfactory rate of interest also is a matter
of concern. A report received here Says
Martin county’s board of education
recently sold bonds at 7.99 per cent in-
terest—far above any rate yet paid by the
Floyd county board.

Commenting on the increase in bidding
between 1969 and last Friday, Supt. Clark
said, “The additional $125,400 is a matter of
concern, because that is money that could
well be spent at Martin as well as at other
schools in the county. It probably would
have paid for the complete renovation of
the high school building at Martin."

The attempt fo sell bonds after the
Eastern project was first advetised was .
foiled by court-action initiated by Martin
residents. Long litigation followed. Special
Judge Stephenson held that the board of
education has the authority to construct the
new school, but he has never ruled on the
question of the board being required to
maintain a high school at Martin.

Said the superintendent this week:

“If Judge Stephenson holds that we must
maintain a high school at Martin, we will
certainly abide by the court’s decision.”

He did not mention any plan to appeal
from any decision the judge might make.

The phase of construction proposed to be
done under the bid opened last Friday
would involve, the construction of an 18-
classroom building which would include
biology, social service, homemaking,
chemistry and physics departments, a
library, cafeteria, kitchen and offices. A
gymnasium-auditorium and music
facilities would be in Phase 2 of proposed
construction.

The poard planned the building to effect
the consolidation of four high schools on
Right Beaver Creek.

mininistrator of the estate of Tamara Elrod
Cooper, and Hearle Borders, Magoffin
county sheriff, as administrator de bonis
non of the young Cooper couple. Plaintiffs
allege that Layne operated an auto owned
by Crum so negligently and re~klessly as to
cause the Cooper car, which, the suit
claims, also was operated negligently and
recklessly, to go out of control and strike
the Perry auto driven by Thelma Perry.

Mrs. Perry asks $50,000 damages for
injuries; Mr. Perry sues for $10,000 for
medical expenses and loss of consortium,
$1000 for damages to his auto and §150 for
salvage and protection expense.

Mrs. Perry also asks garnishment
against Ohio Casualty for $10,000 and
demands that the insurance firm disclose
the amount of its indebtedness to defen-
dants.

In a second damage suit Arnold Akers
and Bennie Jones sued Former Circuit
Clerk W. W. Cooley for $5,000 damages each
and $1000 hospital expenses. They claim
their injuries resulted from negligent
operation by Cooley of his car which
collided with Jones' auto.

The Meaning of Memorial Day

Year after year on May 30, since 1868,
Americans everywhere have paused to

- observe Memorial Day. Many never bother

. to learn why we do this.

In the beginning, this national holiday

- was established in honor of those who died

~ inthe Civil War. Today it is dedicated to the

memory of those who fell in all cur wars.

- On this day throughout our many states and

~ territories work is laid aside and civilians

pause to pray or to place flowers on the
graves of departed friends. Veterans’

- groups assemble to pay tribute to comrades

. who died in battle—on military posts in the

* arctic, tropics, at home, and overseas,

~ parades are formed, prayers are offered,
and “Taps” are sounded—to honor those
who made the supreme sacrifice defending
our homeland and our way of life.

~ —Wherever American forces are—on
I foreign soil, on-ships at sea, or in'the air—

they pause to observe this day with ap-
propriate ceremony to honor the memory
of those who died in war.

This, in austere essence, is what
Memorial Day, A legal holiday, is all
about—to honor the memory of all
Americans who died in war.

With these cold facts, we who are living
should look beyond the known pathways
with their weathered signposts, to discover
the great and real meaning of Memorial
Day.

Men do not go forward to meet death in
the prime of life—unless something they
love more than life is in mortal danger. As
the Son of God died two thousand years ago
to save the world, these men we honor on
Memorial Day died defending their homes,
their country, their freedom, their way of
life. They died to preserve this for their
children and ours. They died for a cause
they loved more than life itself.

This is why we pay honor to them on this
Memorial Day, May 30.

Memorial Day should remind us of the

blessings we have, and their cost. It should

remind us of the grave responsibilities
imposed on each of us as a citizen of a great

free country. It is a day when we should

count our blessings; a day on which we
rededicate ourselves to fulfilling those
responsibilities—and a day when we should
reflect on the frailties of freedom, and its
great strength—and how we can protect the
one and maintain the other.

This is a day to recall that freedom is like
a beautiful woman who when ignored or
abused withers away. It is invincible
because it is nurtured in the hearts of the
people. As it can never be finally won, it can
only be finally lost.

Freedom is like the air around us—we
can’t see it, seldom feel it, yet
life would be impossible without
it. How do we know freedom is here?
We can hear it in the happy laughter of
the people, in the joyous whoopees of the
children at play. We can hear it in the
postman’s whistle; we can see it in the tilt
of the chin of a free man, in the level of his
eyes, in the spring of his step. We can see it
there on the face of the farmer with mud on
his shoes; we can feel it in the midst of the
crowd, where there are no furtive glances
over shoulders, and no panicky look in the
eyes.

We don’t see freedom in any definite
form. Yet there is no mistaking that it’s
with us. We are its strength, it is our
protector. We keep it strong, we keep it
alive; it gives us in return the exalted life,
the good life, of a free man. We are
mutually dependent on each other, we, the
people and freeedom! This is a day to be
reminded also that our country was the
first to officially recognize the existence of
a creator; and the first to avow that man is
endowed with certain divine rights, of
liberty, life, and the pursuit of happiness.

This is a day to remember that ours was
the first country whose government placed
all powers in the people. This is why each

. American voter has more power in his

hands that stamps his ballot than all the
dictators in the history of the world!

We are truly a nation under God, en-
dowed with more liberties than any people
on earth. We have more material comforts

than any other people in the world. Yet
some of us demonstrate as little faith in all
we have as did the crowd that gathered to
pray for rain..and not one brought an
unbrella. This is a day alse to recall that the
two main arenas in which freedom must be
defended are: The Ballot Box, and the
Battlefield . . and to know that to the extent
we neglect the first, the more imminent
becomes the need for us to defend it on the
second.

We need reminding that the blessings of
freedom we enjoy are not ours to abuse or
destroy; that we hold them in trust, with
the sacred obligation to our forebears, and
to those yet unborn, to protect and preserve
our every freedom for posterity. We need to
remember that the cost to keep freedom
can be greater than the cost to win it; and to
realize that freedom cannot be purchased
by full down-payment. ..it.can.be had only

on the permanent installment plan; that

each installment must be honored when
presented, but that the final installment
must never be allowed to come due; for, if
it does, freedom is lost.

We need to take a look at the toll paid to
build us into the mightiest nation on earth;
at the million white crosses over coun-
trymen who gave their lives to lift us to
where we are; and the five million maimed
and wounded in fighting to keep us safe; at
material costs so huge they stagger the
imagination. We didn’t get where we are by
halfhearted efforts of timid men. We are
here at the expense of strong-willed,
dedicated Americans who saw their duty
and did it, cost be damned.

We need to reflect on the difference
between freedom and slavery; to recall our
obligations, to rededicate ourselves to meet
them ; to answer for ourselves if we would
walk the earth with dignity as free men, or
crawl on our knees as slaves. And answer,

too, “What will we leave for our children?”’,

knowing full well that what we fail to sow
foday they and their children may
reap. . . in slavery.

We need to chart our course, choose our
goal, and assume our duties to the people of

the world. As a free nation under God we

must believe that a prerequisite to asking
His help is first to try with all our might to
do that which must be done: (that the
heights of glory belong to righteous,
courageous people who bled on the slopes
below; that our goal is to protect those
heights at all cost, against every threat.)

Finally, may we use this Memorial Day
to remember that the responsibilities of
free people are numerous and awesome. .

To know that only three categories of
people have ever achieved, or ever will
achieve, the mythical state of freedom
from responsibility. These are: 1. the in-
sane; 2. the enseaved; 3. the dead. . .

To know that to avoid war, keep the
peace, preserve our way of life and
freedom, requires of us all commeon sense,
courage, sacrifice, vigilance. And to know
that fear is senseless, and a forerunner of
defeat. For fear stems from being afraid to
die. Yet, if we lived our entire lives in peace
and tranquility, death waits for each of us
at the end of the road.

And is this not as it should be? As this
passage from the Bible (Isaiah 40:31) says,
“They that wait upon the Lord shall renew
their strength; they shall mount up with
wings as eagles; they shall run and not be
weary; they shall walk and not be faint.”

HONEYBEES

“DOING THEIR THING”

ARE INTERESTING BENEFACTORS

LEXINGTON, KY.—long ago in a
philippic against idleness, the famous 17th-
century English hymn writer, Isaac Watts,
asked the question: ‘“How doth the little
busy bee improve each shining hour?”’

Well, right now she is working overtime
““doing her thing" for farmers, gardeners,
and the plant world in general. And a good
thing too. Without bees, especially the busy
honeybee, many flowers, farm crops, and
orchards would fail in production, and
some valuable plants might even disappear
from the face of the earth. For, according
to Extension Specialist in Horticulture,
Robert L. Shepherd, at least 50 cultivated
plants mormally grown on farms and
gardens require insect pollination to sur-
vive. These crops include watermelons,
apples, cucumbers, alfalfa, and sweet
clover.

Wild bees help out in this pollination
chore, of course, but the honeybee is of
most ‘importance to the farmer. An

energetic collector of nectar, it will visit .

hindreds of flowers a day, pollinating each
one as it visits.

A great benefactor of mankind, the
honeybee (Apis mellifara) is also a
creature of tremendous interest. An
aerodynamic marvel, it can airlift a
payload weighing almost as much as itself,
and its body is a tiny laboratory that con-
verts flower nectar into a delicious,
wholesome food.

In the case of the honeybee, it i§ the
sterile female that does all the work for the
hive and for the farmer. After a sh
apprenticeship as a housemaid, nurse,
guard, and builder, she is then given
foraging assignments to provide fotg for
the burgeoning colony.

In contrast, the fertile male drone
life of luxury. Fed and pampered
hard working sister, he ventures fro
hive only on sunny days to laze aro

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entrance and to take a practice flight or
two.

As the drone acquires strength and flying
skill, he may soar far above the trees,
hoping to find a queen on her mating flight.
If unsuccessful, he returns to the hive to eat
and rest until the next fine day.

But woe betide the lazy, luckless drone
after the queen has mated. From then on,
he is no longer a pampered pet. Nipped,
abused, and starved by his former nur-
semaids, he is either hauled through the
door of the hive and slain without mercy or
forced to leave the colony where he is either
snapped up by a bird or succumbs to
starvation.

Bookeepers say that worker bees nor-
mally make about a fifth of the cells in a
hive large enough for drones., Used as
storage bins in winter, these cells are
emptied and cleaned in spring. The queen
gradually fills them with unfertilized drone
eggs and the llfe-dEath cycle starts a]l over
again,

Another strang'e thing about 'bée Tife ig
that the difference hetween a quéen beée and
an ordinary bee i is largely a matter of diet.
For the first two or three days, all newly
hatched larvae are fed royal jelly—a sour-
sweet nutrient administered by nurse bees.
After three days on this diet, commoners
are switched to a honey and pollen formula.
The queen, however, dines on the royal fare
for the rest of her life.

A concerted effort is being made to en-
courage more beekeeping in Kentucky, and
indeed, the state could use more bees. It
needs them for more honey and a greater
crop production. Bees are wonderful
creatures because as another fine poet,
George Herbert, wrote:

‘“‘Bees work for man, and yet they never
bruise—Their Master’s flower, but leave it
having done,—As fair as ever and as fit to
use;—S0 both the flower doth stay and
honey run."”

FRANKFORT, KY.—If there’s one
aspect of Kentucky fishing that is unex-
celled anywhere in the realm of fresh water
fishing it’s the variety.

It seems that Mother Nature or

something or somebody has provided the
Commonwealth with various species of fish
that fit together snugly enough to furnish
continuous fishing, almost throughout the
year. -
For instanee! Right now the croppie and
white bass spawning runs are tailing off. Of
course, it is in these runs that those fish are
caught with reckless abandon by prac-
tically all fishermen.

The two runs, in most of the major lakes,
and actually in streams and smaller bodles

“of water, initiate the outstanding fishing

season in Kentucky which continues into
next winter.

Almost week by week there’ll be different
types of fishing, often for the same species,
but with methods as varied as are the fishes
themselves.

Hard on the heels of the croppie and white
bass runs, comes the spawning season for
the bluegill, during which these small but
agile panfish are caught in great numbers
from farm ponds, lakes and streams and on
equipment ranging from the cane pole and
line and hook and sinker, to the elite flyrod

S.

The habits of the bluegill dictate that they
spawn in shallow waters and that they
guard their fanned-out nests even after the
young have hatched frem their protected
eggs. Violently these fish hit worms and
minnows and small artificial lures when
presented in an area around their nests.

The nests are more or less a community
affair and there are hordes of bluegill
around this small domain to protect the
eggs and chaperone the small fish—from
other inhabitants of the water that would
devour the young and the eggs.

A turtle will be attacked; so will a large
catfish or a black bass or about anything
else that sidles around the bluegill nest.
Perhaps, it is because of this protective
instinet rather than hunger that causes the
bluegill to hit a fly or a worm on a hook
when it is placed around the nest.

Whatever their reason this nesting time
is the best period in which to catech the
bluegill and they literally can be caught by
the hundreds from around one of these

I was born and grew up ir: the Kentucky
‘hills, and I am proud of my heritage; I'have
loved these hills from my youth, and, like
the psalmist of old, I lift up mine eyesunto

the hills, from whence cometh my help.” 1
have in my long life written five books of
poetry, mainly about the hills; one of these
is entitled, “Echoes from the Hills.”

The echoes I used to hear coming down
from the hills were those of joy and peace;
they filled my heart with a nameless
yearning to know more about the beauties
and mysteries of the hills. T used to listen to
the violin solos of the wind in the ridgetop
oaks, and fo the Aeolian harps of the
breezes as they played sublime music in the
old pines. I used to listen in rapture to the
flutelike voice of the woodthrush as it
dropped its song down, fine and silvery,
from the heights; I used to think that the
Kentucky hills were the temples of the
Almighty. He filled them with rugged
grandeur and He lifted them high above the
valleys, so that in autumn they become
great outdoors studios where nature
displays her wonderous color show. God
always seemed more real to me on the crest
of the hills, where silence is deep and
profound, and I could always feel closer to
Him on some high Kentucky hill.

But of late I hear strange echoes coming
down from my native hills. I am beginning
to see ghastly scenes of destruction—a
destruction that defies words to describe in
all its horrible aspects.

Today, instead of the song of the wind in
the oaks, I hear the thunderous roar of
mighty bulldozers that gnaw and tear at the
very heart of these hills, destroying them,
root and branch. Today, instead of the soft
murmer of a mountain brook, I hear the
thud—crash-thud of hugh rocks that tear
violently down the steep hills, knocking
over the trees, skinning their trunks,
mashing down the saplings into splmters
and landing at length in the valley, to lie
like huge dinosaur bones bleaching in the

- sun. Today, instead of hearmg the chatter

of squirrels, the yapping of the fox, the

distant baying of hounds, I hear the loud
crash of mighty oaks that are uprooted and
pushed over on the slopes, to lie and rot. on
the landscape.

Today, instead of stopping for a drink
from a clear, mountain brook, I look at its
muddy waters and step back with a
shudder. I see no minnows, no life in the
brook, as all life in it has been killed from
pollution of the stripmined areas above.
Today, instead of seeing a peaceful hill
slope covered with wild flowers and green
trees, I see hill slopes strewn with large
rocks, covered with mud, silt and tree-laps,
all gradually working their way down
toward the valleys below. Today I see no
peace, no joy, in these hills; instead, I see
people with heavy hearts, filled with
anxiety, fear and revulsion against the
danger and impending destruction of the
hills. Today I see men and women trem-
bling in their boots at the bleak prospect of
having their humble homes covered ten
feet deep on some dark night when one of
the flash floods hits in the valleys and
carries down millions of tons of loose earth,
debris, rocks, tree-laps and mud and covers
all the land, turning it into a desert waste.

Today our hills are being crucified upon
the cross of human greed. Their beauty and
grandeur are being swiftly destroyed by
men who never knew beauty or cared less
about it. Today I see our hills being
destroyed by ruthless, greedy men who do
not realize that beauty cannot be bought or
sold but can be destroyed beyond all hope of
repair.

Our hills were created and upheaved
millions of years ago and in their bowels
they have seams of valuable coal. God and
Nature worked hand in hand for millions of
years to create these hills .nd the coal in
them. Over tr2 coal seams there were
placed thick layers of sandstone or shale
and a cover of earth. 1t was intended that
man should mine this coal by driving en-
tries into the coal seams, leaving the hills
intact. Deep mining preserves the en-
vironment, provides jobs for needy men.

Stripmining does just the opposite; it
destroys the hills, destroys the homes and
lives of many people, ruins the roads with
overloaded coal trucks, pollutes the air
with limestone dust from gravel used to fill
up the deep holes made by the heavy
trucks. Many little children suffering from
bronchial asthma or other respiratory
diseases are doomed to an early death from
breathing the polluted air thick with
limestone dust. The stripminers take out
the wealth of our hills, get quick money for
it, spend the money elsewhere, and do not
furnish any jobs to the local people; rather,
it leaves them bitter and impoverished.
Now I lift up mine eyes unto the hills and I
see huge palisades of stone that were
blasted naked and left standing 100 feet
high in places, bare and bleeding, crying
out for the shame of their mutilation.
Sometimes men from the Conservation
Department try to hide the shame of the
naked cliffs by painting them green!

Listen now to what the Congress of the
United States says about such destructive
methods of mining. I quote from Bill S—
3491, now before the Senate Committee:
“The surface or strip method of mining
destroys natural beauty, damages the land
for an indefinite period, causes erosion of
the soil, brings about water pollution,
adversely affects the commercial and
industrial development of any region,
damages the property of the citizens,
destroys the forest and wild life and their
habitat, menaces the public health and
safety of the people...the results are
detrimental to the economy of the Nation.”

They'll tell you that such mining is good
for the economy of the region but don’t you
believe it! When you destroy the roads of
any region, you destroy its economy. When
you cause the leading citizens to sell their
property at a loss and leave the state, this is
a staggering blow to the economy. People
are desperately afraid to live in a valley
above which tons of earth, mud, rocks and
debris are heaped up in the bed of the
streams.

Something like this has | happened in our
society. The darkness seems so dark at
first, but if you sit in it long enough, you get
the hnpresmon that it is getting bnghter
Time was when sin was called sin, when
you could tell the good from the bad, but for
many, that time is slowly disappeanng
now. We have sat in the darkness until we
have become inured it, even get the false
impression that new light is breaking.

An alcoholic isn’t a drunkard now. He has
a new name, and the darkness has given
him a new position. An alchoholic now is
sick man, not a sinful one. His alcoholi
has no moral overtones about it. We used to
call it sin, but now it is a disease. A disease
which we manufacture, bottle, advertise,
sell from an open counter, regulate (?) by
the state, and collect taxes to build a better
society on! Getting use to the darkness,
aren’t we?

Adultery now has a new name—free love!
And it has several advocates, both in and
out of the Church. It isn’t sin anymore, it is
situational ethics. And a movie star can
have a baby out of wedlock one week and
gain the admiration of millions on national
television the next week! Getting use to the
darkness, aren’t we?

Murder will get you a hung jury, three
years in the pen at the most. And if you can
provide the money to get the right lawyer
you still go scott-free. We are a little more‘b
civilized than our forefathers. We believe in
being lenient. The darkness is looking
brighter now.

Strange, isn't it, that you can’t get ac-
customed to the darkness, all at once. You
have to sit in it awhile. And then it doesn’t
look dark anymore. Slowly, little by little,
we ‘“‘get use” to it.

But the Light of the world is still in the
world, and men who love good and hate evil
are still attracted to Him. And, strange as it
may seem, men who love evil still hate the
Light. For, you see, when the Light comes
they have no place to hide.

For the next few weeks, we shall deal
with a problem that recently involves much
of our time and energy. This problem is one
of drug misuse and drug abuse. The source
of our questions and answers is from a 1970
publication of the U. S. Government

Printing Office entitled: ‘A Federal Source
Book: Answers to the Most Frequently
Asked Questions About Drugs.”

QUESTION: What is a drug?

ANSWER: A drug is a substance that has
an effect upon the body or mind. However,
we will deal only with those drugs that have
a potential for abuse because of their mind-
altering capacity.

QUESTION: What is drug dependence?

ANSWER: Drug dependence is a state of
psychological or physical dependence, or
both, which results from chronie, periodic,
or continuous use. Many kinds of drug
dependence exists; they all have specific
problems associated with them.

Not everyone who uses a mind-altering
chemical becomes dependent upon it.
Alcohol is one common example of this
point. The majority of persons who drink do
not harm themselves or those around them.
However, more than five (5) million
Americans are dependent upon alcohol.

QUESTION: What is habituation?

ANSWER: Habituation is the
psychological desire to repeat the use of a
drug intermittently or continuously
because of emotional reasons. Escape from
tension, dulling of reality, euphoria (being
“high”’) are some of the reasons why drugs
come to be used habitually.

QUESTION: What is addiction?

ANSWER: Addiction is physickl
dependence upon a drug. Its scientific
definition includes the development of
tolerance and withdrawal. As a person
develops tolerance he requires larger and
larger amounts of the drug to produce the
same effect. When use of the addicting drug
is stopped abruptly, the period of with-
drawal is characterized by such distressing
symptoms as vomiting and convulsions. A
compulsion to repeat the use of the ad-
dicting drug is understandable because the
drug temporarily solves one’s problems
and keeps the withdrawal symptoms away.

Drugs other than narcotics can become
addicting. Some people have acquired an
addiction to sedatives and certain
tranquilizers. Stimulants in very lar
doses are addictive.

Whether the person is physically ad-
dicted or abuses drugs for psychological
reasons, he is dependent upon drugs. Drug
dependence of any kind is a serious
problem for the individual and society.

QUESTION: Are all drugs harmful?

ANSWER: Every drug is harmful when
taken to excess. Some drugs can also be
harmful if taken in dangerous com-
binations or by hypersensitive people in
minute or ordinary amounts.

The fact that certain drugs can produce
beneficial results has produced the false
notion that pills will solve problems.
Society must develop a new respect for all
drugs. Drugs that affect the mind can have
subtle or obvious side effects. These can be
immediate or may become evident only
after long, continuous use.

Cpl. Scalf Awarded

Medal for Hermsm

The secretary of the Navy has presented
the Navy Commendation Medal to Cpl.
Franklin Scalf, U. S. Marine Corps, for
meritorious service while serving as a fire
team leader in the Third Marine Div., in
connection with combat operations against
the enemy in Vietnam from Sept. 15, 1968 to
July 15, 1969,

\Cpl. Scalf performed his duties, the
citation points out, in an exemplary and
highly professional manner, participating
in several major combat operations, in-
cluding operations Scotland II, Purple
Martin and Herkimer Mountain with
composure and courage under fire.

On April 11, 1969, his unit was operating
in the northern sector of ICorps Tactical
zone when the Marines came under heavy
fire from a large and well-concealed North
Vietnamese army force. ‘‘Reacting in-
stantly,’” the citation points out, ““Cpl. Scalf
skillfully deployed his gun team into a
tactically advantageous positon and
commenced directing their accurate fire at
the enemy. Undaunted by the hostile
rounds impacting near him, he resolutely
maintained his exposed position and, in-
flicting numerous casualties upon the
enemy, forced the North Vietnamese unit to
withdraw. Constantly concerned with the
combat readiness of his team, he ably
trained his men, quickly molding them into
a capable, dependable, and highly effective
fighting force. As a result of his diligent and
resorceful efforts, the rational ef-
fectiveness of his unit was greatly
enhanced. . ;

‘Bubble’ May Make Swimming
Possible at Parks. Year-Round

The swimming pool at General Butler
State Park, Carrollton, Ky., now will be
open the year around, because of a bubble
enclosure displayed last week.

W. James Host, commissioner of parks,
officiated at a brief dedication ceremony
for the pool enclosure.

“This bubble has been installed as an
experiment to help us determine the
feasibility of erecting similar enclosures
elsewhere in the Parks system,” he said.

We will proceed with plans to provide
year around swimming at several other
lodges, if this proves successful, Host said.

Host made plans to go to Ann Arbor,
Mich., next week to meet with represen-
tatives of the Bureau of Outdoor Recreation
to obtain federal matching funds to help
provide such facilities.

“If we can accomplish this, it will be a big
step forward in our program to provide
more interesting activities in our parks
during off-season,” he said.

The bubble enclosure at Butler cost about
$22,000, Host said. But a special agreement
between the manufacturer and the
Department of Parks had been made under
which the department will not pay for the
enclosure until positive results can be seen
in terms of increased room occupancy and
dinning room business at the Butler Lodge.

Included in the bubble installation is

lighting, a blower for the air-supported .

structure, heating for air and water and an
emergency generating system which will
keep the structure inflated in the event of a
power failure.

Host said the cost per installation will be

reduced considerably if the Parks
Department can contract for several at a
time.

The 40 by 70-foot laminated nylon-vinyl
bubble was fabricated by Irvin Industries,
Inc., of Lexington. It is 16 feet high.

It can be removed and stored for the
summer in four or five hours and rein-
stalled and inflated for the winter season in
the same time,

ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG,
KENTUCKY, CLOSING AN ALLEY IN
THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG,
KENTUCKY, AND AUTHORIZING THE
CITY ATTORNEY OR A SPECIAL AT-
TORNEY DESIGNATED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL TO INSTITUTE THE
NECESSARY LEGAL PROCEEDINGS TO
AFFECT THIS PURPOSE.

WHEREAS, there is existing in the City of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, an alley 10 feet in
width which extends 84 feet from South
Lake Drive (U. S. Highway 23), to Fhird
Street, between and through lands owned
by Nell Howard and Ashland Oil, Ine.
WHEREAS, said alley as above described
is not now in use and has not been used by
the general public for many years, and the
closing thereof will not damage the general
public or any of the adjoining or abutting
property owners, and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City
Council to permanently close and abandon
whatever rights or title it may have in said
alley, subject only to the right of the City of
Prestonsburg to ingress and egress on said
alley for the purpose of laying, remaoving,
altering or maintaining the City utilities.
NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, by
virtue of the power vested in it hereby
enacts and ordains as follows:

SECTION I. That the alley situated in the
City of Prestonsburg, as herein described is
hereby permanently closed and all right or
title to same is abandoned, and subject only
to the right of the City of Prestonsburg to
any ingress and egress on said alley for the
purpose of laying, removing, altering or
maintaining City utilities.

SECTION II. That the City Attorney or a
special attorney designated by the City
Council is; hereby authorized to take
whatever legal action appears necessary to
carry out the purpose and intent of this
Ordinance, including the filing of a suit in
Floyd Circuit Court, the cost of which,
including attorney fees is to be borne solely

by the adjoining property owners affected

hereby.
SECTION III. This Ordinance shall
become effective as of the date of its

enaction, execution and publication as

required by law.

of Appeals, and if it wins the property-
owner would be required to refund the
difference between the amound received
and the adjudged value, plus interest.

Litigation is expeeted to continue for two
years or longer. But the state has right of
entry on land from the time it deposits the
amount of the appraisal allowed the lan-
downer.

The difference between state appraisers
and those locally appointed is often great.
For instance:

One piece of property valued by state
appraisers at about $29,000 was valued by
the court-appointed appraisers at $119,000.
The values for another property ranged
from $28,000 by the state to $75,000 by
county appraisers.

The 93 condemnation suits filed on
property between Boldman and Allen do
not include some tracts in Allen itself.

Negotiations began this week for
acquisition of right-of-way on Bull Creek, it
was reported.

Three of the 16 appeals have been filed by
landowners.

Teacher Retiring
After 40 Years

Mrs. Dortha Wurm Allen, well-known
Martin high school teacher, will retire this
spring at the age of 65. Mrs. Allen has
taught a total of 40 years, 24 of which have
been at Martin.

Mrs. Allen is a native of Westerville,
Ohio. After graduation from Otterbein
College in 1927 with majors in education,
natural science and social studies, Mrs.
Allen came to Floyd county and began her
teaching career at Maytown in 1929, A
desire for adventure was the chief
motivation behind Mrs. Allen’s decision to
come to Eastern Kentucky. But she was
also influenced by the Clayborne Bailey
family, who were then living in Ohio. Mrs.
Allen has taught at Martin, Maytown and
Hellier. ;

In 1930, she married Joseph Reuben
Allen, now deceased. They had one
daughter, Lois Brenda Allen, who will
receive her Ph. D. in public health from the
University of Michigan.

Asked to recall several highlights of her
career, Mrs. Allen spoke of the 1963 trip to
Europe which was a graduation trip for her
daughter who had received her MA. Two
years later, she chaperoned nine girls on a
Teen Tour of Europe.

Mrs. Allen has been a member of the
Martin Methodist Church since her arrival
in Kentucky, and has always been active in
church and community affairs. In 1952 she
served as reader for the Mountain Passion
Pageant, enacted on Pageant Hill in
Martin. She has also directed an outdoor
Christmas pageant, using Martin students
in both 1967 and 1968. She was elected to the
Floyd County Hall of Fame.

On her 65th birthday she was honored by
her French I class with a bookshaped birth-
day cake, provided by Mrs. Audrey Gun-
nels, and she alsoreceived gifts and flowers
from the class.

As an example of her students devotion
and concern to Mrs. Allen, she recalls the
night in January, 1969 when the Martin
grade school was destroyed by fire. Her
French class, seeing that her home was in
danger, came fo move her furniture out.
Debbie Dingus, one of the class, said, ‘Mrs.
Allen, your French students, present, past,
and future, have come to move you out.”
And they did. All the furniture was out by 6
a.m. and back in place again by 8 a.m.

Mrs. Allen attributes her successes to
“love of people’” and her “‘deep and abiding
faith in God.” When asked about her future,
Mrs. Allen replied that she has no definite
plans. Her plans will depend upon her

daughter’s.

Garrett Marine, Sixth Brother
To Serve in Armed Forces, Wins

The Navy Commendatlon Medal

Marine Cpl. Danny Francis, sixth of the
sons of Mr. and Mrs. Bill Francis, Sr., of
Garrett, to serve in the armed forces since
World War II, has been awarded the Navy
Commendation Medal with Combat “V”’ for
heroism in action.

The medal was awarded for meritorious
service while serving with Co. M, Third Bn.
26th Marines, First Marine Division in
Vietnam from Dec. 20, 1968 to Oct. 5, 1969,
The citation reads, in part:

“Serving as a 60mm mortar squad
leader, he participated in six major combat
operations, including Operations Bold

- Mariner, Taylor Common and Oklahoma

Hills, and repeatedly distinguished himself
by his courage and composure under fire.
Typical of his actions was the occasion on
the night of 4 March, 1969 when Company M
was attacked while occupying a defensive
position. . .

Several men were wounded at the outset
of the attack, and the continuous enemy fire
made it extremely hazardous to reach
them. With complete disregard for his own
safety, Cpl. Francis moved across the fire-
swept terrain in an attempt to help the
wounded Marines. Arriving at the
casualties’ position, he immediately
commenced administering first aid to the
wounded, and after insuring that they had
all received attention, he began to carry
them to the landing zone. When the medical
evacuation helicopters arrived, Cpl.

FRANKFORT, KY.—Gov. Louie B. Nunn
described his order sending Kentucky State

* Police and National Guardsmen to the
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University of Kentucky campus in
Lexington to put down student disorders as
a ‘“mission of protection.”

The disorders started May 5 with
demonstrations against U. S. involvement
in Cambodia, and the fatal shooting of
students at Ohio’s Kent State University.
They culminated in the burning of the old
ROTC building.

The governor on May 6 imposed at 7 p.m.
to 6:30 a.m. UK campus curfew.

His order said in part: “The Kentucky
State Police and an adequate number of
National Guardsmen with mounted
bayonets and live ammunition are being
moved onto the campus to protect the
students and university property.

““These officers are under orders to use
such force as is necessary to perform their
mission of protection. Anyone attempting
to defy them does so at his own peril. Please
comply for your own safety and the safety
of all others.”

The key to his action, the governor said,
lay in the phrase “‘mission of protection.” It
was for the protection of all, he said, for

students, for their families who sacrificed
- to send them to college, and for innocent

bystanders.

SAYS BUILDING PLAN NEEDED

Gov. Louie B, Nunn doesn’t want to take
any action detrimental to higher education
in Kentucky, but he does want to do away
with what he calls a fragmented approach
tfo state construction of state college and
university buildings.

The governor told the state Property and
Building Commission that Kentucky needs
a coordinated plan to solve the problem. He
said some colleges and universities have
building plans that are necessary, but they
also have some that may be desirable but
less urgent.

STATE POLICE PROBES UP

Crime in Kentucky continues to rise,
according to Public Safety Commissioner
William O. Newman, with State Police
detectives opening 632 criminal in-
vestigations during the first two months of
1970, a four per cent increase over last
year.

Arrests for the two months were up also,
from an average of 189 to 233 per month.

Burglary continues to head the list of
serious crimes, but a recent rash of cattle
thefts is demanding more of investigators’
time. Narcotics violations also seem to be
on the increase, with marijuana leading the
way.

Allegations of document fraud, mainly
forged checks, brought 15 suspect writings
to the document examiner.

TWO FRIDAYS, STATE HOLIDAYS
Because Memorial Day, May 30, and
Independence Day, July 4, fall on Satur-
days this year, Gov. Louie B. Nunn has
designated the preceding Fridays, May 29
and July 3 as paid state employe holidays.

OPINIONS SOUGHT

State Labor Commissioner John W.
Young has scheduled a public hearing for
May 12 in the State Office Building to get
public reaction before preparing
regulations to implement the new 1970 child
labor law which becomes effective June 18.

The new law amends Kentucky'’s
restrictive child labor law. It will allow
children under 18 to obtain jobs under
limits to be formulated by the labor com-
missioner with the advice of a committee
consisting of representatives from agencies
dealing with education, welfare and youth.

Science May Convert

Junk to Useful Items

By JIM WARREN

FRANKFORT, KY.—American in-
dustrial technology has produced an
economy and standard of living unmatched
in history. It also has produced one of
today’s most depressing problems: junk.

The discarded products of auto
technology, rusting and decaying, smother
the land and threaten our health. And the
avalanche of waste is growing.

At present, Kentucky depends on in-
cinerators and landfills to dispose of solid
waste, says Frank Groschelle, ad-
ministrator of the Kentucky Program
Development Office (KPDO).

‘“There are problems,” he says, “but I
feel confident that improved means of
dealing with the problems will be forth-
coming in the near future.

Those improved methods could come out
of Spindletop Research, near Lexington,

'where research is well under way.

In the next 30 years the U. S. will produce
10 million tons of junk, and it becomes
obivious that to keep mankind from
drowning in his own refuse, something
must be done, and soon.

One i solution is to turn the junk
into usable products. Several colleges,
supported by Federal grants, are ex-
perimenting with that idea.

Louisiana State University scientists, for
example, have found a microorganism that
converts cellulose waste into pure protein.

About 250 pounds of ‘‘bagasse,” the
residue of sugar cane from which the juice
has been removed, yields 50 pounds of
protein for food.

Researchers also hope to convert
newsprint, wood chips, corn stalks, and
other cellulose waste into nutritious
protein.

A scientist at the University of Illinois is
studying a process that could convert food,
paper, and other organic waste into natural
gas for heating, cooking, and lighting.

Since the United States is not alone in the
waste problem, scientists around the world
are seeking ways of refining junk.

In Japan where space always has been a
problem, a machine compresses trash and

garbage into dry, odorless blocks which,
according to the machine’s inventor, can be
used in construction.

A Clemson
University scientist is testing bottles that
melt away a few days after being broken.

Before the end of the century, scientists
expect to harness the power of the
hydrogen bomb in thermonuclear power
plants. The exhaust from such plants could
be used to vaporize waste matter, returning
it to its original elements for re-use.

Rt. 23 North
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Breckinridge Wins Suit
To Halt Fund-Seeking

Attorney General John B. Breckinridge
last Friday won a court injunction for-
bidding use of state employees and
facilities for the solicitation of political
contributions from state employees or from
persons or firms doing business with the
state,

He and Governor Nunn agreed on a

'manent injunction in Franklin circuit
court. Cost of the suit was levied ageinst
Breckinridge.

Breckinridge, who had sought the in-
junction in a suit filed in October, called the
agreed judgment ‘‘another step in the
direction of. . . professionalizing the public
service.”

“With the entry of this judgment,
violators can speedily be brought before the
judge of the Franklin Circuit Court to show
cause why they should not be held in con-
tempt,” Breckinridge said.

Nunn, whose office controls the vast
majority of state employes covered by the
injunction, issued no statement.

The agreed judgment entered by Circuit
Judge Henry Meigs permanently enjoins
Nunn and his department heads from:

“Directly or indirectly using or per-
mitting or authorizing the use of the
property, facilities, services, offices and
telephones of, or paid for by, the Com-
monwealth of Kentucky for the purpose of
soliciting, coercing, encouraging,
- demanding and-or receiving political
contributions for the promotion or aid of
any candidate or political party or political
cause from persons, firms and corporations
engaged or seeking to engage in the sale of
services, supplies, commodities, materials,
equipment and other things of value to the
Commonwealth of Kentucky, and from
persons, firms and corporations holding or
seeking various licenses and-or per-
mits. . .”

“Obtaining or attempting to obtain
money or services by assessment or
coercion from state employes.. . to
promote or aid the candidacy of any person
or any political party or any political
cause.”

In addition, all merit-system employes,
who comprise about 80 per cent of the state
work force, were permanently enjoined
from “directly or indirectly, paying or
promising to pay any assessment for
political purposes, or from soliciting or
taking any part in soliciting for any
political assessment or services.

Most, if not all, the acts listed are also
violations of the state’s criminal laws.
However, there have been few, if any,
criminal charges filed for political
soliciting even though it has been a political
fact of life in Frankfort for years.

1;1 ct, the refusal of a Franklin county

jury last fall to investigate reports of
solicltations was cited by Breckinridge asa
reason for imposing a civil injunction.

Breckinridge’s suit followed disclosure
last October that three Finance Depart-
ment aides, John Moesser, Claude Razor
and Clayton Martin, had solicited
Republican campaign funds by phone
during regular working hours.

The Courier-Journal learned that a
number of businessmen and contractors
doing business with the state were asked to
send contributions to the GOP at Post
Office Box 478, Frankfort. At the time, the
box was assigned to the state director of
purchases, N. B. McCubbin.

Two Department of Natural Resources
officials said McCubbin’s superior, Deputy
Finance Commissioner Lawrence E. Forgy
Jr., had arranged use of an office in their
department by Moesser and Razor. A
Natural Resources Department aide,
Robert Stopher, also took part. Forgy
denied knowledge of the arrangement.
