Gayheart, VanHoose 
Recaptured Monday 
After 30-Hour Hunt 
Two of four men who last Sunday mor­

ning slugged John Burchett, 60-year-old 
turnkey, and fled the county jail remained 
at large Tuesday noon, despite one of the 
most intensive manhunts ever staged in trnt 
county. 

Two of the four-Ronald Gayheart, 20, 
Cliff, and Frankie Van Hoose, 24, of Pain;a. 
ville-were captured late Monday after­
noon by Prestonsburg Policemen Sam Hale 
and Girven Waddle. 

Remaining as the object of a search 
extending from the Prestonsburg area 
downriver to Auxier are Harrison Reed, 27, 
of Hueysville, and Wayne Lycans, 49, of 
Huntington, W. Va. 

All four men are considered dangerous, 
state police said. They effected their escape 
at 11 a.m. Sunday after the top of the cage 
in which they were held had been unbolted, 
permitting them to climb out into the main 
part of the jail. There, said Larry Howard, 
a prisoner who was in the walkway outside 
the cell, they seized him, jabbed him in the 
side with a sharp object which he was told 
was a knife, and forced him to ac­
company them to the outside door and call 
for the turnkey. 

Howard said that as Burchett turned the 
key he yelled, "They've got a knife!" The 
four rushed the door, one struck Burchett 
on the head with a sock believed to have 
been filled with nuts taken from the cell-top 
bolts, then raced downstairs and took to the 
hillside overlooking the courthouse section 
of town. 

Burchett was not badly hurt but did not 
recover from the lilow in time to halt the 
escape.

Next, the board of education in a special 
meeting last Saturday adopted resolutions 
directing Burchett to take whatever legal 
action that is necessary to recover funds 
allegedly lost through increased cost of 
construction and higher bond interest 
rates.

Martin Men Sue Two 
Ky. Education Groups 

Three Martin residents who Monday 
dismissed a suit filed in the Floyd circuit 
court against the Floyd County Board of 
Education in connection with its plan to 
build a consolidated high school at Eastern, 
the same day filed in Franklin circuit court 
an action to require the state Board of 
Education and the state Department of 
Education to withdraw their approval of 
the new school. 

Named as defendants in the new suit filed 
by Everett Akers, J. R. Key and Frank 
Salisbury were Wendell P. Butler, 
superintendent of public instruction, and 
the two state education agencies. 

Their complaint asked that state ap­
proval be withdrawn for construction of 
any high school in Floyd county that does 
not comply with the state's own rules and 
regulations, particularlv its rule that a new 

school must have an enrollment of at least 
500 pupils. 

Plaintiffs contend that the Floyd County 
Board of Education cannot bring 500 
students to the proposed new school at 
Eastern without transporting pupils from 
Martin, and that such action would be in 
contempt of a 1939 Floyd circuit court 
judgment requiring the county board to 
maintain a high school at Martin. 

The new suit was filed as the Aug. 20 date 
neared for selling the $650,000 bond issue to 
build the new school. It also asked that the 
state be enjoined from allocating any state 
Minimum Foundation funds for the Eastern 
high school, which would be designed to 
serve students from the Martin district as 
well as from Maytown, Garrett and 
Wayland. 

The beginning of work on the local flood 
protection project at Martin and vicinity 
has, with the appropriation by the Senate 
Committee on Appropriations last week of 
$300,000 for the work, been assured in a 
matter of months. 

The same amount had earlier been voted 
by the House, assuring the project funding 
in this amount. The $300,000 thus ap­
propriated is twice the amount requested 
by the Bureau of the Budget. 

Acquisition of easements by the fiscal 
court must be made before actual con­
struction can be begun. The entire project, 
which will extend from a point near the 
confluence of Right and Left Beaver 
Creeks, upstream from the town of Martin, 
to the vicinity of Clark Branch, between 
Martin and Allen, will involve an ex­
penditure of more than $1 million. 

The appropriation for the often flood­
ravaged community was a part of the giant 
$5.2 billion public works bill approved by 
the Senate committee. The committee, of 
which U.S. Senator John Sherman Cooper 
is a member, also voted $9000,000 to start 
construction of the Paintsville Reservoir. 
Cooper, who made a special effort to get the 
Johnson county project into the bill, said he 
would ask Senate conferees to insist that 
the funds be left in an agreed House-Senate 
version of the appropriations bill. 

The Paintsville reservoir will be created 
by an earthen dam across Paint Creek, and 
it will extend into neighboring Morgan 
county. It will have 92 square miles of 
drainage area, with flood control its 
primary purpose. 

Other Kentucky projects voted ap­
propriations: 

Kehoe Reservoir on the Little Sandy 
River near Grayson, Ky., $200,000 for 
planning. 

Laurel River Reservoir on the Laurel 
River in Whitley and Laurel counties, $4.3 
million for construction. 

Carr Fork Reservoir on the Kentucky 
River near Hazard and Whitesburg, $6.5 
million for construction. 

Cave Run Reservoir on the Lickh.g River 
in Bath and Rowan counties, $6.4 million for 
construction. 

Falmouth Reservoir, on the Licking 
River near Falmouth, $50,000 for planning. 

Fishtrap Reservoir on the Big Sandy 
River near Pikeville. $1.6 million to com­
plete construction. 

Green River Reservoir, on the Green 26 
miles above Greensburg, $1.6 million to 
complete construction. 

Yatesville Reservoir on the Big Sandy in 
Lawrence County, $75,000 for planning. 

Frankfort floodwall, $314,000 for con­
struction. 

The bill's total, which has not been

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1After Perry, State Looks Toward 
Johnson, Martin, Knott Truckers 

Engagement Announced 

Frankfort, Ky.-The State of Kentucky is 
moving on a broad front to stop the heavy 
damage being done to roads by overweight 
trucks. 

Magoffin county, and the next target areas 
were in Johnson, Martin and Knott coun­
ties. 

State and county officials conferred in 
Louisville, and it was decided to invoke the 
maximum $500 fines in Jefferson county in 
an effort to curb overweight sand and 
gravel trucks there. 

Initial court action is now focusing on 
Eastern and Central Kentucky, but suits 
will be filed in Western Kentucky if 
dangerous conditions develop there, Alex 
Mcintyre Jr., commissioner of Motor 
Transportation, said. 

Meanwhile, at Paintsville, the case of 
four coal truck drivers accused of violating 
load limits was referred to the Johnson 
county grand jury after a jury in 
magistrate's court was unable to reach a 
verdict. 

Highway Department attorneys, with an 
eye on overloaded coal trucks in Perry and 
Brepthitt counties, filed the first suit in 
Perry.

Dr. Doran in Eastern Address 
Points to 'Ironies' of the Age 

F~TASSEMBLYOFGOD 
West Prestonsburg, Ky. 

Richmond, Ky.-While the present is an 
age of irony, it belongs nevertheless to 
those living it, said Dr. Adron Doran, 
president of Morehead State University, in 
an address at Eastern Kentucky University 
recent summer commencement exercises. 

Dr. Doran cited the following "ironies": 
-The granting of the vote and other 

equal civil liberties and responsibilities to 
18-year-olds on the one hand, and the in­
sistence that they be only listeners on the 
other. 

- ~ requirement of college ROTC 
courses on the one hand, and exemption by 
the Supreme Court from the selective 
service system because of "moral and 
ethical objections to war" on the other. 

-The investment of "great sums of 
money, time and effort creating a 
laboratory for leadership training" on the 
one hand, and the permitting of the 
"revolutionary to make a shambles out of 
the plant, the program and the system" on 
the other. 

-The proposition that a college is an 
"academic community of scholars" on the 
one hand, and the resorting by students to 
"the law of the jungle" to achieve their way 
on the other. 

-The insistence by parents that the 
university teach their sons and daughters 
obedience on the one hand, when the home 
and the lower educational systems have not 
done so for the past 12 years on the other. 

Despite the ironies of modern times, Dr. 
Doran urged that the past be "defined as a 
time for those who lived" and the present 
"as a time for us. What we do with the time 
that is allotted to us will determine the 
status and welfare of the succeeding

affect plaintiffs' right to sue to prevent the 
board from transporting pupils outside the 
Martin city limits. 

The new suit was attacked on the grounds 
that Judge Stephenson had already handed 
down an opinion to the effect that the board 
had a right to build the school at Eastern 
and that this judgment had been affirmed 
by the Court of Appeals. 

Judge Stephenson set an "evidentiary 
hearing" for 9a.m. Monday for the purpose 
of determining whether the suit referred to 
was filed in good faith or was an attempt to 
circumvent the judgement previously 
entered and further delay the sale of bonds. 
The purpose of the hearing, as set out by 
Judge Stephenson's order, also was to 
determine the financial loss to the board of 
education, if the bond sale is further 
delayed, and whether or not the plaintiffs 
and their attorney should be liable for the 
financial loss to the board. 

Necessity of the hearing was removed 
when plaintiffs dismissed the action. 

The board's resolution directing action 
against those responsible for added costs 
pointed out that the plan to construct the 
school at Eastern has been delayed almost 
two years by litigation and that the delay 
has cost the taxpayers of the county 
"several hundred dollars." 

The board's suit may be filed late this 
week, or early next. Amount to be sought 
was not stated, but it was said the total may 
be $:l00,000 or more. 

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark 
commented on the proposed action: 

"Surely these people were told by their 
legal counsel that, under certain cir­
cumstances, they could be held ac­
countable for money lost to the Floyd 
county taxpayers. The Board of Education 
is in unanimous agreement with the idea 
that they have an obligation to recover the 
hundreds of thousands of dollars from those 
who directly caused the loss. Out of con­
sideration for the taxpayers, the board had 
no other choice."

two men was armed, and Gayheart had lost 
his shoes during his 30-hour flight. They 
were captured as they walked along the 
railroad between Dickeytown and Auxier . 

The search continues for Lycans and 
Reed. The captured Gayheart said the four 
split up Sunday night, but he refused to tell 
officers the whereabouts of the others. One 
report said residents of Bayes Branch saw 
all four walking toward US 23, Sunday 
night. Officers have been flooded with 
reports, some of which have hampered the 
search. 

Lycans, one of the two still sought, was 
brought to the jail here for safekeeping 
from Pike county where he had een held 
on an armed robbery charge and where he 
had participated in one jailbreak. He was 
accused of robbing the Dotson Grocery at 
Belfry. 

Reed was being held in jail here without 
bond after his arrest several weeks ago on 
charges of attempted murder and at­
tempted rape of 83-year-{)ld Anna Salyers, 
near Hueysville. 

Gayheart, one of those recaptured, faces 
a federal charge as having transported a 
stolen auto across state lines, and Van 
Hoose had been brought to the jail here 
from Johnson county, where he faces a 
variety of counts. 

Jailer Lawrence Hale said the four men 
had at least one confederate in the break. 
He said the bolts to the top of their cage 
were secured by nuts which screwed onto 
the outside of the cell-top and that these 
could not have been removed except by 
some person equipped with a wrench and 
working atop the cell. No wrench has been 
found. 

Hale charged Albert Chaffins, 20, of 
Wayland, with aiding and assisting in the 
break. Chaffins, who had been held in jail 
on a minor offense, was a trusty, and he 
gained his release from jail Sunday mor­
ning by paying the remainder due on his 
fine, which was $21. 

Asked when he was returned to jail 
Sunday afternoon by Deputy Sheriffs Virgil 
Conn and Grady Skeans where he got the 
money with which he paid his fine, Chaffins 
said he won it in a poker game. He denied 
having any connection with the break. 

Jailer Hale said he has sealed off the cell 
from which the four fled and will have the 
cell-top fingerprinted ty state police. 

Sunday's was Gayheart's second 
jailbreak here in two months and the 
second time within a year that Burchett 
had been slugged in a break attempt.

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that I act properly," Judge Mann con­
tinued.

Highway Commissioner Goss did not 
view the failure to obtain a restraining 
order as a serious setback in the state's 
drive against overweight coal trucks.

An $18 million major improvement plan 
for the development of Pikeville, providing 
for rerouting of a railroad, a national high­
way and a river, has been prepared through 
a federally financed research study, and 
the city has been advised to begin 
preliminary work toward implementing the 
plan. 

Robert A. Podesta, Assistant Secretary 
of Commerce for Economic Development, 
made the announcement with the com­
pletion of "Phase III-The Comprehensive 
Plan," of the study prepared for the 
Economic Development Administration, 
U.S. Department of Commerce.

Principal recommendations of the two 
year study, made by Michael Baker, Jr., 
Inc., of Rochester, Pa. and Jackson, Miss. 
are: 1 

1. Excavation of an "(}pen cut" in Peach 
Orchard mountain in the city as a right~f­
way to reroute the Levisa Fork of the Big 
Sandy River, the Chesapeake and Ohio 
Railroad and U.S. Highway 23 from their 
existing routes through Pikeville. 

2. Re-use of the existing river bed and 
railroad right~f-way in Pikeville for urban 
renewal, commercial and residential 
projects. 

3. Redevelopment of a local loading yard 
and car storage area, possibly in Island 
Creek valley. 

The city of Pikeville had requested the 
study in an effort to develop additional 
economic growth. Because of geographic 
conditions, the land area suitable for in­
dustrial growth in the city is limited, 
thereby promoting the recommendation to 
reroute the river, railroad and highway and 
to convert their existing rights~f-way to 
other uses. 

Financing the major construction must 
depend upon local, state and federal high­
way programs and funds from various 
other public programs. 

The 61-acre downtown urban renewal 
project, to include the central business 
district and a portion of Pikeville College, is 
to be developed under the Federal Model 
Cities Program. 

As a preliminary step toward approval of 
the project, the study recommends that the 
City of Pikeville ( 1) revise its zoning or­
dinance to reflect provision for high density 
development; ( 2) prepare a detailed 
engineering storm drainage and sanitary 
sewer plan to implement current 
deficiencies and future expansion; ( 3) 
initiate a thorough market analyses to 
outline existing and future commercial and 
industrial activities; ( 4) establish a 
systematic code compliance program to 
preclude future blight or deterioration; ( 5) 
contingent upon appropriate legislation, 
lease air rights over all public institutions 
to alleviate the critical land shortage; and 
(6) promote and sell the "Pikeville Plan" 
through the use of brochures and the 
various news media.

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Co-op Plans Increased 
Pollution Control 

East Kentucky Power Cooperative is 
taking steps to spend nearly $5 million in 
the next three years for additional pollution 
control devices at its two coal fired steam 
generating stations, according to H. L. 
Spurlock, general manager of the Win­
chester cooperative. 

Of the $5.6 million earmarked for the 
project, $2.4 million will be spent at the 
John Sherman Cooper Station at Burnside 
and $3.1 million at the William C. Dale 
Plant at Ford in Clark county. The money is 
a result of a loan approved recenUy by the 
Rural Electrification Administration. 

At the time the plants were constructed, 
the most modern type of pollution control 
devices available were installed. But now, 
through scientific research, more effective 
equipment-an electrostatic precipitator­
has been developed. After installation in 
the plants, nearly 100 per cent of the fly ash 
'will be eliminated.

Spotting smaller tactical weapons such 
a& rubber bands requires more practice, 
drivers say, but can be mastered in time. 

Other drivers believe the real secret of 
"survival" on the bus is the ability to spot 
trouble before it happens. 

"You learn to watch their eyes," one 
driver said. "I can look a kid in the eye and 
know in a minute if he has a paper wad to 
throw. You can spot it in his eyes."

Social Security Is Not 
Merely for the Elderly, 
Office Manager Says 

Social security is for younger families 
and workers, too, according to Daryl E. 
Ratliff, manager of the Pikeville Social 
Security district office. 

Ratliff stated that a recent survey 
disclosed that approximately 69 per cent of 
younger workers surveyed looked on social 
security primarily as a program for older 
people, and were not aware that they had a 
current protection under the program too in 
case of their disability or death. 

"It often happens that in the case of the 
death of a younger worker his social 
security is the most valuable single asset 
that he leaves his family," Ratliff stated. 
He went on to point out that in case of death, 
survivors benefits for a widow and two 
children range from a minimwn of $96 a 
month to about $434 a month, with an 
average of pbout $292 per month. "This can 
add up to a lot of money, particulary if the 
children are quite young," Ratliff stated. 
He went on to state that some 3 million 
surviving children and widowed mothers 
get social security each month. 

Ratliff stressed further that if the worker 
becomes disabled social security can help 
provide support for both the worker and his 
family, with benefits ranging from a 
rninimwn of $96 a month to a maximwn of 
$434 a month, with an average of about $273 
a month. 

"Some 21h million disabled workers and 
their dependents receive benefits each 
month," Ratliff stated.

Bill should make certain their Certification 
of Attendance cards are returned to the 
Veterans Administration immediately. J. 
G. Ratliff, director of the VA Regional 
Office in Louisville, explained that unless 
the cards are returned veterans cannot be 
paid the educational money for their last 
month of training. Neither can they be paid 
for their first month of training when they 
return to school this fall.

Certificate of Eligibility to contact the VA

WHEREAS, we, the officers of B.E.S.T. (Build Eastern School 
Today) Citizens, an organization of concerned persons of the Right 
Beaver Creek area formed to assist in obtaining the above­
mentioned consolidated high school, are meeting in executive 
session Thursday evening, the 13th day of August, 1970, at Wayland, 
Kentucky, and 

WHEREAS, this organization is congnizant of the fact that the 
young people of the Right Beaver Creek area have long needed a 
consolidated high school to meet their educational needs, and 

WHEREAS, B.E.S.T. Citizens is also aware that Floyd County 
Superintendent Charles Clark and other members of the Floyd 
County Board of Education have tried valiantly to bring about the 
construction of such a high school, and 

WHEREAS, such a high school is to be built at a centrally 
located, above flood level site, almost equally distant from the two 
farthest points from which students would attend, and on a site 
chosen by a impartial but knowledgeable group from Frankfort and 
not by anyone from any one or more of the communities from which 
students at such high school would be enrolled or from the com­
munity in which the school is to be built, and 

WHEREAS, the members of B.E.S.T. Citizens wish to live 
peaceably with their neighbors in all the communities involved­
namely, Wayland, Gar rett, Maytown, and Martin-but they also 
wish to secure the best education possible for their young people, and 

WHEREAS, they are aware that numerous obstacles have been 
knowingly placed in the way of construction of said high school, l 
costing the taxpayers of Floyd County in the neighborhood of 
$500,000 and costing the young people of Right Beaver Creek ap­
proximately two years' delay in receiving the needed educational 
facilities that such a consolidated high school would provide; 
therefore, be it 

RESOLVED, that we, the officers of B. E.S. T. Citizens, extend 
to Superintendent Clark and the Floyd County Board of Education 
our full vote of confidence in what has already been done by them in 
attempting to have this school constructed and in whatever legal 
move or moves might become necessary in the future to bring about 
construction of the afore-mentioned high school, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution be presented to 
Superintendent Clark to be read at the next Floyd County Board of 
Education meeting and that a copy be sent to the FLOYD COUNTY 
TIMES for publication in order that the people of Floyd County may 
know that this organization is whole-heartedly for construction of the 
consolidated high school at Eastern and is also whole-heartedly 
behind Superintendent Clark and the Floyd County Board of 
Education in such an endeavor.
