Kentucky is to have one of the most 
modern freshwater fish hatcheries in the 
nation, the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources says. 

Under the tenus of a contract awarded 
last week by the state departments of 
Finance and Fish and Wildlife Resources, 
work will start within the next few days on 
the $2 million-dollar-plus facility to be 
located below Cave Run dam, near 
Morehead. The first-phase contract, 
amounting to slighUy more than $1,300,000, 
has been awarded to the K. A. Barker 
Construction Company, of Louisville. 
Under tenus of the contract the first phase 
work must be completed by March 12, 1972. 

Minor Clark, commissioner of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife Resour­
ces, in announcing the Barker contract 
award, said a contract for second phase 
work will be let this summer

nwnber of lakes. Where there is murky to 
muddy water and the lake is fairly stable 
and quiet good black bass catches are being 
made. 

But back to the jig fishing method. It was 
brought about many years ago in 
Herrington Lake when fishermen were 
reluctant to give up fishing even when the 
waters of the lake became muddy and cold. 
Reports say the native fishermen observed 
big bass lolling in the shallow waters, near 
the edge of the lake, even when the water 
was murky or muddy. 

They reasoned the fish were obtaining 
some sort of food from this area. They were 
right. Worms, nightcrawlers mostly, were 
being gobbled up as they were washed into 
the edge of the water. 

What to do then? Nothing but offer the 
fish what they were feeding on. 

This was done by casting the night­
crawler, fashioned below a bobber, into the 
waters. It was not successful because the 
splash of the cast spooked the fish . 

It was reasonable then to arrange this 
same bait onto a pole and line where it 
could be eased into the shallow waters from 
the bank. This was it. The big bass blasted 
the offering, and jig fishing was born. 

Many refinements have been added down 
through the years. The rigs have been 
improved and it was found that fewer fish 
were spooked if a boat was sculled 
noiselessly along the bank and the bait 
lowered and jiffed up and down in the in­
viting areas. Also, the boat provided more 
fishable shoreline than could be had by 
walking the banks. 

Back in the early days it was night­
crawlers almost exclusively for the jig 
fisherman . Later he found that large 
minnows jigged about four feet deep even 
in dingy or clear water would produce good 
results. 

Then came the artificial nightcrawler 
and now some fishermen rely on the ar­
tificials exclusively while some believe in 
using a mixture of the live and the artificial 
nightcrawlers. 

"There's one group of jig fishermen who 
have devised a potent lure . They use a 
dollfly with a pork rind attached. Others 
use spring lizards, both live and artificial, 
and some use a bait fashioned from a large 
hook and a gob of guinea feathers. Any of 
the methods will produce fish and big ones. 

And, for your information, now is the 
ideal time for jig fishing. It can pay off 
handsomely, either in daylight hours or at 
night.

WEST LIBERTY, KY.-When the Paint 
Creek Reservoir in Johnson county 
becomes a reality and that county has a 
park to add to the resort network of the 
Kentucky Department of Parks, the region 
will have much to offer to out~f.,state 

tourists as well as Kentuckians. 
It has much to offer now, but continued 

research by historians, including the Young 
Historians Club of the county, will reveal 
more of a region where each hill and 
stream, each rock cliff and cave and each 
oldtimer have a story to tell. 

One of the most idyllic periods of the 
section embracing Paint Creek and the Big 
Sandy is the time of the Indian when the red 
man and his white brothers were at peace. 
The idyllic life along Paint Creek and the 
Big Sandy was interrupted when southern 
Cherokees and Creeks waged war with the 
Shawnees, Illinois, Delawares and 
Wyandots, but for many moons the life of 
the Indians who hunted and camped in the 
region was peaceful. 

Came the days when ice on the creeks 
grew thin and white fields of snow walked 
northward to make room for the Moon of 
Buds (April). Forests took on a yellow­
green hue and lower growing foliage turned 
white with blossoms. Red bushes became 
bright torches as the noon sun passed over, 
and young braves and warriors left the 
fires of their fathers to walk woodland 
paths to meet an Indian maid. 

On Paint Creek they carried their colors 
and with them created pictures on bark of 
trees, on the tree trunks, rock walls and 
inside caves. 

The pictures and the tints that ran from 
the colors into the creek named the stream 
that flows through Johnson and a short 
distance into Morgan county. 

In Johnson and Morgan counties pioneers 
returned home from hunts in the woods 
with tales of strange pictures painted on 
trees and of tomahawks embedded in forks 
of trees. Occasionally, a young pioneer 
returned home with an Indian bride. 

For the red man, life was guided by 
nature and the Great Spirit. When the Moon 
of Buds ended, the breezes blew warm and 
the Moon of Flowers (May) came upon the 
land. The bear and buffalo were hunted but 
not so much as deer and turkey brought 
from the dark forests and fish from the 
sparkling waters of Paint Creek and the 
steam of many names-the Big Sandy. 

While the time of peace was upon the 
land, tribes traveled all the way from the 
Oniagara (Niagara River) and the Nae-me­
si-Sip-u (Mississippi River) to hunt in the 
fields and mountains of Kentucky. Just as 
the different tribes had different names for 
the same stream, each tribe had a name for 
the land that would be Kentucky. 

To the Shawnees, Kentucky was Kan­
tuck~ (Head of the River) as the Big 
Sandy was Mich-e-(!ho-be-ka-sepe (Big 
Medicine River or River of Great Mystery) 
and sometimes called Methotosepe (lliver 
of Many Buffaloes). 

Some tribes of the Iroquois called Ken­
tucky "Kentake," meaning the place of 
Meadows. One of their names for the Big 
Sandy was Seestayeandawa, or Fire River, 
because natural gas escaped through 
cracks in the earth and burned with an 
eternal flame. To the Miamis the river was 
Wepepoconecepwe. 

excavated and valuable artifacts 
recovered. 

Johnson county was ac;lmitted to the 
commonwealth in 1843, formed from parts 
of Floyd, Morgan and Lawrence counties. 
The county was named for Richard Mentor 
Johnson, vice president of the U. S. 

When Johnson was a baby, his cradle was 
set afire by an arrow during an Indian 
attack on Bryan's Station near Lexington. 
His sister smothered the blaze and saved 
the life of her young brother. Johnson 
gained fame as an Indian fighter and was 
said to have killed the great Chief 
Tecumseh in the Battle of the Themes in 
1813. 

The Paint Creek Indians and those on the 
Big Sandy and its Tug and Levisa (Louisa) 
Forks had a great culture. Their signs and 
paintings should be researched and copied, 
and their stories and legends collected. 
Together with the pioneers and early 
settlements, the findings will provide a 
valuable historical backdrop to a future 
state park.
