This is the guestion appearing on the

ballot which burley growers will use to vote
in the referendum May 4. A ‘‘yes” vote by
two-thirds of those voting will mean that
‘marketing quotas and price supports will
‘be in effect for the next three years. Failure
to give the referendum approval will
remove marketing quotas and the
‘protection of price supports.

The Floyd county balloting will be at the
ASC office here, from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. There
are 39 burley growers in this county, but the
fact that growers’ wives and others sharing
in their tobacco crops are eligible to vote
brings to approximately 80 the number who
may vote here. g

Burley growers will be voting on whether
they want a program, or no program at all.
U. S. Senator John Sherman Cooper is
among those who have been urging every
grower to vote and to cast his ballot in favor
of marketing quotas.

. The acreage control program under
‘which farmers have been producing burley
' has failed to keep supplies in line with
demand. Congress has amended the burley
marketing law where-by poundage quotas
have replaced the acreage system.
In addition to the change from production

Completion Seen Next Summer

Charles E. Rogers, job superintendent
for the James N. Gray Construction Co.,
contractor on the five-story, 150-bed
Highlands Hospital near Auxier, said this
week that construction is now 40 per cent
complete, that progress is on schedule after
a slow start and that completion may be
expected next summer.

To the current work force of 60 men 20
other workers will be added within the next
few days, he said.

First work on the $5,395,000 hospital

tacility was done in bad weather, and

earthmoving, foundation work and con-
struction of the basement ate up time. This

included the moving of 65,000 cubic yards of -

earth for filling the hospital site and the
construction of conicrete piles to a depth of
60-50 feet to bedrock. In all, 380 piles, each
designed to bear 45 tons of weight, were
poured in clusters of three.

The basement alone will contain the
hospital kitchen, cafeteria, central
sterilizing space, an outpatient eclinic,
boilers and electrical equipment, eentral
storage and a morgue and autopsy room.

All this is not visible from the ground
level. Above it will rise four floors, and the

structure is designed so that three ad-

ditional floors may be built without in-
terrupting operation of the hospital.

Union Members

Contempt proceedings instituted by the

$600,000

Goebel Warns

Of Higher Rates
To Water Users

The mounting attack on those factors
which pollute the enviroment will almost
inevitably saddle Prestonsburg with the
major part of the $600,000 cost of a secon-
dary sewage treatment plant, William O.
Goebel, chairman of the Municipal Water &
Gas Commission, said this week.

Prestonsburg, along with several other
municipalities in the Ohio River valley
watershed, have been threatened with fines
of $1000 a day if they do not initiate con-
struction of the required sewage treatment
facilities by July of next year and complete
them by 1975. Mr. Goebel said that Bell
Engineers, Lexington, has told Prestons-
burg officials the construction work will be
forced on the city.

Mr. Goebel said the highest rate of
financial assistance now available on the
project from any agency of the federal
government is 40 per cent. That would
leave Prestonsburg saddled with $360,000 of
the estimated total cost.

It would also mean, according to Bell
Engineers, an increase of the monthly
sewer charge per customer from 70 cents to
approximately $1.50. Goebel said water
rates would necessarily be increased ap-
proximately 25 per cent.

The secondary sewage treatment plant
cost would be borne by the approximately
1400 water consumers of the Prestonsburg
system.

Prestonsburg’s primary sewage freat-
ment plant is only six or seven years old.
But already it is, in the eyes of the Water
Pollution Commission, obsolete.

Goebel said he thinks it is important that
the people here know the situation and be
aware of the fact that this is not some
distant emergency but one that is virtually
at hand.

“We're not against the fight on pollution,
hut we think those who are working for

Mental Health
Tells Situwation
On Examinations

The request made on Jailer Lawrence
Hale that he take mentally disturbed
prisoners from the jail for examination
does not arise from unwillingness of
Mountain Mental Health-Mental Retar-
dation personnel to visit the patients at the
jail but from the legal requirement that
they be personally examined by a doctor
before commitment to a hospital.

So, in effect, Richard Gallaher of the
mental health program explains the
situation which has given rise to the report
that mental health personnel have refused
to visit the jail.

“In short,” Mr. Gallaher said, “‘the
situation is this: The patient is in the jail,
the doctor is in his office or at the hospital.
The doctor says he is busy and asks that the
patient be brought to him. Two doctors
must sign the commitment, and they
cannot legally do so on the basis of findings
made by us.”

Jailer Hale has refused to take mentally
ill prisoners across town, holding thatitisa
dangerous procedure and that the safest
way of handling them is for them to be
examined at the jail. X

Gallaher said the program’s pyschiatrist
examines patients at the jail on his twice-a-
month visits here. He added that no sanity
hearing has been held here since the Mental
Health Program has been in operation.

“These hearings are held at the request
of the patient, and we hold that if a patient
is able to ask for such an examination he
can be treated at home and does not need
treatment in a mental hospital.”

Jailer Hale said one patient now in jail is
in need of help.

CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, ON
JANUARY 1ST, FOR 1971, AND A FUR-
THER LEVY OF POLL TAX OF ONE
DOLLAR AND FIFTY CENTS ($1.50) ON
EACH MALE PERSON OVER THE AGE
OF 21 YEARS AND UNDER THE AGE OF
65 YEARS RESIDING WITHIN THE
CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, ON
JANUARY 1ST, 1971, WITH CERTAIN
STATUTORY EXEMPTIONS.

WHEREAS, it is necessary in order to
provide the revenue required for general
purposes of the City’s government, in-
cluding general expenses of the City, but
not limited to general health, sanitation,
maintenance of streets, operation of parks
and other necessary and indispensable
services, affecting the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky, that a tax be levied upon
all property, both real and personal, having
a tax situs in the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the total Budget for all such
expenses for general purposes during the

ar of 1971 in said City is in the amount of
¥363 448.00 and the %udget’s source of
revenue for 1971, includes an estimated
amount of $110, 600 00 to be derived from
such property taxes and without such
amount to be derived from such property
taxes, the revenue required for such
general purposes would be insufficient.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED
BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PRESTONS-
BURG, KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. A tax is hereby levied upon

" all property, both real and personal, having

a tax situs in the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, as of January 1, 1971, for general
purposes, including general expenses of the
City. All monies received hereunder shall
be paid to the City Treasurer of Prestons-
burg and placed in the credit of a general
fund of the City and shall be used in a
defraying current and incidental expenses
of said government. The tax hereby is
levied as follows:

A. The sum of thirty cents (30c) for each
one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of all
real and personal property located within
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as of
January 1, 1971,

B. A poll tax of $1.50 on each male person
over the age of 21 years and under the age
of 65 years, residing within the City of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, on January 1,
1971, excepting those persons exempt from
tax under KRS 92.300 (3) and KRS 142.020.

SECTION 2. The property taxes and poll
taxes for the year of 1971 shall become due
and payable on October 1, 1971, by which
date tax notices shall have been mailed
each taxpayer, and all taxes paid prior to
November 1, 1971, shall be allowed a
discount of 2 per cent; all property and poll
taxes for the year 1971 becoming due and
payable on November 1, 1971.

SECTION 3. All taxpayers who do not pay
the tax herein levied prior to January 1,
1972, shall be required to pay a penalty of 6
per cent of the amount of the tax in addition
to the tax levied herein.

SECTION 4. All taxpayers who do not pay
the tax herein levied on or before the 1st
day of April, 1972, shall be required to pay a
penalty of 25 per cent of the amount of the
tax in addition to the tax levied herein.

SECTION 5. The Delinquent Tax
Collector is hereby authorized to advertise
for sale in a newspaper having a general
circulation in Floyd County, Kentucky, all
delinquent taxes orrreal property placed in
his hands for collection and the charge for
stich advertising shall be added to the
amount of the tax bill.

SECTION 6. All Ordinances or parts of
Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed, and this Ordinance shall take
effect as of the date of adoption and
publication as required by law.

SECTION 7. The provisions of this Or-
dinance are separable, and if any of the
provisions or penalties provided herein
shall be held invalid or unconstitutional by
any court of competent jurisdiction, such
decision of the court will not affect or im-
pair any other section, clause, provision or
portion of the Ordinance which is not in
itself invalid or unconstitutional. DATED:

Does Fertilization Help Lake?

Study Shows More, Bigger Fish

Whether it’s the result of fertilization or
not, the fish population at Dewey Lake last
year stood at a record high with 26,638 fish
per acre—an increase of 20,989 fish per acre
over the preceding year.

Game fish increased from 710 per acre in
1969 to 820 in 1970, and panfish (crappie and
bluegill) exploded from 818 in ‘69 to 5926
last year.

These figures are a part of the report
made by B. D. Laflin, head fishery
biologist, Kentucky Division of Fisheries,
on the basis of population studies of three
coves comprising 6.2 acres of Dewey
Lake’s total 1100-acre expanse.

The fish population at the lake, the report
points out, has fluctuated from year to
year. But data compiled by Fisheries
personnel shows an increase in numbers
and poundage of the fish population and
that twice as many harvestable fish were
taken last year as in 1967 when the fer-
tilization program began.

Although the report does not arrive at
any definite conclusions as to the fer-
tilization program, it does note that since
institution of the program the fishing
pressure at the lake has doubled and the

catch has more than doubled. “It seems
logical,” Lafflin said in his report, “that as
the fishing pressure increases the catch per
unit would decrease; however, the opposite
proved true. ..”

In 1968, the year after fertilization began,
640 channel catfish were harvested, but the
next year the number jumped to 4115, and
last year 6213 of these fish were caught.
This species is native to the lake, and none
has never been added by stocking. Black
and yellow bullhead catfish were caught at
Dewey last year for the first time since
1966.

The report points out that the only
significant change in the largemouth
situation there was the increase in
fingerlings, starting with 64 per acre in 1964
and increasing to 127 in 1965 and last year
jumping to 531. Although only six har-
vestable (keeper-size) bass were taken per
acre last year, this was the greatest
number recorded for any one year.

(No figures were given for white bass in
1970. Muddy water in the headwaters
spawning grounds during the spring and
seining of Johns Creek upstream from the
pool water are blamed by many for what
apparently is a sharp decrease in this
species. One seine was reported full of

white bass last week in the Pike county
section of the stream. This report was
received by Floyd conservation officers,
three days after the seine was found. Pike
conservation officers reportedly have given
the stream little attention.)

Harvestable panfish have increased
since fertilization—from 23 per acre in 1967
to 99 in 1968, 107 in 1969 and 197 last year.
And the weight of these fish per acre has
increased steadily during these years—
from 3.9 pounds in 1967 to 17.2 pounds the
following year and 31.6 pounds last year.

The population studies at the lake will
continue this year, and so will fertilization.
Three hundred thirty-four bags of fertilizer
will be introduced to the water on five
occasions this year—on June 9 and 23, July
14 and 28 and August 18. The three
population studies are scheduled for May

250 Dlsadvanlaged

The state Personnel Department .is
preparing to apply for federal funds to train
some 250 disadvantaged persons for
‘“public service careers’ in state govern-
ment,

Under the plan, the U. S. Department of
Labor would provide at least $550,000 for
orientation, counseling and follow-up
services to the disadvantaged for a wide
range of jobs with the state.

Governor Nunn, who recently gave the
long-considered program a boost with a
memo to state agency heads urging their
support in supplying jobs, said that state
government has a tremendous need for
such a program which will “employ and
train disadvantaged citizens, including
veterans from Vietnam who are in serious
need of employment.”

The funds will also be used to upgrade
skills of present employes, the governor
said.

The 250 new employes would fill existing
vacancies funded under existing agency
budgets,

The state’s application for federal funds
is due to be submitted to the Department of
Labor about May 1.

State, Engineers Agree
On Red River Dam Question

The state and the U. 8. Army Corps of
Engineers have reached agreement on the
site and the resulting water level of the
controversial Red River Dam in Powell
county, paving the way for the start of
construction next year.

The question of water level of the dam’s
reservoir was resolved on a compromise
basis which sets the seasonal water level at
703 feet above mean sea level, and its flood-
control level at 759 feet. :

The dam will be located on the North
Fork of the Red River, about a mile and a
half above the junction of the river’s North
Fork with the Middle Fork. This is about a
mile northeast of the Mountain Parkway.

The site is 5.2 miles downstream from a
site chosen earlier by the Corps of
Engineers. The original dam site was
dropped after conservationists protested it
would flood parts of the scenic Red River
gorge in Powell, Menifee and Wolfe
counties and would damage the area’s
natural beauty and wildlife.

Governor Nunn, who sided with the
conservationists and whose influence was
instrumental in provoking the site change

said the new site “will effectively protect
the unique environmental features, save
the most attractive and scenic areas,
provide needed flood protection and meet
the water supply needs for Kentucky's
Bluegrass area for decades to come.”

Construction of the dam is expected to be
finished in 1975 or 1976, at an estimated cost
of $19 million.

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School Boards Association Holds
Strikes and Sanctions ‘Improper’

The Kentucky School Boards Association
(KSBA) this week released a ‘“‘Beliefs and
Policies’’ statement outlining the
organization’s position on a variety of
issues, including school disruptions,
student drug use, state aid to non-public

schools, and extra pay for outstanding

teachers. .

“Strikes, sanctions, boycotts, demon-
strations, work stoppages or other
disruptive actions which interfere with the
orderly functioning of the public schools
are improper procedures,” says KSBA,
adding that no group has “the legal or
moral right to engage in acts or practices
which jeopardize the right of students to
receive an education.”

The association also calls on state and
local groups to “alert adults, children and
youth to the health hazards inherent in the
misuse of narcotics, hallucinatory agents,
tobacco, alcohol and other drugs.”

While supporting the right of churches
and other private groups to operate their
own schools, the school boards association
maintains that ‘“‘public funds should not be

used to support any privately operated
schools.” _

KSBA also advocates modification of the
“single salary schedule’ concept of
teacher pay, which requires that all
teachers with the same training and ex-
perience in a school district receive the
same pay, regardless of ability. Instead,
the association believes ‘‘extra com-
pensation should be provided for those
teachers demonstrating outstanding
proficiency in the profession.”

Legislation requiring collective
bargaining between school employee
unions and school boards is opposed by
KSBA, which instead proposes ‘‘voluntary
efforts assited by improved com-
munications, information, education and
understanding’’ to resolve differences
between school employees and elected
boards.

The school board organization also calls
for an elected state board of education,
which would appoint a state superintendent
of public instruction. Presently, the state
superintendent is elected, and the state
board is appointed by the governor.

KSBA further proposes that local
property assessment officials be placed
under the state merit system.

Another policy of the association calls for
school curriculums tailored to the “‘needs,
ability, and cultural and socio-economic
background” of each student, and ex-
presses the belief “that the public school
should serve as a laboratory where
children may experience democratic
living, and where good citizenship is taught
and practiced.”

The association urges the cooperation of
lay and professional organizations in
working to improve the state’s public

*schools, and encourages ‘‘continuous re-

study and re-evaluation of the Foundation
Program for Education in order to continue
to improve the effectiveness of the school
program.”

The KSBA statement contends that “‘our
public schools will keep America strong
and free if our society will keep our public
schools free and strong.” It further holds
that “‘our public schools belong to all the
people, are supported by the people, and
should be designed to carry out the wishes
of the people for the education of children
and youth.”

According to KSBA President Scott C.
Detrick of Louisville, the ‘“‘Beliefs and
Policies” are based on resolutions passed
by the association’s membership, together
with revisions approved at the KSBA state
convention in Louisville last month.

The association, which has its state of-
fices in Lexington, represents 193 of
Kentucky’s 194 public boards of education.

Rural Housing Aid by OEO
Needed, Kentuckians Testify

(In The Courier-Journal)

One work crew pitched in 25 cents a man
to buy paint when the supply ran short.

n such small ways, the successes of an
East Kentucky rural housing program are

. partly measured, a congressional com-
‘mittee was told last week.

. Other indications of its impact, witnesses
testified, are a married couple in their 80s
spending a warm winter in a rebuilt house,
and on nearly every house involved in the
project, a repaired front porch.

“There are so many houses that people
have a hard time getting into because the
steps are gone and the porch is rotted, and
if there is anything these mountain people
enjoy, it is their front porch,” Jim Hun-
saker, who directs work crews in the
told the House
Education and Labor Committee.

The committee is considering the future
of the federal anti-poverty program and of
the U. S. Office of Economie Opportunity
(OEO), the federal anti-poverty agency.

OEO funds help pay the workers in the
home repair program run by the Eastern
Kentucky Housing Development Corp. in

~Leslie, Knott, Perry and Leteher counties,

four of the state’s poorest. (The official
unemployment rate in Leslie is 33.6 per
cent.)

Other federal funds help buy the

‘materials. Houses of welfare recipients are

eligible for repairs in the pilot program.

Mrs. Pat Gish, the corporation’s director,
said that while about 1,200 houses in the
four counties have been repaired since the
project began nearly three years ago, at
that rate “‘it would take us 25 years to take
care of all the substandard housing in our
four counties.”

About half the housing is classed by the
Census Bureau as deteriorating or
dilapidated, she said. She urged that more
federal funds be made available for the
program.

Officials of OEQ-aided rural housing
progams in North Carolina, Massachusetts
and Wisconsin also said the needs for rural
housing aren’t being met.

They particularly complained that the
Farmers Home Administration, which
makes low-cost loans for repairs, lacks
adequate staff to process loan applications,

although the agency has funds for loans
that aren’t being used. They also charged
that the Federal Housing Administration
isn’t oriented toward rural problems.

Kentucky Rep. Carl D. Perkins, the
committee’s chairman and a resident of
Knott county, agreed that federal efforts
are inadequate.

“Rural areas are being overlooked as far
as housing is concerned,” he said. “We've
been trying to do something about this for
years.”

He urged the witnesses to collaborate in
suggesting new approaches for federal
progams.

Most of the men who work in the Ken-
fucky program were unemployed coal
miners in their 50s who lacked other skills.

“I have got men on my crews that, when
they first started working, to even talk to
them about cutting a stairway and a set of
steps would scare them to death,” said
Hunsaker.

“Now most of them know how to cut
rafters, stairways and steps. They really
take pride in showing you what they can do
and (they) say, ‘Look what I done.”

AND

FRANKFORT, KY.—Crappie, despite
recent cold, blowy days, already are
moving into the shallower waters of the
lakes and their spawning forays cannot be
too far off.

Water temperatures have advanced into
the fifties, especially in the shallow water
sections, and this has induced the crappie to
head toward the spawning grounds
although as yet they have not visited them.
When the temperatures hit the 60-degree
mark in the tributaries then they’ll move
in, there to deposit their eggs and, at the
same time, provide fishermen with ex-
cellent sport for a three-to four-week
period.

This spawning movement occurs in all
lakes, in streams and actually in ponds in
the early spring. In the deeper lakes,
however, this is not so evident as it is, for
instance, in Kentucky Lake which is known
as the Crappie Capital of the World during
the “run.” j

Sure, the crappie will be caught in great
numbers in other lakes. Many will be taken
from Lake Cumberland from ‘right in the
top” of the partly submerged willow
bushes. They’ll be caught at three to four
feet deep.

In other lakes they’ll be taken in the same
manner, but often at depths of 8 to 10 feet
around fallen treetops or under debris that
has congregated in the inlets and bays.
When taken in this manner the crappie are
staging their spawing ‘‘run,” but it is not as
evident as it is in Kentucky Lake.

There is no mistaking the ‘“run” in the
gigantic impoundment. It has more acres
of shallow water than any other lake and
the shallow water is sprinkled with a
growth of small trees and bushes and
shrubs. The water in those areas may be
only one or two feet deep.

At Kentucky the crappie will move right
into the shallow water to deposit their eggs.
They’ll be in there, coming and going, for a
period of three weeks if the weather is
favorable. And they’ll be caught by cane
pole fishermen who dabble a minnow,
roughly a foot below a sinker, right in
among the stickups, as close as a foot to the
shoreline.

When the crappie are not spooked by
flashing waves brought on by high winds or
boating activities, they’ll be caught there
throughout the day. This type fishing is so
evident there can be no mistaking the
crappie “run’’ at Kentucky Lake.

But all fishermen do not use that method
there. Many will use a plunker, behind
which is fastened a do-jig on a three-foot
leader. Flashing the do-jig through the
water, over and around stickups in the
deeper areas, can easily bring to beat the -
daily limit of 60 crappie, maybe in one

“Western Kentucky Crappie Festival.”

places state incinerators under new

operating requirements.

At its regular meeting Tuesday, the
Commission also asked Gov. Louie B. Nunn
to spur Ohio and West Virginia into
cleaning the air near Ashland, granted a
permit to the major source of particulate
emissions in Northern Kentucky and levied
the maximum civil penalty against the City
of Falmouth.

The revision combines two regulations
dealing with incinerators and teepee
burners. Teepee burners primarily burn
wood and wood by-products.

According to Frank P. Partee, technical
director of the KAPCC, the change was
necessitated because some incinerators
were technically efficient units but were
outside construction requirements of the
old regulation.

Partee said the new regulation would add
flexibility and remove legal entanglements
involved in granting exemptions to units
which met performance but not con-
struction specifications.

Due to objections raised by the wood
industry at a March 30 public hearing, the
proposed regulation was amended to ac-

_ Air Pollution Commission
~ Adopts Incinerator Rules

Ashland Interstate Abatement Conference,
the commission will ask Governor Nunn to
request that governors of Ohio and West
Virginia speed up their efforts to reduce air
pollution in the tristate area. The con-
sultation was called by the federal En-
vironmental Protection Agency to deter-
mine if the three states had met recom-
mendations of the 1968 Federal Abatement
Conference. i

The KAPCC had objected to the meeting
because it inferred that Kentucky had
failed to meet its obligations. The federal
agency can usurp state powers if a state
fails to implement federal requirements.

At the consultation, Partee said Ken-
tucky was well along toward meeting
federal requirements. Testimony
documented voluntary compliance from
industry resulting in a reduction of par-
ticulate emissions of almost 4700 tons a
year in the Ashland area.

The KAPCC granted Interlake, Inc.,
Newport Works a permit to operate. In-
terlake presently produces 89 per cent of
the particulate emissions in the Northern
Kentucky area. The permit is conditional in
that Interlake must complete a $2,212,000
baghouse by December. The baghouse will
be capable of removing 99 per cent of the

particles.

The maximum civil penalty of $1000 a day
for nine separate days of violations of a
cease and desist order was issued against
the city of Falmouth. Falmouth officials
failed to appear at a March 17 hearing on
charges of open burning. The KAPCC
granted the city the right to appeal to the
clean-air body.

In other action the commission:

Ratified nine permits to construct and 16
permits to operate an air contaminant
source. Included was Field Packing Co. of
Owensboro which was brought to public
hearing by citizen intervention. An
exemption was granted until control
equipment can be installed. Temporary
equipment will reduce three-fourths of the
present emissions.

The KAPCC granted Kentucky Utilities a
permit to construct a 500,000 megawatt
power generating station near Ghent.
Operative in 1974, the plant will be one of
the largest in the state. Particulates willl be
controlled by electrostatic precipitators.
Space has been provided for future control
of sulfur oxides.

Denied four operational permits. These
applications may be resubmitted with
improved control procedures.

Heard recommendations for state
legislation necessitated by the new federal
Clean Air Act.

The next commission meeting is set for
May 18.
