The new $65,800 addition to the library was made possible by an annual grant 
from the KentuckJ Department of Libraries in a state amortization plan initiated by 
Gov. Louie B. Nunn. Such grants are for new construction only and do not provide 
funds for library operation. The addition provides facilities for art exhibits and has 
the most modern audio-visual equipment for stereo listening. Stereo tapes, 
phonograph recordings and famous art prints will be available on loan.

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Jury Drum 
To Be Used 
By Courts 
Police Court Here 
To Begin Jury Pay 
At July Sessions 

The Prestonsburg police court will begin 
the use of a jury drum and pay those ser· 
ving on its juries, beginning next month, 
and the Floyd quarterly court will return at 
the same time to the use of the jury drum, it 
was announced this week. 

Police Judge D. E. Blackburn said the 
policy of paying jurors was influenced by a 
Court of Appeals decision in which it noted 
thal persons summoned for jury service 
without pay might refuse service. Other­
wise, the high court affirmed the ruling of 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley in dismissing 
the appeal from police court conviction, of 
Henry Clifton. Clifton maintained that trial 
by unpaid jurors whose names were not 
drawn from a jury drum was liD• 

constitutional. 
Beginning with the July 1 court session, 

persons summoned by mail by the city 
clerk will be required to serve. Refusal will 
be met by contempt of court charges. Sucb 
jurors will be paid $5 per day for their 
service, and their period of service may 
cover an entire month. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo said the 
fiscal court will be asked to budget funds 
for the payment of quarterly court juries 
and that jurors' names will be drawn from 
a jury drum for July court sessions. 

Judge Blackburn said police court will 
probably have two sessions a montb 
because of the heavy caseload. One of tbe 
cases slated for trial is that of Clifton, tbe 
appellant in the Court of Appeals case, who 
is charged with speeding.

To Drown in '71 

Floyd county's first drowning of the yUI' 
was recorded last Thursday when Claude 
IIU~~~· 4S of West Van Lear, drowned 
in ohns ereek, below Dewey Dam. 

The Johnson county man drowned be­
tween 1 and 2 a.m., artd his body was 
recovered by the Floyd County Emergency 
and Rescue Squad at 4: 25 the following 
afternoon. Baldridge is believed to have 
fallen into the stream, approximately 300 
yards below the spillway of the dam. His 
body was found where it had lodged bet­
ween two rocks, some 1,200 feet farther 
dQ..wnstream. 

A 16-year-old boy, son of Mrs. Margaret 
Mullett, told rescue workers Baldridge had 
called for him to set him across the stream 
in his boat and that while he was baling 
water from the boat he beard a splash, then 
Baldridge's call for help. He said he ran 
toward the water but heard no further 
sound. 

The Rescue Squad was assisted in 
locating the body by U. S. Corps of 
Engineers damtenders who reduced the 
flow of water from Dewey Lake through the 
dam and into the stream below. 

The victim was a son of Mrs. Florence 
Bevins, of West Van Lear, and the iate Tom 
Baldridge.

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True Conservation Means 
Compassion For Life 

By RUFUS M. REED 

One of the most freqently used sayings 
concerning Christ's ministry was, "He had 
compassion on the people." Compassion is 
one of the finest attributes of human nature 
and it means "to have a deep feeling of pity 
or sympathy for the sufferings of others," 
and this applies as well to the animal 
kingdom, as the Indians call~ wild 
animals "our lesser brothers." They 
seldom killed any wild animal except when 
needed for food. 

In the past we have had too much wanton 
slaughter of our wildlife, so that today 
many species have become alanningly 
scarce. Some men-and boys, too-when 
they go to the woods with a gWl seem to 
have an itchy, trigger fmger and have a 
desire to shoot almost anything that moves. 
No greater mistake can be made than this 
reckless slaughter of wildlife. 

My good friend, Lee Pennington, with 
whom I have been associated for some time 
in an official capacity (Lee is secretary of 
our Kentucky State Poetry Society, of 
which I am the treasurer) is a famed poet 
and author of several books, as well as 
being a professor in a college at Louisville. 
Lee tells a story recently that is almost 
heartrending and shows how thoughtless 
acts of cruelty often bring Wltold agony to 
innocent wild creatures. Lee and a yoWlg 
man were walking through the woods and 
this yoWlg fellow had a yen to shoot almost 
anything he might see along the way. He 
wanted to shoot the birds but Lee got 
possession of his rifle and reprimanded him 
sharply for wanting to kill birds. But it 
seems the thoughtless young man just had 
to shoot something that day. He had never 
been taught the horror of cruelty to wild 
life. Suddenly he turned to Lee and ex­
claimed: "Give me the rifle! I want to 
shoot a snake!" He fairly snatched the rifle 
out of Lee's hands, took aim at something in 
the weeds and fired! Then he ran on down 
the trail laughing, as if he had just done a 
deed that was fine and manly. Lee began to 
search in the weeds to see what kind of 
snake the yoWlg man had shot. But it 
wasn't a snake. He had shot a large toad, 
and Lee saw it sitting there bleeding, with 
the agony of death upon it. And here is 
where his compassion took over. Lee 
picked up the dying toad and held it in his 
hand, wishing there was some way to help 
it, to try to save its life. He knew the toad 
loved life the same as he but here it was 
dying from the cruel act of a thoughtless 
yoWlg man. As Lee held the toad in his 
hand, he suddenly saw a tear roll out of its 
eye; the tear fell down on his hand and then 
death claimed its victim. 

I have another good friend, G. Evans, 
who was once an avid killer of wild 
animals, but of late years has become an 
ardent conservationist and now refuses to 
kill anything unless it is a poisonous snake.

top of a tall hickory and watch their bodies 
hurtle earthward and thud upon the groWld. 

One morning in early September, he got 
his faithful shotgun and slipped into the 
woods to watch for squirrels. He could 
always tell when squirrels were "cutting on 
hickory nuts" by hearing the pieces of shell 
raining down through the leaves. Often he 
could hear the screech of their teeth on the 
hard shells as they cut through to get the 
sweet kernels. 

He fmally approached a tall, shagbark 
hickory and began to hear the shell 
fragments raining down through the 
leaves; he then knew there were squirrela 
up there cutting on the nuts. He sat down, 
loaded up his shotgWl and began to watch. 
Presently he saw three plump squirrels 
cutting on the nuts high in the tree. He lifted 
his shotgWl and drew a careful bead. Out 
tumbled one of the squirrels. Quickly, he 
loaded up and shot another squirrel out. He 
loaded again but couldn't see the third 
squirrel. "I'll soon get you, buster!" he told 
himself, as he remained hidden. In a few 
menutes he began to hear the sound of a 
squirrel's claws on the bark of the hickory 
and, looking sharply, he discovered the 
squirrel coming down the trWlk of the tree, 
head first. It wasn't more than 40 feet 
distant from him when it stopped on the 
trWlk and began to look aroWld for its 
would-be killer. Evans thought, "If I shoot 
it at this close range, I'll tear its body up so 
badly it won't be fit to eat. So I'll just shoot 
its head off! " 

When he lifted his gun to shoot the 
squirrel, it didn't try to escape but just sat 
there looking at him in wonderment. As he 
went to press the trigger, the squirrel 
suddenly lifted its forepaw and put it over 
its face and eyes. Evans never pressed the 
trigger.

Today conservation without com­
passion is a hollow mockery.

Jesse Stuart, my longtime writer-friend, 
once had an experience that changed his 
life completely and turned him into an 
ardent conservationist. He has probably 
saved more wild life than any other man in 
Eastern Kentucky. Once some hWlters 
came on his land to shoot the mourning 
doves nesting in the pines near the barn. 
Later, Mr. Stuart found one of the doves at 
the barn and it had been blinded by shots; it 
was desperately trying to reach its com­
panions calling to it from the pines, but 
would fly up only to collide with some ob­
ject. After that Jesse vowed there would be 
no more dove shooting on his farm. Here 
was true compassion for innocent wild life. 

There is one difference between the 
hWlting of the white man and that of the 
Indian: the Indian killed only when he had 
to do so to get food; the white man kills for 
sport, which seems to hark back to some 
savage impulse brought down from 
primitive ancestors.

Summer-Long Jump Fishing 
Usually when the first day of summer 

arrives, fishermen are busying themselves 
with jump fishing for white and black bass, 
aeparately or combined. 

It's about this date each year that the 
early spawn of gizzard and threadfin shad 
have reached the size preferred by the 
foraging fish as tempting meals. This also 
is the time for these shad to school up in 
great droves to roam over the lakes by the 
thousands. 

At the same time, the black bass and 
white bass are lurking in the deeper water, 
watching and waiting, until the shad drove 
comes their way. Their attack may come 
while the shad are far beneath the surface, 
or while they are near the top of the water. 

If the charge occurs when the minnows 
are deep, the fisherman will know nothing 
about it. The battle between the forage fish 
and the forager occurs unnoticed by 
anyone. Usually, however, the attack will 
become so fierce and so intense in the 
depths that the shad will be forced to the 
upper layers of the water . The splashing 
dashing and darting so instigated does not 
escape the fisherman's eyes. 

When he sees the water being churned as 
the feeding fish often dart completely out of 
the water in chasing the shad, the fisherman 
knows that this is what he is looking for . He 
knows also that a well placed lure, in the 
midst of this aggravated water, will more 
than likely yield a good black or white bass. 

Once the jumps have been detected, the 
fisherman should maneuver his boat until 
he is within about 30 yards of the churning 
water, cut off his motor and start casting. 
The lure should be allowed to sink just a bit 
beyond the jumps and then retrieved 
quickly right through the area where the 
action is. 

The bothered bass; bent on a bountiful 
meal, will attack anything that resembles a 
shad, especially a crippled one. Perhaps, 
he figures to have an easier time catching a 
"meal" that is incapacitated.

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Domed Cities or Doomed Cities? 
Atmospheric Sciences Research Center has predicted thai as 

many as 10,000 persons will in 1980, nine years from this date, die in 
an air pollution disaster in a metropolitan center of this country. 

The same research center has predicted that by 1990- only 19 
years hence- the United States will have domed cities, that the 
residents of these cities will wear masks when they leave the 
security of that under-glass existence, and that when they do venture 
outside it will be into a world devoid of all animal and plant life. 

That's the nightmare of air pollution. 
From the moment that a raindrop reaches the earth from its 

place of purification in the airy spaces above, it becomes con­
taminated. Human excrement, industrial wastes, chemicals, 
components of a soil saturated with poisons, extend beyond the city, 
or even the village. Streams, lakes, even the oceans, are dying. 
Seafoods contaminated by certain substances - _mercury, for one­
already are unsafe for human consumption. The delicate balance of 
nature is disturbed and, many believe, is nearing the point of 
collapse. 

That is water pollution and its inhereilt horrors. 
On the hopeful side is the possibility that a massive effort to stay 

· the hand of the Destroyer may be mounted. Perhaps as many 
billions as have been spent on Vietnam can clear the air and clean 
the water again. 

But will we keep them clean? 
Transportation - mainly, motor vehicles - is the great air 

pollutant. According to data relased by the federal government, 86 
m-illion tons of pollution a year are created by this portion of modern 
America. Industry is the No. 2 polluter with 25 million tons of im­
purities cast into the atmosphere every year. Power plants come 
next with 20 million tons, and so on. 

Something can be done- if people care enough to pay the price. 
Crankcase exhausts can be piped back into the motors of cars 

and trucks and reburned, but crankcase and engine changes 
necessary will add $100 or more to the cost of that new car. 

Tailpipe exhausts can be whipped, we are told, by some 90 
changes in the engine, carburetor and distributor of the vehicle. But 
that will add another $200, or more, to the price tag. 

High octane gasoline can be produced without lead, and lead is 
the villain in motor vehicle pollution. But this gasoline will cost the 
car-owner two cents a gallon more and get him there no faster. 

Low-sulphur coal took the smoke out of the "Smoky City," 
Pittsburgh, and it will help elsewhere. But that will add to heat and 
power bi Its. 

The phosphorus and nitrogen that go into those detergents we 
use can be eliminated. But you hit a billion-dollar industry there, and 
there are jobs to be considered, payrolls to be cherished. These 

" detergents create algae, the algae decomposes, uses up oxygen in 
the water anq destroys its cc:pabil ity of supporting marine life. · 

Pesticides permeate the soil, run off into streams, kill fish, 
threaten birds and other wildlife with extinction. Even in the distant 
Arctic DDT is present in penguins these days. The shells of the eggs 
of wildfowl become so thin because of DDT that they cannot be 
hatched. This way lies extinction of a wonderful world that we have 
been lucky enough to have. But to toss aside the pesticides witt make 
control of insects and other pests more difficult.

A BALANCE OF 
TOURISTS DEFICIT 

TOKYO (AP)-Japan had 565,345 foreign 
visitors in the fiscal year ending March 31 
while about 936,000 Japanese traveled 
abroad in the same period, a government 
report said. 

A blueprint for improving economic 
conditions in Eastern Kentucky was 
presented to the House Committee on 
Education and Labor last week by Dr. 
Charles E. Barnhart, dean of the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Testifying during a committee hearing at 
the request of Representative Carl D. 
Perkins, Barnhart said: 

"Historically, Appalachia has had a low 
tax-base, and thls is reflected in the 
educational and recreational facilities and 
services in the area." To overcome this 
long standing condition and to provide job 
opportunities for the unemployed and 
partly unemployed, Barnhart said, "a 
north-south four lane highway through the 
area is needed-one that would connect 
intra-state routes to the north and north­
west with I-81, near Bristol, Virginia." 

"The 86 per cent increase in receipts of 
Kentucky business firms that serve 
travelers and tourists is proof that Ken­
tucky mountains, lakes, streams and 
forests are popular vacation spots· but . ' tour1sm lags behind because of the inac-
cessibility of this mountain area." 

"If Eastern Kentucky is developed into a 
playground for Midwesterners, businesses 
and job opportunities would follow.

In addition to pointing out the economic 
aid that tourism and recreation would bring 
Eastern Kentucky, Barnhart said, "A 
comprehensive, long range development 
plan is needed. It should include secondary 
as well as primary roads, which make it 
easy for a vacationer to get to scenic and 
historical spots. This plan should also in­
clude: 

1. Modern waste disposal systems. 
2. The expansion of existing water 

systems and new ones. 
3. Standards for new developments and 

ordinances to guide and direct the use of 
land and other resources. 

4.. The reclamation of strip mined areas." 
"Moving people out of Eastern Kentucky 

and other low-income areas is not the 
solution. Job opportunities, a larger tax­
base, more houses, and more businesses 
within the area is the tonic Eastern Ken­
tucky needs."

To Retire, July 1 

MINOR CLARK 

Minor Clark announced last week he will 
resign as commissioner of the state 
Department of Fish and Wildlife Resour­
ces, effective July 1, after 13 years and one 
month at that post. 

The resignation, because of ill health, 
was contained in a letter to commission 
chairman, Dr. Robert Webb. 

J. T. Cox, formerly assistant com­
missioner, will serve as interim com­
missioner until the post can be per­
manently filled. 

Clark served longer than any other man 
at the wildlife post. He was involved in fish 
and wildlife work for 35 years, having 
joined the state agency in 1936. In 1940 he 
was placed in charge of the department's 
Fisheries section, and after a Navy hitch 
returned to become superintendent of 
Fisheries in 1946. 

Clark was promoted to assistant com­
missioner in 1952 and served at that post 
until 1958. He became acting commissioner 
during the illness of Commissioner Earl 
Wallace, and was appointed commissioner 
in August, 1958. 

A native of Shelby County, Clark 
graduated from Eastern Kentucky State 
College and did graduate work at Western 
Kentucky State College and the University 
of Kentucky. He taught school in Shelby 
County before joining the state. 

Clark said ill health is the sole reason for 
his resignation and that he will be available 
at all times to serve the department in any 
manner possible.

Road Deaths Drop 
Noted in Kentucky 

Acc:ording to a recently released study by 
the National Safety Council, Kentucky 
ranked 21st among 32 states nationwide 
reporting a drop in traffic deaths during 
the first three months of 1971. 

The study showed Kentucky's fatality 
rate to be seven per cent below the total 
reported for the same period just one year 
earlier. Delaware, with a 64 per cent 
reduction, led the list of all states credited 
with a declining death rate. 

Among six states neighboring Kentucky, 
only Ohio with an 11 per cent decline bet­
tered the figure attributed to the Bluegrass 
State. Virginia reported a drop of four per 
cent while an increased number of deaths 
were reported for Indiana, Illinois, 
Missouri and Tennessee. Figures from 
West Virginia were incomplete. 

Nationwide, the number of motor vehicle 
deaths reported during the first quarter 
1971 totaled 11,220 as compared with a 
March 1970 total of 11,580.

'l'he ABC News special, "Alcoholism: Out 
of lhe Shadows," Saturday, June 26, 4-5 
p.m., provides a first-<>f-its-kind look at this 
problem as it affects the lives of the vast 
majority of those afflicted, the family-type, 
middle-class, often young people whose 
Jives have been nearly destroyed by this 
progressive disease. 

Hosted by ABC News special 
correspondent Frank Reynolds' and 
written and produced by James Benjamin, 
the program was filmed principally in 
Rochester, N. Y. It focuses on the candid 
revelations, of a group of now-sober 
alcoholics who agreed to appear on the 
program in the hope that their stories 
might help others to find help as they did. 

In a unique television format, these 
several individuals will not be shown in tl}e 
shadow or "back-<>f-the-head" shots most 
often employed in dealing with such per­
sonal problems, but will face the cameras 
and relate their experiences openly. 

The city of Rochester was selected for 
"Alcoholism: Out of the Shadows," for two 
major reasons. It is a fairly typical middle­
sized American city, and it has adopted a 
progressive attitude toward alcoholism-to 
reach alcoholics early-which has resulted 
in successful treatment for numerous 
alcoh_plics, many of them in their twenties 
and thirties.
