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Kentucky Has the Brains—

But Something Else Is Lacking

In neighboring Knott county $20 million is being spent on the
Carr’s Fork Reservoir which could become a8 miniature Dead Sea
because of acid poliution from a multiplicity of strip and auger
mines in its watershed. Some knowledgeable observers doubt that it
will ever support aquatic life. Others are more hopeful. Few are

optimistic.

But one Corps of Engineers spokesman sights the bluebird. If this
deadly water acidity does exist there, says he, ‘| feel that there are
enough brains in this state to do something about it.”

Some Kentuckians, however, between bows acknowledging such
high regard of their mental resources, are pessimistic enough to

ask:

“Do something about it—when?’’

Almost a year ago, this newspaper published a story pointing to
the danger of mercury contamination of Kentucky Lake. This
danger became apparent, even at this considerable distance, when
we learned that Pickwick Reservoir was then so heavily polluted by
mercury that its fish were unsafe for human consumption. Because
‘Kentucky Lake is an impoundment of the Tennessee River, as Pick-
wick is, because it is downstream from Pickwick, and because
fraces of mercury already had been found in the Tennessee, below
Kentucky Dam, we were naive enough that long ago to wonder how
Kentucky Lake itself could escape the same pollution.

We even wasted a telephone call on Frankfort. No information
pointing to such pollution of the lake, we were told.

Last Sunday, the story hit the newspapers—not through any
agency of state government but from a federal source which thought
the public is entitied to know when a threat to the public health and
safety exists. Kentucky Lake is so heavily polluted by mercury that
its fish may not be eaten with safety. The danger line was reached
last December—nine months ago.

These facts about a spot distant from Eastern Kentucky are
recited to show that “enough brains’’ do not provide the full answer

to these problems.

It is true, of course, that Kentucky can’t be blamed for the mer
cury in the lake—it came from Alabama (which, believe it or not, is
upstream on the oxbow-loop-bending Tennessee as it flows back
north in a sweep from the South)—but Kentucky, “‘with enough
brains to do something,”’ should have been aware of the danger and
should have cared enough about its own citizens, if not others, to
alert them to the threat.

In this case, the state of Alabama, loyal above all else to its in-
dustrial interests, did nothing until it had lost an investment of
millions of dollars in Pickwick Reservoir and incalculable millions
more in future years as fishermen, tourists and others leave Pick-
wick and its docks and shores deserted.

Kentucky, as blindly

loyal to coal

interests,

is matching

_ﬁlfbama‘s folly, and the federal government is a partner in the
foolishness. Streams and lakes are fair game, wherever there is a bit
of coal to be recovered. Across the state line, a few miles in Virginia,
Pound Reservoir already is dead, a victim of mine-acid waters.
Dewey Lake in this county, Fishtrap in Pike and Buckhorn in
Breathitt are known to be threatened with the same fate.
It is true that Kenfucky has the brains. But will those who have
both the brains and the authority use either, or both—and when?
~  Does anybody in Frankfort—in the state Health Department, the
Department of Fish & Wildlife Resources, the Water Pollution
Commission, or any of several other agencies whose names would
_indicate they might be interested—know, for instance, the degree of
acidity of the water in Dewey Lake?
“We're keeping an eye on if,”" was the last bit of reassurance this
newspaper received when it pointed to the danger at Dewey.

How many are watching? One department or division of state
government has to do with turgidity of the water, another with coal
" dust, another with stripped-land reclamation, another with this,
another with that. (Try telephoning or writing any of these about a

. given situation and see how quickly you learn you should have

" contacted somebody else!)

- Nobody wants to kill off payrolls and the industries which

produce them. Sure, a full meal for children is more important than

a day’s fishing or boating. But we maintain all these are important.
Clean air and pure water are basic needs for life itself.

We have an idea that if we use the brains which we allegedly have

and if they are used in consideration of the public welfare as a whole,

. Kentucky can solve its problems. ‘

Tidbits of Kentucky Folklore . . .
“Tradition or Fact?”

For many years 1 have enjoyed listening
in on the conversation of people who are not
supposed to be ignorant but who have
rarely taken an opportunity to check on
such obvious things as plants and animals
and history and geography. Somehow I can
tolerate traditional things in people who
have had no chance at what used to be
called a liberal education; it would be very
unbecoming in me, or in you, to waste too
much effort in trying to break up beliefs
that have lasted a long time, unless those
beliefs were doing humanity some harm.

Elderly ladies who have imagined
themselves great history buffs have
sometimes said, casually, that thirteen
states seceded. Once, before I learned
better, [ asked which ones they were; I got
eleven in fair order and was told that
Kentucky and Missouri also seceded. You
should have seen the lofty look on the dear
old lady’s face when I questioned her in-
clusion of Kentucky in the C. S. A. She
reminded me of the fact that my own town
was the Confederate capital of Kentucky; I
tried to show that this was purely a local,
provisional government. We never got to
Missouri; she knew, I didn’t, and. her looks
implied, I was a Yankee.

Some twenty years ago, after my TID-
BITS had already been running for nearly
fifteen years, I attended a meeting of
several folklore societies in my original
county. A widely-known folklorist from
New York asked me what had ever hap-
pened to Fidelity. Before I could say a
word, a wealthy woman who had spent her
entire life within a dozen miles of the place
told the gentleman that the village had
entirely disappeared, years ago. I felt like a
bad-mannered brat when I'had to say that it
was still there the day before, as 1 had
visited some of my family near there. Did
the lady change her statément and say she
had confused Fidelity with another village
of our native county that had disappeared?
Not she; genuine ladies of knowledge and
social standing do not admit defeat; let

history and geography go hang.

As an outdoor hobbyist I often get put into
my place by even welleducated people.
One rather good observer questioned my
statement that an apple core had five seed
chambers; he said it might have as many
as six or as few as five. In a long life of
devouring apples I have yet to find one with
other than five chambers. Maybe I eat the
wrong sort. Or maybe observation, backed
by books on botany, just doesn’t count.

Many times in this column I have laughed
at the persistence in the belief that the
Bluebird and the Robin are signs of spring.
I must have received a hundred telephone
calls from people who are interested in
birds and usually keep a feeder for them:
“The Robin (or Bluebird) is back.” “Where
has it been?” has become my standard
reply, but I am sure that I rarely convince
even the most intelligent. Anyway, the
people are becoming conscious of birds and
may learn for themselves some facts that
they now ignore.

It has not been many years since a
middle-aged, well-educated woman spoke
of how artificial ice is made: you put the
water into big cans, add ammonia to it,
directly, and the ammonia does its work of
freezing the solid block of ice and
evaporating, all at the same time. What
brought up the subject was a queer taste in
some ice that the lady had bought from the
ice man; she said that some of the am-
monia had failed to evaporate., A half-mile
down the street was, and is, a place that has
made ice for many years, run by some
courteous men who would show, between
calls for the finished product, just how it is
all done. We expect superstitions to grow up
around things long known; somehow it
seems funny when they appear in ex-
planation of common modern inventions.

And then there is the weather, which
belongs to everybody but which is often
shaped more by Grandpap’s pronounce-
ments than by any sensible ovservations.
Aren’t we primitive, sometimes?

Floyd county participants in the “Summer In Medical Sciences”
project sponsored by the Student American Medical Association at
the University of Kentucky Medical Center are Danny Hamilton and
- Joyce Wicker.

Two Floyd county students are spending
eight weeks of their summer at the
University of Kentucky’s Albert B.
Chandler Medical Center learning about,
and working in, health career jobs. They
are:

Joyce Wicker, 16, daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Ed Wicker, of Route 1, Harold,
Kentucky, Betsy Layne high school
student, and Danny Hamilton, 19, graduate
of Betsy Layne, son of Mr. and Mrs. Willie
Hamilton, of Teaberry.

- Commenting on her work in Nursing
Services, Miss Wicker said she “enjoyed
‘helping in nursing and learning about
obstetrics in the (UK) Hospital,” she added

that the “progam helps young people
decide for sure about a worthwhile career
for themselves.”

According to Hamilton, who worked in
the pharmacy of the UK Hospital, he feels
that more youth should investigate the
opportunities of a health care career.

They are taking part in the “Summer in
Medieal Sciences’ seminar conducted by
University of Kentucky medical students
and developed by the ILexington-based
chapter of the Student American Medical
Association (SAMA). In the past two years
52 disadvantaged Kentucky young people
have received orientation and on-the-job
training in health careers at the University
of Kentucky Medical Center.

Dr. Pratt Criticizes Foes

Of Floyd Health Program

(In The Courier-Journal)

A spokesman for the Floyd county
medical community says he once had some
faith in the motives and goals of dissidents
seeking better health care for the poor in
the mountains.

But now Dr. William D. Pratt, president
of the Floyd County Medical Society, says
he and other physicians have been
alienated by such groups as the Eastern
Kentucky Welfare Rights Organization.

Over the past year, the Eastern Kentucky
Welfare Rights Organization has protested
the Floyd County Comprehensive Health
Program, calling it nothing more than a
taxi service for local doctors. And the
Eastern Kentucky welfare group has
termed medical care given by local doctors
to the poor of Floyd county as inadequate.
- Praft said the history of the program has
been misunderstood. He noted that the
comprehensive health effort “was not
initially written as a program to care for
the medically indigent exélusively.”

. Hesaiditwasa “pilo;gl-ogram to see if a
referral system, whereby the patient was
referred from a health outpost to the
private physician, eould work.” :

1t is not the doctors who have failed the
program, but rather the program which
has failed the doctors, according to Pratt.
" Pratt said only in the past year has the
federal Office of Economic Opportunity

':. (OEO) decided that it will fund just

programs that involve federally paid

* physicians, pharmacies and laboratories in

. the outlying areas, where the poor are

fg"located.
~ “The Floyd county program was written

for five years, and I think it should run five

‘years before the issue is decided,” Pratt
said. The program was in its fourth year
when it was recently suspended by the
OEO.

Pratt, a thin, bespectacled young doctor
whose intense feelings about the current
controversy are expressed in sudden
‘emphatic turns of conversation, made the
following assertions about the logal

‘medical community. _

. There is no medical establishment in
Floyd county, but rather three centers of
medical care. “Each center works within.
itself, and there is a minimal amount of
crossreferral between the centers,” he
said.

Floyd county physicians number 22, and
15 of them are less than 40 years of age.
“This is a phenomenal percentage for a
rural county,” Pratt insisted.

Families of most Floyd county
physicians are from the area, and the
doctors themselves have lived in the
mountains ‘‘for several years."”

Pratt, whose family is from nearby Knott

. county, made some charges of his own:

Protest over medical care is the work of a
disaffected few. “Of course, you will
always have a few people who are
dissatisfied with any aspect of life,” Pratt
said. *“This is the case here. Unfortunately,
the people who are dissatisfied are very

- wocal, and this makes dramatic reading.”

The dissidents propose fully staffed, fully
equipped medical outposts, which promp-
ted Pratt to say, “In this era of con-
solidation in all areas, including education,
medicine, etc., I cannot understand why a
governmental program wishes to go back
fo the horse and buggy days of a physician
‘who is remote from any acute care
facilities, and put him in an outpost by

| himself, with only a nurse, a small lab, and

a dispensing pharmacy.”

" Pratt claims the proposal for com-
prehensive outlying clinics would be so
expensive as to be prohibitive. “It would

‘ ' cost not $4 million dollars in four years (as

. the current program has), but rather $4

million in one year.”

~ While arguing that outpost doctors would
be remote from acute care facilities, Pratt
also claimed the dissidents exaggerate the

remoteness of patients from acute care.

“As it stands, no patient has to travel
more than nine miles to see a physician,”
Pratt said, noting that Floyd county’s
three hospitals are located in the northern
(Prestonsburg), central (Martin), and
southern (McDowell) parts of the county.

Responding to the dissidents’ complaints
that local facilities are inadequate, Pratt
said: “Nearly any procedure which can be
performed at any but the largest medical
centers can be done at any of the locations
(Prestonsburg, McDowell or Martin). At
McDowell, there is also a new coronary
care unit with the latest in electronic
monitoring equipment.”

He said some University of Kentucky

"' physicians call the MeDowell unit “more

modern than the one they have at the
university hospital.”

The Eastern Kentucky Welfare Rights
Organization’s hearings, and a subsequent
lawsuit concerning health care for the poor,
brought this reply from Pratt: “Of all the
charges made by patients about the care
they receive where they deemed it to be
poor, upon further investigation, all were
shown to be completely false, and the
charges bordered upon slander. However,
to answer them specifically would be
violating a patient-physician relation-
ship.”

The doctors already have proposed a
compromise outpost system, manned by
nurse-practitioners.

He advocated improved medical
education for the medically indigent. “We
don’t have time to do as much work with
patients as we would like," Pratt told how
one diabetic patient lost a foot from
“whittling around on it at home.”

“Maybe if the physician who originally
saw the man had more time for complete
instructions to the patient about cutting on
himself, it might have been different. We'll
never know,”

Finally, Pratt said many of the com-
plaints made by dissidents have been
“informally” investigated by the local
medical society, He said other eomplaints
were not investigated because the medical,
society received no written complaints
about them.

James Spurlock, a member of Troop 27
sponsored by the Community Methodist
Church here, Richard Harmon, of Troop
143, sponsored by Clark school’'s Parent-
Teacher Association, and Arthur Begley, of
Troop 29, sponsored by the Hazard
Vocational School, are representing the
Lonesome Pine Council, Boy Scouts of
America, at Philmont Scout Ranch in
Cimarron, New Mexico this week.

Lying along the Santa Fe Trail, and
nurturing the vigorous traditions of that
long-abandoned track, Philmont is the
largest camp of its kind in the world.

In 1922-23 Mr. Waite Phillips, developer
of oil properties in the west, bought a third
of a million acres in the vicinity of
Cimarron, New Mexico for a cattle ranch.
Through the mountainous back country he

strung a chain of fishing and hunting camps
for himself and his guests.

Later, recognizing Scouting as an out-
standing boon to the youth of America, Mr.
Phillips in two gifts in 1938 and 1941 gave
more than a third of his domain to the Boy
Scouts.

The Scouts from the Lonesome Pine
Council joined a group of 45 Scouts from
Louisville for the trip. They traveled by
chartered bus, stopping on theé way to visit
the Air Force Academy, Garden of the
Gods, and other points of interest in
Colorado.

With 81 miles of main trails, 23 trail
camps, and hundreds of miles of side trails,
the hiking trips that consume most of the
time of the Scouts at Philmont offer varied
experiences afoot and on horseback.

(Contthued from Page One)
large, from this county, two consumers
chosen by consumer<nembers of the
present board, and that the remaining four
members shall be the State Commissioner
of Health, the dean of the Kentucky Medical
School, the president of Alice Lloyd College
and County Judge Henry Stumbo, or his
designee,

The proposal submitted to the
Washington agencies was tinctured by the
bitterness felt by members of the old board.
It read, in part:

‘““This action taken by the Floyd County
Comprehensive Health Services Board isin
no way to be interpreted as an admission
that this Board, collectively, or its mem-
bers individually, are or have ever been
guilty of any of the charges leveled at it by
the Office of Health Affairs or the Office of
Economic Opportunity, or any other
governmental agency. This action is taken
only because we realize that the
Washington officials have the authority to
defund the program unless we agree to
their demands and indeed have already
decided to do so.

“We would urge the Officé*of Health
Affairs to be less dictatorial and arbitrary
with the Interim Board and to be more
helpful to our successors than they were to
us and above all please remember that the
same noisy groups and individuals who
prompted the confounded charges against
this Board are still in Floyd county and are
still capable of destroying any agency they
cannot control.”

The proposal set the resignation of
present members of the -board of directors
to take effect upon approval of the proposal
by OEO and Health Affairs and the seating
of new board members under the terms of
the agreement. The resolution detailing the
proposal was introduced by Charles Clark,
superintendent of Floyd schools, and was
seconded by Glenn S. Anderson.

Extension Agents
Need Owners’ Help
With Horse Count

This isn’t horse country, but the Floyd
county extension office has been asked by
the U. S. Department of Agriculture to do a
count of all horses that are in the county.

A national horse census is being taken in
connection with the recent outbreak in
Texas of VEE (Venezuelan equine en-
cephalomyelitis, a “‘sleeping sickness” of
horses) as USDA’s effort to protect horses
throughout the country.

Every Floyd county owner of a horse,
mule or pony is being asked to write the
Floyd County Expension office, Prestons-
burg, and report it for this important
national survey.

“VEE doesn’t appear to be a threat in
Kentucky at this time, and we want to keep
it that way,” Dr. Gary Potter, horse
specialist with the UK College of
Agriculture’s Cooperative Extension
Service. ““The quarantine and vaccination
of horses in Texas and surrounding states
seem to have stopped the spead of this
horse disease.

“However, USDA wants to know how
many horses would have to be vaccinated if
VEE should later spread to other states.
For this reason, the Cooperative Extension
Service—represented in each county by
county agents—has been commissioned to
make this count of horses in all counties of
the United States.

“An exact count is important—and the
county totals are needed as soon as
possible,"” Potter emphasizes. “So we're
asking the cooperation of anyone who has
information about the horses in his coun-

Teacher Surplus

Here To Stay?

A state Department of Education official
predicts that Kentucky's teacher surplus
may continue indefinitely.

For the past 10 years, said Dr. Sidney
Simandie, the number of teachers being
graduated has exceeded the number of jobs
available but the surplus was absorbed by
other states.

Simandle, director of the Teacher
Education and Certification Division, said
the state now is producing about 6000
teachers a year for a Kentucky market of
about 2500 jobs.

He said he expects teacher unem-
ployment to be higher this year than last,
with perhaps 1000 teachers being listed on
the state placement list.

“I don’t see much opportunity for it to let
up in the next year or two,” he added.

Simandle said several developments
might ease the state teacher surplus. He
pointed out that a change in Kentucky’s
retirement system soon will allow
teachers with 30 years experience to retire
regardless of age, and he expects many
will, thus opening jobs.

Wanted: Big, Old Kentucky Trees

By DEE GIANNINI

The Big Tree program, launched by the
state Division of Forestry last July, is a
continuing, fluctuating project, according
to division director Ron Schureman.

The program’s aim is to find the largest
tree of each species in Kentucky. To date,
50 species are listed as state champions,
eight of which have been acknowledged as
national champions by the American
Forestry Assn.

““The list is continuously changing as new
trees are added, elbowing out those
previously cited,” said Townley Bergman,
who heads the Big Tree program.

The eight national champions to Ken-
tucky's credit are:

Sassafras—17 feet in circumference,
located on Frederika Street in Owensboro;
a national champion since 1954,

American sycamore—33 feet in cir-
cumference, located on Grassy Lick Creek
in Montgomery county.

Scarlet oak—16 feet 4 inches, located on
Ficklin Road in Montgomery county. This
tree recently replaced the reigning champ
which died on the campus of Swarthmore
College, in Pennsylvania.

Swamp white oak—20 feet 5 inches, found
on the farm of Clifton Landrum in Tomp-
kinsville. Mountain maple—7 feet 8 in-
ches, in Muhlenberg county. Slippery
elm—21 feet 2 inches, in Anderson county.
Blue ash—14 feet 4 inches, located at the
west end of Danville. Pawpaw—3 feet,
located in Henderson county. The usual
breadth of this tree is only several inches.

Kentucky's climate, mineralrich soil
and natural irrigation combine to facilitate
the growth of trees.

In America's central hardwood belt,
Kentucky forests cover 114 million acres—
about 45 per cent of the total land area.

Forested areas occur throughout the
state but are concentrated in the eastern
third and southcentral portions of the
commonwealth.

The Division of Forestry administers
four state forests covering 49,000 acres.

In addition, the division distributes some
10 million tree seedlings from their Ken-
tucky Dam nursery in Gilbertsville and
Morgan county nursery at Woodsbend.

The division works with private land-
owners in management planning and
timber stand improvement through
modern forest-management practices.

Upon request, the department’s
professional foresters will mark timber

Deep Pike Well
Fails To Yield

Gas Pay, Report

Eastern Kentucky'’s hope for a boom in

the natural gas business as a result of deep
drilling suffered at least a temporary
setback recently when a well drilled in Pike
county to a depth of almost 13,000 feet
showed up dry.
. 'The deep exploration was made as a joint
venture of the Weaver Oil and Gas Co.,
Houston, Texas, and the Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Company, leaseholder of a
vast acreage lying in 14 counties of eastern
and southeastern Kentucky.

The Pike county failure, however, is not
expected to end the exploration effort. It
was said here last week that more drilling
will be done—where, it apparently has not
been decided.

Drilling to such depths is done with
rotary drills, One such well costs an
estimated quarter of a million dollars.

The drilling effort followed seismic
testing and geological studies. The new
drilling seeks gas deposits below the
Clinton formation. Two or three wells have
been drilled in this section beyond this
depth but the results are not generally
known. The goal of the Pike county drilling
effort was the Knox formation, which, it is
hoped, will produce a new supply of
Eastern Kentucky gas.

Specific guidelines to assist in Federal
reviews of the equal employment posture of
Government contruction contractors
across the country have been issued by the
Department of Labor.

Air-Dirtiérs Must Be Reported
To Be Stopped, Group Told Here

By MARVAGAY

Complaints of inaction on the part of the
Kentucky Air Pollution ' Control Com-
mission (KAPCC) often result from the
reluctance of local officials and citizens to
report: known violations of KAPCC
regulations.

Speaking at a recent gathering of county
health department sanitarians here, Miles
Smith, a field inspector for the KAPCC,
urged them to report complaints of air
pollution violations quickly to the state
agency.

“If the complaint stays in someone’s
office a few weeks before reaching us the
taxpayer will think we’re doing nothing
except wasting his money,” Smith said.

According to Smith, missing documen-
tation of a violation may mean missing
enforcement of KAPCC regulations. Each
complaint must include the name of the
complainant and the alleged offender, the
time of the alleged offenses, how often they
oceur, what type of pollutant was involved
and what effect the pollutant had on people
or property.

Smith warned that the information must
be correct. “If a case goes to court and any
part of the information is wrong, the judge
may throw us out. That means six to eight
months of wasted preparation.”

Smith said the commission tries to in-

tips don’t carry much weight.

When a violation is observed, the agency
sends a letter to the offender. *‘The first
letter informs them that the operation is in
violation of a KAPCC regulation,”’ Smith
said. That letter is 60 per cent effective in
stopping violations.

Smith said if the first letter is ignored, the
commission sends a follow-up letter which
ups the effectiveness to 85 per cent.

The KAPCC has held hearings and issued
cease-and-desist orders. Crediting the
commission with closing 55 burning dumps,
Smith said the agency's methods are
sometimes time consuming but effective.

Camping, canoeing, hiking — activities
associated with a boy’s growing up—
provided a unique experience for 100
Pike county youths recently at Camp
Shawnee, Boy Scout camp in the upper
Dewey Lake area.

The boys, ages 11-13, came from
economically limited, ‘‘less-chance”
families and homes in Pike county. Many
have had little opportunity for organized
recreation.
 Their week at Camp Shawnee was
provided by Pike county citizens and local
* ‘and state agencies participating in Youth
Outreach, a child welfare pilot project in

juvenile d.ehnquency prevention.

The camp was designed to reach
youngsters in an age group often
overlooked by existing social welfare

programs.

“In addition to offering the boys a good
time, one of the goals of the camp was to
help youths realize there are adults in the
community willing to offer them needed
assistance,” said Charles Bonta, north-
eastern Kentucky area administrator for
the Department of Child Welfare.

By particxpating in recreation with the
boys—joining in their tugs-of-war, nature

hikes, softball games — Pike county

personnel and programs available to them.

‘‘Another goal of the camp,” Bonta ex-
plained, “was to move social welfare
agencies into greater involvement with
youngsters in the 11-13-year-old age group.
The project’s focus on this early-teenage
group stems from research revealing that
delinquency in Pike county develops
primarily between 14 and 15 — the next age
bracket.”

He said officials hope that by introducing
youths to organized activities and to con-
cerned persons in the community, the
youngsters may never become delinguent,

The program also provided a unique
experience for state child welfare ac-
tivities, as it was the first time private
citizens joined agency personnel to ac-
complish a community project.

According to Arley Stanley, a retired
farmer and grandfather 31 times, the
camp-out was a “‘wonderful experience.”

“Professionals, kids, and average people
like me — all of us ate, played and did
everything together,” he said.

“There are so many young boys roaming
the streets — lost for worthwhile things to
do. The camp struck me as a way to in-
troduce these youngsters to fun and good
citizenship.”

Commissioner Deitz pointed out that
Kentucky's Food Stamp Program, ad-
ministered by the Kentucky Department of
Economic Security and the Department of
Agriculture, safeguards the health of the
nation’s low-income families through
better nutrition. Families in the program
exchange an amount of their own money,
usually spent for food, to purchase food
coupons. In addition, families receive
bonus coupons to boost their buying power.

Kentucky’s 72-county Food Stamp
Program has experienced tremendous
growth during the past year. During June
282,628 low-income Kentuckians received
food stamps valued at $6,991,812. In June
1970, 208,770 persons received stamps worth
$5,166,681.
